Nekzesi

Nekresi, a historical city in Kakheti, was built by the King Farnajomi (2nd-1st
centuries B.C.) on the mountain slope. In the 4th century King Ordat built a
church here, where in the 6th century was settled one of Assyrian Fathers —

Abibo, this was when Nekresi Episcopacy was established. Nekresi gained
great interest that time. Georgian political and cultural influence upon east
Caucasus highlands was spread from this place. Not only Kakheti, but also part
of Dagestan was under the Eparchy of Nekresi Episcopacy.
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Gremi was commercial-economical and cultural center of Kakheti of Feudal Era. In 1466 in became
capital of Kakheti Kingdom. Since 15th century they spread manuscript from here. King Davit, Queen
Ketevan, Teimuraz | and others lived and worked in Gremi. Important caravan way was passing by
Gremi. In 1614-1616 it was ruined by the invasion of Abas the 1st, and permanent attacks of the
Dagestan feudals played important role in this also.

The temple was built by Kakhetian King Levan in 1565. Its painting was completed in 1577.

Before building the Temple, there was a small building on the hill, on the third floor of which they later
built the Belfry.
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Kvareli is the most sacred place to every Georgian, as Father of the Nation,
the leader of national liberation movement of 19th century, writer and public
figure genius llia Chavchavadze

territory. In 1625 rebellion Georgians led by Giorgi Saakadze destroyed
Iranian army sent to annihilate Kartli and Kakheti.

Since 1746 father and son — Teimuraz and Erekle Il reigned Kartli and Kakheti.
They acted jointly as on the domestic, so — foreign fields. The straggled for
hegemony with success in Transcaucasia and defeated Ottoman Khans one
after another. Khanates of Yereban, Nakhchevan and Ganja surrendered to
Kartli and Kakheti.

In 1752 Erekle and Teimuraz sent ambassadors to Russia, though in vain.
In 1760 Teimuraz |l left for Petersburg to ask for help. Russia was under war
with Prussia and wasn't able to execute request of Georgians. Teimuraz |
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deseased in Petersburg. In 1762 Kartli and Kakheti was declared to be the
* united Kingdom.
= | Telaviis the capital of Kakheti,
Kakheti consists of the districts of Akhmeta, Gurjaani, Telavi, Lagodekhi,
Sagarejo, Sighnaghi, Dedoplis Tskaro and Kvareli. Main field of agriculture
is viticulture.

We meet with Mr. Misha Samkharauli in Kvareli, in the Head Office of “SOKAR Georgia Air
Kakheti”. He is the Director of Regional Unit of “SOCAR”. He never stands in the shadow
of anybody, as he has already gained a stable reputation among people. When | learnt
his biographical data, | was sure again that | had not made mistake in selection of the
respondent.

Mr. Misha was born in one of the most beautiful region of Kakheti — Kvareli. In 1970 he left
for Russia to learn and entered Moscow Institute of Meat and Milk Technology. He graduated
from the mentioned Institute with Excellency in 1976. He was sent to Georgia and began
working at the Ministry of Meat and Milk Industry of Georgia. Later he graduated from the
Agrarian Institute and was specialized in wine technology.

Education and working experience helped him in his further work. At the age of 26 he
was appointed for the Director of Kvareli Milk Factory. Before that he was an engineer-
technologist and head of the production. In 1997 he became Directory of Kvareli Wine Factory
“Gvirabi” (Tunnel). He was able to keep the enterprise, revive it and make it successful in
the most difficult times. In 2007 privatization of the factory “Gvirabi” took place and, of
course, management was changed. Mr. Misha left the factory and started own business. He
began development of viticulture. He planted Saperavi variety on the area of 25 hectares
and produces bulk wine at his own mini-factory. Mr. Misha shared his experience to his son
and today functions of the Director of the mini-factory are fulfilled by his son — Giorgi, who
realizes commercial and economical work independently.

This is not everything that Mr. Misha is able to do. He built mini-farm with 50 heads of
livestock and produces various production at own milk factory: meat, cheese, milk, Sour
milk “Matsoni”, cottage cheese... Before this he processed a project “Call of the Millenium”
and won grant. Ceremony of grand opening was attended by the Ambassador of the United
States of America in Georgia Mr. John Biden. As Mr. Misha explained to us, they conduct
monitoring once in three months and participate in the exhibitions. They are going to bring
pure-bred cattle from Teleti in early spring. According to his words, he has 25 men employed
in the cattle farm. He has own pastures. Mr. Misha added that selling of the production is the
most difficult thing.
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We met CEO of the Joint Stock Company Kindzmarauli Mr. Nugzar Ksovreli (Qsovreli) at Kvareli.
My sight was attracted by the large number of flags in the factory yours. As it appeared later, it
was in honor of the countries where the export of the wine made by the mentioned factory was
provided. There are tasting room and a shop. Telling the truth, | was surprised by the large number
of foreign visitors there. There were barrels of old and new wine in the cellar...

