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IT IS NECESSARY TO CONDUCT A COMPLEX STUDY OF
GEORGIA’S LABOR MARKET AND MIGRATION

(Abstract)

Georgian labour market is being shaped under economic
transformation and the impact of the widespread post Soviet crisis
is completely reflected in it. during the economic collapse demand
for labour critically dropped and the unemployment on unprece-
dented scale took place.

The extreme imbalance in supply and demand and reduction
of labour price made a large part of population earn living from
permanent or temporary emigration abroad.

Post Soviet demographic crisis exerts a great influence on
the labour market. At present the period of gradual reduction of
the young part of economically active population is under way in
Georgia. Generation born in the 1990s enter labour market and its
number is nearly half diminished owing to low birth rate. During
the crisis the regressive development of the industrial structure of
employment took place and the share of the employed in agricul-
tural sector rose from 25% to 55% of the employed. This was due
to the dramatic reduction in the number of the employed in in-
dustry and material production and false “full” employment of
rural population. Decrease in jobs in town-forming industries of
the economy, economic crisis in general and reduction of output,
made rural and urban population distribution uneven_and in-
creased supply and demand imbalance in the labour market. A
specific manifestation of inefficient employment is underemploy-
ment in material production sectors, especially in agriculture,
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where, despite several endeavors, self-employment could not
reach sufficient level of efficiency.

Secondary employment became a common characteristic of
the Georgian labour market. However, according to the different
studies, this does not ensure to earn minimum living wage either.

The situation is especially hard in single industry mining re-
gions , where due to disastrous fall of mining industry, most jobs
were destroyed. A considerable part of population was forced to
intensively emigrate abroad or other regions of the country to find
temporary jobs.

During the crisis positive effects of population territorial
movement were extremely reduced and migration negative effects
on labour market and the economy as a whole were reinforced.

As a result of ethnic conflicts a big mass of refugees and de-
terioration of living conditions, mass permanent and labour emi-
gration exerted essential influence on Georgia’s labour potential
and labour market formation. Liberalization of population flows,
which was an essential characteristic of post Soviet population
territorial movement encouraged the development of one-sided
migration processes and considerably reduced the intensity of
rather expensive organized migrations instead, which had a great
economic and social importance in pre-crisis Georgia with regard
to jobs and formation of due regional proportions of population.
Labour emigration creates acute social problems in Georgia now.
Outflow of labour to the international market became intensive in
post Soviet period. The process covered all the regions, but re-
gional differences in its intensity make different influences on la-
bour emigration in regional markets. The amount of money
transfers of emigrants permanently increases and accounts 0,5-1
billion dollars. Entry of labour force in the international market
makes considerable changes to the Georgian labour market terms.
On the one hand, the share of the unemployed in internal market
is reduced, but on the other hand, the quality of workforce is de-
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teriorated. Under the circumstances there is need for radical im-
provement of the Georgian labour market and migration processes
management
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INFRASTRUCTURE OF THE NATIONAL LABOR MAR-
KET AND PECULIARITIES OF ITS FUNCTIONING IN
GEORGIA
(Abstract)

The scientific work “Infrastructure of the National La-
bour Market and Peculiarities of its Functioning in Georgia”
addresses rather problematic questions, undoubtedly, is ac-
tual. Under conditions of severe economic and financial cri-
sis which has gripped all the spheres of public relations, the
tendency of mass unemployment and a drastic fall in living
standards of the basic layers of the population has emerged
with particular severity. According to the State Department
for Statistics of Georgia, the significant part of Georgia’s
population lived below the official poverty line.

The main reason of poverty is chronic unemployment,
rather low wage level. In addition, the system of social secu-
rity is effectively disrupted in the country, there is no prac-
tice of scientifically proved management of the regulation of
employment and socio-labor relations, the integrated infra-
structure and information system of labour market has not
been created yet, the scales of hidden unemployment, in-
formal employment and labour migration are high. Proceed-
ing from this, the main priority of the country’s social and
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economic policy should become achievement of full and ef-
fective employment of able-bodied population and forma-
tion of flexible state system of its social protection. In such
conditions the formation of national labour market and for-
mulation of reasonable policy for its state regulation gains
special importance. Normally operating labour market effec-
tively realizes its basic functions and provides normal repro-
duction of labour force, its distribution and use in various
spheres and branches of economy, according to character of
activity observes norms and requirements of labour motiva-
tion.

Proceeding from the aforesaid, work contains results of
research and the characteristic of elements of labour market
in Georgia, peculiarities of its formation, the tendency of de-
velopment and the difficulties related to them. In the work
the main principles and directions of formation in Georgia
the organized labour market are formulated. Practical reali-
zation of the last has rather great importance for definition
of the role of labour market, its structure, peculiarities and
basic elements, for forecasting processes of its development
and maintenance of modelling. Only on this basis the deci-
sion of the preventive problems connected with realization
of scientifically proved effective state policy of the function-
ing and regulation of labour market is possible.

