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Georgia and Turkmenistan Plan to Turn
Special Attention to Cooperation in Economy

ithin the two-day state visit of Pre-
sident Gurbanguli Berdimuhamedov
of Turkmenistan and the governmen-

tal delegation to Georgia, held on 2-3 July, seven
agreements were signed, namely, the agreements
on cooperation in the spheres of energy, tran-
sport, economy, finance, education and sport. It
was also decided to form a commission on eco-
nomic cooperation.

At the meeting with President Giorgi Margve-
lashvili of Georgia, the sides concentrated special
attention on cooperation in the economic sphere.
The President of Georgia mentioned about coinci-
dence in strategic vision of two countries.

“Cooperation of our countries is profitable
not only for Georgia and Turkmenistan, but also
for many countries of the Eurasian region. Our
joint transit and energy projects enable to tran-
sport excess energy resources of Turkmenistan
to the European markets, and also to transport
other resources and to join other countries to
this,” stressed Mr. Margvelashvili.

Within the visit President of Turkmenistan
met Irakli Gharibashvili, Prime Minister of Ge-
orgia. They stressed the need to develop mutual
activities in the trade-economic sphere and the
potential of Georgia. Prime Minister of Georgia
and President of Turkmenistan discussed some
issues concerning implementation of joint prog-
rams in different spheres of economy.

Governmental delegations of both countries
discussed also such directions of joint cooperati-
on, as energy, trade-economic sphere, transport-
communication sector.

At the meeting the sides proved interest
in preparation of the agreement, initiated by
Afghanistan, concerning development of coope-
ration in transit, transport and trade spheres bet-
ween Afghanistan, Turkmenistan, Azerbaijan,
Georgia and Turkey. It was mentioned about the
priority direction in cooperation of these coun-
tries to become joint implementation of large
regional and interregional transport and energy
projects.

Commenting the results of Mr. Berdimuha-
medov’s visit, Giorgi Abashishvili, advisor of
President of Georgia in economic issues, men-

The talk also concerned the initiative of President of China, which foresees restoration of
old silk road in modern reality. Mr.Gharibashvili said with great satisfaction about the me-
morandum signed this year on mutual cooperation on regard to Silk Road Economic Belt. In
addition the Chinese side expressed readiness to participate on the Silk Road Forum planned

to be held in October on Thilisi.

In Mr. Wei’s opinion, within the initiative of Silk Road Economic Belt Georgia will be able
to maximum use its geographical location and to regain its historical function.

tioned about high interest expressed by Turkme-
nistan in transit of its resources to Europe thro-
ugh Georgia.

“The relations of Georgia and Turkmenistan
after the present visit pass to quite a new stage,
especially in the transport-economic direction
and in logistics. The decision was reached at the
highest political level and political decision is ma
de to discuss Georgia as a main partner of Tur-
kmenistan from the viewpoint of transportation
of energy resources in direction to Europe, on
the one par, and on the other — from the viewpo-
int of transport-logistics cooperation. One of the
most important directions is the talks between
Turkmenistan and EU in regard to transportation
of the Turkmen gas to Europe. That’s why Geor-
gia starts more intensive activity for promotion
to implementation of this project, which will be
profitable for Georgia. In addition, Georgia has
several proposals. One of them is gas pipeline
AGRI, which foresees transportation of Tur-
kmen gas to West Europe,” stressed Mr. Abas-
hishvili in his talk with the journalists.

He also mentioned that the Georgian side of-
fers to Turkmenistan the use of its ports.

“Georgia can also suggest logistics servi-
ces, among them use of Batumi and Poti ports.
It can be said that during the visit of President
of Turkmenistan, a new transportation direc-
tion was determined. The talk is on initiati-
ve of the Afghan side and formation of a new
transport corridor, which foresees transporta-
tion of Afghani goods through Turkmenistan,
Azerbaijan and Georgia to Europe. Imple-
mentation of the existing projects will give
political protection to Georgia,” stressed Mr.
Abashishvili.

became known at the meeting of Irak-
li Gharibashvili, Prime Minister of Georgia
and, Sultan bin Saeed Al Mansoori, Minis-
ter of Economy of United Arab Emirates,
who headed the trade mission. In particular,
in Abu-Dhabi the Embassy of Georgia will
open, and in Dubai the General Consulate
will function.

At the meeting held in Thilisi within joint
business-forum the issues of bilateral relati-
ons and cooperation between two countries
were discussed.

By Mr. Gharibashvili’s assessment the
visit of delegation from United Arab Emi-
rates proves their interest in Georgia keeps
growing.

“I would like to mention with satisfaction
that the volume of investments from United
Arab Emirates has already made up USD 700
million. The trade turnover between our co-
untries last year increased and reached USD
220 million. Dubai is for us an example and
we really can do much together,” mentioned
Mr. Gharibashvili after the meeting.

In his words, the interest of Arab inves-
tors in Georgia is great, especially in the
sphere of tourism and water resources.

Minister of Economy of the Emirates
mentioned about great investment potential
of Georgia adding that they together with the
Georgian government search for the spheres
to invest, among them, infrastructure, energy,
industry, culture and tourism.

“Trade Mission into Georgia is directed
to study the investment potentials, which
Georgia can suggest to the Emirates, to bu-
ild the partnership relations with the collea-
gues from Thilisi. To intensify the bilateral
trade exchange and to discuss the possibility
for increasing the amount of direct air flights
between our countries,” mentioned Mr. Al
Mansoori.

The delegation members were the repre-
sentatives of the public and private sectors of
high rank, and also of the companies, repre-
senting the spheres of tourism, realty, agri-
culture, retail trade, production, transport and
logistics.

Georgials Important

einz Fischer, President of Austria, an-
H nounced about it at the joint press-con-

ference with Giorgi Margvelashvili,
President of Georgia in Thilisi. According Mr.
Fischer’s words, the Black Sea region is of great
importance for Austria and EU as well, as the re-
gion has much in common with Austria and EU
and all should be oriented to this.

President of Austria considers Georgia is al
so very important for Austria also from the vi-
ewpoint of development of cooperation and ex-
plains that just because of this Austria supports
and conducts in Georgia some projects.

President of Austria also met Irakli Ghari-
bashvili, Premier Minister of Georgia. By the
information of Georgian governmental press-
service, the issues discussed at the meeting con-
cerned the prospects of deepening the relations
between two countries. The sides mentioned re-
cent intensification of bilateral relations and ex-
pressed hope for development of cooperation to
bring great benefit to both countries.

On the results of the official visit of Mr.
Fischer some memorandums were signed bet-
ween Georgia and Austria. Namely, Memo-
randum on cooperation in technologies and
infrastructure was signed between the Federal
Ministry of Transport, Innovations and Techno-

logies of Austria and the Ministry of Regional
Development and Infrastructure. The memo-
randum, concluded between the sides, foresees
cooperation in the spheres of wastes manage-
ment, road infrastructure and technologies of
water supply.

Georgia and Austria will also cooperate in
agriculture and environment protection spheres.
The relevant documents were signed between
the Federal Ministry of Agriculture and Fo-
restry, Environment Protection and Water Reso-
urces of Austria and the Ministry of Agriculture
of Georgia and, also between the Federal Mi-
nistry of Agriculture and Forestry, Environment
Protection and Water Resources of Austria and
the Ministry of Environment Protection of Ge-
orgia.

In particular, agreement is reached to pro-
mote development of enterprises on production
of food products and agricultural produce and
to cooperate in the sphere of environment pro-
tection.

The sides also agreed on exchange of infor-
mation, promotion to investments, support of
partnership activity of interested companies in
both countries, to facilitate development of IT-
entrepreneurship, cooperation in technical-eco-
nomic researches, arrangement of trainings, etc.

Tax on Profit to
Be Abolished In
Georgla Stage
by Stage

Finance of Georgia, tax on profit for busi-

ness will be abolished stage by stage and the
government of Georgia plans to use the Estoni-
an model for this. The Minister says at present
work is ongoing to form the mechanism for the
tax abolishment, but this won’t happen quickly
and immediately, as GEL 900 million are tran-
sferred to the budget annually via line of taxes.

“We consider the Estonian model, but we
should not hurry, as id we take the appropriate
decision just now, the budget will lose hundreds
of million lari, which cannot be replaced by an-
ything. Likely, already by September we’ll pre-
pare an exact model by which we’ll gradually
abolish the tax,” stressed the Minister.

It should be mentioned that the Ministry of
Finance works on the new initiative, which fore-
sees abolishment of tax on profit, and introduc-
tion of tax on dividends instead. Businessmen
positively evaluate the initiative saying that spa-
red resources will be directed to development of
business.

The Estonian model differs from others by
that the tax on profit is 0%. But certain scheme
of calculating the profit acts in this case. In fact,
the profit is taxed only when it is distributed in
the form of dividends, when the profit leaves the
company.

In the words of Gigla Mikautadze, head of
the Taxpayers Union, alternative to this is not re-
moving of tax on profit from business, but only
on the profit directed to re-investment.

“| think this will increase bureaucratic bar-
riers, as it will be more complicated to calculate
whether there is re-investment or not. We welco-
me when the profit of the company is taxed not
in the end of the year, bit after it is distributed
in the form of dividends between the partners,”
explained Mr. Mikautadze.

