October and which will be atten-
ded by high-level guests will arrive
from China.

Both Premiers discussed acti-
vity of new Asian Infrastructural
Investment Bank (AllB) and expres-
sed hope that it would conduct fi-
nancing of different projects in Ge-
orgia. Growing interest of the Chine-
se companies was also mentioned.

As they mention in the gover-
nment of Georgia, China is the lar-
gest economic partner of Georgia
and in 2014 trade turnover betwe-
en two countries increased by 28%.

“When the case concerns the Silk Road
and Georgia’s role as of a transit country,
many interesting factors should be mentio-
ned. For example, as | have already said we
have proved we are a reliable transit country
from the viewpoint of energy resources and
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transport, and we have ambition to turn Georgia into a logistics center. We want to build a new deep-water port,
annual goods turnover of which will be 100 million tons. Construction of this port involves seven phases, and great
interest exists from the Chinese companies, which want to participate in this project. We started talks concerning
the infrastructural projects: construction of roads, bridges, etc. The talk is on investments in Georgia in the amount
of several billions,” the Premier mentioned, adding that Georgia is the most important country for transportation
of the Chinese produce.

After the discussion Mr. Garibashvili once more stressed Georgia’s role in the project of New Silk Road. In his
words, aim of the government of Georgia is to turn the country into the center of logistics and trade, which is Ge-
orgia’s historical mission.

TO INTENSIFY
STRATEGIC
PARTNERSHIP

fter 5 November talks in Thilisi, Presidents
Aof Georgia and Azerbaijan once more stres-

sed strategic partnership and “friendly” re-
lations between the two countries.

After the meeting, President of Georgia Gi-
orgi Margvelashvili and his Azerbaijani colleague
Ilham Aliyev signed a joint declaration, according
to which two countries will continue “intensificati-
on of strategic partnership”, the purpose of which
is “further increase in the level of relations in the
spheres of common interest through deepening the
relations both in bilateral and international for-
mats”.

In the joint declarations Presidents of two co-
untries have once more proved their intention “to
continue joint efforts for development and expan-
sion of the Great Silk Road within the East-West
corridor and in this context, in 2016 to provide la-
unching of the railway Baku-Thilisi-Kars”.

In the words of llham Aliyev, Georgia and
Azerbaijan should agree on single policy of go-
ods transit. “This will assist to increase the goods
turnover between our countries. | hope we’ll have
such a possibility,” he said.

The declaration also mentions about “the So-
uth Caucasian transit corridor of electricity from
Azerbaijan through Georgia in direction of Tur-
key”. In the words of Kakha Kaladze, Minister of
Energy of Georgia, signing of the memorandum
is planned, according to which the transit of elec-
tricity produced at the Azerbaijani thermo-power
plants to Turkey will be conducted through the ter-
ritory of Georgia.

Talking on the importance of transit routes,
President of Georgia mentioned: “Despite a com-
plicated situation in Georgia, violation of territorial
integrity, policy of deepening the occupation in our
occupied territories, we were always devoted pat-
riots of this (transit) corridor and even in the most
difficult moments we showed our loyalty to this
transit function”.

Mr. Margvelashvili stressed importance of
Azerbaijani investments and charitable activity of
the Azerbaijani companies in Georgia.

In his turn President Ilham Aliyev of Azerba-
ijan said: “We have discussed in details those fur-

ther potentials, which open in energy and transport
projects. | am glad there is not a single issue, on
which we have disagreements”.

It should be mentioned that the visit of Presi-
dent Aliyev was in the center of attention of the Ge-
orgian mass media, mostly, in the context of talks of
Thilisi with the Russian state company Gazprom.

In the words of Minister of Energy of Geor-
gia Kakha Kaladze, Georgia will have to buy from
Gazprom the natural gas for commercial compani-
es, and not for the population, more than the volu-
me Georgia already receives from Russia for tran-
sit of the Russian gas to Armenia, because there is
no possibility to import additional volumes of gas
from Azerbaijan. As Mr. Kaladze says Georgia will
need additional volumes of gas to satisfy those in-
creased requirements, which in his words, will re-
ach about 2.5 billion cubic meters in 2015 that will
be 27-percent increase after 2012. By the data of
the Ministry of Energy of Georgia, Georgia will ne
ed this amount of gas till 2019, after a second phase
of Shah-Deniz project starts functioning.

