overnmental delegation of the Pe-
G ople’s Republic of China, headed

by Zhang Gaoli, Vice-Premier of the
State Council of China, visited to Georgia
on a first official visit.

Within the visit a number of agree-
ments were signed, directed to deepening
of the Georgian-Chinese economic coope-
ration. In particular, the sides signed the
agreement on economic and technical co-
operation. Within this agreement Peking
will allocate grant assistance to Thilisi in
the amount of 60 million Yuan (about USD
9.1 million). The sum will be spent on im-
provement of the medical infrastructure in
the regions of Georgia, where out-patient
and in-patient services, critical interventi-
on center and psycho-rehabilitation depar-
tment for children and teenagers will be
introduced.

It is mentioned in the memorandum

on mutual understanding between the
Ministry of Economy and Sustainable De-
velopment of Georgia and the Ministry of
Commerce of China that the sides are re-
ady to accelerate the talks and to timely
conclude the agreement on free trade.

One more memorandum was also sig-
ned on mutual understanding between the
Ministry of Economy and Sustainable De-
velopment of Georgia and the Ministry of
Commerce of China. According to this do-
cument an investment council will be for-
med, main task of which will be exchange
of entrepreneurs, attraction of investments
and development of trade. Secretariats will
work at these councils, and the representa-
tives of government and the private sector
of two countries will be invited to it.

“The agreement is very important, with
loaded content. According to it, we’ll form
secretariats of the council, to which are in-

vited the representatives of both the pri-
vate sector and the state. Main task will be
attraction of investments, development of
trade and settlement of all the problems
in concrete, practical aspect, which can be
formed in this direction. Also should be for-
med the instruments, seminars should be
arranged, which should act permanently
both in Georgia and China, to facilitate
appearance of the Chinese and Georgian
companies at both markets. Also, the web-
site should be formed, on which all the po-
tentials and products and potentials of our
countries will be placed in the Georgian,
Chinese and English languages,” stressed
Mr. Kumsishvili, Minister of Economy and
Sustainable Development of Georgia.

At the meeting Giorgi Kvirikashvili, Pri-
me Minister of Georgia, and Zhang Gaoli,
Vice Premier of the State Council of Chi-
na, discussed the economic cooperation
of two countries. The sides talked about
potentials of the New Silk Road, and also
the prospects for development of Georgi-
a’s transit potential. The politicians menti-
oned that development of economic and
infrastructural projects would increase im-
portance of cooperation between two co-
untries.

“l am glad that within several recent ye-
ars the relation of Georgia and China deve-
lop successfully and your visit proves this,”
said Mr. Kvirikashvili, adding that Georgia
attaches great importance to partnership
with China.

In his words, Georgia is open for the
Chinese people, Chinese investments and
innovation ideas.

It should be mentioned that at present
Georgia and China hold talks about free
trade between two countries. The dialo-
gue, in the opinion of the sides, is ongoing
constructively and it is planned to finish it
next winter.

Georgia and China have intense tra-
de relations within recent years. China is
among five main trade partners of Georgia,
Trade turnover in January-April was more
than USD 225 million, i.e. 6.8% of the enti-
re foreign trade turnover of Georgia.

Georgia exports to China copper ores and
concentrates, scrap copper, spirits and, of co-
urse, the Georgian wine. From the beginning
of 2016 more than 770.4 thousand bottles
were exported to China, i.e. 58% more com-
pared with the analogous last year period. By
the wine export China occupies the fourth
place after Russia, Ukraine and Kazakhstan.

Shop-salons of the Georgian wine gra-
dually become more popularin China. 15th
object opened in China in the end of May,
which is engaged in selling and populari-
zation of wine from Georgia. The objects
are open within last two years by different
companies.
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GEORGIA AND BELARUS PLAN TO
INCREASE GOODS TURNOVER AND
DEVELOP INDUSTRIAL COOPERATION

t the meeting with Giorgi Kvirikas-
Ahvili, Prime Minister of Georgia,

President Alexandr Lukashenko of
Belarus said about the need to make steps
for increasing the goods turnover betwe-
en two countries USD 200 million (in 2015
the goods turnover between two countries
was about USD 45 million — ed.’s note). In
the words of Mr. Lukashenko, Belarus and
Georgia studied in detail the potentials and
requirements of each other in regard to
mutual supplies, and joint production.

In his words, the arrival of Prime Mi-
nister of Georgia to Belarus is not only a
landmark visit, but it witnesses serious
intentions of the Georgian side for stren-
gthening of connections with Belarus.

As for foreign political relations betwe-
en them, there is no difference in opinions.
Even considering different courses Georgia
and Belarus chose, this is not an obstacle
for these countries in building their relati-
ons, said Mr. Lukashenko.

At the meeting with Andrei Kobyakov,
Prime Minister of Belarus, it was mentio-

ned about the cooperation suggested by
Belarus in many sectors of economy, firstly
in agriculture and processing industry, also
in industrial cooperation, trade and con-
struction.

In the words of Mr. Kobyakov, one of
the landmark joint projects is formation
of assembling production of the Belarusi-
an tractor technique in Georgia: Belarusian
state enterprises of “Bobruiskagromash”
jointly with “MTZ” work on the issue on
forming an assembling production of trac-
tors “Belarus”, semitrailers of tipper, and
also other mounted and semitrailer techni-
que with the participation of the Georgian
company.

Mr. Kobyakov expressed hope that the
present project would promote moderni-
zation of the agricultural sector in Georgia.
He also reminded about implementation
of the project on formation ion Georgia of
assembling production of Belarusian lift
equipment and expressed hope for orders
of the Georgian authorities.

In addition Mr. Kobyakov stressed rea-

diness of the Belarusian side to supply to
Georgia buses, among them school buses,
and the buses on gas-motor fuel, construc-
tion, road, communal technique and to
develop cooperation in trade with tobacco
raw material and finished produce.

Mr. Kobyakov suggested Georgia coo-
peration in scientific sphere and pharmacy.
He mentioned that Belarus was ready to
suggest its technologies in agro-industrial
complex, processing of agricultural produ-
ce, also services in designing and construc-
tion infrastructure and housing.

