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The Stratégy of Urban Development

Interview. with Manuchar Makhatadze

Head of Urban Development Department of Thilisi

Can you please share with us your vision of Thilisi
development, considering the various aspects, connegted
with efficient solution of urban development issties?

Urban Development Department has been working on
development of Thilisi area for over the year now — their
current task is to develop a master plan, which is going
to become the key strategy of city development. Various
structures of City Municipality are researching different parts
of Thilisi, registering constructions, architectural monuments
and facilities, underground communication systems, bridges
and other important sites existing in the city have been
registered and sorted according to functions, delimiting and
digitizing land boundaries. Due to the immense efforts, applied
by all the stakeholders, we currently possess comprehensive
information on the city and its different districts. In the near
future, the information obtained from the Public Registry
of Thilisi will help us enrich these data.

Another important news is that in the near future com-
petitions on architectural reconstruction of historical districts
of the city will be announced.

On the other hand, several areas of Thilisi cause inter=
est of realty development companies. To eliminate chaot-
ic architectural development, we have decided to system-
ize this commercial interest through a complex system of
preliminary research process and architectural competitions,
which will allow to satisfy all the stakeholders and identi-
fy the best options of city development.

What is your approach to the problematic areas
on Thilisi development map?

Within the current process of city development, the
high-density construction areas remain an unsolved prob-
lem. The general policy of city office of architecture as
regards densely populated districts will be to minimize the
ongoing construction process and / or support “vertical
increase” of construction areas, repair access roads and
communications, take care of landscaping on the remain-
ing territory in order to preserve the environment.

What are the results of the competition on Rike
area development?

The competition on Rike area development was a closed
one. It was conducted with participation of international level
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architects, who offered very interesting, innovative ideas
and projects. However, the final project of Rike area devel-
opment has not been approved as yet. At the time being,
we only have a concept, a general idea, but the issue will
be finalized in the nearest future.

The problem of traffic, especialiy acute for the cen-

tral parts of the city, probably requites certain, grucial
changes. What will be your resp' Ise to this issue?

While creating an assignmention spatial development
of Thilisi, we paid a great deal of attention to the analy-
sis of existing transport communications network. Our office’
closely studled the areas around which occurrence of traf-
fic jams is most frequent a{rf}cgtook certain steps toward
identification of solutions to oroblem. Besides, in 2006
we invited experts from Kai;@tern University, Germany,
who worked specifically on'the traffic-related issues. Foreign
experts evaluated the existing information and came back
to us with several possible solutions, implementation of
which we included into our agenda and which will, hope-
fully, give a desired result very soon.

It became known that City Office of Architecture
intends to impose restrictions on provisional division »

and sale of existing land plots. | do not think that the
public has a clear picture of this issue. Can you:please

give us your comments thereupon?

As you know, the frequency of land plot spliting has
increased considerably, which, as we believe, is damag-
ing and should be restricted in a good time. Let us take
a closer look at this process — e.g. an individual, owning
a 400-450sg.m. piece of land with a house sitting on it
registers the free part of his land separately in the Public
Registry. The newly-created plot would surely be used for
construction, and there is nothing wrong in an intention'to
create a new building, but considering the restrictedness
of available area, the land would be used fully, and there
would remain no freesspace on the site. Such actions basi-
cally bring down the cost of land and, as it happens in
most cases, cause chaotic construction on minuscule land
plots. It is against this tendency of space-devouring that
our Office has started to struggle. However, there have
been no official regulations passed on the issue — the work
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is still underway, because‘the decision, taken by relevants
authorities should be efficient and consider the interests
of all stakeholders.

Such problems cannot be solved without close coop-
eration between the City Office of Architecture and the
Public Registry — the Registry should not issue permis-
sions on land splitting without having previously studied
the background, so as not to create pretext for further com-
plications.

A couple of words about the current large-scale
reconstruction @etivities, going‘on-in the city and the
new constructiém projects, which-are most likely to
enliven the image of our capital...

As you know, reconstruction of several historical build-
ings is now,going on in Rustaveli Avenue — the right part
of the avenue has been subjected to a detailed scientific
research, which resulted in a high-quality project. We are
going to start the same process in Agmashenebeli Avenue.
Experts from Urban Planning Office have offered us proj-
ects for reconstruction of several other problematic areas.
These projects are now being finalized, but in the mean-
time we_are conducting ‘pinpoint’ reconstruction of various
historical buildings.