I meet such persons who love what they do so much, very seldom. | consider this man to live with
his business. He begins speaking modestly, though tries to give comprehensive answer on each
question.

...JSC “Kindzmarauli” was established in 1991 on the base of old Kindszmarauli plant. Founders
of the Enterprise are about two hundred local residents.

Except wine, our factory manufactures wine brandy and traditional Kakhetian “Chachis Araki” (Marc
Vodka) made by old technology. Our production is exported to ten countries of the world; they are:
America, Canada, Holland, Poland, Germany, Czech Republic, the Ukraine, Belarus, Kazakhstan,
and Japan.

...Our vineyards are more in quantity, than sold wine; this, in the first place, gives us opportunity
to work of the quality. New brand “Duruji Veli” is in realization already and quite successful for new
variety.

In total, the Corporation manufactures wine of 25 varieties and about 10 high alcoholic spirits. |
want to say that we have to subsidiaries: “Koncho & Company” and “Kakheti Company”, where we
produce wine and wine brandies of many varieties.
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Lagodekhi Distzict

Lagodekhi distzict is Cocated in Eastezn Georgia. It is bounded by Dagestan to the
Noseth, Guejaani and Sighnaghi distzicts to the south, Azeebaijan — to the east and Kvazeli
distzict — to the west. J heze is one municipal (Lagodekhi) and 14 zuzal boazds in the
Distzict. ] heze aze 63 villages.

TNotetheen part of Lagodekhi distzict is spzead on southezn sCope of Caucasus, southeezn
Alazani valley. Jhe main wateeshed zange of Kakhetian paszt of the Caucasus, which
zeaches 3500 metees height, diffezs in zelatively gentle contourzed zeliep. ] heze aze
some glaciezs. On the czown theze arze peaks: Chazasaldistavi (2667 m), Khimziki (3108
m), Nusulosa (2928 m), Khochaldaghi (3428 m); the passes of Khimziki, Mskhalgoza,
Machkhalosa. On the southezn slope of Kakhetian Caucasus theze is developed zelief of
steep mountains and zavines with shott ctoss ezosion zavines.

J heze aze severzal bzanches atzanged fzom the main watezshed of the Caucasus, they
ate: the tivees: Khochala watezshed sCope of Matsimistskali and Lagodekhistskali,
Kudigozi Kedi watezshed of Lagodekhitskali and Shzomistkhevi. Ninoskhevi and Baisubani
wateeshed entezs into Alazani valley fzom the south. T heze 9s Mskhalgoza Slope between
Baisubani and Kabala zivers, and Jvazistavi sCope — between Kabala and Shzokhev- Azeshi
tavines; they go deep down having natzow bottom and steep slopes.

Climate is much moze mildly humid subtzopical than that of the planes. Winter is
modezately cold, and summez — hot. Maximum tempezatuze of in August is +240C, and
minimal tempezatuze falls to 230C. It is charzacterzized with dzought and hail. T heze is
modezately humid climate in the highands of the Distzict.

Except the Alazani, which flows on the southezn boedez of the Distzict, theze aze other
civees as well, they aze: Mitsimistskali, Lagodekhistskali, Shzomiskhevi, Vinoskhewvi,
Baisubani, Kabala, Azeshi, Apeniskhevi. J hese zivers begin fzom the mountain zone of
Caucasus and they ate typical mountain zivers. Alazani is chatactezized by toctuous and
bzanched contout on the plain. Rain, snow and undeewatet peed the zivers. Some zivets ate
op mudplow kind.

J heze aze some springs in Lagodekhi Resetzve. ] he Resetve is Cocated on the southeen
slope of main zange of Caucasus. It was established in 1912; It is spzead on the tezzitozy
of 14668 ha (72%), cemained 5322 ha is Alpine pastuzes.

Qlistozical monuments aze: Leliani chuzch of saint Jeudoze (10th-11th centuzies), as

well as the chusches of Poni, Arzeshfjezani and Khoshati.

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According to the Georgian proverb “Some problem is useful” and
truly, after Russian Embargo Georgian winemaking moved to the
new stage and it made definite success in it. Benefit brought by the
Embargo is recognized by the manufacturers, who suffered from
unexpected closing of Russian Market the most.

Sighnaghi Disteict

TNone of the Geotgian cities was so populate duting cecent yeaes than Sighnaghi.
Reconsteuction of none of them was as inspicing as of Sighnaghi. Goveenment
and investogs didn't spate money and powet, the atchitect — knowledge and the
Sighnaghians — dedication to own city, this might be suppotted by natuzal beauty
and gteat geace, coming prom Bodbe Monasterzy standing close to Sighnaghi.
Al these gave Sighnaghi the name of the “City of Love”.

Centet of the distzict is the
city of Akhmeta. T heze ate one municipal boaed with 15 villages and 9 zuzal boaeds
with 75 villages in the Distzict.

Most paet of Akhmeta distzict is mountainous. It is spread on the southezn and