GLOBALIZATION AND MIGRATION THE CASE
OF HUNGARY?3?

In the early 1980s and late seventies globalization as a new
discursive and social order based on integrity of the global
financial system and the conditions for transnational corpo-
rate capitalism ended a historic epoch. This ended the period
based on the competition of capitalist and socialist moderni-
zation projects organized in the framework of nation states
and their block alliances like the Comecon and EEC (Me-
legh, 2006). This change was not just a phenomenon effect-
ing the so-called West, but due to their strong connections
to world capitalism the “socialist world” as well.
(McMichael, 2000) Even we can say that the socialist ex-
periment ended as a result of the penetration of capitalism
into the economic system of centrally planned economies
and the related social arrangements.

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In these dramatic changes migration played an important
role as the movement of people was an artifact or even a di-
rect factor in the rearrangement of global power structures.
The best example of this could be the massive flow of East
German citizens into Hungary, and then into the West in
the fall of 1989, which was a prime factor in the collapse of
the special East German state. But migrants played an impor-
tant role in other ways as well which we will see in this pa-
per below and actually this paper is considering in what
fields and what way we can observe the linkage between
globalization and migration in Hungary in the 1990s and the
early 2000s. First let us have a look at discourses on the link
between migration and globalization in scholarly literature.

The transformation of borders: discourses and topics in the
scholarly ljterature

Looking at this thematic field it is important to notice that
its main interest is in the macro explanation of migration
and focuses on the transformation of economic and social
structures. In other words changes in the migratory move-
ments are interpreted as a reflection of wider structures and
interrelationships. Even we can argue that it clearly opposes
to “neoclassic” approaches on migration openly or indirectly
referring to Ravenstein’s push and pull theory or some kind
of “rational calculation” on a micro level. (Carling, 2002) In
case there is some kind of work at a lower social level then it
is on transnational networks and the issues of transnational
identity. (Massey et al., Zolberg in Sik, 2001, 9-55)
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The most important among the macro relationships is the
one showing the movement of capital and labor in opposing
directions. Transnational capital appears in “weaker” coun-
tries, it establishes niches of global capitalism, while due to
transnational links and the cultural homogenization created
by the universal consumption patterns migrants start moving
or get involved in a new type of transnational movement.

In this movement not only the pattern is new in that migra-
tory decisions are less and less final and more and more we
see transnational commuting, but also the relevant identities
are also less and less based on the idea of loosing an old iden-
tity and assimilating into a new culture. Diaspora communi-
ties are created by utilizing the technological advances,
which allow “real time” or “online” communication across
the globe. The most extreme example of this new develop-
ment are the so called “virtual” migrants, who sell their labor
via internet communication and even their bodies are not
moved. The increasing domestic servant industry is an op-
posing side of virtual migration as in these cases bodies are
temporarily moved into richer countries Here the skills of
mainly women are not needed and they are just used as per-
sons taking care of household duties. Thus in all aspects we
can see that globalization leads to a decline in the signifi-
cance of borders, both as a physical line being crossed much
more frequently by individual migrants, but also as a social
and cultural dividing line. It is more and more a specific fil-
ter or with the term of Jézsef Bordcz, a contingent closure
(Hansen 2002; Staring in: Kalb et al. 2000; Sassen 1996; 1999;

Virtual reunification of the nation: Public discourses on mi-
gration in Hungary

After analyzing the relevant academic discourses let us see
how Hungary is positioned in the above global transformation
and how it gets integrated into the system of floating borders
first with regard to discourses on labor migration and the im-
migration of co-ethnics.

In a recent analysis (Hegyesi-Melegh, 2003a, Melegh 2001,
2002b) we have carried out a content and discourse analysis
on the press coverage of a Hungarian law (the so called Status
Law) and the subsequent debate on offering a Hungarian
identity card, educational privileges and some employment
opportunities for Hungarians living in neighboring countries.
As we will see below migrants with Hungarian ethnicity con-
stitute the dominant group of temporary and long term immi-
grants. The law itself was initiated in 2001 in order to achieve
a “virtual” reunification of the “divided” Hungarian nation
and to provide additional labor force for the growing Hungar-
ian economy more and more dominated by large multina-
tional companies. This combination of ethnicity, migration
and globalization allowed us to analyze systematically what
discourses regulate Hungarian public discussions on the socio-
political positioning of the country with regard to migration
and globalization. In this interpretative work we utilized
more then 600 articles published in Hungarian dailies in
2001-2002.
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Different discourses could be identified which then could be
linked to each other showing a very interesting discursive
framework of public discussions. First there was a clear pat-
tern of a nationalist discourse, which discussed the law as a
national collective act for the rise and the virtual “reunifica-
tion” of the nation. This topic was combined with the idea of
a need of protecting national minorities in neighboring
countries. In this fight the enemies are those who oppose
this new cross-border national unity. This position was
based the idea that we are already “European” and “West-
ern” and all the active agents of the discursive arena should
acknowledge this fact.