He suggests annual reducing the tax by 5%,
and within 3 years to bring it to 0%. In parallel,
in his opinion, the tax on dividends should be in-
creased to make these taxes balance each other:

I n the words of Nodar Khaduri, Minister of
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Mr. Nodar Khaduri,
Minister of Finance of Georgia

if the tax on profit is 0%, the tax on dividends
should be 20%.

Mr. Mikautadze says in Estonia the tax on
profit was abolished immediately in 2000. At the
first stage revenues to the budget sharply redu-
ced, but from next year they started to grow and
already in 2003 exceeded in level of 1999.

“Here count is on that the company will re-
invest the profit, capitalization of the compani-
es will increase, respectively, will increase the
sums, which they pay in other taxes, more citi-
zens will be employed, more equipment will be
purchased, etc. Finally, the economy of the co-
untry will win of this,” stressed Mr. Mikautadze.

He also considers that the budget, in case
the tax on profit is removed, the budget will lack
GEL 300-400 million, and not GEL 900, as the
Minister of Finance said, “not because the entire
profit will go on re-investment, and its part will
be distributed in the form of dividends, respecti-
vely, taxes will be paid from it.”

In the words of Lasha Khutsishvili, Deputy
Minister of Finance, opinion exists that in pa-
rallel with the abolishment of tax on profit, we
should start increase of tax on dividend, but the
government does not intend to go this way.

“The Estonian model foresees not abolis-
hment of the tax on profit and growth of the
tax on dividend, but formation on their basis of
another tax, which will be imposed on the distri-
buted profit. It is principally important that this
tax should not be associated with the tax on di-
vidend,” stressed Mr. Khutsishvili.

In his words, increase of tax on dividends
has some risks, due to which the decision was
made not to adopt it.

“In the present case, no one concentrates at-
tention to the regime of avoiding double taxa-
tion Georgia has with 50 countries, and in ten
of them the dividend is not taxed. If we follow
a simple way and will increase the tax on divi-
dend, it will turn out that the entire received pro-
fit, taken from Georgia, will remain beyond the
system of taxation, and in result the budget will
loss incomes. Next stage will be appearance of
the problems with tax on income, which is di-
rectly linked to the tax on income,” mentioned
Mr. Khutsishvili.

In his words, the new initiative cannot be in-
troduced in a couple of weeks and for this quite
a time is necessary, among this some new laws
should be adopted.

“As the initiative involves both positive
and negative elements, it needs comprehensive
analysis and accounting. Just because of this the
Ministry of Finance announced the tender on
preparation of document, which will evaluate all
possible aftermaths of the law adoption. In par-
ticular, the talk is on influence on the economy
of the country not only from the viewpoint of the
budget filling, but the economy on the whole, le-
vel of employment, liquidity of the companies,
etc. The process won’t be quick as the Tax Co
de has many regulations, concerning the tax on
profit, and they should be reviewed. In addition,
50% of administrative procedures concern just
the tax on profit. Very much should be changed.
Many present regulations should be abolished,
and many new ones should be adopted,” stres-
sed Mr. Khutsishvili, adding that the new system
will, probably, enter into force in 2016. Georgi-

GEORGIAN SPECIALISTS TOGETHER WITH FOREIGN
EXPERTS ELABORATE NEW LEGISLATION IN LEASING

easing industry in Georgia started from
2001 and in the beginning of 2003 three
leasing companies functioned in Geor-
gia. An effort was made to introduce
the foreign investors in the market of
Georgia, namely, the Latvian company Parex Lea-
sing, however, the activities of this company did not
last long, The company was founded on 2 October
2007 and concluded several contracts, among them
a large contract on supply of agricultural equipment
at EUR 2.5 million, which was not fulfilled. In sum-
mer 2008 the Latvian company opened its office in
Thilisi, but after the August war of 2008 between
Russia and Georgia the Latvian investor decided to
suspend his activities at the Georgian market.

In the beginning, i.e. in 2003-2008 the leasing
industry in Georgia developed at an average rate,
but the potential for this was far higher. The main
problem, impeding development of this sector, can
be considered to be unfavorable legislative terms,
acting in the aboveOmentioned period. In many
developing countries the government promotes de-
velopment of the leasing sector. But in Georgia, un-
fortunately, the situation was not such. The leasing
industry practically was discriminated compared
with other sectors.

The crisis formed after the events of 2008 ne-
gatively influenced the development of leasing. In
that period, the leasing companies received a grea-
ter blow than the representatives of banking sector,
which also experienced losses.

The period of crisis revealed especially heavy
burden of taxation on this industry, which had a
considerable blow on the industry of leasing. In 2011
the representatives of Georgian leasing companies
appealed to the state bodies (Ministry of Finance,
National Bank) with the request to introduce amen-
dments into legislation. The question appeared: is
there any sense in development of this sector in Ge-
orgia? The companies presented recommendations
for amendments to be introduced into the acting le-
gislation and received support from the authorities
of the then Ministry of Finance and National Bank.

By joint efforts of the Business Association of
Georgia and Economic Prosperity Initiative (EPI)
program, being implemented in Georgia by USAID
for elaboration of new legislation in the leasing sphe-
re in Georgia, was formed a working group with the
participation of the local and international experts,
which elaborated new legislation in leasing.

In the words of lawyer Irakli Kordzakhia, who
worked on formation of the new legislation, “the Co
de of Taxation, acting in Georgia till 2011, impeded
development of leasing.”

“In compliance with the taxation legislation,
acting in that period, only on one operation, effici-
ent rate on tax on income exceeded real rate and re-
ached 40% instead of 15%. One more problem for
leasing companies was that unlike the commercial
banks, they had no right to form the reserve fund,
which in case of leasing companies is designated for
covering the losses of the companies. Now the lea-

sing companies have this right. All this will enable
them to finance more risky proposals on the part of
their clients, for example, starting business — start-
up,” mentioned Mr. Kordzakhia.

By his information, from 2002 the activities of
leasing companies in Georgia were regulated by the
Code of Tax and the Law “On promotion to leasing”.

“These laws contradicted each other. The Civil
Code did not correspond the universally acknowled-
ged norms of the world practice on leasing. In 2008
UNIDROIT (the French Institut international pour
Punification du droit prive — International Institute of
Private Law Unification — ed.’s note) adopted a model
law on leasing, which is considered to be the best in
the sphere of leasing sector regulation. Our purpose
in the process of elaboration of legislation was cor-
respondence with the international norms. Jointly
with the Georgian specialists a packet of draft laws
was prepared for their introduction into the Civil
Code. In particular, the experts, working within the
project, expressed the initiative on abolition of the
Law “On promotion to leasing”. For leasing not to
be regulated by two laws, a new article was worked
out on leasing. In the final variant Georgia received
legislation corresponding to the international stan-
dards,” stressed Mr. Kordzakhia.

In his words, in the end of 2011 changes were in-
troduced into the Civil and Tax Codes and the main
idea of these legislative changes is formation of more
just type of regulation, , which could enable the lea-
sing business to develop normally, however gave the
leasing companies no tax preferences.

As the experts consider, adoption of legislative
changes favorably influenced activity of the leasing
companies in Georgia and now there exists good
perspective for development of this business. With
the help of legislative changes leasing service was
simplified, and in fact all the barriers were removed,
the issue of accounting was regulated in the sphere
of leasing both for leasing receiver and the serving
company. Leasing, compared with other financial
services, differs by existence of some preferences
in many developed countries of the world, in which
fixed assets are financed by the leasing companies.
Today in Georgia infrastructural projects are being
implemented: hydro-power plants are constructed,
park of the construction technique is extended, fac-
tories are re-equipped, and energy-efficient equip-
ment is installed. Along with this, demand on leasing
service keeps permanently growing.

By today, three leasing companies function in
Georgia — TBC Leasing, Georgian Leasing Company
and AG Leasing. In 2012 City Leasing company en-
tered the Georgian market.

The experts consider if the potentials of Geor-
gian market are taken into account, then with full
operation of the entire potential the total portfolio
of the leasing companies can reach GEL 200 million.

Only two types from three types of leasing com-
panies operate in Georgia. To the first belong the
companied affiliated with the financial companies,
as a rule, with banks. Such are: TBC Leasing (a sub-
sidiary of TBC Bank) and Georgian Leasing Com-
pany (a subsidiary of Bank of Georgia). To the other

type belong independent companies. Such is — AG
Leasing. But there are no leasing companies in Ge-
orgia affiliated with the good sources. The experts
also mention that just this leasing of producers is the
most stimulating market.

Nana Mikashavidze, representative of the Lea-
sing Companies Association, talks about small com-
petition existing in Georgia now between the leasing
companies.

“To develop the leasing market presence of all
types of leasing companies is necessary. To compa-
re the Georgian leasing market, for example, with
the market of Slovenia, there the amount of leasing
companies makes up 14. Purpose of our Associati-
on is to increase popularity of leasing service for the
Georgian entrepreneurs, as an alternative source of
financing. This will promote increase in availability
to financing. By the official statistics in the countries
of Europe 34% of small and medium entrepreneurs
appeal to leasing to buy technique for their enterpri-
ses. Unlike commercial banks leasing companies can
finance start-ups and foresee expected income from
buying the asset. Banks in such cases demand pledge
and adopt decision on the basis of credit history. But
not all have property for provision of collateral. In
this case, it’s better to appeal to the leasing company,
which can present the fixed assets without additional
collateral. I think this business has great potential,”
said Mrs. Mikashavidze.