After the information on Thilisi talks with Gaz-
prom became known, Prime Minister of Georgia
Irakli Garibashvili left on 10 October on a short and
unplanned visit to Baku, where he met President
Ilham Aliyev, This visit caused in Thilisi rumors
that the Premier tried to settle relations in Baku af-
ter the statement was spread in Thilisi that purchase
of additional volumes of natural gas from Gazprom
could sopoil the relations with Azerbaijan.

Kakha Kaladze, who at the same time is Vi-
ce-Premier of Georgia, together with other officials
attended the meeting of Presidents of Georgia and
Azerbaijan in Thilisi. After the meeting he told the
journalists that the issue of Thilisi talks with Gaz-
prom was not discussed at the meeting.

The President of Azerbaijan, talking about im-
portance of the route of energy transit to Europe and
a second phase of Sha-Deniz project, announced that
Azerbaijan possessed enormous supplies of the na-
tural gas, sufficient to supply not only its own re-
quirements, but also to supply it to the neighboring
countries and Europe within the following years.

It should be mentioned that after this Mr Ka-
ladze stressed that in his statement that Azerbaijan

could within hundred years supply itself, its neig-
hbors and Europe with gas, Mr. Aliyev did not me
an commercial gas.

Within the visit the President of Azerbaijan on
6 November met Prime Minister Irakli Garibashvi-
li and Speaker of the Parliament of Georgia David
Usupashvili.

The observers say that one after another Pre-
sident of Armenia Serzh Sargsyan and President
of Azerbaijan arrived to Thilisi on a working visit,
which witnesses importance of Georgia for Arme-
nia and Azerbaijan thanks to its transit potentials.

Today, in conditions of removal of Iran from
the regime of sanctions after signing the Vienna
Agreement on its nuclear dossier and Armenia’s
joining the Eurasian Economic Union — the geo-
political situation in Transcaucasia is being chan-
ged.

Professor Giorgi Sanikidze, director of the
Institute of Oriental Studies of the Ilia State Uni-
versity, says that the relations of Georgia and Iran
can acquire a new impulse not only in the issue of
carrying the Iranian goods to Europe through the
Black Sea ports of Georgia, but as a transit country
for the Iranian gas, but only through Armenia and
not Azerbaijan. Mr. Sanikidze considers only this
will put Georgia out of the situation of a hostage to
the Azerbaijani-Turkish alliance.

During his visit to Thilisi, Mr Aliyev, calling
Georgia “a close strategic partner”, mentioned
about “many issues waiting for settlement” on the
Azerbaijani-Georgian agenda and as an example he
cited “transit potentials of both countries”.

In the experts’ words, Thilisi does not have to
make choice between Moscow, Baku, Yerevan, or
Tehran on the principle “or-or”. For Georgia is im-
portant “and-and” to gain a foothold as the most
important regional energy hub, receiving gas si-
multaneously from the above-mentioned countries,
and also participating in formation of a wide tran-
sport corridor North-South, which could connect
Russia, Georgia, Armenia and Iran. And partici-
pation of Georgia simultaneously in two alliances,
Georgia-Armenia-lran and Turkey-Georgia-Azer-
baijan, will considerably strengthen its geopolitical
position.

Public-private dialogue (PPD) is a structured,
participatory, and inclusive approach to polic-
ymaking. It is directed at reforming governance
and the business climate. Dialogue improves the
flow of information relating to economic policy
and builds legitimacy into the policy process. A
healthy Public-Private Dialogue is vital to the
sustainability of a reform. Without public dis-
cussion, issues and proposed solutions are not
adequately thought-through. A robust discussi-
on reveals that all options have been conside-
red and that policy makers have truly chosen the
best way forward.

Governments that listen to the private sector
are more likely to design credible reforms and
win support for their policies. They further di-
versify their sources of information and promo-
te evidence-based policy. Business, for its part,
seeks government’s assistance in establishing a
low-cost, predictable business environment. Tal-
king together on a regular basis helps build trust
and understanding between the sectors.