“We invite the Georgian business to
appear at the Belarusian market. We are
ready to suggest processing of the Geor-
gia vegetables, fruits and other produce on
the territory of Belarus for further supply
to the third countries,” said head of the Be-
larusian government, adding that “for the
first time in the history diplomatic relations
between our countries the visit of the Ge-
orgian Premier was successful”.

Belarus and Georgia also discussed co-
operation in the sphere of transport for
obtaining benefits from location of two co-
untries in transport corridors. In Mr. Kviri-
kashvili’s words Belarus and Georgia plan
to intensively participate in the project
on formation of economic zone of the Silk
Road.

Mr. Kvirikashvili stressed that “there is
no battier on the way of development of
bilateral relations between two countries
and stressed the importance of exchange
of visits at a high level.

On the results of talks the heads of the
Georgian and Belarusian governments sig-
ned the intergovernmental agreement on
cooperation in science and technologies,
and also the agreement on formation of
the Belarusian-Georgian Business Council.

FBG note: The contract-legal base of the
Georgian-Belarusian bilateral relations in-
volves 25 international agreements (ente-
red into force 24 of them). Among acting
agreements, in particular, are the contracts
on international motor communication, on
formation of intergovernmental Belarusian-
Georgian commission on economic coope-
ration.

In 2015 goods turnover between Belarus
and Georgia was USD 44.9 million (69.9%
compared with 2014). In 2015 from Bela-
rus to Georgia was exported mostly tobac-
co produce, medicines, wooden sleepers,
condensed and dried cream, tires, electric
transformers, mineral and mixed fertili-
zers, tractors and semitrailer trucks, liquid
pumps, produce of wood processing. From
Georgia were supplied nuts, vegetables, mi-
neral waters, grape wines, strong drinks,
ferroalloys, and oil products.
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PRIME MINISTER OF GEORGIA MET
IN THE US WITH BUSINESS CIRCLES
AND POTENTIAL INVESTORS

ccording to the information of admi-
Anistration of Georgian government,

within his working visit in the US Pri-
me Minister Giorgi Kvirikashvili met with
the representatives of investment funds
and banks and potential investors.

Mr. Kvirikashvili told to the members of
the meeting about important economic re-
forms, held in Georgia in recent years, bri-
efed on plans for the future. In his words,
these reforms aimed at reforming of more
attractive enterprise environment, which is
the basis for launching foreign investment,
creation of new jobs, growth of entrepre-
neurial activity in all branches of economy
and increase of well-being of population
of the country. The primer also noted, that
diversification of economy contributed to
stable development of economy and today
in Georgia will develop health economic
environment.

Mr. Kvirikashvili also met in New-York
with the representatives of financial insti-
tutes, which interested in investment in
such spheres as health care, transport, fi-
nances.

Within working visit of Prime Minister
of Georgia in three cities of the US, in Chi-
cago, Boston and New York took place in-
vestment Road Show, organized by Georgi-
an National Investment Agency, on which
presented the Minister of Economy Dimitri
Kumsishvili, the Minister of Foreign Affairs
Mikhail Janelidze, CEO of Georgian Railway
Mamuka Bakhtadze, the head of Georgian
Co-investment Fund Giorgi Bachiashuvili,
Deputy Director of Partnership Fund Natia
Turnava, and the representatives of Geor-
gian companies.

The aim of the investment Road Show
was to inform American business with Ge-
orgia, as with country of attractive inves-
tment climate, and represent concrete in-
vestment projects and initiatives.

“We met with portfolio investors, who,
as a rule, putting money in treasure obli-
gations and Eurobonds, and also engage
in long-term capital investments. For us
it is very important to inform them about
investment potential of the country. The
funds, attracted from such investors, as a
rule, are very cheap, long-term and, con-
sequently, contribute to economic growth.
We presented them investment potential
of our country, where, in which sector is ab
le to undertake investment and we hope,
that in the future we will necessarily have
successful examples,” noted Mr. Kumsis-
hvili.

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GEORGIA AND USA DISCUSS COOPERATION IN ECONOMY AND TRADE

regular session of the working group
Awas held in Thilisi within the Geor-

gian-American Strategic Partnership
Charter. Co-chairmen from the Georgian
side at the meeting were: David Zalkaliani,
first Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of
Georgia, and Gennadi Arveladze, Deputy
Minister of Economy and Sustainable De-
velopment of Georgia; from the American
side — Kurt Tong, first Deputy Advisor to the
US Secretary of State in economy and busi-
ness, and Thomas Melia, advisor to Admi-
nistrator of the US Agency of International
Development (USAID). Von Turekian, advi-
sor to the US Secretary of State in science
and technologies, participated in the mee-
ting in the status of an honorary guest.

The sides discussed in details the tra-
de-economic relations, bilateral and regio-
nal investment projects, and outlined the
prospects of deepening the cooperation in
agriculture, science and technologies. Spe-
cial attention was focused on cooperati-
on in energy and environment protection.
From the viewpoint of regional integration
the New Silk Road project was highlighted.
The American side expressed support to
formation of Georgia as a regional and
transit and logistic hub.

The representatives of Georgia familia-
rized the American partners with the plan
of reforms being conducted by the gover-
nment, with the investment projects be-
ing implemented in the country, which are
supported by the American side.

Summing up the results of the meeting,
Mr. Zalkaliani mentioned about one more

step forward adopted by the sides on the
way of deepening the cooperation. “I am
glad that after deepening of bilateral poli-
tical relations we have considerable prog-
ress in the trade-economic relations as
well, which strengthens more our strategic
partnership,” stressed Mr. Zalkaliani.

The US representatives mentioned
about special support to the economic de-
velopment of the country. “We wish the
cooperation between Georgia and the USA
to strengthen and continue uninterrupted.
Within 25 years Georgia accumulated im-

pressive experience in economic develop-
ment and good management. Within the
present dialogues we elaborated an ambi-
tious agenda, within the following 25 ye-
ars could promote more rapprochement of
our countries,” mentioned Mr. Tong.

Strategic Partnership Charter between
Georgia and the USA was signed on 9 Ja-
nuary 2009 in Washington. The document
was signed by the then US Secretary of Sta-
te Condoleezza Rice and Grigol Vashadze,
the then Minister of Foreign Affairs of Ge-
orgia.