On the right bank of Mtkvari river, behind the Circus,

f Hyatt Network plans to start construction of a new hotel

/ business complex. We are now finalizing negotiations on
the relevant project, implying construction of two very impres-
sive (both as regards construction costs and technologies)
40-level buildings.

Due to the efforts of Kempinski Company, the former
office of the Ministry of Agriculture will be reconstructed
and transformed into a hotel. Another hotel will be housed
in the former Marx, Engels and Lenin Institute, though in
both cases exterior of the buildings will be preserved almost
intact.

We have planned several important changes, aiming
at diversification of street design. City Office of Property
Management announces competitions on design ofbus
stops, retail sales outlets and other outdoor constructions,
so that very soon the streets of Thilisi will become more
diverse, more colorful and more lively.

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Hyatt Park Thilisi

A new HYATT complex, comprising hotel and business sections, will be built on the right bank of Mtkvari river, behind the Circus.
Authors of the design are BBG (Brennan Beer Gorman) architects; on the Georgian side, the initiative is coordinated by architect Gogi Sulaberidze.

The project, implying construction of a 40-storey complex, is now studied by the Architectural Office of Thilisi. The project, consisting of two main high-rise constructions,
is going to become one of the city landmarks, activating the urban context and enriching the existing architectural surroundings.
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Perception of an architectural construction, its aes-
thetical value firstly depend on the scale of urban plan-
ning solution, selection of the site, spatial composition,
integrity of technique and functional structure.

The above fully describes architectural and plan-
ning solution of the following projects, recently realized
in Thilisi: a trade center in Dighomi (2005-2006; chief
architect — Giorgi Chumburidze; authors — Gogi

Sulaberidze, Rati Khetsuriani, Giorgi Chumburidze), res-
idential complex “Parkplace-1" in no.78 Chavchavadze
Avenue (2005-2007; chief architect — Rati Khetsuriani,
authors — Gogi Sulaberidze, Gaga Kiknadze, Shakri
Kurdiani, Irakli Vacheishvili, Mika Kruashvili, Sandro
Ramishvili), reconstruction of Vake Swimming Pool (2004-
2005; chief architect — Gogi Sulaberidze, authors — Sandro
Ramishvili and Gogi Sulaberidze).

Each project dominates and integrates the sur-
rounding architectural background. Bulky but flexible exte-
rior shapes not so much correspond to the purpose
of this or that building as provide their artistic inter-
pretation, highlight their function and render them even
more expressive.

NINO LAGHIDZE
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One Step From Love
to Hatred...

If you stop any passer-by in any district of Thilisi and ask what city he loves
most, everyone will say ‘Thilisi’.

We Georgians are fond of our ancient capital city. We dedicate to it songs, vers-
es and toasts, take pleasure in showing it to the guests and recalling its history.
Those born in Thilisi consider their origin as a special favor and pride.

But today, our Thilisi is not the same city in honor of which we used to com-
pose songs and verses. Governmental systems, changing requirements of time, taste
and fashion cause us — every one of us — to turn our backs on our cherished home
city and methodically, ruthlessly, irreparably cripple it without looking back at the con-
sequences.

Impersonal administration buildings and irrelevant monuments, craggy apartment
blocks with odd doors and windows, rusty garages and motley-colored shops, rising
in place of unique old districts without any consideration of the existing background,
style, local specificity — unfortunately, all this is done by us and will probably go on
for many years to come. Evidently, this is what we want to have. An advantageous
position, especially that the responsibility always rests with somebody else (because
we would never harm our city) — the local undereducated architects, entrepreneurs
with no imagination, development companies chasing profitable deals, corrupted gov-
ernment officials, etc... The only thing we forget is that we are the members of this
list (architects, businessmen, development companies, government officials, etc.).

So what do we feel toward our city — do we love or hate it? Let us face the
truth — the present-day alarming (as | think) situation of Thilisi is our fault. Yes, we
are fond of the place where we were born, but our personal interests, whatever they
be, appear to be much closer to our heart than the environment in which we live.
And this is the way on which love and hatred are just one step — one little, but
important step away.