Second we could identify a liberal discourse, which defined
its main themes as a fight against discrimination, the exten-
sion of rights to wider groups, the acceptance of multiple
identities and transnational rights, fight against the racism of
the majority. This was coupled with the very interesting
comparison of the social position of Roma versus the Hun-
garians living outside the country. This discourse positioned
Hungary as being not yet “European”, which meant that we
should learn from the West, while this “nationalist” law and
government is of “Eastern” character. The next major dis-
course is based on the need for the defense of the labor mar-
ket and the social protection of the state, which defines as its
main themes as the protection of the ,,domestic” employees
and the fight against ,,Eastern” flood.

During the analysis it was clear that the above major dis-
courses were linked to each other and could be put into an
even larger framework of an East/West discourse as the or-
ganizing discourse of the public debate (see among others
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Said, 1978, Wolff, 1994, Todorova, 1997, Melegh 2006). This
discourse with regard to Eastern Europe has been based on
the idea of the civilizational slope or hierarchy since the 18®
century. This slope idea with regard to “civilizational devel-
opment” has allowed us to interpret the above discourses as
being different perspectives on this imaginary slope asking
the questions who is looking into which direction on the
civilizational slope from a middling position. In this way we
could characterize the liberal approach as a “self’-
orientalization, in which framework the act of “nationalist”
reunification is seen as something “backward” and “Eastern”,
while there is a need for gradually moving upward on this
civilizational slope. This upward looking perspective is
somehow replicated in the case of the social protection of
the Hungarian welfare state, although this discourses formu-
lated in a framework of gradual “modernization” as com-
pared to gradual “civilization” of the country. These upward
looking perspectives is rejected by the nationalist discourse,
which can be characterized as a downward looking “petit
imperialism”, which is for the control of the “Eastern”
neighboring countries and the utilization of its labor force
together with the idea of a civilizing mission toward these
countries. (On this see also Melegh, 2003a, 2002b, 2006) Al-
together then it can be seen that there is a constant fight in
Hungarian public discussions over the positioning of the
country in the new global order with regard to migration,
which fight shows that mental borders with regard to mi-
grants are in a flux, which can be a characteristic of global-
ization. (Melegh, 2002)
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This finding also shows that migration policies are embedded
into a civilizational and very importantly an ethnic dis-
course. They serve as a major cognitive pattern in under-
standing migration and the erection of floating borders
around Hungary. The idea of a civilizational slope fits also
very well the establishment of a “gray zone” for filtering
“Eastern” migrants and thus it fits rather well the recently
developed policies of the EU in handling such issues. Both
the ideas of “Eastern Enlargement” and “Neighborhood Pol-
icy” actually implies such a cognitive perspective and leads
to the idea of “floating” borders and varying conditions for
entering EU territories. In this mechanism the actual "East-
ern" target group can change and even the EU borders might
shift (like in the case of Romania). But it does not invalidate
the slope mechanism and even we can argue that the
strength of this European "technique" lies exactly in its flexi-
bility. Just the hierarchical thinking is important.

It is also important to note that the ethnic considerations of
certain new member states like Hungary are related to these
policies and they serve as mechanisms of making borders se-
lective around EU territories on ethnic and a claimed civiliza-
tional ground. Such moves, like the idea of double citizenship
to co-ethnics in neighboring countries make EU policies more
complicated, but we definitely cannot argue that they contra-
dict them entirely. As it could be seen above nationalist agen-
das toward neighbors can operate in exactly the same way as
European liberal-civilizational agendas. They are attempts to
provide certain privileges for making strict borders more
flexible for certain privileged groups. But let us see how these
political and discursive mechanism are related to “real” migra-
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tory processes in Hungary and what conclusions we can draw
from this confrontation.

Migratory processes in Hungary in the era of globalization
In Hungary the statistical coverage of migrants is certainly
incomplete especially with regard to some groups, which
might be important from the perspective of globalization.
Naturally we have little knowledge about illegal labor mi-
grants who come for utilizing the wage gap between differ-
ent East European countries. In addition we know little
about the domestic servant industry which is not followed
and just slightly controlled by the Hungarian state, regard-
less of the fact that this process is truly transnational and
more and more people get involved in it. Also we have little
data on the so called “false” tourists, who do some kind of
small scale trading on a rather permanent basis or work as
temporary labor migrants (Okolski 1999, Melegh 2003c).
Even more when we have better statistics, then it is still a
problem that certain relevant information is missing and we
cannot follow the ways how migrants move from one cate-
gory to the other.