Tea Gobejishvili, CEO of the Georgian Leasing
Company, says that leasing is one of the sources of
financing, which assists to develop small and medi-
um business.

“Most important thing for the representatives of
this sector is to receive financing for purchase of as-
sets. Development of economy in the country depends
of growth of small and medium business. In case of
leasing there is no need to present a pledge. It is con-
venient for the representatives of small and medium
business, as they have not sufficient amount of real
property, which is required for getting the credit in
the commercial bank. When our company presents
leasing services for start-up the share participation of
the borrower in the project financing is up to 40%. As
the risk in such deals is high, the term of leasing ser-
vice is up to five years. Annual interest for service is
15-16% per year,” stressed Mrs. Mikashavidze.

Today in Georgia the leasing services are used by
the companies in the sphere of construction (16%),
agriculture (12%), medicine (8%), roads constructi-
on (7%), light industry (4%), and also in the spheres
of consumption, education, communications, distri-
bution, mining industry, printing business, energy,
trade transport, etc. Auto-leasing is also popular, du-
ring which cars of the representational class, trucks
and commercial transport means are bought.

Leasing is more and more frequently used in the
processing industry of the agricultural sector, na-
mely, in processing of fruit and berries. Main clients
in this sphere are wine-makers and juice-producers.

Within last period the growth is noticed among
the consumers of leasing services in the sphere of
transport, medicine agriculture, and the sphere of
services.

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Georgla Needs More
Domestic Savings
to Spur Investments

Empirical evidence suggests that well functioning securities market helps generate higher productivity growth and
improves macroeconomic stability. Proposing reforms to support the development of capital markets in Georgia is
one of the priorities on the agenda of the Georgian government. The government has established Capital Markets
Working Group chaired by Vice Prime Minister George Kvirikashvili to study issues regarding the development of the
Georgian capital markets and to prepare a time-bound action plan for reforms to be implemented by the government
together with the suggested actions to be taken by the private sector. USAID Governing for Growth (G4G) project
implemented by Deloitte Consulting is actively involved in supporting the reform process. “Foreign Business in
Georgia” discussed the prospects of capital markets development in Georgia with llia Gogichaishvili, Capital
Markets Advisor of USAID G4G and Chairman of ICC Banking Commission Georgia.

What is the current state of development
of Georgia’s capital markets and what are
the major areas that need to be improved
to support the system?

Treasury securities market has been growing ra-
pidly in Georgia, while corporate securities mar-
ket is yet in the developing phase that leaves
many of the local businesses with limited options
for attracting needed capital. Commercial banks
have mostly assumed the role of capital providers
for small and medium sized enterprises in the co-
untry. In the absence of enough liquidity on the
local market, some of Georgia’s largest compa-
nies have sought capital through foreign capital
markets with the most popular venue being Lon-
don Stock Exchange.

Capital Markets Working Group has recently rele-
ased the Capital Markets Diagnostic Study, which
was prepared with the support of the Asian Deve-
lopment Bank and USAID Governing for Growth
(G4G) project. The study revealed that Georgia
possesses all the necessary components required to
operate a healthy capital market; however there are
43 recommendations that need to be implemented
to significantly improve efficient functioning of
the securities market. The recommendations cover
wide range of issues from improving the legal and
regulatory framework, harmonizing the tax policy,
increasing international regulatory linkages and
transparency of legal regime to improving issuer
transparency and market infrastructure. For the
purposes of curing the major liquidity problem on
the market, it is important to create the content of
additional attractive securities in parallel of maobi-
lizing substantial financial resources to be invested
in those securities. Georgia needs more domestic
savings to spur investments that will support Geor-
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gia’s sustainable economic development. Pension
reform and the establishment of pension fund will
be a big push towards domestic resource maobili-
zation.

Why is it essential for the Georgian eco-
nomy to develop local capital markets?

The development of capital markets promotes
economic growth, allows better risk sharing prac-
tices, and ensures allocation of capital to the most
efficient projects. Capital markets promote dis-
cipline through requiring companies to disclose
quality of information to the market and help to
improve company’s overall performance. Attrac-
ting foreign investment is one of the pillars of the
developed capital markets, which helps to reduce
the cost of capital for local companies. Georgia
continually ranks high in World Bank’s ‘Ease of
Doing Business’ index being #15 out of 189 eco-
nomies in 2015. Along with better business and
investment climate compared to the regional eco-
nomies, Georgia has one of the well-developed
banking sectors in the region. In addition, Geor-
gia can serve as a regional platform for providing
financial capital to the fast growing as well as mo
re established companies in the region.

What are the prospects of developing capi-
tal markets in Georgia?

Georgia and European Union have recently sig-
ned an Association Agreement which puts Geor-
gia on foreign investors map. Part of the Asso-
ciation Agreement is to approximate Georgia’s
securities legislation with 22 directives of the
EU, which will help to boost investors’ confiden-
ce in the legal infrastructure of Georgia’s capital
markets. Besides, the Government of Georgia is

actively working on proposing a pension reform
in near future that will help to mobilize long term
local currency resources. It will also support the
development of Georgia’s capital markets and we
can already observe that the market is gradually
preparing to tap some of those resources through
capital markets. There have been other encoura-
ging events happening recently that can help im-
proving the capital markets. Namely, some of the
private equity funds have emerged with Georgian
Co-Investment Fund being the largest, which is
a USD 6 billion private investment fund. Also,
International Financial Institutions including
EBRD, IFC and ADB have recently issued local
currency denominated bonds totaling about USD
100 million, while there have been recent suc-
cessful offerings of corporate securities as well
totaling up to another USD 100 million. Further-
more, Fitch Ratings has recently visited Georgia
to offer its services to some of the largest Geor-
gian private companies. Last month, Fitch rated
Rustavi Azot ‘B(EXP)’. If rating services are as
well used by other Georgian companies, it will
provide high credibility to the system. Besides,
USAID GA4G in cooperation with the ADB has re-
cently organized a series of public-private discus-
sions bringing together the high-level executives
from the Government of Georgia, National Bank
of Georgia, Georgian Stock Exchange, commer-
cial banks, brokers and other private sector parti-
cipants as well as IFls and donor community to
discuss the development of capital markets in Ge-
orgia. Strong commitment from both public and
private sectors highlighted during those meetings
along with the recent encouraging events create a
momentum that the securities industry will soon
revive in Georgia.




What impact will the development of Ge-
orgia’s capital markets have on the long-
term stability of local currency?

There is a significant positive correlation between
the development of capital markets and long-term
stability of local currency. As of now, there are no
substantial long-term local currency resources in
Georgia, which is a major reason for the dollari-
zation of the Georgian economy. \When the dolla-
rization level s high, external shocks have higher
impact on the local currency. Developed capital
markets support both attracting foreign capital in
the country as well as mobilizing long-term do-
mestic financial resources, which will ensure the
stability of the local currency, ceteris paribus.

What are the next steps for developing ca-
pital markets in Georgia?

The first step of identifying the areas that need
further improvement is successfully completed
and Capital Markets Working Group-is-currently
developing the Capital Market Development Ro-
admap based on the feedback received from in-
tense consultations with the private sector. The
next and very important step is the implementa-
tion phase. There is a firm commitment from the
Government of Georgia, strong interest and. in-
creased activity from the private sector and robust
support from the donor community, which provi-
des high prospects of developing capital markets
in Georgia. The development of capital markets
will help to attract more foreign investments in
the country.

Attracting foreign investments was the ma-
jor highlight of the events taking place in
Georgia recently, the biggest of which being
Annual General Meeting and Business Fo-
rum of the EBRD. The Banking Commissi-
on of International Chamber of Commerce
(ICC) Georgia has been actively coopera-
ting with the EBRD and hosted one of the
associated events on financing international
trade. What are the immediate results of
such events for Georgia?

EBRD Annual General Meeting and Business
Forum brought more than 2,000 delegates inclu-
ding high-level governmental officials, business
executives and investors to the country, which
provided an excellent opportunity to promote in-
vestments in Georgia. ICC Banking Commission
Georgia in cooperation with the EBRD hosted
first regional trade finance forum bringing toget-
her leading trade finance bankers and practitio-
ners to discuss the key developments in the global
trade finance business. Such events help establis-
hing the relationship among financial institutions,
investors and business community across the re-
gion and globally and promote Georgia as an in-
vestment destination.

Unlocking
the Potential
of the New

Silk Road

Embassy Thilisi is eagerly loo-
king forward to the upcoming
n n International Silk Road Forum, to

be hosted by the Georgian Government and the Asian
Development Bank from October 15-16 in Thilisi. The
forum’s key objectives are to solidify high-level poli-
tical support for enhancing regional partnerships and
to agree on concrete ways to strengthen cooperation in
four main areas: transport, energy, trade, and people-to-
people contacts. This forum mirrors the United States’
own New Silk Road initiative, which strives to increase
stability and economic connectivity among the countri-
es of Central Asia, South Asia, and the Caucasus, along
north-south and east-west trade networks.