We see the need of Public and Private con-
sultations in Georgia. Therefore, with the initi-
ative of United States Agency for International
Development (USAID) project Governing for
Growth in Georgia (G4G) we have established
the Economic Policy Advocacy Coalition that
unites 38 business oriented organizations at this
time.

How was the idea of Economic Policy Advo-
cacy Coalition created?

Experience in reforming countries has shown
that economic reform is only truly effective
when business oriented organizations make the-
ir voice known through advocacy. Business gro-
ups represent an important segment of society,
one that stimulates economy.

GA4G partner organization Center for Interna-
tional Private Enterprise (CIPE) with its missi-
on of strengthening democracy through private
enterprise and market-oriented reform provided
technical assistance and a 3-day workshop advi-
sing associations on strategic planning, prioriti-
zing issues, building business community awa-
reness and presenting a business agenda to the
policymaking community.

Prior to the workshop, we met business as-
sociations, chambers, and think-tanks, all com-
plaining that the private sector faces a lot of
problems, and that they are unable to deliver
their messages and unified positions to the Go-
vernment. They expressed the desire to create
an umbrella organization under which the rep-
resentatives of private sector will work together
on common issues, as well as cooperate with the
Government.

What is the mission of Economic Policy
Advocacy Coalition?

EPAC has a deeply important mission -- to
support the development of a business-friendly
environment through inclusive, consultative di-
alogue.

= When many speak as one, the message is

distilled to its essence;

= When many speak as one, it is easier for

the recipient — in this case government — to

hear and respond effectively;

= When many speak as one, the opportunity

for success is increased.

Both government and society benefit from
this:

On one hand, the process itself helps gover-
nment know that the actions are needed by the
entire community; that they are not being pulled
by the interests of only a select few.

On the other hand, society benefits by a crysta-
lized and unified message that government can
easily hear and act upon.

This is why this new coalition is so important.
It unites many voices for a strong, focused mes-
sage on which the government can effectively
respond.

The goals of the coalition will be:

- Finding a common voice and uniting efforts
of all members, increasing the presence and visi-
bility of the coalition among the wider business
community;

- Strengthening the role of business organiza-
tions in dialogue with public officials;

- Initiating and advocating new policies to im-
prove the business environment;

- Monitoring economic policy implementati-
on;

- Supporting cooperation among coalition
members for more effective advocacy and insti-
tutional capacity building.

Does the coalition have support from Gover-
nment bodies?

Yes, it does. Every week we receive requ-
ests from Government representatives asking
us to support involvement of the private sector,
in this case EPAC, in their public discussions.
The demonstration of GoG support is, for exam-
ple, the attendance of Mr. Lasha Khutsishvili,
the Deputy Minister of Finance and Ms. Irma
Kavtaradze, the Deputy Minister of Economy
and Sustainable Development of Georgia on the
signing ceremony of the EPAC Memorandum of
Cooperation. Both welcomed the creation of the
coalition and expressed their readiness to coope-
rate with EPAC members.

Thirty-three members of EPAC is quite im-
pressive number and unite almost all sectors
of the businesses. Do you think they will be
able to find common issues for discussion?

Although EPAC was founded in September
by 33 members covering many sectors of bu-

siness, the number of coalition members is ra-
pidly increasing. EPAC already unites 38 mem-
bers. Prior to the establishment of the coalition,
we conducted several meetings and workshops
with potential members and during those mee-
tings EPAC members identifies several priority
areas for them. These are: access to finance for
small and medium enterprises (SMEs); property
rights; taxation; trade facilitation; and human
and institutional capacity building.

What is G4G’s role?

USAID, through G4G and other projects are
happy to assist the coalition in this worthwhile
endeavor. However, our role is only to assist. It
is up to the coalition members — meaning each
and every coalition partner — to make this coali-
tion a success.

= It is up to EPAC members to, get involved,

to identify and prioritize issues important to

them;

= It is up to EPAC members to, debate and
engage in the discussions;

= ]t is up to EPAC members to, find common
ground and build the needed consensus for a
singular voice.