For the Purpose of Attraction Investments
In Region will Be Created Special Agency

Within the agreement of association between Georgia and EU,
the Ministry of Regional Development and Infrastructure prepared the
project of bill “About planning regional policy and development”, which
provides creation of complex mechanism on planning, organization,
coordination and realization of regional development.

In the words of the deputy of the Minister of Regional Developme-
nt and Infrastructure Tengiz Shergelashvili, the bill provides creation of
regional agencies, which will have multilateral advisory functions.

As explain in the Ministry of Regional Development, the aim of cre-
ation of agency on the one hand, is supporting of local administrations,
and on the other hand, target advisory of local and medium business
and supporting on attraction investment and innovative projects in
region. The agency also will assist to local authorities in the course of
preparation and realization of individual infrastructure projects.

The agencies periodically will carry out the analysis of local inve-
stment opportunities, develop perspective investment projects and
proposals, and render services to local authorities, entrepreneurs and
investors.

Developing the bill, has been studied experience and similar legal
acts of European countries, in particular, Czech Republic, Finland,
Croatia, Macedonia, Moldova, Montenegro, Poland, Romania, Slovakia,
Serbia, Bulgaria and Latvia, note in the Ministry of Regional Devel-
opment.

According to data of this department, the financing of countries —
the members of EU from European structure and investments funds in
2014-2020 will amount EUR 454 billion. As for Georgia, in 2015-2017
on the programs of regional development will be spent about GEL 3.5
billion. Including: 1.66 billion will be spent on construction and rehabi-
litation of highways, 416 million — on rehabilitation of water supply,
sewerage and drainage system; 65 million — on management of solid
waste.

According to the information of the Ministry of Regional Devel-
opment, at this stage there are consultations in the government, before
the presentation of the bill in the Parliament.

of Business for Foreign Citizens

Public Register National Agency of the Ministry of Justice offers new
service to foreign citizens on registration of business. On the Public
Register site www.napr.gov.ge, to the list of documents on business
registration is added a sample of Regulations in the Georgian-English
languages, which enables a foreigner, wishing to register business,
easily understand and fill in the relevant places in the file of registration
and present to the Public Register.

As they say in the Public Register, foreign citizens often appeal to
them for registration of business, but without knowing Georgian they
have to translate the Regulations —that was connected with loss of time
and material expenses. In addition, due to mot knowing the Georgian
language or wrong translation often the contracts were concluded with
errors and the process of registration was delayed.

New service minimizes the procedure of registration of business
for foreign citizens and makes it simpler, faster and more convenient, is
said in the statement released by the Ministry of Justice.

At present, on the Public Register site is placed the Georgian-
English Regulations only for organizational-legislative form of the
Limited Liability Company (LLC).In the nearest future on the Public
Register site will be placed English versions foreseen for other
organizational-legislative forms.

“ROAD MAP” OF ENERGY CORRIDOR “NORTH-SOUTH”

Ministers of Energy of Armenia, Rus-
sia, Iran and Deputy Minister of Energy of
Georgia in Yerevan signed the so-called
“road map” of organization of joint work
of energy systems. The present document
formalizes activities, steps and programs,
which should be realized till 2019, when the
energy corridor “North-South: will be physi-
cally launched.

The document also foresees required
legal contracts, schedules and terms of
works, which will enable to organize joint
work of all the networks and will provide
their loading.

It should be mentioned that a part of
construction of Electricity Transmission Li-
nes (ETL) is already in the process of reali-
zation, which will enable to provide regio-
nal cooperation and parallel work of energy
systems of four countries, as it acted in the
Soviet period.

After launching the corridor it is plan-
ned to use it in different programs, first of
all, providing seasonal mutual flows, swaps
and exchange of electric energy with tran-
sit to the third countries. It is planned that
after full launching of the corridor “North-
South” its capacity will reach about 1,000
MW.

In the words of Deputy Minister of
Energy of Armenia Arega Galstyan, “within
the program between Armenia and lIran
construction of ETL is ongoing on Iranian fi-
nances, and also of high-voltage ETL betwe-
en Armenia and Georgia on credits of the
German bank Kfw.

The first meeting of the ministers in this
format was held in Yerevan on 23 Decem-
ber 2015. On its results the memorandum
was signed, which foresees increase in the

level of control over electric energy flows,
and also efficient, reliable and secure work
of energy systems. The document forms a
possibility for joint work of four countries.

Construction of 400 KW ETL Iran-Arme-
nia-Georgia will enable to expand commu-
nication between energy systems of the co-
untries. Today electric networks of Iran and
Armenia also Russia and Georgia, work in
synchronous regime, with capacity of flows
up to 1,200 MW.

DZEGVI HPP TO BE BUILT BY BRITISH COMPANY GEOPOWER

By the information of the Ministry of Energy of Georgia, the project on construction of
Dzegvi Hydro-Power Plant (HPP) on the river Mtkvari (Mtskheta-Mtianeti region) will be
conducted by Geopower LLC. The government of Georgia approved a relevant memoran-
dum, which will be concluded between the Ministry of Energy and Geopower.

The territory for HPP construction is located in the region of Mtskheta city, in 20 km dis-
tance from Thilisi. HPP established capacity will be 15.7 MW. Average generation can reach
82.44 GW/h. The project supposed investment cost is USD 24 million.

Geopower must obtain a construction permit three months after signing the contract,
and must build the power plant and ensure it is operational within 30 months of receiving

construction permission.

After the HPP is put into exploitation, the company shoulders the obligation to realize
full generation of the HPP at the home market within 15 years from September through
April. An in the remaining period it can dispose electricity at its own discretion and ex-

port it.

GENERAL THOUGHTS

My trip to Georgia was my first visit to the Caucasus Region —
the boundary between Europe and Asia made up of Georgia, Arme-
nia, Azerbaijan, Eastern Turkey, Southern Russia and Northern Iran.

I had absolutely no expectations going into my trip, and | didn’t
do any research. | just went in with an open mind and strong desire
to explore a new culture!

Upon arrival at Thilisi International airport at 3AM, | was picked
up and greeted by my Couch Surfing host named Sam from Nigeria.
He was kind enough to show me around during my trip and he let
me sleep at his place for free!