In Marjanishvili Street, by the side of the theater,
there stands a house, built in the 1910s. The project
of this construction — a mixture of pseudo-Renaissance
and pseudo-Classicist styles — was designed by archi-
tect Leopold Bilfeld for Ms. Eprosine Martinovskaia, the
daughter of Swedish vice-consul in Caucasus.

The project of reconstruction / extension was
designed by architects Levan Mushkudiani and Gaga
Kiknadze; construction works implemented by construction
company NCC.

In their customary professional manner, architects
transformed the exterior of the time-worn building and
found a design solution, allowing to integrate its long-
term history with current functions.

Facade and interior of the old building retain the

aesthetics of classicist style (with certain elements of
modern interpretation showing up in interior design),
while its new wing forms a pleasant contrast with the
‘elder’ counterpart.

Having adapted a historical building to the present-
day reality, GRDC created a state-of-art business-center
with the total area of 3000 sg.m. Flexibility and elegance
of design render its interior space highly expressive and
functional, and form a comfortable, businesslike atmos-
phere, fully corresponding to the purpose of the building.

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A residential house (author: architect Shalva Japardze) was recently built in one
of the fashionable districts of Thilisi. Main accomplishment of the project is its close
connection with the surrounding space, the immediate environment. The construc-
tion is very compact with main architectonic groups ingeniously connected with
each other. Its architectural composition is rather original and harmonious. Volume
of the building, composed of diverse geometric forms, develops dynamically and
flexibly. Unusual, light and uncomplicated roofing acts as a dominating exterior detail.

Interior of the house is connected with the outer world by a range of glazed
surfaces, which expand its borders and let in a great deal of sunlight and air.
Constructional lightness of larger masses is reiterated by minor design elements,
decorative compositions and accessories. The house breathes in unison with its

Sculptural precision and symbolism of Otar
Vephkhvadze reflect the author’s creative concept with-
out a need for further explanations.

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A Fortress
In Modern
Interpretation

Designing a residential interior, an architect
invariably faces a complex task of creating a com-
fortable, individualized space, tailored to the
needs and requirements of a particular family and
reflecting the taste / style of its members.

Considering the scale, at which construction
is now developing in Georgia, we can find
numerous examples of this issue being solved
with this or that degree of success.

A residential house recently built in Arakishvili
Street, Thilisi, stands on the positive end of this
scale. Its owner David Zodelava had a clear vision
of what he wanted from the very beginning — a
fortress on the outside with an open, free space
on the inside. The vision was picked up and devel-
oped by his friend architect Zaza Tsitsishvili.

Architectural planning solution of the result-
ing house is based on two key principles — on
the one hand, its architecture is utterly modern,
cosmopolitan, capable of matching any architectural
context, while on the other hand this is a very
Georgian, very traditional house.

Inner space of the construction is free and
comfortable, decorated with tastefully chosen nat-
ural materials and accessories. On the outside,
the house stands in a slight dissonance with its
surroundings — it looks a fortress from West and
South, where the walls are almost blind, but bursts
open on the East, toward the courtyard.

Interior of the two-level house develops flex-
ibly. Inner planning and zone distribution is
enlivened by diversity of forms and original
design, creating a unique and functional, stylis-
tically integral space.

NINO LAGHIDZE
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Renzo Paino was born in Genoa (ltaly) in 1937. He graduated in 1964
from the School of Architecture of the Milan Polytechnic. As a student, he was
working under the design guidance of Franco Albini, while also regularly attend-
ing his father's building sites where he got a valuable practical experience.

Between 1965 and 1970, he completed his formation and work experi-
ments with study travels in Britain and America. It was at that time he met
Jean Prouve: their friendship would have a deep influence on his professional
life.

In 1971, Renzo Piano founded the “Piano & Rogers” agency with Richard
Rogers, his partner on the Centre Pompidou project in Paris.

In 1977, he founded “I'Atelier Piano & Rice” with the engineer Peter Rice,
who worked with him on many projects, until his death in 1992.