Seeing this we follow the “well established categories” where
from a bureaucratic point of view a much more systematic
data collection is made. Here we will focus on migratory
processes up till the early years of our decade.. At the mo-
ment data of the Central Statistical Office seems to provide
the most comprehensive picture of international migration
in the 1990s in Hungary, which profile we analyze from the
point of view of globalization. This database is supplemented
by the survey results made among those gaining immigrant
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status in 2001 (Godri 2005) and some additional qualitative
analyses made among labor migrants in Northern Hungary.
Also we utilize the regional analysis of immigration and for-
eign direct investment in Hungary (Melegh et al. 2005) Here
we focus on three major groups, namely those applying for
labor permit, those having a residence permit and those for-
eign citizens who immigrate into the country.

1. Labor or Work Permit

The labor or work permit is issued by county offices of the
National Employment Office. Annual number is within a
range between 20-50 thousand. On the level of counties the
following data are collected: employer, birth place and time,
citizenship, data on the job-unreliable, start and end, wage,
justification, previous story, permission and refusal. The
greatest problem is that there is no national databank. This
means we have only limited number of cross-sectional data
on the whole country. It is important to note that important
groups fall out in the case of skilled, managerial people, in-
tellectuals and some trainees, which could be characterized
as an “upper class” within foreign laborers.

Looking at Table 1 we can clearly see that there is an upward
tendency in the number of people receiving labor permit,
which is a clear sign of a growing demand for legal employ-
ment indicating also a possible increase of illegal labor mi-
grants. By the year of 2000 this figure went above 40 thou-
sand and even this increase has continued later as well be-
yond the level of 50 000. In terms of citizenship Romania is
by far the most important country for Hungary. It gives al-
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most half of the total foreign laborer population. Beside the
other “non-Western” neighboring countries, Slovakia, for-
mer Yugoslavia and the former Soviet Union (basically
Ukraine), China play significant role in this transnational
movement.

Most of the people from neighboring countries are of Hun-
garian ethnic origin (see also Godri 2005). But it is also im-
portant to clarify that the upward tendency is not a rule and
the inclusion of Romania in the EU seems to have changed
the tendencies substantially. But we can definitely argue that
foreign labor has been institutionalized in Hungary as a re-
sult of globalization.

The reconfiguration of transnational labor movement is even
clearer in the case of the sector composition of labor mi-
grants. The disappearance of certain groups (e.g. Polish min-
ers) and gradual increase of people working in the sectors
construction emblematize not only the radical reconstruc-
tion of state socialist economies, but also globalization in the
sense that “global service people” have become dominant,
who basically come from the more “Eastern” neighboring
countries (Sassen, 1999) It is also important to see that some
better skilled jobs needed in the service sector (like financial
service) have also become somewhat important.

The regional distribution of labor (and other types of) mi-
grants also show the features of globalization in the sense
that a minor global city (Budapest) and the surrounding
county Pest comprising the region “Central Hungary” take
most of the labor migrants
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That this regional distribution is linked to globalization is
clear if we connect it to the regional patterns of foreign di-
rect investment for the same period. The clear relationship
in the form of a very strong correlations suggests, that labor
migrants (those having a labor permit) look for such eco-
nomic spaces in which foreign capital also feels all right.
This definitely indicates that there are such economic proc-
esses which make the regulation of transnational commuting
an important factor and which puts pressure on borders. (
Melegh et al. 2005; Hansen 2002; Staring in: Kalb et al. 2000;
Sassen 1996; 1999; 2001, Forsander 2002).

2. Foreign citizens residing in Hungary

The next group of “detectable” migrants who play an impor-
tant role in transnational labor migration comprises all those
foreign citizens, who reside in Hungary. This means a for-
eign citizen having a residence permit for a longer stay or an
immigration permit, who stayed in Hungary on January 1%
of the given year. There is the related concept of temporary
residence permit, which until 31t December, 2001 was is-
sued by the police station for foreigners residing legally in
Hungary, if the planned period of their stay was shorter than
a year. Until 31* December 2001 permanent residence per-
mit was issued by the police station, if the planned period
exceeded a year. From January 1, 2002 residence permits are
not any more classified as permanent or temporary permits.
At the request of foreigners residing in Hungary with a valid
residence visa - in order to extend the period of residence —
the regional authority of alien’s administration can issue
residence permits. If the purpose of residence is work or
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some kind of activity in order to get an income, the resi-
dence permit can be issued for a maximum of four years for
the first time. The validation period of the residence of for-
eigners studying in higher education or taking part in a fur-
ther vocational training or in a professional practice (hereaf-
ter: student) can’t exceed a year for the first time, and can be
prolonged every time by a year until the studies or profes-
sional practices have been finished.
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Looking at the age and sex composition of residing foreign
citizens in table 3, we can observe an age pattern familiar in
migration literature. Between 1995 and 2006 most of the re-
siding foreigners are in the age group above 20 and below
50, although there is a definite in the elder age groups,
which can be understood as a secondary migration when
parents join their children migrating earlier. Nonetheless
this just partially should be understood as elderly people
moving into less affluent but more pleasant environment,
but mainly as the care for elderly within Hungarian families
coming from neighboring