The U.S. actively promotes three primary objecti-
ves in each of these vital regions: 1) security and stabi-
lity; 2) trade and investment; and, 3) good governance
and human rights. These objectives are mutually rein-
forcing, and create a virtuous circle — security and sta-
bility create an environment for commerce, commerce

is sustained by good governance, good governance
and human rights enhance stability, and on and on.
In today’s complicated geo-political environment, the
importance of creating a broad base for economic de-
velopment has never been greater. By bolstering trade
along the “New Silk Road,” we hope to enhance ove-
rall development in the region, thereby strengthening
sovereignty and prosperity.

For over six years we have worked closely with
our partners in Central Asia, the South Caucasus,
Turkey, and Europe to transport goods in and out of
Afghanistan through the Northern Distribution Net-
work (NDN). We now seek to build on the partnerships
forged through the NDN to support the development of
an east-west trade network, stretching from China and
India to Central Asia, across the Caspian to the South
Caucasus, Turkey, and the rest of Europe. We also seek
to work with existing mechanisms, such as the EU-
sponsored Eastern Partnership Network, as well as the
Trans-Caucasus-Central Asia Network (TRACECA).
We believe a coordinated approach by countries, mul-
tilateral development banks, and international institu-
tions is the best way to harness regional potential and
transform global trade flows, to the benefit of all.

With two-thirds of the world’s population and 60
percent of its GDP, Eurasia has the potential to truly
flourish if greater interregional cooperation in the tra-
de, energy and transport sectors is achieved. Georgia’s
role in this process is particularly exciting. Due to its
strategic location along the Caucasus energy, transit,
and trade corridor, Georgia has significant potential
to serve as a trade and logistics link between Europe
and Asia. Georgia has more than geography on its side,
however. As a result of the government’s commitment
to reforms, the country has developed an open and li-
beral transit policy, streamlined its customs tax codes,
and forged close economic alliances with its neighbors
through various free trade agreements.

As a result, Georgia’s economy has continued to
grow modestly despite struggling regional economi-
es, and Georgia was named 15th in the world in the
World Bank’s 2015 “Ease of Doing Business” report.
Georgia’s efforts to improve its business climate sho-
uld continue this year as it adopts necessary standards
and regulations to adhere to its Association Agreement
and Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Agreement
(AA/DCFTA) commitments with the European Union,
which opens a market of 500 million people to Geor-

gia.

Georgia’s reforms have also made the country at-
tractive for U.S. investment. In March 2015, the U.S.
Embassy, the American Chambers of Commerce in
Georgia and Turkey, and the U.S. Department of Com-
merce collaborated to bring a trade mission of nine
American companies to Thilisi with the aim of expan-
ding their regional footprint and exploring the transport
and logistical advantages that Georgia provides as a
regional hub. Georgian company representatives held
over 80 business-to-business meetings with regional
companies in private meetings and met with key politi-
cal leaders, including Prime Minister Gharibashvili and
Minister of Economy and Sustainable Development
Giorgi Kvirikashvili. The trade mission led to over
$3.5 million in business agreements and numerous ad-
ditional leads, including follow-up visits to Georgia by
several of the participating U.S. companies. Trade mis-
sion delegates were impressed with the commitment
of the Georgian government to develop a rules-based
business environment, as well as their commitment to
regional economic development. Measures such as the
government’s July 2015 decision to reduce domestic
and export transit tariffs by 20% will continue to in-
crease the competitiveness of Georgian products and
attract foreign investment.

While substantial progress has already been made,
there is still much to be done for the New Silk Road to
evolve from concept to reality. Today’s trade networks
require more than roads, ports, and rails. The 21st cen-
tury equivalents of potholes and broken track are a lack
of harmonized tariffs, antiquated customs processes,
complicated border crossings, and other practices that
hamper the flow of goods. These barriers make trade
costlier, slower, and smaller. Viable north-south and
east-west trade networks will require substantial regu-
latory reform and regional cooperation, as well as in-
frastructure improvements.

Fixing these policy, procedural, and infrastructu-
re barriers to trade requires top-level political will and
coordination at all levels of government. Accordingly,
the United States plans to elevate its diplomatic enga-
gement across the region and work to bring countries
together to solve some of these difficult issues. Howe-
ver, the motivation for these reforms must come from
within the region. The upcoming International Silk Ro
ad Forum will be a defining moment for all countries
involved in this initiative, serving as a testament to their
commitment to join the region-wide movement for co-
operation and reform.
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Factory for
Production
of Parts
for Planes
to Be Built
In Georgia

Partnership Fund and the
Ministry of Economy and
Sustainable Development

of Georgia signed a frame agreement with Isra-
eli company Elbit Systems — Cyclone. The do-
cument foresees construction of high-technolo-
gical factory for production of composite parts
for civil planes.

“By support and implementation of such
projects we promote development of high-tec-
hnological production in Georgia, which will be
an example for other large companies to deve-
lop their business in Georgia,” mentioned Irakli
Kovzanadze, executive director of the Partner-
ship Fund at the ceremony of signing the agre-
ement.

The purpose of the present project is con-
struction of high-technological enterprise within
three years near Thilisi Airport, which will cor-
respond to the international standards. The pro-
ject costs USD 85 million. The enterprise will
use latest technology of the aviation sphere for
producing details of planes, among them doors,
aero-dynamical surfaces, control panels, and ot-
her parts.

With Elbit assistance the enterprise will pass
all the required certification for appearance at
the international aviation market. The consu-
mers of the output, produced at the Georgian-
Israeli factory, will be such large gamblers of the
aviation industry as Boeing, Airbus, Bombardi-
er, etc.

High-technological enterprise, correspon-
ding to the international standards, will be the
first enterprise of such kind in the history of in-
dependent Georgia.

They say in the Partnership Fund that 300

local citizens will be employed at the factory,
which will be trained by the leading specialists,
and high-skilled specialists will arrive from Isra-
el. 100% of the output, produced at the enterpri-
se, will be sent to export, which will positively
influence the trade balance of Georgia.

At present, Elbit Systems — Cyclone produ-
ces composite materials in the enterprise of the
city Haifa in Israel. To form additional producti-
on capacities Elbit chose Georgia among nume-
rous alternatives because of stable and favorable
investment environment.

From 2001 at Thilisi Aviation Factory with
the help of Elbit Systems, started modernization
of attack plane SU-25, which received the name
of “Scorpion”.

From Elbit Systems Georgia also bought un-
manned aerial vehicle (UAV) “Hemres-450" be-
fore the war of 2008, but after the war supplies
of drones to Georgia were suspended.

In the beginning of 2012 site WikilLeaks
published the materials, which clarified that
Israel gave to Russia the codes to the channels
of transfer of data on UAV, supplied to Georgia,
in exchange to the secret technical information
on the Russian antiaircraft missile complexes
Top-M1, supplied to Iran. This enabled the Rus-
sian side to break the system of Georgian drones
and to cause their fall.

The talk then was on the report, dated by
February 26, 2009, in which Reva Bkhalla, an
employee of Stratfor, referred to MX301 as the
source — under this cipher is pointed “the former
Mexican policeman, military analyst on Latin
America, writing for “Jane’s” (military anal-
ytical publication).The degree of authenticity is
mentioned at the level 1 by Stratfor scale. It is
mentioned that “Georgians... are feverishly in
search of replacement of Israeli UAV, which we
re compromised”, and in July 2008 appealed to
the Mexican company Idra, specialized in UAV
production.

Stratfor internal correspondence was placed
in the Internet on February 27, 2012 — soon after
the hackers from Anonymous group announced
that kidnapped the company database, which of-
ten are called “shadow CIA”.

In connection with these activities of the
Israeli company Georgia frustrated a deal with
this it. In response to this Elbit Systems brought
to England and Wales High Court of Justice a su
it against the government of Georgia on the sum
of USD 100 million. Later Elbit Systems infor-
med that they concluded a deal with Georgia for
settlement of this disputable issue.

“According to the deal Georgia will pay the
Company about USD 35 million, will also return
some equipment and systems earlier supplied to
Georgia by the company, in return of removing
initial claims”, is mentioned in the statement
of the company. It is the third part of the sum,
which Israeli company demanded from Thilisi
in the arbitration court of Great Britain. Howe-
ver, Elbit Systems announced the issue has been
settled without incurring the financial damage to
the company.

FBG note: Elbit Systems — Cyclone is a sub-
sidiary company of Elbit Systems Ltd., an-
nual turnover of which exceeds USD 130
million. In Israel it works in three main
directions: production of military/defense
planes, civil planes and systems of security.
Elbit Systems was founded in Israel in 1967.
In 2013 the company turnover was almost
USD 3 billion.

increase received from agricultural production,” is mentioned in the program.
The government says already started formation of modern system of agrarian education and
science, consulting and extension, and stage by stage the system will be strengthened and deve-

loped.

The government will turn special attention to promotion of development of seeds and seedlings
production and one of the most important directions will be development of farmers’ coopera-

tives/associations.

Source of financing of agriculture will be the state budget, credits and grants, issued by separate
donor-countries and international organizations, private investments (local and international).

Government of Georgia Launches Program of Agroinsurance

With the aim of development of agriculture
and keeping the population in the rural
settlements the government of Georgia imple-
ments a pilot program of agro-insurance, budget
of which for this year is GEL 10 million. Ir is
mentioned that the present program will enab-
le the persons, employed in agricultural sector
to insure harvest at preferential prices and in ca
se of losses to get relevant compensation. The
program will last till December 11, 2015.