EPAC members can shape this organization in
to its highest and best purpose: a framework to
achieve a unified voice for economic progress.

Does the coalition include only associations,
think-tanks and chambers that work with the
sectoral businesses?

No, the association works with everyone who
can contribute to the development of economic
prosperity of Georgia. For example, EPAC uni-
tes also associations working with women and
youth. In addition, I would like to emphasize
that our project is actively supporting Women
and Youth empowerment and their contribution
in the PPD process. By attending intensive and
highly interactive programs, women and youth
are learning strategies for empowerment and ba-
lancing efforts to affect change in their personal
and professional lives.

Please share EPAC next steps...

On 22" of September we have conducted first
Public Private Dialogue with Governmental of-
ficials on DCFTA issues. EPAC members and
their associates attended the event where they
had the opportunity to discuss free trade agre-
ement specifics. By the end of October we are
planning to organize a working meeting where
members will discuss future activities on their
prioritized issues. The first three-month action
plan will also be finalized.

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On 16 September a ceremony of la-
ying the foundation for construction
of Nenskra HPP was held in the villa-
ge Chuberi Mestia region of Svaneti.
Irakli Garibashvili, Prime Minister of
Georgia, participated in the ceremony.

In Mr. Garibashvili’s words, the pre-
sent project is of great importance as
it will provide energy independence
of Georgia. He says that the gover-
nment of the country welcomes the
investment of Korea Water Corporati-
on (K-Water), the South Korean State
Corporation of Water Resources and
considers it to be an expression of
trust to the business climate in
Georgia.

“It is the first hydro-power plant of such a
scale in the history of independent Georgia,
which will become very important basis for en-
ergy security and energy independence of our
country. The plant will start energy production
in 2019, and in 2021 the project will be finally
accomplished. What is most important, this will
replace electricity imported in winter, and the
energy system of our country will become more
sustainable,” stressed the Premier.

By the information of the Ministry of Ener-
gy, Nenscra HPP with the capacity of 280 MW
will be built on the tributary of the river Engu-
ri in Svaneti. Potential generation of electricity
will be 1.2 billion kWh. The project is imple-
mented by the Partnership Fund, which repre-
sents the Georgian state and the K-Water.

In December 2014 the Partnership Fund
concluded with K-Water a contract, which fo-
resees joint development of the project and its
construction.

Total investment cost of the project is USD
1 billion. The bank loan component is participa-
ted by: European Bank for Reconstruction and
Development (EBRD), Asian Development Bank
(ADB) and Korean EximBank. The Partnership
Fund advisor in this project is International
Finance Corporation (IFC). The construction
works are conducted by the largest Italian com-
pany Salini Impregilo.

The HPP to be built on the tributary of the
river Enguri, will start production of electric en-
ergy from 2019, and the project will be fully ac-
complished in 2021. It is foreseen to build a dam
with 135m height and 820m length. Volume of
the water reservoir will be 182 million cubic me-
ters. Along with the river Nenscra the water re-
servoir will be supplied by the water of the river
Nankra, for which in parallel the construction
will start of the water-pipeline tunnel of 12.4km
length. Potential annual capacity of the HPP will
make up 1.2 billion kWh of electric energy.

For Salini Impregilo it will be a second pro-
ject in Georgia after this company built 25km
circuit road near Kutaisi.

The first announcement on construction of
Nenskra HPP was made in April 2012 and this
project should have been implemented by the
Chinese company Sinohydro. But later the Chi-
nese company was replaced by the Korean K
Water, which the Partnership Fund selected as

the company responsible for the project imple-
mentation in December 2014.

The experts say that after Nenskra HPP
starts operation, Georgia will manage to get gu-
aranteed energy supply in winter and in summer
— to sell electricity.

FBG note: Korean company owns the assets of USD 20 billion, its annual turnover makes up
USD 2 billion. From the moment of its formation in 1967 KWater is engaged in water resources ma-
nagement and water supply of South Korea. The company owns dams, water supply systems. It also
implements the international projects and in addition to South Korea it works in Columbia, India,
Afghanistan, China and Pakistan.