My first impressions of Thilisi were: laid back, safe and ancient.

The city (more like a town) is well-kept and everything is cute
from the churches to the streets. The architecture is an awesome
mix of ancient and modern. Many of the streets around the Old
Town are narrow and lined with cafes, shisha bars and small restau-
rants. And Georgian people were generally nice with the exception
of taxi drivers.

Everything in Georgia is VERY cheap. It’s cheaper than any co-
untry in Europe and even cheaper than Turkey, where | was trave-
ling from before. This is a huge plus for budget backpackers like
myself, and it enabled me to travel without feeling pressure on my
shoulders.

The language in Georgia is unique and it is not similar to any
other language in the world. | thought it looked really cool with a
bunch of squiggly lines and curves put together!

See what | mean:

According to the Georgian ancient proverb, Thilisi is the city
that LOVES YOU! Since ancient times, it has actually been noted
that “Every guest is a Godsend,” for hospitality. And | can see how
this is true, because | always had a warm and welcoming feeling
into the country, unlike several other countries that I've been in
the area.

Alright, let’s get into some quick facts:

However, Georgia has seen a complete transformation over the
last 10 years. The police became very strict and started giving huge
punishments to people for their crimes. And to this day, the police
are still seen everywhere on the streets, and | always felt safe. | ha
ve honestly never seen more police in my life than in Georgia — for
every 50 cars | saw, one was a policeman.

Given the history as mentioned above, there is a huge differen-
ce between the older and younger generations. The older people
don’t speak English (almost everyone speaks Russian as a second
language). The younger people around my age were very open-
minded and most people knew English. I'm certain that in the next
decade, as the younger generation gets older, the country of Geor-
gia will continue to grow in a positive direction.

A final note on religion —about 85% of Georgians practice Chris-
tianity and there are dozens of beautiful churches in Thilisi. But
there’s also a big expat community of all religions who get along
with each other — | saw some Synagogues and Mosques literally
next to each other.

CULTURE AND PEOPLE

Georgian culture and history is quite interesting and it goes
back about 1,500 years.

But in order to understand Georgian culture, you must first le-
arn about the history of the land. So here is a breakdown: Georgia
was an independent Kingdom for about 800 years until it was an-
nexed by Russian in 1801. After a brief bid for independence from
1918-1921, Georgia once again became part of the Socialist Soviet
Republic from 1922 to 1936, and then formed the Georgian Soviet
Socialist Republic until the dissolution of the Soviet Union in 1991.

So basically, Georgia was ruled by the Russians for the majority
of modern history until it became independent in the year | was
born, 1991.

During the first 15 years or so after Georgia became an inde-
pendent country, | was told by my Georgian friends that the co-
untry was very dangerous with a lot of corruption and drug traffic-
king. There was a civil war happening, and it was very common for
houses to get broken into and for people to get mugged.

WHAT TO DO?

There are several fun things to do in Thilisi and the surrounding
areas of Georgia. Here are my top 6 recommendations:
1. Wine — Georgia is famous for its rich winemaking heritage.

4. Mountains — Georgia’s home to the highest mountains in the
Caucasus region called the Svaneti mountains in the North Western
part of the country. Surrounded by 3,000-5,000 meter peaks, the
natural landscape here is some of the prettiest on earth. The Svans
are the indigenous people who live there and are an ethic sub gro-
up of Georgian people. In the summer, you can go hiking there or
in the wintertime, you can go skiing!

5. Baths — Similar to a Turkish bath (Hamam), Georgians like to
go to public places to relax and get scrubbed down clean. The baths
in Thilisi are all over the old town area, and some are as cheap as
S5!If you have a few hours to spare — then head over to a bath for
a unique cultural experience.

6. Beaches — The Western boundary of Georgia lies along the
Black Sea. A city called Batumi is the most famous seaside desti-
nation. The beaches are not the most beautiful in the world (they
have stone instead of sand) — but how many other countries can
you go skiing in the morning and lay on the beach in the afternoon?

THE FOOD

Georgian food was the most unexpectedly the most amazing
part about my experience in the country. It’s cheap, filling and de-
licious.

The most common Georgian dish is called Khinkali and | literally
ate it every single day.

Basically, Khinkali is made up of thick dumplings with minced be
ef and tasty soup inside. It’s like drinking soup and eating beef at the
same time! They are served steaming hot and when you bite them
open, some of the soup will come out and splatter on the plate.

| could eat these everyday and trust me, you want them. It’s
only a few dollars for 10 dumplings!

Another great Georgian specialty to try is called Khachapuri — it
is a substitute to pizza. The bread is leavened and allowed to rise
and then shaped in various ways, and the filling is oozing with che-
ese and sometimes egg.

There are also some fresh soups containing beef, rice, cherry
plum puree, and served chopped with coriander. Sometimes the
meat could be lamb, pork, or chicken and the soup will be spiced
differently depending on the region of Georgia from which it is pre-
pared. A must try!

THE NIGHTLIFE

I was in Thilisi on a weekend, so | had the chance to experience
the nightlife which caught me by surprise!

Most of the scene is outdoor hipster bars, lounges and there
are some clubs that are worthy to visit. The people that party are
young, edgy and attractive.

The main area for tourists to hand out and more expensive bars
is called Chardeni Street and Erekle Il street in the Old Town, along
the bank of the river. But my favorite place to go out was in a dis-
trict called Perovskaya, near the McDonald’s in Rustaveli. These
bars were trendy with good music and a lively, artsy crowd.

GEORGIA
PLANS TO SELL
ELECTRICITY
TO IRAN

In the words of Kakha Kaladze, Minis-
ter of Energy of Georgia, the government
plans to take measures to start electricity
export to Iran. This possibility will be given
by the project, which at present is being im-
plemented by Armenia — within the project
new Electricity Transmission Lines (ETL) and
sub-plants will be built. Mr Kaladze says the
agreement on synchronization of energy
systems between Georgia, Armenia, Iran
and Russia will enable Georgia to diversify
the energy market.