Nowadays Renzo Piano works in Renzo Piano Building Workshop. The
enterprise, comprising offices in Paris and Genoa and to 100 architects, engi-
neers and specialists, works in close collaboration with associate architects,
linked to Renzo Piano by nears of experience.

Among the major prizes & acknowledgements of Renzo Piano, we can
mention the following”

1989 — R..B.A. Royal Gold Medal for Architecture, UK

1990 — Kyoto Prize, Inamori Foundation, Kyoto, Japan

1994 — Goodwill Ambassador of Unesco for Architecture

1998 — The Pritzker Architecture Prize, The White House, Washington,
USA

2002 — Medaille D’Or UIA (International Union of Architects), Berlin, Germany

In 2004, the Fondazione Renzo Piano was established as a non-profit
organization, dedicated to advancing architectural practice through education
programs and related activities.

The Fondazione Renzo Piano exists and acts for sharing and preserving
architectural know-how and expertise. The Fondazione currently runs a student
internship program at the RPBW's offices in Paris and Genoa to foster edu-
cational experiences that bridge the gap between academic learning and the
realities of actual creative practice. The program involves 6-month internships
for 12 students per year, drawn from selected universities all over the world.
In the coming years, the Fondazione plans to include other well-qualified design
offices into the program.

The Fondazione Renzo Piano established Ermanno Piano Scholarship (in
memory of Renzo Piano’s brother), assigned annually to young graduate archi-
tects and implying a 6-month internship in Renzo Piano building Workshop from
February to July 2008. The amount of grant is 10000 Euros; selection is open
to architects who have graduated in the academic year 2006-2007. Conditions
of participation are available at www.rpbw.com.

The work of Renzo Piano could serve as a subject for endless discus-
sions. His creations are scattered all over the world and often serve as area
symbols. This time, we have an opportunity to present you three beautiful con-
structions, realized by Renzo Piano during the recent years.

Padre Pio Pilgrimage Church

San Giovanni Rotondo (1991-2004)

The church was designed to receive the increasing number of pilgrims,
visiting San Giovanni Rotondo. Though it is only 16 meters high, the church
has a capacity of 6500 people. The vast external precinct can hold some 30000
people on a surface of 9000 square meters.

The structure has a spiral-shaped movement: the dome sweeps down from
the centre towards the precinct in a gesture of welcoming invitation.

The technical challenge of the project lies in the use of local stone as a
structural material: the church in fact includes about twenty stone arches arranged
in radial fashion holding the vast roof.

Zentrum Paul Klee

Bern (1999-2005)

A gift from the city to one of its greatest artists.

The Paul Klee Centre is a multifunctional space: in addition to the per-
manent collection, it also houses temporary exhibitions, a concert hall, and a
centre with ateliers for children.

The shapes of the building recall the curves of the surrounding landscape,
thus becoming its integral part.

The Centre is composed of three hills, made of glass and steel. Each “hill”
corresponds to one different function of the centre and runs through the life of
the artist, who was a painter, a musician and a poet.

High Museum Expansion

Atlanta, USA (1999-2005)

The intervention of the High Museum of Art is composed of three new
buildings — a main pavilion, a building for special collections and a building for
administrative offices.

The extension doubles the exhibition space of the museum originally designed
by Richard Meier in 1983.

The theme of zenithal light is once again pursued through a grid of 1000
circular skylights atop each building.

The north facing skylights fill the gallery spaces with the required amount
of light.

The heart of the scheme is the new “piazza”, which gives the project new
life by linking the buildings, environment and visitors.

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leoh Ming Pel

Well-known American architect I.M.Pei, whose name invariably evokes an image
of Louvre glass pyramid, became 90 years old this April.

Pei was born in 1917 in Canton, China and passed his childhood and adoles-
cence in Hong Kong, Shanghai and Suchou. At the age of 18, Pei went to the USA
to study in Massachussetts Institute of Technology and then the Architectural Faculty
of Harvard University. His teachers were Walter Gropius and Marcel Breuer, founders
of Bauhaus.

Architectural career of .M.Pei was considerably influenced by his friendship with
Kennedy family. In 1964, Pei was asked to develop a project of Kennedy Library in
Boston. This was one of his first steps on the international architectural stage. Since
that time, Pei designed 50 different projects on three continents — America, Asia and
Europe, including high-rise constructions in Boston, Toronto, New York, Miami, Houston
and Denver, Rafles City Tower in Singapore and a Christian church in Taiwan.