countries. (Illés, 2005; Melegh, 2006a) In the sex composition
of residing foreigners there is a notable increase in the ratio of
women. (On feminization see Okolski, 1999) By 2001 it seems
that women have caught up with men and even they
achieved some kind of dominance. There has been a female
dominance in the age groups of late tens and twenties, plus in
the age groups above fifty. This might mean a change of gen-
der patterns, which is very much in line with the above ana-
lyzed literature on globalization, but we have to make clear
that only male superiority has disappeared and feminization is
not so strong.

The regional distribution of residing foreign citizens show a
somewhat different picture from the one observed in the case
of laboring foreigners especially in the early 90s. In that pe-
riod most of the Eastern counties of Hungary received a rela-
tively large number of residing foreign citizens, which was
due to the massive inflow of Hungarians from Romania.
Nonetheless, later the concentration to the Budapest region
can be observed in line with the regional distribution of the
labor permit holders. The Southern-Eastern areas are peculiar
due to the previous civil war in Yugoslavia. As an exception
to the globalization pattern the case of the Eastern areas can
be understood as stations on the road of moving to the Central
Region. Most Romanian Hungarians first find a place for
themselves in the relatively poor county of Szabolcs-Szatmar
in order to accumulate some capital to move on. This puts an
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extra pressure on the Eastern borders and the local labor mar-
kets as these receiving regions bordering Romania and
Ukraine have a relatively unfavorable labor market situation
(Melegh et al 2005). Here this relative pressure is coupled
with a rather intensive illegal labor commuting and small
trade activity, which makes this border region rather chaotic
with all the implications of serious management problems
around the border especially in the case of Ukraine.

The map of those areas and countries from which Hungary
attracts residing foreign citizens is also show interesting char-
acteristics. Together with the actual numbers we can see that
the “Eastern” neighboring states are the prime sources of this
group just like in the case of labor permits. On the “Western”
side Germany plays an important role while there is Russia
and Poland which serve as a kind of secondary background.
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A peak period of foreigners from "old" EU and Germany was
at the end of the 90s. Now there is a relative decline, but due
to the EU accession it has increase again to the levels of the
late 1990s. Beside the European countries there is another
significant group, namely the Chinese (more than 5000 at the
end of the 1990s and little bit lower during the early 2000s)
and Vietnamese (above 100). African countries seem to follow
the same trend as above. (around 2000). Altogether it seems
that Hungary is becoming a place of attraction outside its
closest region, although it is still just a regional focus point,
which shows that the global position of the country is of in-
termediary nature in the East/West migration. It also shows
that migratory policy shaped in the framework of just ethnic
neighborhood policy is very restrictive and there is a need for
developing a wider basis.

3. Foreign citizens immigrating to Hungary

This group includes all those foreign citizens who have ap-
plied for obtained an immigration, residence or settlement
permit. Until 31% December 2001 an immigration permit
could be issued to a foreigner who resided in Hungary con-
tinuously and legally for at least three years since his/her en-
try, and had a permanent address and secure job in Hungary
and there were no legal precluding reasons against him/her.
Permission to settle (kind of a green card): was introduced on
January 1* 2002 instead of the immigration permit. Until 2001
a foreigner could apply for a residence permit if he/she had
stayed in Hungary continuously legally for at least three years
since his entry, except when the purpose of residence is con-
tinuing studies. A foreigner having a residence visa or resi-
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dence permit could get an exemption from the condition of
the three years’ residence if he/she asks for residence as a fam-
ily member with a purpose of family reunion. After 2001 the
conditions for a settlement permit are stricter as foreigners
need to stay in Hungary continuously for 5 years, which
shows that joining the EU led to harsher closure toward for-
eigners.

Before we start analyzing the social composition of immi-
grating foreigners it is important to note that Hungary has
become a real target country with regard to immigration in
all the receiving regions as it is shown by the balance of in-
and out migrating foreign citizens. Thus in this respect it
seems that Hungary is less and less a transitory place for for-
eign citizens and has become a real target area of interna-
tional migration. Also we can clearly see that Hungary
comes out positive from the exchange of foreigners and it
helps maintaining the population size of the country. But
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according to the calculations of the demographic Research
Institute it is definitely not enough as the continuously low
fertility of the population and the soon intensifying ageing
process will lead greater and greater losses in natural popula-
tion growth. (Hablicsek-Té6th, 2002). This we can also con-
ceptualize as an ongoing feature of globalization combining
low fertility, ageing and the need for immigrants to maintain
population sizes.