Last September the Projects Management
Agency of the Ministry of Agriculture started
realization of the pilot program, of agro-insu-
rance. They say in the Ministry that the project
was foreseen for one year and was important
from the viewpoint of analyzing the results. Ho-
wever, positive results were obtained practically
in three months and that’s why from 2015 the
Ministry continues the renewed project of ag-
ro-insurance.

In the Ministry they studied the course of
the program implementation, positive and ne-
gative sides and taking into consideration all
this prepared a new program of agro-insurance,
into which definite changes were introduced.

Namely, the terms are improved; the conditions
of paying insurance compensation are specified
along with the rules and terms of concluding the
insurance contract and compensation for losses.
To the program is added an article on the rights-
obligations of the Agency and insured, in which
the rules and obligations are given for both the
Agency and the insured.

According to the program, the upper limit
of insurance tariff will be determined. The state
will provide payment of 60% of the insurance
tariff, and 40% should be paid by the insured.

The damage, caused by hail, excessive pre-
cipitation, storm and autumn frosts will be sub-
ject to compensation. But only those land plots
can be insured, which possess cadastre code,
measuring diagrams or GPS-coordinates.

The wish to participate in the program of
insurance 2015 was expressed by six insurance
companies, licensed in Georgia: GPI Holding,
Aldagi, IC Group, Irao, Ardi and Unison.

Within the program of agro-insurance in
2014 more than 21,000 policies were given and
34 different crops were insured at the sum of mo
re than GEL 150 million.

Strategy for Development
of Georgian Agriculture

y the information of the Ministry of Agricul-

ture, this document is a part of single state
policy of country development, main medium-
term strategic directions and concrete arrange-
ments, fulfillment of which will provide sustai-
nable development of agriculture.

Strategy of Georgian agriculture develop-
ment is based on the principle of sustainable
development and foresees formation of such en-
vironment, which will promote increase of com-
petitiveness in agricultural food sector, stable
growth in production of high-quality products,
providing security of food products and reducti-
on of poverty in the rural regions.

To implement the strategy for development
of agriculture seven strategic directions and re-
levant measures are determined, according to
which a concrete plan of activities is elaborated,
considering the priorities, terms of implementa-
tion and sources of financing.

Main directions of the strategy: increase of
competitiveness of the employed in the agrari-
an sector; institutional development; meliorati-
on and fruitfulness of soil; regional and sectoral
development; promotion to full-cycle producti-
on, formed by the added value; food security;
protection of plants and veterinary; change of
climate, preservation of environment and bio-
diversity.

In the process of strategy implementation
special attention will be concentrated on the me-
asures for economic development of regions and
municipalities, improvement of institutional up-
grading, efficient functioning of informational-
consulting services, etc.

“Financial assistance in the amount of up to USD 20 million foresees promotion to
implementation of the farmers programs, and also some irrigation and other infrastruc-
tural projects,” mentioned Minister of Agriculture of Georgia Otar Danelia.

Nodar Khaduri, Minister of Finance of Georgia, says the financial assistance al-
located by IFAD is of great importance for growth of production and export in the
agricultural sector of the country, which will facilitate this sector to become serious

support for the Georgian economy.

Purpose of the program AMMAR is development in Georgia of the entire network
of agriculture adapted to climate, starting from the primary production, ending in pro-
duce, which reaches the counter. Production will be adapted to the climatic changes,
into which modern technologies will be included, etc.

The project will be implemented by the Ministry of Agriculture of Georgia in

2015-2019.

“The project consists of two components: one — planting
of perennial crops — orchards, the other — arrangement of
seedling farms. In case the relevant criteria and demands
are satisfied the state through co-financing will assist the en-
trepreneurs to cover expenses on arranging the orchards and
formation of seedling farms. | am sure this will be one more
successful project among those, which our government im-
plemented within last two years in the sphere of agricultu-
re. And it will promote development of agriculture and will
enable our entrepreneurs and farmers to produce output of go
od quality, which will be competitive with the imported ana-
logues. In addition, export potential of our country will also
grow. Agriculture is that branch, which should play impor-
tant role in revival of our economy,” said Mr. Gharibashvili
in his speech delivered at presentation of the new agricultural
project “Plant the Future”.

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Georgia and China Expand Cooperation in Agrlcultural Sphere

n 13 July Otar Danelia, Minister of
O Agriculture of Georgia, met his Chinese

colleague Han Changfu in Peking two
months after the latter visited Thilisi.

The Ministers of two countries co-chaired
in the working group on bilateral cooperation in
agriculture. The sides have mentioned that two
countries possess “large potential” for coopera-
tion in this sphere.

By the information of the Ministry of Agri-
culture of Georgia, within the visit to China
the Ministry delegation visited the Chinese
Academy of Agriculture Sciences (CAAS). The
Chinese side expressed readiness for implemen-
tation of joint scientific-research projects. In
particular, Georgia and China plan to implement
joint scientific-research projects in agriculture in
the following directions: conservation of genetic
resources of plants; promotion to bioagrodiver-
sity; growing of new cultures; upgrading of se-
edling farms; biotechnology, etc.

Mr. Danelia also met the representatives of
Tea Research Institute (TRI) of the Chinese Aca-
demy of Agriculture Sciences.

At the meeting, Yajun Yang, director of the
Institute, familiarized the members of the Geor-
gian delegation with a full cycle of Chinese tea
production and mentioned that TRI was ready
to cooperate with the corresponding services of
Georgia and share of experience. He promised
promotion in renewal of gene-fund, organizati-
on of the farms, introduction of modern techno-
logies, deepening of farmers’ knowledge, and
development of Georgian tea brand.

Mr. Danelia concentrated attention on the
historic importance of the Georgian tea, poten-
tial of its production and mentioned that the in-
terest in reviving the Georgian tea industry had
recently increased.

At the meeting the sides agreed on the plan
of cooperation with the purpose of Georgian tea

production development. As Levan Ujmajurid-
ze, head of the scientific-research center of the
Georgian Ministry of Agriculture, mentioned
renewal of the assortment of Georgian tea spe-
cies was of essential importance for tea industry
development, and cooperation with the analo-
gous Chinese scientific-research institute would
enable to introduce various high-productivity
tea species into Georgia.

Within the visit the Minister of Agriculture
of Georgia took part in the ceremony of opening
the “Georgian tea popularization center” in Pe-
king. The Center is located in the building of

China National Research Institute of Food and
Fermentation Industries (CNRIFFI). Adam Hu-
ang, vice-president of the institute, will head it.

By the data of the Georgian National Wine
Agency, China is the fifth largest market of Ge-
orgian wine export in the first half of 2015 after
Russia, Kazakhstan, Ukraine and Poland. It is
mentioned that when the Georgian wine export
to Russia and Ukraine in the first half of this year
reduced sharply by 63% and 60% respectively,
in the same period export to China increased by
23% compared with the first half of last year and
made up 759,969 bottles.

It should be mentioned that by the information of the Ukrainian mass
media some regions of Ukraine fully suspended supplies of agrarian pro-
duce to Russia and re-directed them, namely, to Georgia. Thus, farmers
and agricultural enterprises of Kherson region fully suspended delivery of
fresh vegetables, berries and fruits to Russia. This year 555 tons of fresh
vegetables were delivered from Kherson region to Georgia.
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High-Technological
Greenhouse Is Built

In Georgila
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(Kvemo Kartli) high-technological green-

house is built on the investments of the Ge-
orgian Co-investment Fund (GCF) and leading
French greenhouse company — Richel Group.

By the information of the Ministry of Eco-
nomy and Sustainable Development, the project is
implemented within the program “Produce in Ge-
orgia”. 108 people work in the 4.4 hectare area of
the greenhouse, mostly natives. French and Ukra-
inian agro-engineers, biologists and technologists
work in the greenhouses of modern type, along
with the Georgian agronomists. Modern latest
machines and equipment are brought from France
and Holland, also agricultural seed materials.

On August 26 last year within the program
“Produce in Georgia” the Co-investment Fund
of Georgia received 35 hectare non-agricultural
land plot at GEL 1 with the investment obligati-
on in the amount of GEL 10 million. Constructi-
on of greenhouses started on September 19 last
year. Already six months after start of construc-
tion the greenhouse of 44,000 square meters was
built, more than GEL 10 million was invested.
With this the first phase of construction finished.

“This is the highest greenhouse, which is the
second in size construction in the Caucasian re-
gion. The higher the greenhouse is, the simplest
is to regulate the climate and dampness in it,
which in its turn forms favorable terms for plant
growth. It is automated greenhouse equipped

I n the village Kapanakhchi Gardabani region
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with modern energy-saving and energy-efficient
devices,” mentioned Dimitri Kolesnikov, CEO
of JSC Georgian Greenhouse Company.

In his words, in the end of April the second
phase of the project will start, which will end in
September. The project foresees construction of
additional greenhouses of 85,000 square meter
area, for which GEL 20 million more will be in-
vested. The total cost of the project will make up
USD 45 million.

Already now it is possible to get 900 tons of
vegetables, and after the end of the second phase
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this indicator will exceed, as is expected, 4,000
tons. Initially the produce will be supplied to the
local market, and then will be exported.