Salini Impregilo is an industrial group specialized in construction of large complex project. The
company works in 50 countries, where more than 31,000 employees work. The company turnover ma-
kes up EUR 4 billion.

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HPP CASCADE TO BE BUILT ON RIVER TSKHENISTSKALI

n 12 October the Ministry of Energy of
OGeorgia and the Georgian Co-Inves-

tment Fund signed a memorandum on
technical-economic study, construction, owner-
ship and operation of the HPP cascade on the
river Tskhenistskali (West Georgia).

It has been mentioned that Tskhenistska-
li HPP Cascade, which is one of the most im-
portant projects for development of the energy
sector in Georgia, will be built in the Racha-
Lechkhumi and Kvemo Svameti region in the
Lentekhi and Tsageri municipalities on the river
Tskhenistskali.

The cascade unites four hydro-power plants
(HPP): Ludji HPP, Mukhra HPP, Lentekhi HPP
and Tsageri HPP. Total investment cost of the
project is USD 723 million. Total established
capacity will be 347.1 MW, and annual produc-
tion of electricity — almost 1.743 billion kWh. A
greater part of the produced electricity will be
exported to Turkey.

The Co-investment Fund also signed a con-
sulting agreement with the leading Iceland com-
panies in the sphere of energy Verkis and Lan-
dsvirkjun Power. The present document forese-
es technical-economic study and general design
of HPP cascade.

In parallel with the technical-economic
study the project will be analyzed in detail in re-
gard to its influence on the environment. By the
preliminary calculations, intensive construction
of HPP cascade will start in 2017.

Investments into the project at the present
stage are fully made by the Co-investment Fund.
In the words of Giorgi Bachiashvili, executive
director of the Fund, the talks are ongoing with
the international companies with the purpose of
attracting strategic partners.

It should be mentioned that still last spring
they said in the Fund that the talks were ongo-

ing with one of the European investment funds,
which would be a co-investor of the present pro-
ject.

In his speech delivered at the ceremony of
signing the documents Kakha Kaladze, Minis-
ter of Energy of Georgia, stressed the need for
mastering the hydro-resources in Georgia. He
pointed to the growing interest of investors in
the energy sector of Georgia.

“One of the main purposes of the energy
policy of Georgia is construction of HPP along
with use of the alternative sources of energy for
strengthening energy security of the country. |
have said more than once and repeat again that it
is of principled importance for us to become in
the nearest future the energy-independent state.
Today the reality is such that from September
through March we conduct import of electricity
in large volumes.

However, taking into consideration the reso-
urces our country possesses we have a real chan-
ce and potentials to turn Georgia into the energy
independent state in the nearest future, and even
more, we’ll be able to sell the electricity produ-

ced in Georgia to Turkey and through Turkey to
other countries,” mentioned Mr. Kaladze.

It should be mentioned that last October
the winner within expression of interest in tec-
hnical-economic study, construction, owner-
ship and operation of HPP cascade on the river
Tskhenistskali (Lentekhi municipality of Rac-
ha-Lechkhumi-Kvemo Svaneti region) was the
Turkish company Anadolu Group and the Geor-
gian company LLC RBI Group.

RBI Group founder is company GCF Hy-
dro Development, which in its turn is a sub-
sidiary of the company GCF Luxemburg, re-
gistered in Luxemburg. GCF Hydro Develop-
ment is transferred into the ownership of the
company registered in Luxemburg on May 30
of this year. Before that the owner of its 100%
share was company GCF Partners — mana-
ging company of Georgian Co-investment
Fund (GCF).

It is also mentioned that Anadolu Group to-
gether with the Co-investment Fund discuss the
issue on distribution of financing required for
the present construction.

Chinese Company Is Ready to Invest into Energy Sector of Georgia

is ready together with the Georgian Oil and Gas Corporation (GOGC)
to participate in construction of an underground gas reservoir and a
new Thermo Power Plant (TPP) of a combined type.

By the information of the press-service of the Georgian government the
Chinese company representatives announced about it at their meeting with
Irakli Gharibashvili, Prime Minister of Georgia.

On the TCC initiative the Chinese State Agency of export operations in-
surance China Export & Credit Insurance Corporation (SINOSURE) and the
largest Chinese bank Industrial and Commercial Bank of China (ICBC) are
also involved in the projects implementation.