“It is a very important project and I'll be
glad if we manage to successfully accom-
plish it. The project foresees sale of elec-
tricity to Iran, which is a very perspective
market, especially after removal of sancti-
ons. We should use to a maximum extent
the potentials of this country. Today we sell
electricity only to Turkey, in a small amount
to Armenia. We have very close relations
with energy workers of Russia and Azerbai-
jan, but it would be better if the projects on
ETL construction intensify. For example, ETL
connecting Georgia with Armenia does not
enable transportation of more electricity,”
mentioned Mr. Kaladze.

By his information, Armenia is already
working on the project of construction of
new ETL and sub-plants. The project should
be accomplished by 2017.

“After implementation of the project
we’ll have more possibilities for attraction
of investors, which will be interested in ex-
port of electricity not only to Armenia, but
to Iran as well,” stressed Mr. Kaladze.

Kakha Kaladze, Vice-Premier, Minis-
ter of Energy of Georgia, and Bradford
Meikle, President of Headwall Power
International, signed the memorandum
of mutual understanding with the pur-
pose of studying the potential of solar
energy in the Gardabani Municipality.

“Population of Georgia within se-
veral years faced energy problems; in-
dependent Georgia never was energy
independent and it’s high time for re-
volutionary breakthrough in the energy
sector of our country. The sun, wind and water are the resources, which we can fully
master, and prepare for our descendants highly developed, secure, and what is most
important, independent energy future,” said Mr. Kaladze.

According to the memorandum, Headwall Power International together with the
partner Solar Energy Company within 12 months will study the solar energy potential
in the city of Gardabani and village Kalinino. In particular, technical-economic issues of
the power plant construction with the capacity of 50 MW in Gardabani and its further
ownership and operation.

Within 12 months on the territory adjacent to Gardabani the investor will conduct
technical-economic study and public discussions, will prepare a report on assessment
of influence on the environment and will present to the Ministry of Energy of Georgia a
relevant proposal in regard to the power plant construction.

After these studies are finished the Company will hold detailed talks with the gover-
nment and will conclude a contract on the power plant construction.

Headwall Power International is American company with great experience from the
viewpoint of development of an alternative energy.

Belgian Consulting Company Tractebel Engineering S.A.
Advises Georgiato Build in Gardabani Two More
Thermal Power Plants

In the words of director of the fund of energy development Mamuka Kobakhidze,
Tractebel Engineering S.A. finished works on feasibility studies, according to that in
Gardabani in 2017-2018 is necessary to build additional thermal power plant of 250
MW, and in 2020-2022 it will be necessary to add TPP of the same power. According to
research, exactly 500 MW electric powers will be required in 5-7 years to for covering
of deficiency taking into account consumption growth.

As notes Mr. Kobakhidze, it is still unknown, who will finance construction of ther-
mal power plants-an investor or the government. About the details of financing and
the procedures of construction decision will get the Ministry of Finances, and the fund
itself is in waiting mode.

In the words of Mr. Kobakhidze, the fact that in country there are thermal power
plants, will make a new project of TPP cheaper, but as it’s known, as investment sums
will be counted at detailed designing.

According to some data, at the construction of station identical available, inves-
tment sum will reduce by 10%.

It should be remind that on realization of the project of thermal power plant of
combined cycle in 230 MW in Gardabani was spent USD 230 million. In case of reali-
zation two new projects of TPP in energy system of Georgia only from Gardabani will
additionally arrived 730 MW electric power.

eld of Samgori Southern vault (East Geor-

gia) possibility exists for gas depository con-
struction and providing the terms of commercial
expediency. According to the plan, the project
first phase will start this summer and it involves
obtaining of the geological information for final
engineering elaboration of the project. Second
phase includes drilling of wells on the section.
12-15 months are foreseen for that period, after
which within from 2.5 to 3 years the construction
will be accomplished.

Kakha Kaladze, Minister of Energy of Geor-
gia, hopes that the construction on Samgori oil fi-
eld will start in the end of this or in the beginning
of next year. Underground gas depository will be
received for exploitation in the second half of
2020. It will store gas obtained mostly from the
second phase of Shah-Deniz project.

“It will be one of the important objects of the
country, which will become a guarantor for provi-
ding the process of uninterrupted supplies of gas
to the country,” mentioned Mr. Kaladze.

By the preliminary calculations the project
implementation requires USD 250 million.

In the words of Temur Gochitashvili, Cha-
irman of the Georgian Oil and Gas Corporation
(GOGC), in case the private companies join the
project, it will be the company, founded by the
Corporation or the Ministry of Energy.

“From the present day position the mana-
ging company will be Georgian. Probably, the
company founded by GOGC or the Ministry of
Energy, analogous to the case how we manage
our gas pipeline main. A control packet will re-
main to the Georgian company. Private company
can join the project as a shareholder, or will ful-
fill the project and will transfer to us for mana-
gement. This issue is at the stage of study and
a final decision is not made yet,” mentioned Mr.
Gochitashvili.

In his words, several companies, among
them Azerbaijani SOCAR, express interest to par-
ticipate in the project on the underground gas
depository.

It should be mentioned that Georgia is the
only country in the region, which does not have
a gas depository, which forms a serious problem

Studies proved that on the territory of oil fi-

for planning of the uninterrupted supplies of gas,
and also due to seasonal misbalance existing bet-
ween supplies and demand.

According to experts, underground gas de-
pository is the best resource for forming strategic
reserves of natural gas, seasonal balancing and
operative management of gas.

It should be mentioned that the former go-
vernment starts search for investor for the con-
struction of underground gas depository still in
2011, although the principle decision about this
construction was made in April 2009.

Preliminary technical project of underground
gas storage construction was first worked out in
1992 by German company UGS GmbH together
with the Russian partners. The project assumed
construction of general (505 million cu meters)
and active (230 million cu meters) underground
storage in Samgori district. However, due to po-
litical processes of that time the project was not
implemented.

In 2002-2004 the project feasibility was wor-
ked out by the American company Washington
Strategic Advisors LLC. For Georgia, construction
of gas storage of 300-400 million cu meters was
considered optimal, which in the authors opinion,
will enable Georgia to spare USD 120 million wit-
hin 25 years. The place for construction also chan-
ged —instead of Samgori the gas depository plan-
ned construction in the village Ninotsminda (Saga-
rejo region, Kakheti), where oil and gas fields are.