In 1974, after a visit to China, leoh Ming Pei received an assignment from the
Chinese government to design Xiangshan Hotel in the Fragrant Hills, former hunt-
ing grounds of the Chinese emperors. The realized construction with its asymmet-
ric forms represents a modern interpretation of Chinese architectural and decoration
traditions.

On the next year, Pei started to design Bank of China office in Hong Kong.

However, the most important works of leoh Ming Pei are East Wing of the National
Gallery of Art in Washington, Louvre glass pyramid in Paris and Deutsches
Historisches Museum in Berlin — museum projects, in which modern constructions
are skilfully integrated into the existing historical context.

Extension of Deutsches Historisches Museum — a transparent and dynamic, high-
ly modern building, standing in the Classicist surroundings of Museuminsel, is the
only project leoh Ming Pei realized in Germany. Deutsches Historisches Museum is
a triangular stone-clad bulk with glazed entrance, featuring a spiral staircase. Four-
level exhibition space, offering visitors new and unexpected perspectives, is con-
nected with Baroque-style Zeughaus by an underground tunnel. Same as other proj-

ects, created by Pei, Deutsches Historisches Museum features expensive construc-
tion materials (e.g. the natural stone cladding, used on the facade) and refined inte-
rior design with rare lighting effects. The construction, specially designed for mobile
exhibitions, is a masterpiece of urban planning.
According to Pei, architecture is a pragmatic art, functioning only in case if all
its components are in harmony with each other.
In spite of his old age, leoh Ming Pei is as productive as ever. His most recent
projects are museums in Luxembourg, Doha and Suchou.

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More information on the activities of our colleagues
from Azerbaijan — today, we would like to tell you about
the work of architects Ragim and Naila Seipulaev, whose
portfolio fully reflects their successful background in archi-
tecture and design.

Ragim Seifulaev accomplished his architectural edu-
cation in Azerbaijan Polytechnic Institute and started
to work in State Design Institute AzGosProjekt imme-

diately upon graduation. A couple of years later, he
moved to Norilsk and continued to work as an archi-
tect in the City Design Institute NorilskProjekt and, later
on, as a director of City Public Interior Design Studio.

In 1976, Ragim Seifulaev became member of the
Union of Architects of USSR; in 1980 — member of
the Union of Artists of the USSR.

In 1982-1991 Ragim Seifulaev occupied the posi-

tion of the Chief Artist of Baku.

Since 1992 he engaged in a private architectural
business.

In 1999, Ragim Seifulaev was elected a full mem-
ber of the International Architectural Academy of
Oriental Countries.

In 2002, Ragim Seifulaev was granted a title of
the Merited Architect of Azerbaijan.







Like her husband, Naila Seifulaeva studied architecture in
Azerbaijan Polytechnic Institute and started her professional activ-
ities in the State Creative Design Office. In 1976-1980, Naila
Seifulaeva worked in the Creative Design Studio of Norilsk. Naila
Sefulaeva had been a member of the Union of Architects of USSR
since 1976 and member of the Union of Artists of the USSR
since 1980.

Naila Seifulaeva’s decorative designs are stored in private
collections all over the world. In the beginning of the 21st cen-
tury, the personal exhibition of Naila Seifulaeva’s works was arranged
in London.

Families are often united not only by the habit of joint life
and the children, but creative ideas too. From this point of view,
Ragim and Naila are an ideal couple. Activities of their profes-
sional tandem have resulted in numerous achievements. Through
the years of working with diverse architectural environments, land-
scapes, architectonics, interiors, they have successfully retained
their approach — prioritized aspiration toward perfection and the
readiness to compromise in order to achieve harmony.

This time, we have an opportunity to describe several real-
ized residential houses, designed by Ragim and Naila Seifulaev.

The distinguishing traits of their architecture are flexibility, orig-
inality and elegance, forming an inspiring environment tailored to
meet the requirements of a family intending to live therein. Seeming
simplicity of the concept is merged with functionality and com-
fort, allowing further “personalization” and creation of a unique
living atmosphere.