Looking at the sex and marital status composition among the
foreign citizens applying for immigration, residence or set-
tlement permit up till 2001 there is a clear male dominance,
but there is an increase in the ratio of women, just like in
the case of residing foreigners. It is to be noted that the male
dominance is very clear in the case of never married, which
show that single men take the adventure to apply for immi-
gration permit in Hungary. They can also be the persons
who start the process of migration and their family members
or friends come just later. Seeing this it is reasonable to as-
sume that the increasing ratio of women is a “follow-up”
process. A rise of the same kind of secondary migration can
be observed as in the case of elderly people who follow their
children (Go6dri 2005).

Combining the internal regional distribution and the citi-
zenship of the immigrating foreigners it is clear that Buda-
pest and the surrounding area is as dominant as in the case of
residing foreigners. Even it seems, that regardless of the
gradual increase in numbers, since the mid 1990s the re-
gional pattern has been stable showing the same pattern as
in the other categories. Although Transdanubian territories
are catching up with that of the Great Plain, the extremely
unequal distribution is still valid.

The effect of globalization can also be seen in the national
composition of immigrating foreigners according to regions.
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Yugoslavian and Ukrainian citizens opt for the neighboring
territories mainly. Romanian citizens are the most widely
spread, while only Budapest and the central region attracts
Chinese and old EU citizens in greater numbers

The occupational composition of immigrating foreign citi-
zens also shows a globalization pattern (Table 4). There are
basically three groups of immigrants beside the high number
of unknown, which makes the registration rather insecure.
There are professionals or migrants with high skills, there
are service people (construction, services) and a huge num-
ber of students who intend to remain in the country. Also
we have to note that there are gender differences as well re-
flected in the number of dependent female migrants. Such a
composition is certainly due to the globalization process as
suggested by the literature on globalization (most impor-
tantly Sassen, 1999). Altogether there are professionals and
“upper class” global migrants living the lifestyle of the global
“middle class” and those people, who giving up their original
skills land in the “lower” groups of the host society which
composition is related to global hierarchies.
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Concerning the relationship between the occupational com-
position and geographic origins of the immigrants (i.e. global
hierarchies) a very interesting picture emerges which some-
how resembles the “East/West” slope identified in the Hun-
garian and European public discourses (Figure 4). Unfortu-
nately we have detailed data on this only till 2001, but check-
ing the overall composition and some partial data it seems
that the ternds established till 2001 remain valid up till 2005.

In the 1990s in the case of Ukraine there is a rather clear
shift toward the unskilled and low skilled . They represent
more then 50% of the total immigrating population. In the
case of Romania a somewhat similar picture emerges.
Throughout the 90s the main groups has been the domi-
nantly unskilled or low skilled migrant group beside the un-
changing ratio of professionals and those needing higher
educational levels. Such socially divided and to a large extent
lower class migration is not the characteristic of all the other
sending areas, in which group smaller Yugoslavia might be
an interesting counter example. Migrants from smaller
Yugoslavia till the year 2000 are from “elite” groups, which
is tantalizing as there was civil war and there could be all the
reasons for leaving the country. It seems that due to then
existing political restrictions this “elite” group could utilize
transnational networks to find a new place outside their
home country. From another perspective it can also be ar-
gued that till 2000 most of the socialist industry of Yugosla-
via was intact in terms of privatization and this together
with the border restrictions did not allow the integration
into the “European” economy at a lower point of some kind
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of social hierarchy. Most probably by now Serbia (The only
remaining part of ex-small Yugoslavia) has been folded into
hierarchy seen in the case of Romanian and the Ukraine.
The European Union migrants are the ones who come to
Hungary from “above” showing the lower position of Hun-
gary on the “East/West” slope. The EU accession seems to
have offered new positions for some of the educated people
in Western Europe utilizing the comparative differences in
an opposite manner. China represents a completely different
pattern, in which a special group emerges living on smaller
scale entrepreneurship and service work. They do not appear
on the East/West slope, they seem to comprise a special
niche in the Hungarian society.

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IV. Conclusion

Looking at the discursive and “real” social practices with re-
gard to migrating to Hungary it turns out that immigration
has become much more of a transnational character, and
there are huge groups beside the undetected false tourists or
illegal labor migrants who find an opportunity in Hungary
to reside for a longer period. Globalization has become a ma-
jor factor which process appears both in the relationship be-
tween regional patterns of foreign investment and certain
migrant groups and in the social segmentation of migrants in
terms of social position. There is a large group of unskilled or
deskilled migrants who are employed in the country legally
or illegally. We could also pay attention to an emerging
East/West slope in terms of areas providing “upper” and
“lower” class migrants.