The project is being implemented by the Ge-
orgian Greenhouse Company, founded by the
Georgian Co-investment Fund (GCF) and the
French company Richel Group — one of the lea-
ding European producers of glass hothouses and
orchard centers.

After its full implementation, the project
will enable Georgia to cut its reliance on tomato
imports into the country by 30%.

government of Georgia will be energy
security of the country and increase of
quality of independence, stage by stage reducti-
on of dependence on imported energy resources
through mastering local energy resources, sour-
ces of delivery and diversification of routes. It is
said about it in the governmental program “For
strong, democratic and united Georgia”.
Availability of energy carriers in terms of
growing and competitive economy is an obliga-
tory pre-condition for increase of living standard
in the country. To fulfill this task the government
will work on such priority directions, as rational
use of local energy resources, which in medium
and long-term perspective will stage by stage
replace import and increase the potential of ex-
port. Along with this the government will provi-
de readiness of energy sector in case of develop-
ment of energy-capacious sectors of economy.
Investment policy in the energy sector will

be based on formation of additional capacities
of generation and implementation of large in-
frastructural projects. The investment policy
should provide in long-term perspective, espe-
cially in electro-energy sector, the possibility
of stable tariff policy implementation. On the
part of the state it will be guaranteed in energy
sphere formation of attractive and profitable in-
vestment environment with the aim of attracting
private investments. Simplified and transparent
procedures will be introduced. From the view-
point of mastering the local resources, priority
will be given to optimal mastering of sources of
renewable energy taking into account technical,
economic and nature protection demands and in-
ternational practice.

In parallel with the above-mentioned priori-
ties, energy-sparing and energy-efficient policy
will be conducted through realization of active
arrangements and promotion to introduction of
relevant technologies.

They say in the Ministry that the company
within 18 months will conduct complex tec-
hnical-economic research, prepare a report on
evaluation of the influence on the environment
and will present the results to the government
of Georgia on the basis of which the sides jo-
intly will adopt a decision on expediency of
the project implementation.

Fixed capacity of HPP will be 51.43 MW
with annual production of 232, 8 kWh of elec-
tricity. Investment into the project will be al-
most USD 80 million.

Georgia and Turkey

According to the document, the Georgian
and Turkish sides will try to jointly plan
and develop the new projects of generation, re-
quired infrastructure and trade in electricity. Na-
mely, till the end of 2016 joint long-term plan
will be prepared for development of transmis-
sion network, connecting Georgia and Turkey.
The present bilateral international agreement in-
volves the need to intensify the work from the
viewpoint of mastering the hydro-energy reso-
urces, renewable energy and efficiency as well.

On the basis of the present agreement, tec-
hnical operator of the Turkish energy system
will share with Georgia its experience in con-
ducting the process of integration into the Eu-
ropean Network of Transmission System Opera-
tors for Electricity (ENTSO-E).

To join the mentioned organization Georgia
will fully satisfy both the European technical
standards and regulation demands of the Euro-
pean legislation.

Possible membership of Georgia in
ENTSO-E means permanent communication
with the European energy systems, mutual as-

hin 20 years in winter months 20% of the annu-
al amount of HPP produced electricity will be
supplied to the Georgian energy system to sa-
tisfy internal consumption, and in other periods
the company has a full right to use the produced
electricity at its own will, among them, to ex-
port it.

The Chairman of the Supervisory Board of Harbin Electric Internati-
onal Company Limited, Chairman of HE Group, Gong Jingkun, Vice Pre-
sident Wang Shimin, Marketing Manager Malijun and Head of Marketing
Manager Li Qingjia represented the China in negotiations.

Deputy General Director of GIG Zura Gelenidze, Director General of
GIEC Zura Gozalishvili and Director of GIEC Business Development and
Project Management Revaz Ghlighvashvili were participated in the mee-
ting on behalf of Georgia.

Georgian Industrial Group continues to contribute to the economic
growth of the country. The GIG Group plans to make new investments in
the new energy projects. The projects will contribute to strengthening Ge-
orgia’s energy security, economic development and creation of new jobs.

In June 2014 the three partial Agreements was signed by and among the
Ministry of Economy and Sustainable Development of Georgia, Ministry of
Energy of Georgia and the daughter company of Georgian Industrial Gro-
up — Georgian International Energy Corporation LLC (GIEC). The Agre-
ement was signed by Mr. Gozalishvili, the General Director of GIEC, by
the Minister of Energy Kakhi Kaladze and the Minister of Economy and
sustainable development Giorgi Kvirikashvili for and on behalf of the Go-
vernment of Georgia.

GIG is a leading industrial holding in the
country, being one of the largest taxpayer and
employers. The company has been operating in
the Georgian and regional markets for some 20
years. It employs about 3000 staff and has im-
plemented projects of strategic importance.

There is a whole range of companies acti-
ve in various industries, which operate under
the umbrella of the Group. These comprise
coal mining, power generation, energy trading,
natural gas sales, real estate, construction ma-
terials, mechanical engineering and others. The
largest player within the GIG member compa-
nies is Georgian International Energy Corpora-
tion (GIEC), which has a considerable share in
power generation in the Georgian market. The
company generates approximately 10% of elec-
tricity consumed in Georgia. Its market share re-
aches 15% during winter season when thermal
power plants are working at highest capacity.

GIEC owns gas-fired power units # 3 and #4
in Gardabani with a total installed capacity of

300 MW. Besides there are 8 hydro power plants
with an aggregate installed capacity of 50 MW.

The company actively develops new stra-
tegically important investment projects. GIEC
largest plans for the nearest future include con-
struction of a coal-fired 150 MW power plant in
Tkibuli, which is located in the western part of
Georgia. Locally mined coal shall be supplied
to the plant by GIG’s subsidiary Saknakhshiri
which translates into English as Georgian Coal
Company. Commissioning of the new plant is
expected by Y2020.

Meanwhile, GIEC has signed a memoran-
dum with the Ministry of Energy of Georgia
concerning the planning, construction, owner-
ship and operation of hydropower plants Na-
tanebi 1 and 3 on the riv. Natanebi in the Guria
region. At a first stage, the company conducts a
feasibility study to look at the technical soluti-
ons and financial viability of the projects.

Generally, development and comprehensive
utilization of the vast renewable energy poten-
tial of Georgia is one of the priorities of GIG.
Having taken wind measurements over a period
of 3 years in the Shida Kartli region in central
Georgia, the Group is very keen on planning and
implementing at this location a large-scale wind
farm.

Apart from power generation GIEC also
pursues ambitious plans for developing electri-

city and gas trade and transit with Georgia’s ne-
ighbors. Amongst other things about 100 million
kWh of electricity has so far been exported this
year to Turkey and Armenia.

Under its brand Neogas the Group is
amongst Georgia’s leading networks of gas fil-
ling stations. In total it owns and operates 30 gas
stations all over the country.

Another priority of GIG is coal mining.
Saknakhshiri is the only coal mining company
of Georgia holding mining licenses in the Tki-
buli-Shaori coal basin. In that area of Georgia
the company is by far the largest employer. By
introducing modern tailor made mining techno-
logies coal output should triple over the next 3 to
4 years reaching annually 1 m tonnes.

Last but not least GIG with its subsidiary
Tiflis Group is major player in the Tbilisi real
estate market where it owns and markets office
buildings, retail property, warehouses and refri-
gerating facilities.

This was proved in Bucharest, where the
representatives of energy services of Ro-
mania. Azerbaijan and Georgia signed
the joint declaration on support to AGRI deve-
lopment.

The ceremony of signing the document was
held within interdepartmental session. The dec-
laration was signed by the ministers of energy of
Azerbaijan and Romania Natik Aliev and Andrei
Dominique Gerey and also by Deputy Minister
of Energy of Georgia Mariam Valishvili.

Commenting this event, Mr. Aliev spoke
about economic and social significance of the
AGRI project and its role for providing energy
security of Europe.

In his turn, Minister of Energy of Romania
called the companies, participants of AGRI, to
continue their contributions into the project de-
velopment.

“We support these companies to attract re-
quired sources of financing for the following
stages of AGRI. We want to jointly promote
AGRI project in the European Commission to
involve it into the final list of projects, presen-
ting common interest within the European Stra-
tegic Investment Fund. We consider that AGRI
project can become a component of “South Has
Corridor” and to largely contribute to providing
the energy security of Europe,” said Mr. Gerey.

FBG note: The AGRI project suppo-
ses transportation of Azerbaijan gas thro-
ugh existing gas pipelines on the Black Sea
coastline of Georgia, where gas will be li-
quefied and after that will be supplied by
tankers to the terminal in the Romanian
port Constanta. The AGRI project stock-
holders are: SOCAR (Azerbaijan — 25%),
GOGC (Georgia — 25%), Romgaz (Roma-
nia — 25%), and MVM (Hungary — 25%).
The joint declaration on the AGRI project,
by which the Hungarian company MVM
was accepted in the membership of the
companies for implementation of the AGRI
project on liquefied gas, was signed at the
ministerial, held in Bucharest in February
2011. In February 2011, the sides establis-
hed a joint venture to implement the project
- SC AGRI LNG ProjectCompany SRL.
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The Georgian Oil and Gas Corporation
(GOGC) and French company Geostock
S.A.S. signed a contract. This company
was selected on the basis of the international
tender. According the contract Geostock S.A.S.
will prepare the Feasibility Study for the Under-
ground Gas Storage. Preparation of the Feasibi-
lity Study for the Underground Gas Storage will
be finalized in the early 2016.