It should be remind this June GOGC and the French company Geostock
S.4.S., winner of the international tender, signed a relevant contract on prepa-
ration by the beginning of 2016 of the feasibility for the project on constructi-
on of an underground gas reservoir in Georgia.

The contract provides for application of European standards and technical
regulations in the gas storage design, providing international norms of safety
and environmental protection.

The Chinese company China Tianchen Engineering Corporation (TCC)

Simultaneously, Georgian Qil and Gas Corporation is holding negotia-
tions with commercial banks, international financial institutions and private
companies for the purpose of study and optimization of the project funding
conditions.

It is planned to finalize the construction of the Gas Storage on Samgori
South Dome field by 2019. According to preliminary estimations, it will be
possible to store 230-250 million cubic meters of natural gas in the gas stora-
ge, representing 15% of the annual gas consumption in Georgia, which will
fully ensure guaranteed, uninterruptible gas supply to the Georgian population
and the energy sector during the periods of peak consumption and in critical
situations — in case of hindering gas supply from outside the country.

FBG note: Chinese engineering-industrial corporation TCC was founded
in 1953 and at the present stage its annual income exceeds one billion dollars.

The foundation into construction was
laid on 6 September by Irakli Garibashvili,
Prime Minister of Georgia, Irakli Kovzanad-
ze, then head of the Partnership Fund, and
Bezalel Machlis, president of Elbit Systems
Ltd.

“l would like to specially mention that
implementation of the project became pos-
sible with the support of the state Partner-
ship Fund. The Fund participation in the
project is serious and makes up USD 40 mil-
lion. The Partnership Fund also works on 15
projects more, the total investment volume
of which is up to two billion US dollars. | am
most glad with start of projects of such le-
vel. This means that the state promotes bu-
siness, investors and works fruitfully with
all, cooperation with which brings concrete
results for our country and our people,” sa
id Mr. Garibashvili.

In Premier’s words, the former authori-
ties of Georgia formed unjust problems for
this company for which Georgia has to pay
compensation.

“That this company returns to Georgia
means much for me personally and for my
government. It is expression of your trust to
our country,” stressed Mr. Garibashvili.

The factory will produce composite
parts, among them, doors, aerodynamic
surfaces, control panels and other spare
parts.

With Elbit assistance the enterprise will
pass all the required certification for appe-
arance at the international aviation market.
The consumers of the output, produced at
the Georgian-Israeli factory, will be such
large gamblers of the aviation industry as
Boeing, Airbus, Bombardier, etc.

“We promote development of high-tec-
hnology production in the country. We have
not yet a factory of such level and its appe-
arance will stimulate other high-technology
companies to open enterprises in Georgia,”
mentioned Mr. Kovzanadze.

300 local citizens will be employed at
the factory, which will be trained by the lea-
ding specialists, and high-skilled specialists
will arrive from Israel. 100% of the output,
produced at the enterprise, will be sent to
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export, which will positively influence the
trade balance of Georgia.

Construction works are conducted by
the company Royal Development. The fac-
tory will be managed by a joint enterprise
JSC Aerostructure Technologies Cyclone
(ATC) formed by the Partnership Fund and
the Israeli concern.

It should be remind this spring the Par-
tnership Fund, together with the Ministry
of Economy and Sustainable Development
of Georgia, signed with the Israeli company
ELBIT Systems — Cyclone a frame contract,
which foresees construction of high-tec-
hnology factory for production of composi-
te parts for civil planes.

The purpose of the present project is
construction of high-technological enter-
prise within three years near Thilisi Airport,
which will correspond to the international
standards. The project costs USD 85 million.
The enterprise will use latest technology of
the aviation sphere for producing details of
planes, among them doors, aero-dynamical
surfaces, control panels, and other parts.

With Elbit assistance the enterprise will
pass all the required certification for appe-
arance at the international aviation market.
The consumers of the output, produced at
the Georgian-Israeli factory, will be such
large gamblers of the aviation industry as
Boeing, Airbus, Bombardier, etc.