Preliminary construction project works will
be conducted by Danish company Ramboll Oil
and Gas A/S, the contract with which was con-
cluded by the foundation Millennium Challenge
Georgia (MCG) in December 2009. The contract
provided preparation works on designing of un-
derground gas depository, i.e. complex analysis
of technical, geological, nature protection, eco-
nomic, financial, legislative and other issues and
their study.

Oriented capacity of Ninotsminda under-
ground gas depository was determined as 450
million square meters. It is planned to make the
gas depository capacity to 1.5 billion sq meters
in the future, and then to 5 billion square me-
ters, which was seen as the project of regional
designation.

Gas depository supposed to replenish by
gas resources from three Georgian fields — Ni-
notsminda, Rustavi and Samgori Southern Va-
ult. Resources of Ninotsminda field make up 500
million cu meters of gas, Rsutavi — 200 million cu
meters, Samgori — 250 million cu meters.

As the experts consider, the project is eco-
nomically favourable, therefore the attraction of
investors should not represent a problem. It is re-
markable, that the TACIS program and the Geor-
gian International Oil Corporation (GIOC) — now
Georgian Oil and Gas Corporation. separately
developed the constructing designs of the gas
depository. Then the projects were not carried
out. In construction of a gas depository in Geor-
gia once was interested the US Agency of Trade
and Development (USTDA).

It is remarkable, that once the Armenian-
Russian joint enterprise ArmRosGazprom nego-
tiated with Georgia for sharing of the undergro-
und gas depository in Abovyan, Armenia. Negoti-
ations were conducted for joint attraction of the
credit for these purposes.

The plans of construction of an underground
gas depository in Georgia appeared in 1980s, and
the first initial works on substantiation of this
project were lead, but these plans were not re-
alized because of the disintegration of the USSR.

Gas in Georgia is used not only for the work
of some power objects and enterprises, but also
is the basic source for heating houses and apar-
tments in the majority of cities and areas of the
country, for heating office buildings and establis-
hments. In Georgia, since 1991 the system of a
central heating does not function.

It should be remind at present, Georgia is ful-
ly supplied by natural gas from Azerbaijan.

Consortium Is Founded

International  Trans-
Caspian Transport Con-
sortium (ITTC).

The Consortium participants in person of JSC KTZ Express (Kazkahstan), ADY
Express LLC (Azerbaijan), Trans Caucasus Terminals LLC (Georgia) and ACSC Logis-
tics LLC (Azerbaijan) held the first general meeting of ITTC and approved the staff
of the Consortium Board of Observers.

The key task of the Consortium is said to be increase of freight turnover, gua-
rantees of uninterrupted transit of freight between the participant-countries of
the Trans-Caspian International Transport Route (TITR). In addition, within the
Agreement the participant-countries will implement common price-formation
policy and will use competitive rates on the route. The Consortium participants
are interested to increase the level of client orientation and quality of transpor-
tation and thus attract new participants — world operators to the work on the
TITR route.

TITR is the project initiated for increase of transit potential and development
of the countries of the Caspian region. The present route passes from China thro-
ugh Kazakhstan, the Caspian Sea, Azerbaijan, Georgia, and Turkey and further on
to Europe.

At the first general meeting of ITTC the participants mentioned that the TITR
project possesses large potentials for realization of the transit potential and trade
development at the Eurasian continent. This will enable to expand the horizons
of cooperation with the countries of South and East Europe, and also Baltic co-
untries.

In the future the prospects exist for development pof transportation in directi-
on to Africa, South Europe, the USA, Canada and the countries of South America,
and also back through the ports in Batumi/Poti and further on by the Trans-Cas-
pian route in direction of the countries of South Caucasus, Central Asia and China.

Azerbaijan, Kazakhstanand Georgia Increase
Freight Transportation by Transcaspian Route

The decision was adopted at trilateral
meeting in Baku of the heads of: JSC

—Mamuka Bakhtadze.

The sides discussed the possibiliti-
es to increase the increase the volu-
mes of freight transportation by TITR.
Namely, the talk was about establis-
hment of competitive tariffs, increa-
se of efficiency in the work of ferries
through the route Aktau-Kurik-Alyat-
Aktau-Kurik, development of coope-
ration in production and supplies of
produce of the railway engineering.

The sides called for growth in fre-
ight transportation through TITR with
use of land route as well through
the territories of Kazakhstan, Russia,
Azernaijan and Georgia, both for car-
riage, and container transportation.
Through the mentioned territories
on some kinds of export freight of Ka-
zakhstan special tariffs are specified.

During the talks the need was
mentioned to discuss tariff and orga-
nization issues, concerning capacity
of freight transportation by land ro-

ute with the railway representatives
of Russia.

In April the agreement was signed
in Baku on formation of the Trans-
Caspian International Transport Con-
sortium between the railway services
of Azerbaijan, Georgia and Kazak-
hstan.

In mid-January of this year Azer-
baijan, Kazakhstan, Georgia and
Ukraine signed the procol on estab-
lishment of competitive preferen-
tial tariffs on goods transportation
through the Trans-Caspian interna-
tional transport route, which passes
through China, Kazakhstan, Azerbai-
jan, Georgia and further on through
Turkey and Ukraine — to Europe. The
first test container train passed last
summer through the route Shihezi
(China)-Dostik-Aktau-Alyat.

For the first time preferential ta-
riffs on this route applied from 1 June
of this year.

Freights from Iran to Europe to be delivered through Azerbaijan and Georgia

ehran works on launching of new combined
Ttransit route, which will connect port Ban-

der-Abas (South Iran) with Europe through
Georgia and Azerbaijan.

Hussein Ashur, deputy head of the Railway De-
velopment Department of Iran, says the gover-
nments of three countries have already agreed
to launch a new corridor. The talk is on providing
transportation to Bulgaria and Romania through
use of the port in Batumi, and later to this will
be joined China. The new route will involve a rail-
way, sea ports, and motorways.

In Mr. Ashur’s words, transportation of freights
to EU through the new route will take 22-23 days
instead of 45, which will considerably reduce ex-
penses on transportation and insurance.