On May 18, exhibition of Czech architects Jan Bochan, Oleg Haman and Peter
Novak opened in UNIVERSI Exhibition Hall of the Georgian Technical University.

The exhibition was organized by Architecture, Urban Development and Design
Faculty of the Georgian Technical University and the Union of Architects of Georgia
with the support of Developer Company LIBO+ and Construction Company SASCO.

The exhibition was attended by notable members of the Georgian architectural
community, the Ambassador of Czech Republic in Georgia Mr. Josef Vrabec and
other official representatives of the Czech Embassy.

The honor of opening the exhibition and introducing the Czech architects to the
attendees was conferred upon Gocha Mikiashvili, the dean of Architecture, Urban
Development and Design Faculty of the Georgian Technical University. Welcome
speeches were also pronounced by prominent Georgian architects Giorgi Salukvadze,
Vakhtang Davitaia, David Abuladze, Chairman of the Union of Architects of Georgia.

The exhibition was a part of long-term Czech-Georgian cultural exchange tradi-
tion, of which architecture is a comparatively new component. Though the inflow of
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foreign architecture into our country is rather intense, Georgian public does not often
have a chance to attend quality architectural exhibitions, enabling the stakeholders
to gain new information, plan interesting projects and joint actions.

Our guests, participating in the exhibition, do have their say in Czech architec-
ture. They have successfully participated in numerous international competitions; pro-
fessor Jan Bochan, who has been elected a honorary member of Architecture Institute
at the Georgian Technical University in 2004, felt obliged to present his works to
the Georgian students, professional architects and Georgian public in General.

The exhibition will surely provide an additional incentive to development of friendly
relationship between Czech and Georgian architects. At the meeting, which professor Archil
Prangishvili, pro-rector of the Georgian Technical University, held with Miloslav Paviic, pro-
rector of the Czech Technical University, and the Czech architects, it was decided to deep-
en and reinforce the existing links between the Georgian and Czech Technical Universities,
arrange student exchange programs for summer workshops and interships and, possi-
bly, establish professional cooperation between Czech and Georgian architects.

In a very short period of time, Beta Studio gathered an immensely productive
team of architects, who successfully promoted Czech architecture by participating
in various architectural competitions. During this period, Jan Bochan mainly
designed his projects in partnership with engineer Zdenec Rotbauer.

In 1990, Jan Bochan became the head of creative design studio at the archi-
tectural faculty of the Czech Technical University, where he works in cooperation
with ‘architects Jan Hladic, Jacub Konata and David Braun. In the same year he
established an engineering his on design studio “Bochan & Partners”.

Jan Bochan'’s studio always stood out as one of the best at the students’ archi-
tectural competitions, winning numerous prizes and best project / best studio awards.

Students of Jan Bochan often get high evaluation in domestic architectural
competitions. Many of them become Jan Bochan’s partners and pursue their career
in the engineering studio, which successfully implements its design and construc-
tion activities.

After
all, one can live where one likes and there is no
need to live in an environment of a definite style.

ated by lighting. Parallel and perpendicular lines,
dynamic curves interrupting the general transparency
of the space, structure the interior and facilitate orien-
tation. The melodious flow of the design is set off by
variable rhythms and tonalities.
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Style Identification
Issues

Designing of a residential interior is a complex and responsible issue.
People, choosing this or that style for their houses, actually define their
environment and living style for years to come, while the environment
of a house extends a great deal of influence — both positive and neg-
ative — on its inhabitants.

The interior presented in this article has been created by designer
la Liparteliani. She implemented this project considering the taste and
interests of its owners as well as her own professional experience, which
motivated her to create a distinctively graphical and brightly colored house
with unexpected design solutions and comfortable planning.

Within the overall design, this each particular room stands out accord-
ing to its function. These contrasts, as well as smaller constructional
and decorative elements, far from disrupting the uninhibited atmosphere
of the house, create a pleasant feeling of weightlessness, visually expand
and diversify the space. Lighting design plays an important role in the
interior, highlighting the form, stressing the depth and intensity of col-
ors.