Thus it seems that discursive patterns are related to migra-
tory processes and that the hierarchical concepts and policies
based on the idea of gradual movement toward “European”
ideals and social structures do have a basis or we can argue
they are worked out in social processes. There is a demand
for low skilled laborers of mainly Hungarian origin, who are
collected from ‘Eastern’ countries like Ukraine and Romania.
This relationship is also institutionalized and there is a dis-
cursive background also. In their case ethnicity is a struc-
tural factor, which should not be mistaken as the target of
policies. These are the so-called service or contractual peo-
ple, the non-ethnic management of which process seems to
be of an urgent need
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There is also a clear contradiction between the handling of
migration in and around the European Union and the migra-
tory processes until very recently. There is huge discrepancy
between the goals of migratory policies and the complexity
of migration processes as created by globalization.

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POLITICAL AND DEMOGRAPHIC ASPECTS
OF FORCIBLE MIGRATION
(Abstract)

It is well grounded that migration is a forcible process
its nature and essence; first of all it is connected to the aspi-
ration of individuals (family members and groups of people)
to satisfy certain demand. Decision making about migration
by individuals (family members and groups of people) in its
turn is a longtime process. After passing through several
consecutive phase we really fix migration as a occurred fac6t.
With this, if would-be migrant is able to satisfy the de-
mands, that force him to charge the dwelling place, migra-
tion act may not be occurred.

In contract to the causes of migration, war activities
force to peaceful population to flee from their dwelling
places, sometimes even their native country.

Hence, the term “forcible migration” must be used
widely in special literature, because the term “forced migra-
tion” frequently doesn’t agree with the real content of cur-
rent migratory processes contradicts the desire of people.
Moreover, the term “forced migration” can be used with po-
litical purpose, because it doesn’t reflect real content and
caused of population spontaneous and mass movement.

In the case of migration caused by socio-economic and
other reasons, migrants can return to their previous dwelling
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places any time while in the case of “forcible migration”. The
return of refugees basically depends on outer reasons (on po-
litical decision of the “won” part of population, responsive
successful war activities et.)

On the basis of existing statistical information we have
analyzed the peculiarities of “forcible migration” of the great
part of population residing on the territories of New Inde-
pendent States formed after the break-up of the Soviet Un-
ion.

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INTERNATIONAL MIGRATION AS A COMPONENT IN
FORMATION OF THE POPULATION OF GEORGIA
(1960-2035)

(Abstract)

The paper deals with international migration as a com-
ponent in formation of the population of Georgia. It is dem-
onstrated that since 1960 Georgia has been characterized
with negative net migration. Nevertheless, during 1960-
1990, a period of a relatively high natural growth, the latter
was the main component in formation of the population of
Georgia. From 1992 the intensity of international migration
considerably increases in comparison to the previous years.
At the same time, because of the decline in childbirth, natu-
ral growth decreases and international migration becomes
the main component in formation of the population of
Georgia. According to the estimations, negative net migra-
tion will be characterized to Georgia until 2030. Besides that,
international migration will remain the main component in
formation of the population of Georgia until 2025.
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SOME QUESTIONS OF MIGRATION REGULATION
IN FEUDAL GEORGIA
(Abstract)

In feudal Georgia the economic and legal standards of the
population migration created the migration policy, directed to-
ward the ethnic, religious and economic security of the country.
The documents of Georgia’s law in the feudal period, reflecting
the regulation of the population’s migration are analyzed in the
article. It has been proved that in Georgia, as well as in other
countries, feudal industrial rules maximally limited the population
territorial migration. Feudalists rarely liberated their serfs, and
consequently, there were only few cases of territorial migration.

In the highland, where the feudal relationships failed to be
established, the population of the village obliged the village leaver
to pay the material compensation (for example, the leaver had to
give the half of his flock of sheep to the village). The migra-
tion from the village was controlled in order to prevent infections.
The bringer of the infection into the village was severely pun-
ished. The historical documents indicate that in the territorial mi-
gration the attention was paid to the religious affiliation and mari-
tal status. It was obligatory for the merchant who was going to
leave for Europe to get married, as single merchants often stayed
in Europe forever that was rare in case of merchants, travelling to
the Asian countries.
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GEORGIAN HIGHER SCHOOLS STUDENTS’ ATTITUDE
TO MIGRATION FOR WORK AND STUDY
(Abstract)

Social study of external migration made by students of
Georgian higher schools, that involved 550 students, found
high quality of attitude to migration for work and study
abroad. But realization indicators of migration are pretty low
and depends on many factors.

Research found that most of students intend to go
abroad to get education (31.8%), deepen their knowledge in
foreign languages (15.4%), improve their material conditions
(29.3%). More realization chance of migration have those
students whose relatives are in emigration. In the meantime
major part of them intend to work and study abroad.