French Company Will Prepare
the Feasibility Study for the
Underground Gas Storage

The contract provides for application of Eu-
ropean standards and technical regulations in
the gas storage design, providing international
norms of safety and environmental protection.

Simultaneously, Georgian Oil and Gas Cor-
poration is holding negotiations with commerci-
al banks, international financial institutions and
private companies for the purpose of study and
optimization of the project funding conditions.

Construction of the Gas Storage on Samgori
South Dome field is planned to begin in 2016. It
is planned to finalize by 2019. According to pre-
liminary estimations, it will be possible to store
230-250 million cubic meters of natural gas in
the gas storage, representing 15% of the annu-
al gas consumption in Georgia, which will fully
ensure guaranteed, uninterruptible gas supply
to the Georgian population and the energy sec-
tor during the periods of peak consumption and
in critical situations — in case of hindering gas
supply from outside the country.

The Georgian specialists will also participa-
te in the preparation of the Feasibility Study for
the Gas Storage.

The International tender on preparation of
the feasibility for construction of the undergro-
und gas reservoir on the territory of oil field of
Samgori south arch was declared by GOGC on
January 14 of this year.

By construction of the Gas Storage, Geor-
gia will obtain a facility of strategic importance
which will increase the energy security of the
country, ensure gas supply to the Georgian cus-
tomers in critical situations in case of hindering
gas supply and reduce the problems related to
the seasonal misbalance between gas supply and
consumption.

They say in GOGC that in result of talks with
one of the companies working in Georgia in oil
extraction sphere, the Corporation received the
right to construct the underground gasholder on
the territory of oil field of Samgori South Dome.

According to GOGC the results of the con-
ducted analysis have shown that the Middle
Eocene horizon of Samgori South Dome is the
most optimal structure in terms of the gas sto-
rage construction. After completion of the gas
storage construction it will be possible to store
230-250 million cubic meters of natural gas in it,
which equals to more than 15% of annual con-
sumption currently.

They say in GOGC that the new gas storage
will considerably increase energy security of the
country and will provide the population with gas
in case of any interruptions in gas supplies.

According to experts, underground gas sto-
rage is the best resource for forming strategic
reserves of natural gas, seasonal balancing and
operative management of gas.

It should be mentioned that the former go-
vernment started search for an investor for
construction underground gas depository still
in2011, on the basis of relevant decision adop-
ted still in April 2009.

Preliminary technical project of undergro-
und gas reservoir construction was first worked
out in 1992 by German company UGS GmbH
together with the Russian partners. The project
foresaw construction of underground gas depo-
sitories in Samgori Soithern Arc region with the
total capacity of 505 million square meters and
with active volume of 230 million square me-
ters. However, due to political processes of that
time the project was not implemented.

In 2002-2004 the project feasibility was
worked out by the American company Was-
hington Strategic Advisors LLC. For Georgia,
construction of gas reservoir of 300-400 milli-
on cu meters was considered optimal, which in
the authors opinion, will enable Georgia to spare
USD 120 million within 25 years. The place of
location also changed — it as planned to build the
gas depository on the territory of gas-condensate
field Rustavi.

Preliminary construction project works will
be conducted by Danish company Ramboll Oil
and Gas A/S, the contract with which was con-
cluded by the foundation Millennium Challenge
Georgia (MCG) in December 20009.

The contract foresaw preliminary works on
designing the underground gas depository in the
village of Ninotsminda Sagarejo region (Kakhe-
ti, East Georgia), where oil and gas fields are.
The contract foresees complex analysis of tec-
hnical, geological, nature protection, economic,
financial, legislative and other issues and their
study. Estimated capacity of the gas depository
in Ninotsminda was determined as 300-450 mil-
lion square meters. Later it was planned to make
the amount of gas up to 600 million square me-
ters, and in case of need — up to 1.5-5.0 billion
square meters, as a project of regional designa-
tion.

Gas in Georgia is used to supply some
energy objects and industrial enterprises and is
main source for heating the houses and flats in
majority of cities and regions of the country, for
heating the administrative buildings and estab-
lishments.

Let’s remind, at present, Georgia is fully
supplied by natural gas from Azerbaijan.

Increases Volume
of Investments up
to EUR 56 Million
In the Region

CL e see great potential for deve-
lopment of the region in long-
term perspective, that’s why we

continue serious investments into economy of
the countries of this important and large regi-
on,” announced on the annual press conference
Gerhard Pfeifer, plenipotentiary representative
of the Bosch group in Russia, Ukraine, Belarus,
Central Asia and Caucasus.

In his words, despite economic and financial
problems in the CIS countries, Ukraine and Ge-
orgia, the Bosch group authorities on the whole
positively evaluate 2014 and are optimistic for
the future. In conditions of reduction in the com-
pany turnover by 9% compared with the previous
years, in 2014 Bosch increased the volume of in-
vestments in the region up to EUR 56 million, i.e.
20% more than in 2013, Mr. Pfeifer mentioned.

Turnover of the Bosch group of companies,
a leading supplier of technologies and services
in the CIS countries, Ukraine and Georgia in
2014 financial year made up EUR 774 million.

Total growth of business, expressed in local cur-
rencies, reached the level of 10%.

“This large region has special strategic im-
portance for Bosch, and we are sure of its long-
term perspectives. In 2014 we have managed to
increase our share at several markets at once,
despite reduction in demand and general delay
in the rates of economic growth,” said Uwe Ras-
chke, a member of the Board of Management of
Robert Bosch GmbH.

“In 2015 the group of Bosch companies
prognosticates increase in sales of the produce
worldwide by 3-5% considering fluctuations in
the rates of currencies. Economic and techno-
logical achievements in well-mastered regions
of business enable us to open the new segments
of the market. Priority of 2015 for us is modern
network solutions and new products. In 2014 we
have already produced a whole number of new
products and network solutions, among them
kitchen plates with joining the Internet network,
software for intellectual systems of heating in
the buildings, and also for industry and tran-
sport. We have strengthened our positions at the
markets of the system “wise house” and soluti-
ons for autonomous driving of a car,” informed
Volkmar Denner, chairman of the board of ma-
nagement of Robert Bosch GmbH.

Group of Bosch companies presents in the
region a wide spectrum of high-quality products
and services in the spheres of car equipment and
spare parts, electric appliances, thermo-techni-
que, security systems, industrial and packing
equipment. As of 1 April 2015 about 360,000
employees work in the Bosch companies all
over the world, providing sales at EUR 49 bil-
lion. The group conducts activities in four main
directions: “Decisions for mobility”, “Industrial
technologies”, “Consumer goods”, “Constructi-
on technologies and energy”.

The Bosch group involves the company Ro-
bert Bosch GmbH and almost 440 subsidiary

enterprises and regional companies in about 60
countries of the world, Together with the par-
tners in the sphere of sale and services Bosch
is presented in 150 countries. Wide international
design, production and trade networks are the
basis for further growth of the company. Strate-
gic purpose of the Bosch group is formation of
innovation, inspiring and decisions elaborated
for life, products and services connected thro-
ugh the Internet network, which increase the qu-
ality of people’s life worldwide.

“Taking into account the economic conjec-
ture, it is important to make accent on localizati-
on of production and elaboration of logistics and
increase of quality of services,” mentioned Mr.
Raschke, stressing that according to the prog-
nosis of the company, recession in the economy
and unstable political environment will influen-
ce the Bosch business and that level of the com-
pany sales in the region in 2015 will be lower
than in the previous year.

“This year delay will continue in business-
activities in Russia. However, we discuss the
CIS market from the viewpoint of long-term
perspective and want to be ready by the moment
the crisis will be overcome. Economic growth in
the region will again become of dynamic cha-
racter not earlier than in 2017min condition of
stabilization in the political sphere,” considers
Mr. Raschke.

In 2011 the regional representation of Ro-
bert Bosch GmbH opened in Caucasus and Thi-
lisi. Main direction of the company activities is
marketing support and sales of electric instru-
ments in three Transcaucasia republics.

In 2012 and 2013 professional colleges ope-
ned for training in the work with electric instru-
ments in Yerevan and Baku.

Last year the company Bosch opened store-
house of electric instruments in Thilisi, which
serves Georgia, Azerbaijan and Armenia, The
storehouse of 1.6 thousand square meters is lo-
cated not far from the Thilisi International Air-
port. The term of the goods delivery is from 2
to 4 days.

“2014 is marked in Georgia by conside-
rable growth of sales of electric instruments of
Bosch compared with the previous year. This
was promoted opening of the new network trade
centers in Georgia and Azerbaijan. Appearance
of large storehouse of finished goods in Tbilisi
will enable Bosch to sooner fulfill the orders of
construction and trade companies from the three
republics of Transcaucasia, and thus to promote
development of economy in this region. The tra-
de turnover of our produce in Georgia in 2014
made up EUR 4 million, which points to the
growth compared with 2013,” mentioned in Mr.
Pfeifer in his talk with the FBG.