At present, Elbit Systems — Cyclone pro-
duces composite materials in the enterprise
of the city Haifa in Israel. To form additional
production capacities Elbit chose Georgia
among numerous alternatives because of
stable and favorable investment environ-
ment.

It should be mentioned, from 2001 at
Thilisi Aviation Factory with the help of
Elbit Systems, started modernization of at-
tack plane SU-25, which received the name
of “Scorpion”.

Forwarding on Europe-Asia Axis

Relevant protocol was signed in Odessa during the session of the he-
ads of railways of four countries, dedicated to the issues of forming
of competitive tariff terms for freight forwarding in Asia-Europe-Asia
direction.

At discussion the sides concentrated attention on the issues of a fre-
ight base, and also prospective routes and technological terms for orga-
nization of transportation with the accent on development of container
component of the freight communication China-Kazakhstan-Azerbaijan-
Georgia-Ukraine-Europe.

The session participants stressed the need for revealing and liquida-
tion of “narrow places” and barriers blocking organization of container
transportation. Among the barrier factors were separated: absence of a
through rate along the whole route Asia-Europe-Asia (and also agree-
ments between the participants on formation of parity tariff terms); pre-
sence of a large amount of carriers at separate sections of the entire route;
difference in legislative base in the process of customs registration and
control procedures along the entire route.

At the session heads of the railways of Azerbaijan, Georgia, Kazak-
hstan and Ukraine signed the protocol on measures for formation of the
competitive terms of container carryings in the mentioned direction and
on determining the prospects of cooperation of railway workers in for-
ming the quality inter-modal service for carryings in direction of Chi-
na-Europe.

“Criterion for selecting the variant of logistics chain for a client of
transport services should become guaranteed delivery of freight in any
point of the route in definite term and at available price,” is said in the
final document.

Delamode
Group Intends
toDevelop a
Multi-Functional
Logistics Center

N atia Mikeladze, Deputy Minister of Economy and Sustainable De-
velopment, met the officials of the British international logistics
company Delamode Group.

The sides discussed the development of a transport and logistics ca-
pability and the potential to attract foreign investment in these sectors.
It was noted at the meeting that in the first stage the investment project
proposed by the company envisages development of “A” class multi-fun-
ctional logistics center. In addition, international investors are interested
in the functioning of free industrial zones in Georgia, and were provided
with detailed information.

In the words of Mrs. Mikeladze, one of the main priorities of the go-
vernment is to develop the country’s transit and logistics infrastructure.

A delegation of the British international logistics company “Delamo-
de Group” is paying a three-day visit to Georgia. The company managers
say they will arrive in Georgia in the coming months in order to imple-
ment specific projects.

Armenia and Iran Want to
Form Transport Corridor to
Black Sea

\
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Armenia and Iran conduct works in direction of forming the transport
corridor from the Persian Gulf to the Black Sea and from there to
Bulgaria. This became known on the results of the visit to Yerevan of Ab-
bas Ahmad Akhoundi, Minister of Transport of Iran, held on 15 October.
The Iranian Minister arrived to Armenia within the delegation headed by
the first vice-president of Iran.

“This is important also for Armenia, because it has no outlet to the
sea and it can use this corridor for outlet to the Persian Gulf. We can use
this corridor as well and also the territories of Armenia and Georgia for
the outlet to the Black Sea,” said Mr. Akhoundi.

In his words, the Iranian delegation also discussed with the Armenian
side the issues of reconstruction of the motorway connecting two countri-
es and construction of the railway.

“We have assured the Armenian side that we’ll build our section,
when Armenia will build one third of its section of the railway,” stressed
the Iranian official.

The talks on construction of the railway Iran-Armenia are ongoing
for several years already. This railway will enable the Armenian side to
use an alternative way for transportation of the energy resources and ot-
her goods, receiving an outlet to the outer world. At present the entire
railway communication from Armenia is conducted through Georgia.

On 7 August 2014 the government of Armenia approved a prelimi-
nary program on construction of this railway. The project costs USD 3.5
billion. The railway will be of 316km long, its infrastructure will involve
64 bridges with total length of 19.4 km, 60 tunnels of 102.3km and 27
stations. It is expected that construction works will finish in 2022, after
which the volume of freight carryings will make up 25 million tons per
year.