One of the Georgian companies has already
used the new route. The company still abstains
to name, but mentions that two testing contai-
ners loaded with the Ukrainian sunflower seeds
have already been sent to Iran.

“We watch what will be the prices, duration of
transportation, work of the border and customs
services in neighboring countries. From Iran we’ll
transport polyethylene granules to Bulgaria. At
the first stage we agreed on transportation of
400-500 containers per month, but this is a drop
in the sea compared with the demand of Iran,”
they stressed in the company.

The company management says Iran-Turkey
motorway (railway almost does not function) lar-
gely competes with this route.

“In Iran at the border with Turkey a free eco-
nomic zone operates the preferential taxation re-
gime. Railway with Azerbaijan does not function
yet therefore.

No free economic zone exists. The nearest free
economic zone is in 150 km distance from the
border, at the port Anzal, That’s why we have to
pay official tax on the territory of Iran, which in-
creases expenses, among them on services too,”
they mention in the company.

In the words of the company management by
this time transportation on the Ukranian-Turkish
section is 30% cheaper compared to the Geor-
gianOAzerbaijani section. To increase competiti-
veness the company plans to re-ship the goods
to the ship, which will move directly to the port
Anzal.

“We work on attraction of larger amount of
freights to fully load the ship and to make it more
profitable,” mentioned in the company.

It should be mentioned that at present intensi-
ve works are ongoing on construction of 400 km
section Resht-Astar, which connects Azerbaijan
and Iran.

Iran focuses great attention on this tran-
sport corridor, therefore, the Georgian carrier
hopes the free economic zone will open at the
border.

Advantage of Georgia-Azerbaijan compared
with Turkey is that our motorways are less over-
loaded,” they mention in the company.

Georgia and Qatar Plan to
Increase Goods Turnover

tar Danelia, Minister of Agriculture of
OGeorgia, announced about it after the

meeting with Prime Minister of Qatar
Sheikh Abdullah bin Nasser bin Khalifa Al Thani
within his official visit to Qatar.

The issues discussed at the meeting concerned
trade in agricultural produce between two countri-
es, investments, and export of Georgian sheep.

Prime Minister of Qatar mentioned about
a special place occupied by agriculture in deve-
lopment of trade-economic relations between
two countries. In his words, security of food
products remains one of the priority challen-
ges for Qatar. That’s why special importance is
attached to stable supplies of agricultural pro-
ducts. In this direction Georgia is one of the
strategic partners for Qatar.

On his part Mr. Janelidze mentioned abo-
ut great potential existing for increase in goods
turnover between two countries. By his infor-
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mation, in this direction the Partnership Fund
and the Georgian Co-investment Fund plan joint
investment projects.

“Most important is increase in goods tur-
nover between two countries, an indicator of
which today is not essential, when the potential
exists. In addition, potential exists for attraction
of investments and formation of joint enterpri-
ses in the agrarian sector,” mentioned Mr. Jane-
lidze, adding that it should be taken into consi-
deration that Qatar is the country-importer of
agricultural produce.

Within the visit two memorandums were
signed on cooperation in agricultural sphere —
economic and scientific-technical spheres, in
cattle-breeding and veterinary healthcare.

Mr. Danelia also held a meeting in the
Chamber of Commerce of Qatar at which the
sides agreed to arrange the Georgia-Qatar bu-
siness forum in Georgia in the nearest future.

Hungary Is Interested
in Cooperation with
Georgiain Agriculture

yula Budai, Commissioner of the Ministry
G of Foreign Affairs and Trade of Hungary, sa
id about it in his interview to the newspa-
per “Rezonansi”. In his words, main purpose of
his visit is to deepen and to quickly develop eco-
nomic relations between Georgia and Hungary.
“Within recent period trade turnover bet-
ween the countries reduced. We think agricul-
ture is the sphere, where we can successfully
cooperate. Concrete investment projects are of
great importance for us — for example, building
of two-three refrigerated warehouse, where
the Georgian fruits and vegetables will be sto-
red for selling in the third countries,” mentio-
ned Mr. Budai.
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Another sphere where Hungary can coope-
rate with Georgia is cattle-breeding.

“Hungary can share with the Georgian far-
mers such modern technologies, with the help
of which the cattle-breeding will reach higher
level. We visited one of the new farms, where
cattle is kept and milk is produced, both their
own and bought from the peasants, and milk
products are produced. Hungary’s experience in
this sphere will be useful for the Georgian food
industry,” considers Mr. Budai.

In his words, today the relations between
Georgia and Hungary are at good level.

“We hope the intergovernmental agree-
ment on protection of investments will be sig-
ned till this September. Hungarian Eximbank
plans to invest 68 million dollars in Georgia.
This will be a joint Georgian-Hungarian project.
That;s why it is important the agreement sho-
uld be signed as soon as possible,” stressed Mr.
Budai.

He also explained why, in his opinion, Geor-
gian export to EU countries did not increase af-
ter the Agreement on Association with EU was
signed. Answering this question, Mr Budai said
that the Georgian standards from the viewpo-
int of food security did not meet the demands
of EU.

“In its time the Agreement on Association
with EU was signed by Hungary as well, In the
transitional period for Hungary was quite pain-
ful to support the standards and fulfill the tasks,
which now EU establishes for Georgia,” he men-
tioned.

Purpose of the present contract
is formation of industrial-commer-
cial and cultural-tourist complex
project on tea industry develop-
ment in Georgia. The project sho-
uld foresee restoration of tea plan-
tations, efficient use of agricultural
land plots, strengthening of tea in-

dustry, increase of productivity and quality of tea, employment of local population in the regions, in-
crease of culture and skills of care for tea, improvement of industrialization of tea industry in Georgia

and development of ecotourism.

Otar Danelia, Minister of Agriculture of Georgia, assesses the project as successful. In his words,
development of tea industry is a priority task of the government and expressed hope for the project

to largely contribute to this case.

This April the largest company-producer of tea in China Ynnan Dianhong Group announced about
the plans to build in Georgia a tea factory and to produce export products (see GBW #1004). Within
the state program on rehabilitation of tea plantations “Georgian Tea” the Chinese company plans to

plant new brands of tea in Samegrelo and Adjara.