House interior design is a realization of its owners’ taste, social sta-
tus and lifestyle. Today, when the importance of functionality, simplicity
and rationalism increases daily, the atmosphere of comfort, indispensa-
ble for any living space, can be created only with the designer's pro-
fessional assistance.
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Interior Aesthetics

Interior, designed by architects Givi and Vasil
Kobulia, is saturated with modern aesthetics and
dominant stylistic elements. Simple planning and
strict graphic forms remind us of functional tradi-
tions. Textures and colors, free volumes and forms,
minimum of local overtones and decorations clear-

ly highlight originality of the design and profes-
sionalism of its authors.

The interior space with its light, breathing atmos-
phere evokes the associations of fragility and del-
icacy. Small number of decorative details is com-
pensated by color contrasts and geometric forms.

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A theme for amateurs

A kitchen is an indispensable component of a living environment — the most tra-
ditional place of family gatherings, the starting point of a woman’s busy day-to-day
life. In a kitchen — a hub, uniting various zones of an apartment, it is especially impor-
tant to ensure flexibility and rationality of design as well as conformance with the
preferences and demands of the family. The kitchen might stand apart from other
parts of the house or be integrated into a generally accessible area, be fully open
or delimited with at least a waist-high partition... In other words, positioning and design
issues can be solved in various ways based on individual requirements.

The interiors, covered in this article are kitchens, designed by architects Grant
Markarov and llia Gavriliadi for different apartments. In each case, the planning of
kitchen equipment is provisional. Modern technologies provide the authors with enough
maneuvering space, allowing to achieve the balance between stationary and mobile
design elements and diversify the space with accessories.

The more expressive and fashionable kitchen design is at the time of its cre-
ation, the less time it takes to become outdated. This is why the architects maxi-
mally try to use endurable materials, mild pastel coloring and ergonomic furniture and
attempt to harmonize style with requirements of comfort, so that a kitchen serves a
family for many years to come.

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of Georgian Mameluks

In December 2006 program Chveneburebi organ-
ized an expedition to Egypt. We wanted to study the
history of Georgian mameluks and film the traces of
their activities. This mission would not have succeeded
without kind assistance of the Ambassador of Georgia
Mr. Gia Janjgava, diplomatist Maka Odzelashvili and
Orientalists Tamar Natroshvili and Vakho Imerlishvili.

Prior to issuing the documental-publicist film, based
on our research, we would like to present the read-
ers of STYLE Magazine with a story of what our
expedition saw and experienced in Egypt. During the
10 days of our stay there we collected a great deal
of interesting materials, but our most important find-
ing was the architecture of Mameluk period.

The present-day Cairo consists of two parts, close-
ly intertwined with each ether — the city of alive and
the city of the dead. The former is a busy and clam-
orous modern city, while the lafter — silent and serene
— probably the most beautiful and most terrible place
that human hands could create. The best architects
of the country had spent a great deal of effort and
time on embellishing the city of dead with glorious
mosques, impressive makbars and richly ornament-
ed walls. - :

~ The reason why we visited this part of Cairo was
to study the graves of several famous Georgians.
~ According to historical sources, we would find here
the tomb of Ali Beg Al Kabir, Ismail Beg and Ibrahim
Katkhuda. The three Georgians had ruled Egypt for
a considerable period of time in the middle of 18th
century and left an indelible trace in its history.

The mausoleum, located in the middle of the city
in Mukhammad Ali Imam al-Lais Street — a lavishly
decorated two-domed construction with open vaults,

is a testimony to the honorable and worthy position
of its occupants during their life. Arabian inscriptions,
engraved on high stone columns — ‘shahids’, watch-
ing over lbrahim Katkhuda’s grave, eloquently describe
the demise of this man, who, according to histori-
ans, ruled the country with incomparable power, influ-
ence and shrewdness. The same mausoleum con-
tains graves of two other mameluks — Ali Bei and
Ismail Bei — both of them Georgian slaves, bought
and liberated by Ibrahim Katkhuda, whom they faith-
fully supported until his death.

In a couple of paces from the mameluk’'s mau-
soleum there is a simple grave, which, according to
historians, belongs to a Georgian woman Napisa, called
the mother of mameluks. The life of this lady is close-
ly connected with the three warriors and rulers we
mentioned above. A liberated slave, she distin-
guished herself by beauty, outstanding education and
social as well as political activity in the second half
of the 18th century.