Figured out orientation countries of emigration for
study and work: Great Britain (28.15%), USA (17.3%), Ger-
many (13.4%), Italy (11.4%), France (6.4%), Russia (4.2%)
and etc.

Youth’ labor emigration, that at the same time would
be connected to continue study abroad, can be considered as
a positive phenomenon if it is of short term and returnable
nature, takes place in legal way.

Study found that potential emigrants badly knew mi-
gration policy of the countries favorable for them and rather
safe methods of emigration, that makes it necessary to im-
prove information systems of emigration.
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In case of probable emigration major part of inquired
youth (84%) have decided to return to their home countries
sooner or later, only 2.8 % intends to leave their home coun-
tries forever.
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MIGRATORY PROCESSES IN EUROPE
(Abstract)

Europe has traditionally been a source, not a destina-
tion, of immigrants. Over 50 million Europeans migrated to
North and South America, Australia, and other regions be-
tween the mid-1800s and the outbreak of World War I.

Since the 1960s, the situation has reversed—millions of
immigrants have flowed into the countries of northern and
western Europe. In the first half of the 1990s, Europe re-
ceived about 2 million newcomers annually, more than the
United States. Most were asylum-seekers from former com-
munist countries, unauthorized aliens, or refugees from vio-
lence in former Yugoslavia. Immigration has become a top
domestic priority in most northern and western European
countries.

Illegal immigration for employment was the second
major stream of immigrants into Europe after the 1990s. Af-
ter the Berlin Wall fell in 1989 and former communist coun-
tries relaxed their border controls, Germany became the fa-
vorite destination of Poles, Bulgarians, Romanians and for-
mer Soviet citizens.

Ethnic nationals formed the third major immigrant
stream in the early 1990s. During the communist era, emi-
gration from Eastern Europe and the USSR was generally
prohibited. In the early 1990s, large numbers of ethnic na-
tionals took advantage of relaxed border controls to move to
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richer countries that offered greater economic opportunities.
Once again, the main focus of attention was Germany. The 2
million to 4 million ethnic Germans living in Eastern Europe
and the former USSR had a constitutional right to return to
Germany as citizens.
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1IABOR MIGRATION OF QIZIKI POPULATION
(in the case of Signagi and Dedoplistskaro)

Due to the profitable geopolitical location and pleasant
natural and climate conditions, it should be stressed that
Georgia has never been characterized as a country with in-
tensive external migration processes; whilst there was no
particular need for people to go abroad to improve their liv-
ing conditions. But social-economic crisis of the beginning of
1990s has caused unprecedented scales of emigration. Every
administrative territory of Georgia is characterized with
emigration processes. We have less information about la-
bour migration processes in the regions. The demographic-
sociological research was held in Signagi and Dedoplistskaro
(in Kakheti region). The research has shown that the main
motivation of emigration is to escape economic hardship and
to improve living conditions. Migration flows are mainly di-
rected towards the following countries: Greece - 20,8 %,
Russian Federation -19,3 %, USA and Canada — 14,4 %,
Germany — 8,9 %, Spain — 6,3 %, France — 4,5 %. The scales
of labor migration towards the far abroad has increased but
the flows of emigrants in the European countries has slowed
down. Such situations is caused by the restrictions of Euro-
pean governments.

The ratio of women in emigration is 42,1 %, that has a
negative influence on the country’s demographic develop-
ment, because majority of these women is at the reproduc-
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tive age and their generative function is lost abroad. Migra-
tion processes have caused extreme decrease of reproductive
functions of emigrants. Dominant in the age structure of the
emigrants is 16-30 ( 37,7 %) and 30-39 (40,6 %) age contin-
gent.

43.0 % of emigrants has higher education. But they do
not work by their profession. They are engaged in unskilled
labor as auxiliary workers, such as nurses, nannies, waiters
and cleaners. Only a small percentage of emigrants are able
to raise their qualification, while the rest become disquali-
fied.

The majority of labour migrants (76,2 %) work and live
abroad illegally. This leads to various problems related to
their social security and economic status.

But emigration has also some positive consequences:
remittances of migrants to their families are often the only
source of income for families. 86,7 % of emigrants support
their families by remittances. Labour migration reduces the
loading of labour markets of the country.

Due to economic reasons the emigration disposition is
still high in the population of Signagi and Dedoplistskaro,
especially among families whose members have become la-
bour migrants abroad. 32,2 % of them are ready to go
abroad. Their possible emigration would worsen the demo-
graphic situation of the region. The survey showed that the
migration is constant, will continue and migrants are pre-
pared to return to Georgia only if the economic situation of
Georgia improves. Labor migration in the case of its effec-
tive management will be considered as a positive phenom-
ena in the development of Georgia.
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