“After opening the storehouse of electric in-
struments in Thilisi distribution increased four
times. The Georgian market is fast growing mar-
ket. Respectively, we are satisfied with the rates
of Bosch business development in Georgia. Espe-
cially fast growth is in the rates of construction
sector and correspondingly the demand on con-
struction materials of high quality also grows,
Bosch justifies and satisfies the demands of con-
sumers. \We expect that the volume of Bosch pro-
duce will grow by 100%,” David Oker, sales di-
rector of Robert Bosch LTD, told the FBG.

Freedom of Information (IDFI) the companies are

presented founded in Georgia in different spheres
of business, which are owned by the citizens of Rus-
sia. It is also said here how and when they got hold of
these objects. The information cited in the research is
based on official documentation and information spre-
ad in the mass media.

According to the research energy is the sphere in
which the Russian companies and the companies foun-
ded by the Russian citizens are most widely presented
at the Georgian market. The largest among them is the
Russian company Inter RAO UES, shareholders of which
are the companies affiliated with the Russian authorities.

And the board of observers of this company in-
volves Wacheslav Kravchenko, Deputy Minister of
Energy of Russia; Denis Fedorov, one of the Gazprom
authorities; Igor Sechin, president of Rosneft com-
pany; Dmitri Shugaev, Deputy head of the State Cor-
poration Russian Technologies; Vladimir Dmitriev,
head of the Russian State Corporation Vnesheconom-
bank, which Board of Management is headed by Boris
Kovalchuk, who in 2006-2009 was head of the Prio-
rity Projects Department of the government of Russia.

In Georgia Inter RAO owns 75% of Thilisi elec-
tricity distribution company JSC Telasi, thermostati-
on Mtkvari Energetika LLC and large hydro power
stations Khrami HPP 1 and Khrami HPP 2. It also
received in management the most powerful electric
station in Caucasus — Enguri HPP.

I n the research of the Institute for Development of

According to the IDFI research, the sum received
in 2011 from selling Khrami HPP (GEL 99.774.000)
was spent on construction of the new building of Par-
liament in Kutaisi.

Energia LLC, founded in 2010 in Georgia, owns
Daryal HPP and Shilda HPP. 70% of the company
Energia belongs to the citizen of Russia Mevlud Bli-
adze, and 30% — in the ownership of LLC Peri. By
the information of the Georgian National Statistical
Service, in 2011 Bliadze’s investment was among the
largest investments, conducted from Russia. In Russia,
Bliadze owns the company, conducting construction
and reconstruction of bridges. He was granted the title
of “Honored Builder of Russia”.

Citizen of Russia — Ali Maraev owns Energo
Invest LLC, which should build Avani HPP. Raul Kur-
dadze, who owns double citizenship of Russia and Ge-
orgia, has in his ownership Pshavi Hydro LLC. The
company plans to build Skurdidi HPP.

Government of Georgia concluded a memoran-
dum with Pshavi Hydro on 19 June 2014. The com-
pany then was founded for several months only, and
the date of its registration is 17 January 2014.

United Energy System of Russia (UES of Rus-
sia) is one of the shareholders in JSC United Energy
System of SakRusEnergo, which has at its disposal the
network of electricity transmission on the territory of
Georgia. The total length of the electricity transmis-
sion lines, being in the authorized capital of SakRus-
Energy, is 908km. Among them are electricity tran-

smission lines of 603km long, passing through the
territory of Georgia and 305km transmission line on
the territory of Russia. Total cost of the JV property is
GEL 230 million.

Citizens of Russia are also in the sector of water
supply. Owner of the water supply company of Thi-
lisi — Georgian Water & Power (GWP) is Georgian
Global Utilities LLC, registered in the offshore zone,
one of the directors of which is Mikhail Tuzov. In dif-
ferent periods he worked in subsidiaries of the Russian
Inter RAO. Director of the GWP production is citizens
of Russia Alexei Frolov, who before that worked as
deputy technical director in Rosvodkanal LLC. The sa
me offshore company Georgian Global Utilities owns
water distribution network of Rustavi and Mtskheta.

Subsidiary company of Russian LukOil is LukOil
Georgia, which owns 62 petrol stations and which is
one of the largest importers of oil products in Georgia.
LukOil is among those Russian companies, in which
the USA and EU imposed sanctions after annexation
of the Crimea.

The sanctions are imposed in the West also in re-
gard to the Russian company Rosneft, which bought
49% share of Petrocas Energy Limited. In Georgia
Petrocas Energy Limited owns oil terminals in Poti,
network of petrol stations. However, this ownership is
not registered in the Public Register of Georgia.

The transactions are conducted through the com-
panies, registered in the offshore zones. Owner of Pet-
rocas Energy Limited is David Yakobashvili, busines-
sman of Georgian origin, working in Russia. He also
owns Sun Petroleum Georgia LLC, to which belong
140 petrol stations of the brand “Gulf” in Georgia.

Russian billionaires Dmitri Troitski and Dmitri
Korzhiev are owners of the companies for extraction
of gold and copper ore RMG Gold (the former Quar-
tzite) and RMG Copper (the former Madneuli).

Russian oligarch Mikhail Friedman got hold of
the company of mineral waters IDS Borjomi Georgia,
which bottles mineral waters “Borjomi” and “Likani”,
also drinking water “Borjomi Waters” and “Bakuri-
ani”. He owns the license on extraction of Borjomi.
In his ownership are bottling factories #1, #2, and #3.
The company was owned by the family of late Badri
Patarkatsishvili. In the beginning of 2013 they anno-
unced about selling the Borjomi to the largest inves-
tment company Alfa Group, belonging to Friedman.

Alfa Group owns 44% of the communication
company Vimpelcom (brand Beeline), which operates
at the Georgian market of mobile communication.

Russian VTB is owner of VTB Bank Georgia, and
58.99% of its shares belong to the Russian state.

By the data of the Georgian National Statistical
Service, in 2014 direct investments in the amount of
USD 66 million were conducted from Russia into
Georgia. Thus, Russia occupies 8th place among in-
vestors. The first place is occupied by the Netherlands
(USD 331 million). It should be mentioned that an
offshore is located in the Netherlands, where are re-
gistered mostly the companies, which make large in-
vestments. Behind these offshore companies, as arule,
are the representatives of different countries, among
them Russia as well.

By the information of National Statistical Servi-
ce, in 2014 the largest investments from Russia were
made in the following companies: Wimm-Bill-Dunn
Georgia LLC (brand Soplis Nobati), Mobitel LLC
(brand Beeline), Energia LLC, Carlsberg Georgia
LLC (brand beer “Baltika™), Electrons LLC, Georgi-
an Hotel Management LLC, Elite Development LLC,
Embawood Georgia LLC. In 2013 the same list inclu-
ded Tiflis Wine Cellar, Stromos (Rustavi autodriome),
and Tride LLC, is mentioned in the IDFI research.

Government Suggests
Private Business to
Master Tourist Potential

of Lake Shaorli

mong the investment projects, which

‘ \ the government suggests to investors

in the region of Racha, is mastering

of the tourist potential of the Lake Shaori. It

is mentioned in the research of economic po-

tential of Racha-Lechkhumi — Kvemo Svaneti

that the general plan of development prepared

by the Economic Council still in 2008, and the

total investment area of the present territory is
1,500 hectares.

The master plan itself foresees constructi-
on of certain object near the Lake Shaori, such
as golf-club, skiing tracks, courts and other in-
frastructure.

According to the master plan the state is
interested in this project and shoulders the ob-
ligation to build communications to the lake.
The possibility of discussing an alternative
plan for mastering the present territory is not
excluded in the research either.

They consider in the government that na-
tural diversity of this region will enable to
quickly develop tourism here. Thus in Ambro-
lauri are karst (limestone) caves, and in the
recently discovered cave are unique deposits,
which are being studied at present. There are
also balneological medicinal waters in Ambro-
lauri, which are of greatest value, and here a
balneological resorts van be arranged.

It should be mentioned that development
of infrastructure on the territory adjacent to the
Lake Shaori is planned by the government of
Georgia from 2007. The idea to turn this place
into attractive site for tourists and formation

of relevant infrastructure here belongs to Giorgi
Arveladze, the former Minister of Economy. But
no investor was found yet.

Still in 2010 the present region caused the
interest of the Egyptian businessmen, which
planned to upgrade there a tourist center on abo-
ut 300 hectare land plot. The agreement betwe-
en the government and investors was supposed
to be concluded in spring 2010 and in summer
of the same year the Egyptian side should have
started works. However, the agreement has not
been signed.

A total area of the territory, where the to-
urism complex will be located, involves 700
hectares. A small town will be built on the 300
hectare area to locate 20,000 people. On the ter-
ritory, adjacent to the lake there will be built ho-
tels, supermarkets, Aqua Park. It is also planned
to build a 2.5 km long landing and take off line
and mini airdrome.

Within the master plan the Ministry of Eco-
nomic Development it is projected road rou-
te Thilisi-Gomi-Sachkhere-Chiatura, through
which one can arrive to the region in a short pe-
riod of time. A cable way may be also built thro-
ugh which it will take 20-25 minutes to get from
Tkibuli to the Lake Shaori.

To form tourism infrastructure and recreati-
on zone on the Lake Shaori will require inves-
tments in the amount from GEL 0.5 to 1 billion.
Proceeding from large-scale of the project, it is
planned to conduct privatization of the objects
and the territory around the lake separately.