The railway project was elaborated by the International Company
of Construction and Communications of China (CCCC). Interest in the
project is expressed by the Chinese banks, which are ready to finance
60% of the total cost.

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RUSSIAN FINANCIAL CAPITAL INTENSIVELY ENTERS
GROWING GEORGIAN MARKET OF ONLINE CREDITS

hus, one of the most famous local services

of crediting Vivus (vivus.ge)is opened on

the Russian investments, another gambler
at this market — MoneyMan (moneyman.ge) — by
Russian businessmen Alexandr Dunaev and Boris
Batin. One of the investors of the company, along
with the venture fund Emery Capital and other in-
vestors is Vadim Dimov, who is engaged in sau-
sage production in Russia and owns a network of
book shops “Republic”.

They say in MoneyMan that appearance at
the markets of the post-Soviet space, where the
population knows the Russian language, and by
stereotype behavior resemble Russians, conside-
rably differs from the approach to doing business
in the West.

MoneyMan was founded in 2011 by financi-
ers Boris Batin and Alexandr Dunaev.

Owner of the online crediting company Vivus
is Russian billionaire Oleg Boiko who is trying in
2015 to put his company into the list of leaders at
world online crediting companies.

In the opinion of Zurab Kukuladze, editor of
the newspaper “Banks and Finances”, online cre-
diting popularity in Georgia has many reasons.

First of all this is caused by low culture in use
of financial services, when people commit them-
selves so that they do not realize the responsibility
for the subsequent payment of debts.

“Another important factor is hard social con-
dition in the country, due to which people are for-
ced to use exclusively expensive services. Third
factor is general shortcomings of the financial
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system, such as weal regulations and existence of
numerous legislative gaps. This is general charac-
teristics, which makes Georgia resemble much the
post-Soviet countries by use of micro-credits. As
for the Russian capita, the businessmen from Rus-
sia understand well and accept the business based
on tempting financial proposals for the category
of citizens having problems,” mentioned Mr. Ku-
kuladze.

In his words, online companies, unlike banks
and even micro-financial organizations, issue cre-
dits by simplified procedure, which makes this
market more attractive. Proceeding from this,
such credits are issued under very high interest —
for example, efficient interest rate on loan in the
amount of GEL 200 can be up to GEL 300 per
year.

It should be mentioned that the credit organi-
zations by the status are LLC and are not subject
to regulation on the part of National Bank.

— this is short characteristic of the
micro-financial sector of Georgia, which is one
of the most successful spheres of the country
economy, so much successful that even lari de-
valuation and economic crisis do not impede its
development, the experts say.

National currency rate started reduction in
the end of 2014, and keeps fluctuating till now,
forming uncertainty and panic among the popu-
lation. However, despite this, dynamics of mic-
ro-financial organization sector was quite stable.
Thus, in the first quarter of 2015 micro-financial
organizations received profit in the amount of mo
re than GEL 40 million.

In 2014 net profit of micro-inancial sector
made up GEL 80 million. Respectively, this ye
ar the profit in the first quarter equals the profit
within six months of last year. The profit in the
first quarter exceeds the profit for the analogous
period of 2014 by 122%.

In the first quarter of 2015, compared with
the analogous period of 2014, the interest profit
of the micro-financial sector increased by 41%
and made up GEL 74 million. 42% increase was
in the interest expenses (GEL 22 million), 228%
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increase — non-interest incomes, 112% - in cur-
rency buy-sell, 3,000% — in over-evaluation of
currency resources.

It should be mentioned that the resources,
attracted by the micro-financial organizations
proper, mostly come on foreign companies, res-
pectively, expenses on their services also increa-
sed, which considerably increase their expenses
in the background of lari devaluation.

Only in the first quarter of 2015 the micro-fi-
nancial organizations issued credits at more than
GEL 1 billion. Thus, despite currency and, on
the whole, economic problems in the country,
the micro-financial sector remains successful
and profitable though in long-term perspective,
devaluation of lari complicates for them the ser-
vices on debts on attracted resources, the experts
consider.