The realization of state program on rehabilitation of tea plantation has begun from 2016. Within
the program is planned stage-by-stage rehabilitation of 7 thousand hectares of tea plantations, exis-

ting on balance of the state.

The state also will carry out program on assistance to small enterprises on tea processing and
together with donor organizations will plan the programs for certification and carry out actions, ne-

cessary for export of product in EU.

The first tea plantations in Georgia appeared still in XIX century. The production peak was in the
70s of last century. Then the Georgia tea was drunk practically in all the states of the socialist camp.
Now the Georgian authorities hope to regain former glory of the local product by attracting the in-

vestments.

ENPARD Launches
New Program of Grant
Support to Farms of Georgia

he European Neighbourhood Par-

tnership Agriculture and Rural De-

velopment (ENPARD) program la-
unched a new program of grant support
to local farmers in administrative region
of Racha-Lechkhumi in the north-west of
Georgia. The scheme of grants is directed
to modernization and renewal of pig-bre-
eding farms and construction of modern
sites for ham smoking.

It is mentioned that the present initia-
tive is directed to intensifying of the role
of local farms in the processes of agricul-
tural development, increase of potentials
and delivery of resources and initiatives
for improvement of services in the agricul-
tural farms sphere, ecotourism and other
forms of entrepreneurial activities in rural
locality.

They stress in the Georgian office of
ENPARD, pig-breeding occupies a special
place in the agricultural farms sphere of
Georgia, and especially in the mountaino-
us region of Racha-Lechkhumi. However,
despite the fact that pig-breeding was and
is historically traditional form of activities
in this region, the present sector seriously
suffers such problems as repeated out-
bursts of animal diseases, obsolete equip-
ment and old-ashioned approaches in pig-
breeding farms.

ENPARD was launched by UN Food
Agricultural Organization (FAO) in 2012.
Its purpose is to increase food products
production in Georgia and reduction of po-
verty in agricultural regions. Along with the
grant component, ENPARD presents direct
budget support to the government of Ge-
orgia for implementation of its agricultural
strategy, and also shares knowledge and
know-how with it. Financing is delivered by
the Austrian Development Agency.

he development of Bakhmaro resort
T(region Guria) the government called

its priority, think, that it has unique
opportunities, as health-improving so from the
point of view of development of alpine skiing
tourism. In Post-Soviet period resort practically
did not develop, most of houses decayed and
had fallen.

The government will take care about
improvement of infrastructure, creation of
favorable environment, for private persons
have an opportunity to realize their investment
projects.

“For development of high-mountain resort
Bakhmaro will be created special group, which
plans and carries out complex actions. It is very
important, that potential of such resorts will have
been mastered to the end, because tourism is
our strategy branch”, mentioned at the meeting
the Prime Minister Giorgi Kvirikashvili.

Particularly, it is supposed to improve
condition of access roads to resort zone
Bakhmaro, also will be define requirement for
construction of other infrastructure. Special
group also will conduct research of landslides on
access roads and their reasons, rushes of a wind
stream.

It will be created infrastructure of a system of
water supply and sewerage; will be worked and
realized in resort zone projects of power supply
and gas supply. Besides that, will be developed
concept of a plan of complete development of
resort zone Bakhmaro.

In the words of governor of Guria region
Gia Salukvadze, in development Bakhmaro is
interested German businessman Ingu Shlutier,
who plans to build hotels and skiing runs in
Bakhmaro. He noted that the group of potential
investors from Germany has already visited
Bakhmaro and by their side the interest to resort
is very high. In March they planned one more
visit in Bakhmaro, mentioned Mr. Salukvadze.

“For today there are many problems in
Bakhmaro, including roads, which needs to be
repaired; gasification; water supply; is necessary
repairing of sewer system and so on. Besides
that, is necessary to create uniform system
of the inventory of real estate. After there is a
concept of development of resort, it will be
clear, what volume of financial resources will be
necessary for realization of all the works”, said
Mr. Salukvadze.

It should be mentioned, that about starting
of rehabilitation of Bakhmaro resort was
announced in November 2011). Under the
order of the National Agency for Tourism and
Resorts of Georgia, the Austrian company ATC
Consultants, which designed mounting skiing
resort of Gudauri, has prepared the plan of
Bakhmaro resort development in Chokhatauri
region. It was considered by both Georgian and
foreign experts.

According to the project, on the territory
of 6,000 square meters, was planned to build
objects of various infrastructure: hotel, summer
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movie theatre, amphitheater, sport ground,
drugstores and supermarkets, to arrange well
children’s recreation zones and footpaths to
infrastructure objects.

With the purpose of development of skiing,
in Bakhmaro also was planned to build skiing
runs 2 km long. Bakhmaro had to become resort,
calculated for all four seasons.

By the project also was provided reha-
bilitation of Chokhatauri-Bakhmaro highway and
internal roads, the construction of which had
started. On 24 June 2012 ex-president Mikhail
Saakashvili inspected current works within
the first stage of rehabilitation works, noted
the importance of Bakhmaro as a resort and
potential of this area of Georgia. But after the
changing of power in autumn 2012 practically all
works in Bakhmaro were stopped.

FBG note: Chokhatauri district is well known
for its resorts. It is a spa resort Nabeglavi with
mineral water, similar to “Borjomi”, as well
as Bakhmaro mountain resort, famous for its
unique wooden houses on stilts. Mineral waters
“Nabeglavi” and “Bakhmaro” are produced by
the Georgian-Swiss company, Healthy Waters
Ltd. There are several historical sites in the
district, such as the early medieval fortress
Bukistsihe and a monastery complex Udabno.

Bakhmaro is a mountain resort used for
curing of chronic diseases of breath organs
and hypotonic cases, bloodless, in case of
neurasthenia lymphadenitis. Located 80 km
from the railway station Samtredia. Located on
the southern slopes of Egrisi ridge at an altitude
of 2,020 meters over sea level. As a result of air

travel from the Black Sea, the climate combines
the features of mountain and sea. Annual
precipitation is about 1,400 mm per year, making
it a favorable resort for the treatment of closed
forms of pulmonary tuberculosis, bronchial
asthma, anemia and other diseases. However
Bakhmaro resort infrastructure requires urgent
rehabilitation.