Napisa owned a sabil-kutab — a charity house
in Bab Zuveila district. This establishment, combin-
ing a shelter for the poor, publicly accessible water
reservoirs and an elementary school for local chil-
dren, was one of 300 charity houses, existing in the
18th-19th century Cairo. This sabil-kutab of Napisa
khanum — an elegant construction with stone, wood
and bronze ornaments and lavishly decorated inte-
riors, still exists in one of the most beautiful corners
of old Cairo, rather resembling a city of thousand
mosques than a modern megapolis.

On June 11 2007, this annual exhibition hosted the abovementioned project “Cloisonne Enamel
from the Land of Golden Fleece”. The exposition, consisting of over 200 works by 50 Georgian
artists, produced an immense impression on Queen Sophia. Supervisors of the exhibition — Keti
Chavchanidze-Lomaia and Mariam Mamuchashvili presented Her Majesty with an enamel neck-
lace (author: Tea Gurgenidze) and the Queen, on her part, purchased a Greek-style cross (author:

Irina Makhviladze) for her grandchild.

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American Roadside Architecture

The United States Embassy in Thilisi, Georgian Union of Architects and ARCI Gallery
host the American Roadside Architecture Exhibition. The exhibition was dedicated to cel-
ebrating 150 years of American Institute of Architects — AlA.

On May 15, the United States Embassy
in Thilisi and the Georgian Union of Architects
opened the photographic exhibition “American
Roadside Architecture” at ARCI Gallery. The exhi-
bition, created by architectural historian John
Margolies, comprised 56 photos and four text
panels that depicted the early architecture of
gas stations, roadside lodging, restaurants and
eateries.

American roadside architecture is drawn from
Mr. Margolies's extensive series of books on
the subject of popular American architecture.
For more than 25 years, John Margolies criss-
crossed the United States, camera in hand, to
capture and preserve images of a vanishing tra-
dition in American commerce. The photos dis-
played at ARCI Gallery document a unique and
fast disappearing American architecture designed
to appeal primarily to motoring tourists, one that
relied heavily on local culture and sensibilities.
They are the artifacts of a creative, whimsical
and very inviting moment in American business
and tourism.

The exhibit has been shown in Kiev,
Yekaterinburg, Perm, Vladivostok, Athens,
Chisinau, Prague, Ankara Paris, Zagreb, Tallinn
and most recently at UNESCO headquarters
in Paris.

John Margolies's more than 30-year career
in architecture has included video and photo
documentations, as well as many books and
publications on architectural history. His annu-
al lectures series at the Architectural League
of New York and the Royal Society of Architects
in London regularly draw large audiences.

American Roadside Architecture at ARCI

Gallery will be open in Thilisi May 15-May 22
at 21 T. Abuladze Street, Thilisi. The exhibit
will also tour the following cities: Telavi (May
24-May 29), Kutaisi (May 31-June 6), Batumi
(June 8-June 17), Poti (June 19-June 24) and
Zugdidi (June 26-June 29). As part of the exhib-
it, Fulbright Professor from the Yale School of
Architecture, Dr. Lena Kiladze, will give a lec-
ture on the architectural design in each city.

The invention and mass production of the
automobile transformed the livers of Americans
and the landscape of the United States in the
20th century. During the 19th century, travel was
cumbersome and expensive. Existing roads were
mostly rough dirt paths and difficult to navigate.
The predetermined routes and schedules of rail-
roads or the slow pace of travel by horse and
carriage placed limitations on people anxious
to explore the wonders of the country.

But all this began to change as cars
became affordable for millions of people, and
good roads were built to accommodate the steadi-
ly increasing numbers of motorists now set free
to discover the country on their own schedules
and routes. The American free enterprise sys-
tem responded, creating new types of businesses
geared specifically to the needs of these “auto-
mobilists”. “Moms and Pops” across the U.S.
built faciliies beside the highways to provide
the necessities: gas, food and lodging. Distinctive
and individualistic roadside buildings, often with
huge signs proclaiming their presence, screamed
for attention to attract those customers pass-
ing by at higher speeds. Their designs were a
kind of visual shorthand, intended to attract atten-
tion and to get customers to STOP.
