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GEORGIAN DEFENSE FORCES - THE RELIABLE,
DEPENDABLE AND SUCCESSFUL ACTOR IN
THE NATO INTEGRATION PROCESS

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ABSTRACT

The participation of the Georgian Defense Forces in NATO led international multinational missions
and operations play an important role in the building process of the Georgian state. Georgia’s con-
tribution to the operations mentioned above support the Georgia’s Euro-Atlantic integration process.
While more than 20 percent of Georgia’s territories are occupied by the Russian Federation, joining the
world’s most powerful military-political alliance represents Georgia’s strategic goal. In accordance with
the NATO Enlargement Policy, one of the key criteria for integrating new member states into alliance is
strong defense forces with the capability of participating in NATO led international multinational missions
or operations.

Georgian Defense Forces units have been involved in US and NATO led operations since 1999 in
Kosovo, Iraq and the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan. In spite of the fact that the deployment of peace-
keeping missions was accompanied by loss of military personnel, for the future this will bring significant
benefits to Georgia, and help and speed-up the process of NATO and Euro-Atlantic integration.

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INTRODUCTION

Having a high readiness defense force, with modern and resilient combat capabilities, represents the
main criteria for the accession of new member countries into the North Atlantic Treaty Organization
(NATO). One of the main responsibilities for future NATO members is “the ability and willingness to
make a military contribution to NATO operations.” Since 21 November, 2002, the integration process
into NATO has become a key priority for Georgia's security and foreign policy after the official announce-
ment of its intention to join the alliance. After that time Georgia has spent significant effort to reaching
its strategic objectives by developing and improving its economic, political, legal and defense sectors.
Contribution in NATO missions remains one of the highest priorities of Georgian Defense Forces to sup-
port following strategic objectives:

- Integration into the Euro-Atlantic structures and increase interoperability with NATO Forces.

- Gain valuable combat experience for military personnel and increase the level of combat read-
iness of Georgian Defense Forces.

- Contribute in international security to increase the reliability of Georgian Defense Forces in the
international Arena.

The main purpose of this article is to expose Georgia's significant contributions to the US and NATO mul-
tinational security assistance missions in Kosovo, Iraq and Afghanistan, and overview vision, thoughts,
and positions of different experts in that direction. The facts, findings and thoughts from this article
should be interesting for the Georgian and international society, future researchers, and readers.

GEORGIA - RELIABLE AND STRONG PARTNER AND CONTRIBUTOR
TO THE US AND NATO LED MULTINATIONAL MISSIONS AND CAMPAIGNS

Georgia is not only a consumer of security, but also an active contributor, which shares responsibility of
collective security, and is actively involved in multinational security assistance missions. Participation
in the US led campaign in Iraq, in International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) and Resolute Support
Mission (RSM) in Afghanistan, were very important challenges for Georgia which was overcome suc-
cessfully by its significant effort. In 1999, Georgian Armed Forces started participation in various mis-
sions in support of international security and stability missions at different places of the world. Georgia
started its troop deployment experience by participation in the NATO-led Kosovo Protection Force (KPF)
in 1999, which lasted until 2008.2 In his report, Nichol mentions that to support its strategic partner, Geor-
gia joined the U.S. led Operation Enduring Freedom (OEF) and, since 2003, Operation Iragi Freedom
(OIF) in Iraq. Also, Georgia supported U.S. forces by over-flight rights and used a Georgian airbase
to assist and participate in the rebuilding process of Iraq.® Later on, Georgia opened the main transit
route, which provided for the flow of cargo from and to Afghanistan, “transported through the Northern
Distribution Network.” In 2013, the Commander of U.S. Transportation Command, General W. Fraser,
mentioned that port Poti would continue to serve as a hub for strategic transportation during the ISAF
drawdown.5

In 2003, Georgia began sending combat units into Iraq to support OIF.% In his thesis, Summers states
that “By 2008, Georgian troops in Iraq numbered approximately 2,300 (the third largest number of troops,

after the United States and the United Kingdom). However, as the result of the 2008 Russian-Georgia
conflict, Georgia pulled out all of its troops from both Kosovo and Iraq™ in August. In his article, Joshua
Kucera writes that, “Georgian forces in Iraq were not merely guarding bases — they were controlling an
entire province of the country on behalf of the U.S. led coalition there and were conducting full-scale
combat operations, albeit with significant U.S. assistance in certain areas.”

Since 2004, Georgia has sent a Platoon plus size combat unit to Afghanistan in support of ISAF, and step
by step increased the contingent in this mission. Georgian troops were increased to 925 in 2010.° By
October 2012, Georgian combat forces boosted to 1560 in Afghanistan. Until the 2013 Georgia had two
combat battalions operating in Helmand Province of Musa Qala District.’® Aftermath, Georgian troops
have been contributing to the Resolute Support Mission (RSM). Since December 16, 2014, Georgia has
deployed approximately 750 military personnel, which made Georgia the largest non-NATO Contributor
in RSM." Currently, Georgia has troops who serve under German command as a rapid-reaction force in
northern Afghanistan, with the remaining forces serving under the U.S. command at Bagram Air Base,
Afghanistan. In the RSM, Georgia has also participated by providing military instructors, senior liaison
officers, and senior military advisors. In accordance with the decision of the Georgian Government,
Georgian troops will stay in Afghanistan until the end of RSM. "2

Since 2015, Georgia has dedicated an Infantry Company to the NATO Response Forces (NRF). After
the successful completion of the four-year evaluation and certification processes, that company became
part of the NRF in 2016-2018. “Georgia had also declared a second Infantry Company to participate in
the NATO Operational Capability Concept Evaluation and Feedback (OCC E&F) Program to prepare for
joining to the NRF, which successfully completed the four year preparation and evaluation processes
and changed its first unit in the NRF on a rotation basis.”® Also, Georgian Infantry Companies have
been involved in the European Union Military Operation in the Central African Republic since 2014. A
Georgian Company size unit has continued the mission in Central Africa under the French contingent.™
Summers mentions that over the years “Georgia has demonstrated that it has both the ability and the
willingness to make contributions to NATO operations.”®

The Republic of North Macedonia is the newest NATO participant, which is acceding to become the
full member of the NATO. In accordance with that intent, one of the core NATO requirements is the
level of combat readiness and capability to contribute to NATO'’s collective security by the participation
in NATO-led missions. It is very interesting to review and compare Georgia's and North Macedonia’s
participation in the US and NATO led campaigns.

After comparing contributions in three major international peace-keeping missions: Multi-National Force-
Irag (MNF-I), International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) and Resolute Support Mission (RSM) in
Afghanistan, it is apparent that Georgia’s role is much higher than the contributions of North Macedonia.
Moreover, Georgia has been among the biggest non-NATO contributor countries in these missions

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over an extended time. Before the 2008 Russian-Georgian conflict, Georgia had in MNF-I approxi-
mately 2200 troops and was the third largest contributor after the United States and Great Britain (GEO
MOD,)." Also, in 2012 Georgia had two Battalion plus size units, with 1560 in ISAF, while Macedonian
contingent ranged around 157 troops (NATO, 2012)."” By September 2018, Georgia had in the RSM 870
and Macedonia 47 soldiers (NATO, 2018)."® Additionally, as commander of U.S. European Command
Curtis M. Scaparrotti states, Georgia is the “largest non-NATO force contributor alongside U.S. and
NATO forces in Afghanistan,” and it has “provided more troops per capita than any other country in the
world” (U.S. Department of Defense, 2017)."®

In his report, Luke Coffey states that “In 2012, when many NATO countries were rushing for the door
in Afghanistan, Georgia added hundreds of troops to the mission there. At the height of the Georgian
contribution to Afghanistan, it had more than 2,000 troops serving in some of the deadliest places in
the country, if not the world, in Helmand and Kandahar provinces. On a per capita basis, Georgia has
suffered the most killed in combat-even though it has only had a sizeable presence in the country for
about half the time of the campaign.”

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ABSTRACT

Russia’s new type of warfare in the 21st century has fathered a fresh model in which states are in
long-lasting conflict with one another in a method that functions in the dark. This model is identified to
Americans, NATO, and most Westerners as a hybrid threat, or Russia’s New Generation Warfare. Hy-
brid warfare, greatly similar to any country’s or society’s system of warfare, is openly related to the nation
from which it develops its potential. In the circumstance of Russia, the hybrid warfare model attempts to
find a sideway function or range of conflict that has the secret achievement and obvious combat as its
bookends, with partisan (gorilla) warfare as the stick that fixes the two ends together. This model tries
to find to exploit the weaknesses related to Western explanations of war. The purpose of this paper is to
discuss Russia’s 21st-century new generation warfare, tools and segments the Kremlin used towards
Georgia before, during and after the Russo-Georgia war in 2008.
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The first casualty of war is truth.’

After the Cold War and collapse of the Soviet Union, some of the former Soviet republics especially
Georgia, Moldova, and Ukraine took this chance to define their foreign policy and build independent,
free and democratic countries. However, Russia still considered itself as the creator of the Soviet Union
and “Big Brother” indicating a great deal of nostalgia and aggression about losing control of ex-Soviet
countries and the region. More and more Russian politicians, statesmen, military leaders and KGB
(Komitet gosudarstvennoy bezopasnosti. Committee for State Security) bosses feared the threat of
Westernization of the former Soviet countries.?

The post-Soviet era is characterized by many widespread conflicts. Ethnic hostility became a relatively
new phenomena of the new sovereign states of the Caucasian region. Since the end of the 1980s, eth-
nic conflicts have become the most visible aspects of a new political reality of the region. There are four
zones where wars and violence arose in the Caucasus: Nagorno-Karabakh, the Tskhinvali region (South
Ossetia), Abkhazia and the North Caucasian region.® After the post-Soviet period, in the former Soviet
countries and especially in the South Caucasus, the political tension reached its peak. Georgia, which
gained sovereignty, was on a crossroad and needed to choose either the European way of development
or the modified Soviet-Russian way. Georgia explicitly expressed a pro-European choice, which irritated
the Soviet successor, Russia, and caused it to lay political mines in the path of Georgia’s movement
toward Europe.

“First and foremost it is worth acknowledging that the demise of the Soviet Union was the greatest
geopolitical catastrophe of the century,” claimed the president of the Russian Federation Vladimir Pu-
tin: “As for the Russian people, it became a genuine tragedy. Tens of millions of our fellow citizens and
countrymen found themselves beyond the fringes of Russian territory.” This was a clear message for
NATO and the European Union sent by the Russian leader; this was his sophisticated and complex plan
(Hybrid Warfare) of action to return his hegemony of the South Caucasian, Black and Caspian Sea, and
Eastern European regions.

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In fact, Russia continued its influence on the region using political, diplomatic, military (Russian military
bases, peacekeeping troops on the territory of the former Soviet Republics), energy and economic re-
sources. The Kremlin started moving forward to increase its participation and involvement in the region
by using a customized and complex plan of action. This paper will discuss the Russian Federation’s
complex plan of hybrid warfare against Georgia and the surrounding Eastern European countries, and
what steps Georgia, NATO and the European Union should take to prevent the Kremlin’s “Creeping
Occupation.” Specifically, this study will focus on those elements of hybrid warfare used by Russia: In-
formational and cyber warfare, energy and economic aspects of hybrid warfare, political and diplomatic
segments, and military aspects.

Moscow’s hybrid warfare, during the Russo-Georgian War and the Russo-Ukrainian War, has demon-
strated itself to be an effective tool. Its efficacy beyond proximity to the Russian border is unknown, but
it still demonstrates a tricky problem for modern politicians and military leaders.

In February 2013, General Valery Gerasimov, Russia’s Chief of the General Staff, published an article,
"The Value of Science is in Foresight,” in the weekly Russian trade paper Military-Industrial Courier. Ger-
asimov took tactics developed by the Soviets, blended them with strategic military thinking about total
war, and laid out a new theory of modern warfare—one that looks more like hacking an enemy’s society
than attacking it head-on. He wrote:

The very rules of war have changed. The role of nonmilitary means of achieving political and stra-
tegic goals has grown, and in many cases, they have exceeded the power of force of weapons in
their effectiveness. All this is supplemented by military means of a concealed character, including
carrying out actions of informational conflict and the actions of special operations forces. The open
use of forces-often under the guise of peacekeeping and crisis regulation-is resorted to only at a
certain stage, primarily for the achievement of final success in the conflict.

Analyzing and studying Gerasimov article, Molly K. McKew considers that this depicts the 21st century
strategy of Russia. He outlines that this strategy places both politics and war on the same scale philo-
sophically and logistically.

The approach is guerrilla, and waged on all fronts with a range of actors and tools—for example,
hackers, media, businessmen, leaks and, yes, fake news, as well as conventional and asymmetric
military means. Thanks to the internet and social media, the kinds of operations Soviet psy-ops
teams once could only fantasize about—upending the domestic affairs of nations with information
alone—are now plausible. The Gerasimov Doctrine builds a framework for these new tools, and de-
clares that non-military tactics are not auxiliary to the use of force but the preferred way to win. That
they are, in fact, the actual war. Chaos is the strategy the Kremlin pursues: Gerasimov specifies that
the objective is to achieve an environment of permanent unrest and conflict within an enemy state.”

Does it work? Former captive nations Georgia, Estonia and Lithuania all sounded the alarm in recent
years about Russian attempts to influence their domestic politics and security, as the Obama administra-
tion downplayed concerns over a new Cold War. But all three countries now have parties with Russian
financial connections leading their governments, which softly advocate for a more open approach to
Moscow.8

THE HISTORY OF SEPARATISM IN GEORGIA

In 1991 Georgia became an independent country and started to move towards embracing European and
Western democracy and values, and restoring its historical traditions. As soon as Russia noticed Geor-
gia’s decision, Moscow immediately began a systematic series of attacks against Georgia, first 1991
in South Ossetia (Tskhinvali region), 1992-1993, 1998 in Abkhazia, 2004 in South Ossetia (Tskhinvali
region), and finally in August 2008 in both Abkhazia and South Ossetia directions’. Today twenty-five
percent of Georgian territory is still occupied by Russia, to include large military bases. Furthermore,
Russia has increased its use of political, diplomatic and military influence throughout the region to con-
trol both energy assets as well as economic resources, in order to prevent Georgia and other Eastern
European countries from joining NATO and the European Union.
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The first conflict that erupted in Georgia was in the Tskhinvali region, the so-called South Ossetia con-
flict. The so-called South Ossetia autonomous region was created by the Bolshevik leadership on April
20, 1922. Creation of the region was harmful to Georgian interests, but it was a kind of tribute to the
Ossetian Bolsheviks, who were fighting against the democratic Georgian Republic. In 1925-27 the unifi-
cation of South (Tskhinvali region) and North Ossetia (part of the Russian SFSR) was being considered
at various levels of the Soviet government, but the plan of the separatists failed, because of the political
situation. Encouraged by the Russian government, South Ossetian separatists again demanded sepa-
ration from Georgia and joining the Russian Federation, and on November 10, 1989 they declared the
so called South Ossetian Autonomous Republic, which during Soviet period was an Autonomous region
in Soviet Georgia.

The conflict started on a political level. The separatists started boycotting the Georgian government and
its legislative decisions. Supported by Russians, the violence started and refugees began to leave the
region. The situation demanded that the Georgian government take drastic steps. In December, 1990,
the Georgian government declared an emergency situation and acted according to the emergency rules.
In January, 1991 the government sent additional police units to the Tskhinvali region to restore the law.
Thus began the hostilities which continued until 1992. On 14 June 1992, the conflict was formally ended
with a ceasefire agreement between the Russian and Georgian governments.'® After the agreement,
the ceasefire was violated several times. Despite the fact that Russian so-called peacekeepers were
deployed in Tskhinvali, the conflict remained at a relatively low degree. The provocations of the Ossetian
separatists, encouraged by the Russian military, caused the Russian-Georgian war in Tskhinvali, which
erupted again in August, 2008.

The causes of this conflict — particularly the dispute between Georgia and its breakaway regions of
South Ossetia and Abkhazia — are complex, and all sides made mistakes and miscalculations. But
key facts are clear: Russia sent its army across an internationally recognized boundary, to attempt
to change by force the borders of a country with a democratically-elected government and, if pos-
sible, overthrow that government — not to relieve humanitarian pressures on Russian citizens, as it
claimed."

The war in the Tskhinvali region was part of the Russian strategic geopolitical approaches, pointing to
destabilize the region and strengthen Russian interests within the South Caucasus. The major interests
of Russia were as follows: First, economic resources and natural strategic logistical location of the
countries. Second, geopolitical interests; Russia wants to preserve its own influence toward Georgia,
resist Western interests and by manipulating the conflict achieve its foreign policy goals in Georgia. The
main objective of Russia, in accordance with the Russian national security strategy, is to ensure the
security of the state and its foreign policy is focused on achieving those objectives and goals.'? Russia,
by following its own goals and manipulating the Tskhinvali conflict, tries to preserve and strengthen its
authoritative position against Georgia, resist Georgia’s aspiration toward the modern world, and create
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favorable conditions for dynamic growth of the Russian economy and its economic influence. By es-
tablishing allied relations with the so-called South Ossetian government, Russia tries to make its policy
support Russian interests. The new alliance agreement with South Ossetia contains a military relation-
ship to protect its sovereignty and de facto territorial borders. The situation is complex. Russia creates
a number of threats, challenges and provocations against Georgia and the rest of the democratic world.
To this end, Russia established a military base and modernized weapon systems in Tskhinvali. All mea-
sures taken by Russia against Georgia demonstrate that Moscow is ready to create more challenges
and risks to maintain its own interests in Georgia and the region."

The conflict and wars in Tskhinvali harmed both the Georgians and Ossetians. The conflict resulted in
hundreds of military and civilian casualties. The large scale damage of infrastructure and the tens of
thousands of additional displaced persons caused a slowing of economic growth and almost caused a
humanitarian catastrophe. Encouraged and supported by Russia, anti-Georgian tendencies and sen-
timents increased in the Tskhinvali region and postponed reintegration of the region with Georgia. At
the same time, it caused some concerns for Western countries and Georgia became less attractive as
a NATO member, because of the decrease of its military capabilities and insecurity of its borders with
the Russian Federation. According to international financial institutions, the conflict came as a shock to
Georgia’s stability and development. Rebuilding of the infrastructure and economy cost Georgia billions
of dollars. Russia’s unilateral declaration of recognition of the Georgian regions harmed Russia’s inter-
national image, but it was more harmful for Georgia’s process of integration with and aspirations toward
NATO.™

In the result of the Russo-Georgia war in August 2008, the theory of hybrid warfare quickly expanded
its status as an idea that could help to explain the triumph of Russian military operations in this conflict.
This concept rapidly gained traction, because it seemed to be particularly relevant to this action where
non-military instruments played a tremendous role.

ABKHAZIA

The history of Abkhazian separatism dates to the beginning of the 20th century. On November 1917 in
Sukhumi the “Congress of the Abkhazian people” was held, which chose the Abkhaz peoples’ council
and decided to become a member of the North Caucasian union. Separatism was mainly supported by
Russian Bolsheviks who came to power in Russia. Georgian aspirations toward independence from the
Russian Bolsheviks was met by active Bolshevik encouragement of Abkhaz separatism. Beginning in
1918, the Russian Communists supported the armed units formed by Abkhaz revolutionary groups and
together with Russian Bolsheviks attacked the newly established independent Georgian Republic. The
Abkhaz-Bolshevik intervention failed, and after that Abkhaz separatists tried to separate from Georgia
with the help of the Russian White Army. In March 1919 Abkhazia gained the status of autonomy in the
Georgian Democratic Republic.’® The Georgian Democratic Republic was then invaded by the Red
Army and annexed by the Soviet Union in 1921. In the Soviet period Abkhazia enjoyed autonomy within
the Georgian SSR. However the conflict escalated again in the early 1990s. The slow erosion of Soviet
power ending in the dissolution of the Soviet Union was the catalyst for the war. Even among post-So-
viet republics, Georgia was politically and economically weak and the disintegration of the Soviet Union
renewed the willingness of Abkhaz separatists to separate from Georgia. Moscow supported and en-
couraged the Abkhaz against Georgia and provoked a conflict to gain profit and strengthen its influence
over Georgia’s internal and external policy.

A proximate cause of war was the decision made by the Georgian State Council, for the safety of trans-
port infrastructure, to deploy police units in Abkhazia. Separatists responded by attacking Georgian
police units which eventually led to the start of a war. During the armed conflict Russian regular units
and so called North Caucasian volunteers actively participated on the separatists’ side. Russian support
became critical for gaining military superiority over the Georgian forces. Even though Russia was part
of the conflict and the main supporter of separatists in the ethnic cleansing that occurred in Abkhazia,
aimed at undermining the territorial integrity and sovereignty of Georgia, Moscow influenced the UN Se-
curity Council and was recognized as a mediator in the conflict. Georgia was left no other option, except
to recognize Russia as a mediator to prevent further disintegration of the country. Later developments
made it clear that Russian peacekeepers were in Georgia only to maintain its strategic interests and
were not oriented toward a peaceful resolution of the crisis."”



By the time a ceasefire was signed, at least 12,000 military forces and civilians had been killed, more
than 300,000 Georgians had been forced to leave their homes, and Abkhazia broke away from Georgian
political control. In 1999 the Abkhaz declared independence, but it still remains unrecognized by interna-
tional law. Gradually, the diplomatic relationship between Georgia and Russia deteriorated and went into
a deep crisis. Due to Russian involvement, the confrontation was growing and after the Georgia-Russia
war in 2008, on 26 August Russia unilaterally recognized Abkhazia as a sovereign country and thus
unilaterally legalized its military presence there. Russia deployed the 7th Division with about 5,000 mili-
tary personnel and new technological weapon systems, using military strength for political influence on
the Georgian government. The ties between Abkhazia and Russia culminated after signing a treaty of
alliance and strategic partnership in November 2014. The agreement comprises: defense, foreign policy,
customs and border control.’® By the Georgian government, the signing of the agreement is considered
as growth of the Russian expansionist policy in the former Soviet space.

Despite efforts from the Georgian side to start a process of peaceful resolution of the conflict, there is no
achievement and no sign of resolving the problem. Being a part of the conflict, Russia once more con-
firmed that it has never played a positive peacekeeping role in the crisis. Moreover, it has always tried
to influence the Georgian government by using conflict zones as a political instrument. Time is working
against Abkhazia, but it does not mean that Georgia can benefit from a further delay of peace. Georgia,
being involved in internal conflicts, is losing its opportunity and considerable economic benefits it can
gain from its geopolitical location and transportation routes. From the Georgian perspective, concrete
progress can be reached by using diplomatic ways between two people and without Russian involve-
ment in the negotiation process. There are real beliefs that two kindred people are able to find common
interests which can be a starting point in relations. The existing correlative problems can be transferred
to the common interests of both people. The process supported by international experts and mediators
gives a chance to formulate new peaceful ideas that are acceptable to both sides.®

Russia has no scenarios for a peaceful process and has not defined priorities for negotiation. Moscow is
not showing willingness to set acceptable compromises for both sides. As two opposite parties, Georgia
and Abkhazia have different priorities. Abkhazia is concerned about its legal status and Georgia insists
on the right to return refugees to their homes. Russia is aware that by excluding its involvement from
the process the problem will be more easily and peacefully resolvable than with Russian interference.?
From the Abkhazian perspective, the Russian presence, despite being untrustworthy, is the only guaran-
tee against renewal of the conflict and the risk of losing what they have gained from it. The Abkhaz un-
derstand that they cannot fully rely on Russia, but at the same time they enable Russians to manipulate
their problems to Russia’s own advantage. From the Georgian perspective, despite the willingness of
the Georgian government to negotiate with the Abkhaz directly without Russian mediation, the possibility
of conflict renewal still remains. There is no sign of a large war, but any escalation of violence can be a
source of disaster.

INFORMATIONAL, RELIGION AND CYBER WAR AS TOOL IN HYBRID WARFARE

Informational and Cyber Warfare is the main segment of modern hybrid war, and it plays a tremendous
role before, during, and after the military operation. In the case of Russia, the hybrid warfare model
seeks to operate along a spectrum of conflict that has covert action and overt combat as its bookends,
with partisan (guerilla) warfare as the glue that binds the two ends together. “This model seeks to cap-
italize on the weaknesses associated with nascent technology and therefore acts aggressively in new
domains of war—such as cyber—while continuing to find innovative ways to conduct effective informa-
tion warfare.”!

The area of cyber warfare and information operations is one of the most illuminating areas of study in
this conflict. The war against Georgia marks the first time in its history that Russia has used cyber war
and information operations in support of its conventional operations. The Russian cyber campaign at-
tacked a total of 38 Georgian and Western websites upon the outbreak of the war, including those of the
Georgian President, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the National Bank, the Parliament, and the Supreme
Court, and the U.S. and United Kingdom (UK) embassies in Georgia.?

In the case of Georgia’s wars and conflicts, Informational and Cyber warfare takes place on several
fronts: within the target countries’ populace, among citizens of the aggressor state, and also in the
international community, even within the world’s biggest media magnates like CNN and BBC. Before
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the 2008 Russo-Georgian war, Russian officials and social media declared that the Georgian popula-
tion was 45 million, most of the Georgian population were Muslims, and Georgia had a large and very
aggressive army, trained by the United States and NATO instructors against the Russian Federation.
Beside informational warfare Russia also used cyber-attacks, Russia’s offensive against Georgia began
not with tanks or fighter jets, but in cyberspace. STRATFOR (an American geopolitical intelligence plat-
form and publisher) “knows firsthand that Georgian government and media Web sites began to crash
the night of Aug. 7 — well before Russian troops emerged on the south side of the Roki Tunnel in the
breakaway republic of South Ossetia the following morning.”? Meanwhile, Georgian President Mikhail
Saakashvili’'s August 11 interview with CNN was interrupted in what he claims was a targeted cyber-
attack. Many more government institutions, financial sectors and the Ministry of Defense were victims
of cyberattack.?* Informational and cyber warfare is still being perpetrated by Russia against Georgia,
Ukraine, and Eastern European countries. This was the first wide-scale, most well organized Kremlin cy-
berattack ever used during war and conflict time, and provided a preview of the Kremlin’s cyber activity
in 2014-2015 in Ukraine and the United States and French elections.

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, the powerful machine of Communist ideology and propaganda
also was destroyed, which had a negative impact on the prestige and reputation of Russia as a “Big
Brother”. The Kremlin’s “ideological fathers” have been left without ideological power and the Commu-
nist regime has no influence mechanism on the people’s hearts and minds. On the agenda there was a
question of what would be the replacement of the communist ideology and what would be the new pro-
paganda weapon that “Derzhava” (state power) used to restore its spheres of influence? The Russian
Orthodox Church (ROC) turned out to be an alternative way to solve this problem. Russia uses religion
and it's Orthodox Church as a source of lubricating material that makes it possible to get its propaganda
machine mechanisms to work faster and more efficiently. When President Vladimir Putin came to au-
thority he understood the potential of the ROC, which shared his visions of Russia’s place in the world,
and started to work toward consolidating its role in Russia, home of the world’s largest Orthodox com-
munity. The patriarch of Moscow, Archbishop Kirill, and President Putin have cemented an alliance for
the pursuit of common values at home and abroad. These shared values can be characterized as openly
traditionalist, conservative, anti-Western and anti-globalist.?

Historical experience has established that the ROC was obedient to the ideological pillar of the Russian
imperialist-chauvinist policy. Neighboring Christian countries conquered by Russia have seen continual
pressure from the ROC to exercise Russian political interests by using one’s faith and the name of the
Lord.

Russian society is actively discussing the visit of President Vladimir Putin to Greece on May 28, 2016,
where he took part in the celebrations of the thousandth anniversary of Russian monks’ presence on
Mount Athos. During his meeting with the clergy, the president said that Mount Athos is the basis of
society’s ethical fundamentals. The prominent Russian media, either on purpose or due to ignorance,
embellished the ceremony at Mount Athos, claiming that Putin sat on the throne of the Byzantine em-
perors. In fact, Putin spent the service in a stasidion—a monastic chair with a folding seat designed
for high-ranking honored visitors in the temple. Nevertheless, Putin’s symbolic visit sparked joy among
those conservatives in Russia who see this as a sign of ideological revival, under the slogan, “Moscow
is the Third Rome.”*

ENERGY AND ECONOMIC ASPECTS OF HYBRID WARFARE

Russian leaders use both direct and indirect economic and energy influence to destabilize and under-
mine European policy. The Kremlin used energy (Gazprom) as an instrument of foreign policy when it
shut off the natural gas supplies to Georgia, Ukraine and many European countries in the depths of win-
ter in 2006 and 2009 in an overt effort to force regional countries into negotiation and agreement on the
price of its natural gas. The indirect influence Moscow politics has built in Europe, however, may be even
more important. Taking advantage of the vast network of natural gas pipelines built in Soviet times, the
Russian Federation-owned Natural Gas Mega Company Gazprom and its subsidiaries wield influence
over the politics and economics of many European and regional states.

Russia has also offered large-scale investment to build and modernize energy pipelines, infrastructure
and other organizations in states that are in need of Russian energy supplies as means of growing its
influence—often through murky back-room deals. Many other Russian Federation investments are le-



gal, but their use to advance Russian national interests is problematic, and the results can damage free
markets and democratic societies.?”

Although Georgia, like other former Soviet Republics, became an independent country with the 1991
Soviet collapse, its energy and economic aspects still remain dependent on Moscow, especially in the
1990s and in the beginning of 21st Century. Thilisi used Moscow’s oil and gas products, as well as the
Russian Federation market for selling its products: winery products, natural water, mineral water, agri-
cultural and industrial goods and merchandise. When Georgia took steps toward closer relations with
the European Union and NATO, Moscow decided to punish Georgia and declared a ban on Georgia’s
products in its market; it also significantly increased the price of natural gas and oil it sold to Tbilisi. On
Sunday, January 22, 2006, three blasts along the gas pipeline on the Russian side of the border with
Georgia left Georgia with limited supplies of Russian gas. As a result, Georgia could only supply about
40% of the electricity demanded by its 3 million inhabitants during winter time with temperatures of -5C
(23F).28

The 2006 Russian import ban of Moldovan and Georgian wines began in late March 2006 and
created a diplomatic conflict between the Republic of Moldova and Georgia on the one hand and
Russia on the other. Wine trade with Russia is responsible for 80-90% of the total wine exports in
both countries.?®

The Kremlin also used its economic leverage to ban Georgian mineral water products “that many regard
as a perfect hangover cure in a nation known to like a tipple.”° Borjomi and Nabeglavi (Georgian natural
mineral water), with its relieving mix of minerals and salts, had been banned from Russian shops and
restaurants - the latest victim in a trade war between the small Caucasus state and its giant neighbor."
Georgia’s minister of agriculture, Mikheil Svimonishvili, said the ban was political. “It's absolutely obvi-
ous that Russia is fighting against anything Georgian today,” he told Interfax. “Georgian mineral water
and Georgian winery products are one of the best products in the world.”??

Obviously, the Kremlin used its power, energy and economic aspects of hybrid warfare against Georgia
and it still continues today for influencing Georgia’s political course and will.

POLITICAL AND DIPLOMATIC SEGMENTS OF HYBRID WARFARE

In the media there is a widespread assumption that diplomacy and war are opposites. In the lead-up to
the 2003 invasion of Iraq, the New York Times noted on 21 January that “Rumsfeld says Iraq diplomacy
is nearing the end of its tracks”; on 13 March, it warned of “Diplomacy’s last chance”; and on 18 March it
lamented “War in ruins of diplomacy”. When diplomacy fails, war results; as when war draws to a close,
diplomacy triumphs.*?

We know that this assumption is not correct - war and diplomacy are not opposites but rather can be
thought of as two parts of the one whole. To paraphrase Clausewitz, war is an extension of state policy
(or diplomacy) by other means. But it can pay to think in opposites to brainstorm new ideas or concepts
- one such new idea that is already inspiring much research, is the concept of hybrid war.3*

According to the NATO Review Magazine hybrid war consists of the blending of conventional and un-
conventional warfare, regular and irregular warfare, overt and covert warfare, along with information
warfare and cyber warfare. As noted by Dr. Damien Van Puyvelde, the driver of hybrid warfare is the
aim to “exploit all the dimensions of war to combat the Western superiority in conventional warfare”. It
is most often associated with Russia’s use of military and non-military means short of full-scale conflict
to achieve policy aims.®

Going beyond the already cliche uses of the term ‘hybrid’ in coordination with ‘diplomacy’, a lot
could be learnt from brainstorming what ‘hybrid diplomacy’ looks like as an opposite of ‘hybrid war'.
Could it include ‘proxy diplomats’ much the same as hybrid warfare utilizes proxy forces; decen-
tralized and diverse representation as hybrid warfare utilizes commitment denial; or ‘non-official
representatives’ much the same as hybrid warfare utilizes non-uniformed regular forces? %

The main characteristic of Hybrid Warfare is that the aggressor countries are not apparently directly
involved in the conflict or war, so there are no countries’ attributes: flag, the coat of arms and military
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insignias and symbols, political and diplomatic leaders are always behind the action and environments.
They use proxies, marionette regimes, criminals and opalchenie (rebels, volunteers from different re-
gions of Russia) ruled by proxy leaders and aggressor countries special services (guerilla troops). In the
1990s and beginning of 21st Century, Russian Federation political leaders and diplomats consistently
denied and blamed the international community and international organizations, to deflect and distract
attention from Russia’s engagement in the Georgian war. The Chief of Staff Russian Armed Forces
General Gerasimov states that “the open use of forces is resorted to only at a certain stage, primarily for
the achievement of final success in the conflict.” However, even if aggressor countries’ regular troops
were to invade the territory of a sovereign country, they would always be covered by their political and
diplomatic actions and arguments referencing international law in order to legally justify or legitimize the
actions.®”

When sending troops to Georgia, Russian politicians and diplomats have insisted that these have been
“peacekeeping operations™?® designed to “protect Russian citizens abroad.” It was the interpretation
of the concept of “self-defense” under Article 51 of the United Nations Charter, based on the idea that
citizens abroad are part of a country’s population and thus entitled to protection.*®

Even though Georgia’s politicians and diplomats have used all high international tribunes and chances
to inform about the situation in the country and especially in the occupied regions, unfortunately, no one
takes seriously the Kremlin intent and plan of action—no one took steps to prevent the Russian invasion
of Georgia, and, on August 8, 2008, when all political leaders were in the China Olympic games, Russia
started moving forward and invaded an independent country’s territory.

MILITARY ASPECTS OF HYBRID WARFARE

The Kremlin had a plan (domestic preparation) to attack Georgia’s territory long before the August 2008
war. “It's not a secret that there was a plan. The Russian side was acting exactly within the framework of
this plan,” claimed President Vladimir Putin journalists on August 8 2012, which marked four years since
the beginning of the Five Day War in South Ossetia. Putin said the document was developed by the
Russian General Staff in late 2006-early 2007 and it was approved by him. According to this plan, long
before August 2008, the Kremlin deployed troops from different units of the North Caucasian Military
District (NCMD) to the 58th Army (nearest army to Georgian border) to conduct exercise “Kavkaz-2008”
(an exercise oriented on occupation of Georgia).*® Russian “spetsnas” (Special Forces) trained South
Ossetian militia, criminals and “opalchenie” (volunteers from different regions of Russia). There were
five main indicators that Russia had started preparation for war against Georgia:

1. April-Jun 2008, Russia increased its peacekeeping troops to a maximum level of 3,000 soldiers,
exchanged and modernized peacekeepers’ detachment armor vehicles, equipment, communication
systems and provided them with explosive materials. (The Russo-Georgian conflict clearly showed
to the international players that Russia’s so called peacekeeper role in Georgia’s conflicts was not
as a moderator, but that Moscow was part of the conflict. In reality, the Tskhinvali conflict started as
a separatist conflict backed by Moscow and Russia’s role is a cause of the start and protraction of
the conflict. Many international observers now understand that Russia is engaging widely with the
world and is challenging the international community by escalating small conflicts into large scale
wars not just in the South Caucasus, but in the wider region*');

2. May-Jun 2008, 400 Russian railway troops deployed to Abkhazia to restore a 50-kilometer rail-
way road from Sukhumi (Abkhazia’s capital city) to Ochamchire (a port city in Abkhazia) without
Georgian government permission (for transportation of Russian troops);

3. July 2008, the Abkhazian government closed the Inguri bridge (the main crossing point used by
local Georgians living on either side of the ceasefire line);

4. July 15 the active phase of “Kavkaz-2008” exercise had begun where more than 25,000 Russian
troops were deployed;

5. July-August 2008, evacuation of the South Ossetian population from Tskhinvali to the Russian
Federation.

In the beginning of August 2008, before the Russian regular Army started the movement to the Georgian
border, Russian peacekeepers, South Ossetia militia and opalchenie conducted a series of provocative



and aggressive actions against Georgian peacekeepers, police and the population, and they started
bombing Georgian villages by artillery. Skirmishes continued with a roadside bombing, killing two Geor-
gian peacekeepers, injuring five Georgian policemen near South Ossetia on August 1, and sporadic
but intense firefighting that continued up to August 4. Talks between Russian and Georgian officials on
August 7 failed in their stated aim of laying the ground for high-level peace negotiations but achieved
a ceasefire, which held only until ten in the evening, when there were more shootings around South
Ossetia. Within hours, President Saakashvili ordered Georgian forces to launch a military operation in
South Ossetia. The Russians responded with air attacks on Georgian forces.*? These later extended to
targets outside South Ossetia. The Georgians claimed Russian forces entered South Ossetia before
they moved in on August 7, a claim that Moscow denied. From August 8-9, Russia used all of its potential
against Georgia, even strategic bombers TU-22-m, operational-tactical missiles Tochka-U and Iskander,
and their full Black Sea fleet. The Georgians declared a ceasefire on August 10 and began pulling troops
out of South Ossetia.

Russian troops went on the offensive in South Ossetia and pressed on beyond its boundaries towards
Gori, a town in central Georgia. They also headed south of the Abkhazian-Georgian frontier in the west,
while the Russian Black Sea Fleet set up a maritime cordon blocking access to the Georgian coast in-
cluding the coast of Poti. This operation was planned long before and was conducted by a quick strike.
These facts show how operational-tactical actions contributed to the achievement of Russian strategic
objectives. This also shows how the Kremlin used the military tool in its hybrid warfare against Georgia.
On August 12, Russian President Dimitri Medvedev told his forces to stop fighting. The Georgians had
been forced out of both South Ossetia and the Kodori Valley, the only part of Abkhazia they previously
held.

On August 16, the Russians and Georgians signed a peace agreement, negotiated by French President
Nicolas Sarkozy in his role as European Union president. The agreement stipulated that Georgia and
Russia should withdraw their forces to the positions they held before the war. Russian forces did not fully
withdraw from South Ossetia.** On August 26, Russia formally recognized South Ossetia and Abkhazia
as independent states.

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The Russo-Georgia war and the continuing war in Ukraine give the feeling that Russia can renovate
the “Soviet status quo” and enlarge its power in the region. Western countries need to increase their
efforts in the region, by developing a more robust plan toward the regional countries. Eastern European
countries play a vital role in the existing security environment for western society. The United States and
Europe need to reinforce their efforts, particularly toward Georgia, which apparently remains the last
political stronghold in the region.*® Strong support toward Georgia will be an example to other countries,
seeking close relationships with Western countries. The United States and Europe need to continue
working hard to regain the considerable active sympathy from other regional countries. The South Cau-
casus is part of the Euro-Atlantic security environment. The role of the region is more important than it
has ever been. From a western perspective, the absence of stability in the South Caucasus region can
affect the European security environment.*® Renewal of conflicts can endanger the energy corridor to
Western countries. Prolonged crises can impact the development of regional countries and can lead to
new conflicts. Western society needs a more effective policy toward the region.

The strategic game in Eastern Europe between the great powers can be destructive for the region,
immersed in conflicts and disturbances, and for all of Europe. The United States and Europe need an
overarching approach to balance and neutralize the influence from other regional powers and refresh
their foreign policy toward the South Caucasian countries.*” The key priorities of the new strategy should
include:
1. Strengthening ties with regional countries, encouraging them to continue and initiate political and
other reforms contributing to global security;
2. Because of Russia’s provocative use of hybrid warfare against Georgia and its neighbors, the
European Union and NATO must accelerate the membership of Georgia, Ukraine and Eastern Eu-
ropean countries into NATO and help them to build defense systems in order to prevent Russia’s
continuous creeping occupation;
3. Create a new strategy to deal with the conflicts in Abkhazia, Ossetia, Nagorno-Karabakh, Trans-
nistria, eastern Ukraine, and Crimea;
4. Reinforce energy projects and support to reduce economic and energy risks and dependency on
Russia’s resources. Promote regional economic projects and help to integrate them into the global
economy. Create a special approach and support peace maintaining economic projects in conflict
zones;
5. Encourage progress, promote political and economic reforms maintaining Eastern European
countries’ integration into western society;
6. The United States and European Union should extend bilateral relationships with all regional
countries. Maintain the regional balance and help them establish independent foreign policies;
7. The United States and Europe should refresh their efforts toward conflicts, to decrease the role
of Russia, which opposes western attempts to create peace.

CONCLUSION

Only Western involvement, led by the United States, can guarantee the security of the region. The na-
tions of Eastern Europe and the South Caucasus are depending on Western society and the issue is
time sensitive and should be approached immediately. Each regional country has the potential to con-
tribute to global peace and security.*®

The political and military preparation for this war by Russia goes back before the 1990s, the plan of
Georgia’s occupation was carefully developed and trained by Russian “peacekeepers” and proxy lead-
ers. The Russian aggressors’ actions and behavior indicate that the provocations and hybrid war were
deliberately planned and consistently implemented. The “creeping occupation” takes place even today,
and the Kremlin still continues its influence over Georgia. During twenty-six years of independence
Georgia was facing Russian hybrid warfare, and in this period Georgia lost twenty-seven percent of its
territories, 15,000 of its population were killed, 400,000 became refugees and encountered tremendous
economic damage, which still continues today. The Western countries’ passive positions and inconsis-
tent attitude towards Russia gave an open hand to the Kremlin to plan and execute its aggressive and
flexible schedule of hybrid warfare against Eastern European countries and generally throughout the
region (1990-1994 Georgia, Moldova, Armenia, Azerbaijan; 2004, 2008 Georgia, 2014 Ukraine). Who
is next???

ABSTRACT

Georgia is a small and complex country, however it has favorable geopolitical location. That's why country’s
external policy is the most crucial factor to maintain country’s sovereignty and safety. International welfare support
is of vital importance for Georgia, as our country’s 20% is occupied by Russia, the country with greatest reserves
of resources.

The region security was threatened by many factors, such as the large scale military aggression committed by
Russian federation against Georgia in August 2008, followed by the annexation of Crimean peninsula and occupa-
tion of Donetsk and Luhansk by Russia in 2014, and Russia’s active participation in Syria’s conflict. Furthermore
Russia has occupied territories of Georgia, such as Abkhazia and Tskhinvali region, former South Ossetian Autono-
mous Oblast. All the above-mentioned is worsened by increased militarization, frequent provocations, illegal border
policy, and illegal detention and kidnapping of Georgia’s population.

Under such harsh conditions Georgia is less likely to secure its own interests without any support. So it is of
great importance for Georgia to unite with Euro-Atlantic organizations. NATO integration is most crucial for sover-
eignty and safety of our country. And Georgian armed forces are to play fundamental role in this process.

ABSTRACT

The paperwork — “Security Possibilities of NATO — Georgia” addresses to quite an actual issue. It
overviews Georgia’s Foreign Policy priorities and analyzes various prospective in this way. From this
standpoint, the work underlines the existing trends in Georgian Political spectrum; such as neutrality,
Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) and Euro-Atlantic Integration.

THEORETICAL PERSPECTIVE:

In the field of International Relations different versions of Realism—ranging from Classical to Neo-clas-
sical—have focused on military power as the most significant determinant of military alliance dynamics
among Great Powers.® Neorealist scholars have offered three distinct theories expounding the mo-
tivations of states to engage in multilateral balancing—balance of power, balance-of-threat, and bal-
ance-of-interests theories.™

Paradoxically, none of the above-mentioned theories explains why alliance members would cooperate,
and, critically important, deepen their military cooperation such as, for instance, in military production, in
times of peace and in the absence of a clear and immediate external threat or an objective.

In this study, | will argue that the traditional explanation of material capabilities should be expanded to
incorporate new political economic variables. This will help explain better the nature of power and its im-
pact on particular alliance choices. The proposed study attempts to demonstrate that market imperfec-
tions such as economies of scale, scope, learning-by-doing, and escalating research and development
costs in military production provide an important rationale for the cooperation even in the absence of
external threats.

MARKET IMPERFECTIONS IN MILITARY PRODUCTION:

Several authors have written about scale economies, economies of scope, learning by doing, and other
economic factors influencing military production. Harold Asher showed that the “learning curve” tended
to apply to airframe production ... with unit costs declining in a fairly predictable pattern as production
expanded.”" Malcolm W. Hoag, also demonstrated that prominent production economies of scale apply
with special frequency in military applications. According to Stefan Markowski and et al, scale, scope

Since the end of the
Cold War NATO members have increased collaboration with each other and produced common orders,
which, | will argue, allowed them to take advantage of economic variables. By cooperating NATO mem-
bers used less resources yet generated equal or more power than before. The study will investigate how
these conditions came about and how important they are for NATO endurance.

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ABSTRACT

The Ministries of Defence of Georgia and the Federal Republic of Germany work productively in the format of
a bilateral cooperation plan, which includes expert visits and exchange of experience in the fields of logistics, infra-
structure, civilian education, personnel management, operational planning, military-medical and sergeant training.
According to official data, Germany is the first foreign country after the US in terms of financial assistance provided
to Georgia free of charge.

A new direction for existing cooperation is the active involvement of Georgian military personnel in the various
trainings planned throughout Germany, facilitating the sharing of practical experience compatible with NATO stan-
dards by German instructors. Particularly noteworthy is the participation of the Georgian units in the peacekeeping
missions under subordination of the German contingent in Kosovo and Afghanistan. Georgia seeks to establish
closer ties with the alliance through the development of bilateral relations with leading NATO countries. In this re-
spect, Georgia’s involvement in international peacekeeping missions is a key part of the country’s security strategy
and is a precondition for the long-term goal of joining NATO.

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INTRODUCTION

The first steps of Georgian-German military cooperation were taken during World War I. This rapproche-
ment had a real basis. Georgia needed Germany to defend itself against Turkish aggression and to
guarantee independence, and Germany needed Georgia as a springboard for its eastern policy. The
importance of Georgia was heightened by the fact that the English-oriented Armenia and the Turkish-ori-
ented Azerbaijan opposed the policy of Germany in the Caucasus.

After the Declaration of Independence on May 26, 1918 the first session of Parliament was attended by
Graf von der Schulenburg and Major Kaiser, who welcomed the newly established Republic from the tri-
bune. By declaring Georgia’s independence, Germany has managed to address three important tasks: it
has demonstrated its interests in Georgia, met the political interests of the Georgian nation, maintained
allied relations with Turkey and incorporated its annexationist plans into a certain framework.

At the meeting in Berlin in May 1918 the issue of sending several battalions to Georgia was raised. Col-
onel Baron Friedrich Von Kressenstein was appointed as the Commander of the mission. Kressenstein
was promoted to General before leaving for Georgia. One of the goals of the General’s future activity
was to contain and control the Turkey under the Brest-Litovsk Treaty that was not explicitly stated in the
action plan of the mission. This served to prepare the ground for Germany to fill the political vacuum cre-
ated by Russia’s withdrawal from Georgia and the Transcaucasia. General Kressenstein was supported
by military force. The first German units were formed by General von Lossow by the German prisoners
of war before leaving Georgia. “In order to safeguard the common interests of the allied states”, Poti and
Sokhumi ports along with the Georgian Railway Communications should also be protected by this unit
composed by thousand soldiers. Supreme Command of Germany was angered by the treaty of “truce
and friendship” signed on June 4 in Batumi on the basis of an ultimatum of May 26, which was opposed
to Poti Agreement. This diplomatic counterattack by Turkey was clearly against Germany.

Ludendorff and Hindenburg addressed directly to Enver Pasha on June 8 and 9 to release occupied ter-
ritories other than those designated by Brest Truce. The Turkish-German alliance has cracked. Except
for the political confrontation, there was a small clash between them. On June 19, Graf Schulenburg
notified Berlin from Thbilisi: “Yesterday, Turkish troops opened fire on German troops in the north of Ko-
lageran morning and they responded with fire too.”

On June 8, 1918, the first military unit arrived in Poti, with a total of 1080 soldiers and officers. The Geor-
gians enthusiastically greeted the German battalions. On July 11, a parade of German-Georgian troops
was held. The battalions were followed by a German military mission consisting of von Kressenstein,
von Lossow, Graf Schulenburg, Dr. Denver and Captain Egan-Krieger.

Soon, 1100 troops were added to the German troops stationed in Georgia that accompanied the new
Commander von Holtz. In August, the number of German troops exceeded 5,000. The process of in-
creasing their numbers continued and by mid-September their number was already 19,000. Germany
made a significant contribution to the military organization scheme of the young Republic.

The truce signed in the Forest of Compiégne in November 11, 1918, which led Germany out of the war,
forced them to leave Georgia. At this time the English were coming from Baku. The Georgian troops
besieged the station so that the documentation of the mission would not fall into the hands of the En-
glish. The Germans were sent to Kutaisi by a special train and a farewell banquet was organized by the
Ministry of Military Affairs.

There were too many people in the station along with the government. The Georgians regretfully fare-
welled their benefactors. Their safe journey to Batumi was ensured by a representative of the Parliament
and Government to German mission, a well-known political activist David Vachnadze and an Adjutant of
the Minister of Military Affairs, Major Giorgi Abkhazi. D. Vachnadze later recalled Schulenburg’s words: “|
vividly remember the heroic history of Georgians ... Thank you very much for the attention, your people
showed in those dark days.”" Georgian-German relation was hindered for over 70 years because of the
occupation of Georgia by Soviet Russia.

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GEORGIA IN PEACEKEEPING MISSIONS (KOSOVO, AFGHANISTAN)

After gaining independence, a new phase of cooperation with Germany began. Diplomatic relations
between Georgia and the Federal Republic of Germany were established on April 13, 1992. Germany
was the first state that recognized Georgia’s independence in 1991 and opened an embassy in Thilisi
in 1992.

At this point, the support and assistance that international organizations and donor states provided was
vital. In this respect, Germany’s outstanding caring attitude is priceless, especially with regard to Geor-
gia’s participation in NATO-led international peacekeeping missions.

Georgia has expressed support for the international community in the fight against terrorism by partici-
pating in peace support operations within the coalition forces. Since 1999, within the coalition forces, the
Georgian units have performed many tasks and missions involving a wide range of operations.

Participation in the peacekeeping missions by the Georgian units originates in the Kosovo region.

The operation in the former Yugoslavia is NATO'’s first peacekeeping mission. In January 1999, a Serbi-
an special police unit against the Kosovo Albanians carried out an ethnic cleansing in Racak (which later
became one of the bases of charges brought by the International Tribunal against Milosevic and other
Serbian leaders) but the negotiations still took place.

NATO came out as a mediator and guarantor, represented by Secretary-General Javier Solana. The ne-
gotiation that took place at the summer residence of the French president in Rambouillet, was attended
by the representatives of the United States, Britain and Russia.

During the negotiation process, the position of the Kosovars was gradually softened. They abolished the
claim for independence and agreed to the status of broad autonomy within the Serbian constituency. In
order to ensure the non-renewal of war and to maintain the peace, Kosovo had to be demilitarized and
the peacekeeping forces (KFOR) under the aegis of NATO be deployed there. The text of Agreement of
March 18, 1999 was signed by the US, British and Kosovo Representatives, as for Russians and Serbs,
they refused to sign it? (2, 177-178).

For the implementation of the United Nations Security Council Resolution # 1244, which included: 1)
maintaining stability in the Kosovo region; 2) ensuring a safe environment, order and protection of civil-
ians; 3) assisting international non-governmental organizations in the implementation of humanitarian
tasks; 4) contributing to the development of democratic, multi-ethnic and peaceful Kosovo, the first
Georgian platoon was sent to the village of Mamusha in Kosovo in 1999 under the Turkish contingent,
and another Georgian company (consisting of 144 military servicemen) was sent to Prizren under the
German contingent in 2003.

The deployment of the Georgian company to Prizren was conditioned by an agreement between the
Ministry of Defence of Georgia and the Federal Ministry of Defence of the Federal Republic of Germa-
ny on “Cooperation and Support within the International Security Assistance Force” (KFOR) in Kosovo
signed in Berlin on 4 February 2003, that aimed to determine the conditions for the involvement of the
Georgian Armed Forces in the German military contingent and to establish specific details of the parties’
cooperation .

The tasks of the Georgian units included patrolling, communicating with the local population, military-ci-
vilian cooperation, safeguarding military bases and ensuring interaction with NATO forces. The Geor-
gian units completed the international peacekeeping mission in Kosovo in April 2008.

On December 20, 2001, the UN Security Council adopted Resolution # 1386 that envisaged the deploy-
ment of the International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) in Kabul and its surroundings to enable the
Afghan government and United Nations personnel to operate in a safe environment.

The process of rebuilding the Afghan state began in 2004 - a new constitution was adopted, a presi-
dential election was held that ended with Hamid Karzai’s victory. With the help of the USA and NATO
member countries, the formation of the Afghan army and security forces began. Most of the Taliban
armed forces have fled to Pakistan.

On September 23, 2004, the Ministry of Defence of Georgia and the Federal Republic of Germany
signed an agreement on “Cooperation and Support within the International Security Assistance Force in
Afghanistan”. The given agreement set out the terms and details of cooperation between the two parties,
which included an infantry platoon of the Georgian Armed Forces to be attached to German contingent
in support while accomplishing the ISAF VI peacekeeping mission in Afghanistan.

In accordance with the agreement, the Georgian military contingent (infantry platoon) was operating
under the command of ISAF VI commander of the German military contingent as a security and defence
platoon. The Georgian military contingent delegated the authority of the tactical command to the com-
mander of the German military contingent, and was subordinate to the Georgian Ministry of Defence at
the national level. Kabul was defined as the area of operation of the Georgian peacekeeping contingent.
By virtue of Article 5 of the Agreement, only those persons who had accomplished training in NATO
training institutions, especially those who had received primary (basic) military and special education
with the assistance of the German side, would be appointed to the senior position of military personnel.
They were selected in agreement with the German Defence Attaché in Thilisi. The selected contingent
was taking preparatory training in Germany. In 2014, the Georgian peacekeeping contingent finished
participation in the ISAF operation.”

Cooperation between the countries has been particularly strengthened since Georgia joined NATO's
Resolute Support Mission (RSM) in 2015.

The infantry company of Defence Forces of Georgia and its supporting elements are participating in an
international mission in the TAAC North with the German contingent deployed in Mazar-i-Sharif that is
responsible for the northern Afghanistan. Georgian Forces are used as Quick Reaction Forces or to ac-
complish instructor and adviser protection tasks in accordance with appropriate operating procedures.
Georgian Quick Reaction Forces can be deployed throughout the TAAC North area of responsibility. The
area of deployment of the company commander and commander of the Georgian forces is Base Camp
Marmal (Mazar-i-Sharif). According to the agreement, supporting elements of the Georgian company re-
main under the command of the Georgian National Command and coordinate logistical aspects with the
authorities of the German side, while at the national level the Georgian contingent continues reporting
to the Ministry of Defence of Georgia.

The Georgian contingent includes one infantry company consisting of three platoons, one company
headquarters and service elements. The total number of these forces is 140 people. The company com-
mander is the staff officer (Major or Lieutenant Colonel).

Before the deployment in Afghanistan Georgian contingent is involved in one-month mission-oriented
training in Germany, Hohenfeld. The Georgian peacekeepers will continue to participate in NATO’s Res-
olute Support Mission on a rotating basis until the mission ends. In November 2016, Georgian fighters
made great contribution to repel the Taliban attack on the German consulate in Mazar-i-Sharif. German
Foreign Minister Frank-Walter Steinmeier then thanked Georgian soldiers.*

On May 26-30, 2017, within the framework of NATO Parliamentary Assembly in Thilisi, the Head of
the Delegation of the German Parliament, Deputy Chairman of the Defense Committee of the German
Parliament, Karl Lamers assessed the importance of the NATO Parliamentary Assembly and bilateral
relations between Georgia and Germany: “Holding the NATO Parliamentary Assembly in Georgia is of
paramount importance. We received an invitation from Georgia in 2014, and we agreed with great plea-
sure as Georgia is an important partner for NATO and its Parliamentary Assembly.

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NATO has a very close relationship with Georgia. Georgia is the largest contributor of military forces in
Afghanistan among non-member states, and we are connected by the partnership of enhanced capa-
bilities. Bilateral relations between Georgia and Germany were definitely positive. That is why we are
pleased to be here to demonstrate our strong message that Germany supports Georgia on its path to
Euro-Atlantic integration. SNGP measures have also been developed with the support of Germany.
We are mutually supportive of one another and | can say that everything is developing well,” said Karl
Lamers.

Particular attention should be paid to the cooperation between the Ministries of Defines of Georgia and
Germany in the field of radiation, chemical, biological and nuclear defence, which was established in
2014. With the material and technical as well as practical support of the German side, the Georgian
CBRN company was established, technically equipped and manned in the Georgian Defense Forces.
German experts have developed a special program for the company, which is successfully functioning.
The practical support of the Federal Republic of Germany in implementing the substantial NATO-Geor-
gia package is noteworthy. Germany is the leader of the Defence Institution School Project (DIBS) and
the head of the NATO Core Team. Accordingly, two representatives within the SNGP and one political
officer at the NATO Liaison Office are permanently dispatched in Georgia. Germany’s financial contribu-
tion to the development of the Defence Institution Building School (EUR 821 295) and the NATO Joint
Training and Evaluation Centre (202 198) is also worth mentioning.

Cooperation in military education is also noteworthy. The Georgian soldiers attend courses of various
levels and content offered annually by the Bundeswehr. Within the framework of military education,
many Georgian military servicemen have completed relevant courses in the Federal Republic of Ger-
many.

Particular emphasis should be placed on the importance of high-level visits. On the occasion of the
100th anniversary of the proclamation of the First Republic of Georgia on 26 May last year, Parliamen-
tary Secretary of the Bundeswehr, Mr. Peter Tauber, and the senior representative of the German Armed
Forces, Brigadier General Stefan Galen, paid an official visit to Georgia. On May 30-31 of the same year,
Chief of the German Armed Forces, General Eberhard Zorn, paid his first official visit to Georgia.

Conclusion

Georgia-Germany military cooperation has a solid foundation but the modern level of communication in
this respect far outstrips its potential. Deepening the activities in this area is a priority for Georgia and,
most importantly, it is strategically important and desirable to make these activities regular.

The progress and dynamics of military cooperation between the two countries must be non-reversible,
which will not only bring Georgia-Germany bilateral partnership to a new level, but will also provide an
additional impetus to Georgia’s prospect of joining NATO.

BUCHAREST SUMMIT AND ITS IMPACT ON

ABSTRACT

The main goal of this research paper is to determine what impact the 2008 Bucharest Summit has
had, Communiqué adopted by the North Atlantic Alliance it states that Georgia and Ukraine will become
members of the alliance in the wake of Russia’s military aggression in Georgia.

The purpose of the article is to show that one of the reasons for the start of the August war was the
Bucharest Summit, where the allies agreed that Georgia would become a NATO member state. Rus-
sia invaded Georgia in 2008 to prevent Georgia from becoming a member of the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization. The sole purpose of the Russian military aggression on the territory of Georgia and the
recognition of the independence of the breakaway regions was, in particular, changing the course of
Georgia’s pro-Western foreign policy, in order not to lose influence on the former post-Soviet republic
and consequently on the whole of the South Caucasus region.

We became Europeans then, when we got Christianity and to
became part of Hellenistic world and share of Roman and Greek Civilization. Georgia is giver of share
in the European creative works. It is very important to designate Georgian emigrant professor merits
in the development and forming of European Union. Muskhelishvili was the first Georgian European
who preached about the idea of Creating European Union in his way and erasing frontiers among Eu-
ropean countries. He formed the European Center of scientific research and study in Strasburg named
,,Muskheli” center ( where it is operating with the name) which researched European integration issues.
After the War he raised the idea of uniting Europe and its federation and protected it. To his opinion,
European federalism is not only surviving necessity for European people but also a guarantee of peace
and for general flourishing in Europe, freedom and integrity of human race...,, he wrote in his work,,
The structure of Europe’s federalism”.

Till Jean Monnet became founder of EU, for this time M. Muskhelishvili had publish many publi-
cations about European confederation and they found many scientific Center of EU for EU. While Robert
Schuman and Jean Monnet talked about the idea of uniting Europe, M. Muskhelishvili were publishing
articles on the same subject in the leading newspapers and magazines and actively participated in the
processes of creating the European Union.

In Strasburg in August of 1950, Michel Mouskheli with him students and supporter of European
Union was demolished France-German frontier infrastructure and he hoisted common European flag.
He said that we had light a fire, the big one fire should be kindling in Strasburg now that European Heart
will be relight.

M. Muskhelishvili talked also about European common market creating and European common
educational system creating and harmonization which it meant bologna process today. We hardly can
say that bologna process ideology is on the base of M. Muskhelishvili’s law conceptions. The aim is
getting close to European countries educational system and harmonization, and creating of European
common educational system for high education

Georgia got EU visa liberalization in 2 February of 2017 (VLAP-Visa Liberalisation Action Plan).
It was result of success reforms which it was realized by Georgian Democratic Government and we
hope that it will be the beginning of integration process of Georgia to European Union.

At the present time Visa liberalization represents Michel Mouskheli’s four main conception for
the creating of European Union, which he fought for it. The conception meant at that time, European
Countries Union (EU, Confederation), Creating of European common market, Demolish border between
European countries and creating of European common educational system and harmonization. Georgia
already participated in last two conception and another conceptions are also main provoke for Georgia
too. We hope that Georgia will connect with success follow up reforms to European common market and
finally Georgia will return own in European family.

Also, thus, it can be said that at the initial point of European Integration were standing the First in
the world famous Georgian emigrant scientists M. Muskhelishvili, who are widely credited with forming
and developing the European Union.

ABSTRACT

The paper presents the research on the European Union (EU) support to non-member countries’
institutional development through the external governance control mechanisms. The effectiveness and
importance of the domestic structural model, which stands out as a leading mechanism of the external
governance are demonstrated. The rationalistic and constructivist theoretical approaches in terms of EU
enlargement are overwiewed. For theoretical complimentarity is utilized Ganzle theory of the external
governance policy of the EU enlargement. The work investigates institutional changes in non-member
countries made in accoerdance with the institutional policy of the external governance of the EU that
proceed unequally in the different policy making domestic structures. The paper depicts deeply the
institutional development/transformation of the concrete institutions (domestic structures) in Georgia to
show that the comparison demonstrates that the EU’s enlargement policy prospects are determined by
the EU’s specific attitudes towards individual aspirant countries (difference in enlargement strategies for
each).

INTRODUCTION

Several periods can be distinguished in the modern history of migration flows to Europe. First the be-
ginning of the twentieth century, after the First World War, however the influx of Muslim immigrants was
very small. The second flow can be consideren the period of after Second World War, as a result of
post-colonial development. Since many European countries urgently needed cheap labor to restore the
post-war economy, their governments stimulated the influx of foreign workers from countries.

The next period began in the late 80s. A new stream poured into Europe, due to several reasons and
acted in a quite new way, turning migration into the central social problem of our time. The above men-
tioned facts and the demographic factor - the decline in fertility of Europe; and economic, a new TNC
strategy related to the transition to the neoliberal policy of monetarism; and geopolitical - the collapse of
the socialist bloc and the USSR with the corresponding political and economic consequences. (L'Har-
mattan, 2004)

Europe is currently home to an extremely diverse landscape of political Islamic1 movements. This di-
versity is even greater than in most Muslim countries, where ideological Islamic expression is often
limited by the official ideology of the state. In Europe, these movements are often mobilized in defense
of European Muslim interests; they work for the recognition of Islam or as its spokesperson in dealing
with European states or with the majority of Muslims who are not concerned with political Islam. These
movements have been present in Europe for a long while now (between 20 and 40 years for most of
them) but their daily realities are still not well known to European policy-makers, neither at the European,
national nor local level.

STATISTICS OF MIGRANT SINCE 2017

In 2017, a total of 4.4 million people immigrated to one of the EU-28 Member States, while at least 3.1
million emigrants were reported to have left an EU Member State. However, these total figures do not
represent the migration flows to/from the EU as a whole, since they also include flows between differ-
ent EU Member States. Among these 4.4 million immigrants during 2017, there were an estimated 2.0
million citizens of non-EU countries, 1.3 million people with citizenship of a different EU Member State
from the one to which they immigrated, around 1.0 million people who migrated to an EU Member State
of which they had the citizenship (for example, returning nationals or nationals born abroad), and some
11 thousand stateless people. (Condrad Hacket, 2017)

Relative to the size of the resident population, Malta recorded the highest rates of immigration in 2017
(46 immigrants per 1 000 persons), followed by Luxembourg (41 immigrants per 1 000 persons). For
emigration, the highest rates in 2017 were reported for Luxembourg (23 emigrants per 1 000 persons),
Cyprus (18 emigrants per 1 000 persons), Lithuania (17 emigrants per 1 000 persons), and Malta (15
emigrants per 1 000 persons). (Migration and Migrant Population Statistics, 2019)

Now about the situation about 2018, by 1 January 2018 it was the following: the number of people resid-
ing in an EU Member State with citizenship of a non-member country was 22.3 million, representing 4.4
% of the EU-28 population. Here, we have to highlight that, foreign citizens are younger than nationals.
An analysis of the age structure of the population shows that, for the EU-28 as a whole, the foreign pop-
ulation was younger than the national population. The distribution by age of foreigners shows, compared
with nationals, a greater proportion of relatively young working age adults. On 1 January 2018, the me-
dian age of the national population in the EU-28 was 44 years, while the median age of non-nationals
living in the EU was 36 years. (ibid)

It is worth to notice that participating in the construction of a common European space, EU Member
States; besides the development of their state migration policy also have a great impact on the develop-
ment of community migration policy standards. It is obvious that EU countries have different migration
policy experiences. They are still independent players in the field.

DEMOGRAPHIC THREATS OF EUROPE

The intensive process of transforming migrants issues into an important factor in the economic devel-
opment of European countries. And it must be emphasized that the demographic situation has become
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one of the main reasons. For 200 years, the birth rate in Europe has been slowly and steadily declining,
and in the past 20 years the region has stopped reproducing its population, moving to an active “demo-
graphic retreat”. (Utkin A. 2003)

Demographers assess this process as a pronounced state of the demographic crisis, manifested in a
widespread decline in the number of indigenous populations and state-forming nations. According to
UN statistics, 494 million people aged 15 to 65 lived in Europe in 2000, and by 2050 the number will be
reduced to 365 million.

This crisis has a stable reason. The life span of 15 European countries at the beginning of the 21st
century amounted to 14-15 children per 10 women, which is one third lower than the sufficiency thresh-
old. All European countries belong to the group of countries with a low level of fecundity, in which the
average value of the coefficient of total fecundity is 20% less than the norm, and taking into account the
decreasing number of births, it is 30—40%. ( Chetvernikova O, 2005)

The fertility of migrants moving here exceeds the fecundity of Europeans by two to three times, so that
their number in Europe will double in 20-30 years, which will exacerbate ethno-demographic problems.
In addition to the number of Muslim migrants, the number of Europeans who accept Islam is growing:
there are already hundreds of thousands of them. There are even extreme forecasts of Western ana-
lysts, according to which the adoption of Islam by Europeans under the influence of migration processes
in 50 years can make Europe the main center of the Islamic religion. Very characteristic in this regard is
the situation in the UK. If in 1981 the number of Muslims (immigrants from Pakistan, India and Bangla-
desh) was estimated at 750 thousand here, now there are about 3 million, and the number of births in the
UK itself is at least 50% of this number. According to forecasts, by 2050 there will be no “ethnic majority”
in Britain; it will be washed away by interethnic marriages and the import of foreign labor. (Mikheyev B,
2002)

DUAL CONSCIOUSNESS

It is with the new generation that the evolution of the behavior of European Muslim communities is
associated. The consciousness of young Muslims is duality. On the one hand, they are more affected
by European culture; speak the language of the country of residence perfectly. But, on the other hand,
their religiosity is manifested in a stricter faith, understood as a return to the original purity of Islam and
sometimes taking the form of a fanatical belief. An interesting situation is emerging: young people feel
at home in Europe and strive to openly occupy the European intellectual and social space, but precisely
to be reckoned with as Muslims and to be able to remain faithful to deep Islamic values. The essence
of this is expressed by the formula: “live your faiths precisely in Europe.” With more active participation
in all areas of European society, Muslims are becoming more and more established as carriers of other
religious and cultural values. Their mood was well conveyed by one of the educated French Muslim
activists: “Today | affirm my difference, which is my identity here in France, and | want to be respected
precisely as a Muslim”. (Lathion S, 2002)

CHARACTERISTICS OF MIGRATION FLOWS

The official number of migrants is usually recorded during passport control by the Border Police. Count-
ing the number of illegal migrants is a serious problem - a migrant entering the country without a pass-
port or visa means he or she is trying to enter the country without going through border control, because
he fears that he will be arrested and sent back. The number of such migrants is known only when
they are detained after their entrance, later while their living in the country. The registration of irregular
migration flows can determine the realistic trend of migration. The more effective is the boarder control
system, the greater the chance is to detain and register illegal migrants. In this regard, the systematic
search and rescue project Mare Nostrum was launched by Italian government in October 2013, which
helped to clarify the migration statistics. Mare Nostrum was launched in response to two mass drowning
off the Italian coast that cost around 600 lives. It was a dramatic reversal of the Italian’s government’s
previous policy that blocked immigrants at sea and often forced them to return to North Africa. After a
year in which the Italian government plucked more than 100,000 shipwrecked refugees, it was scrapped
and replaced by a new project, operation Triton, which is manned and managed by Frontex, the Euro-
pean Union’s external border protection agency. Triton costs less than a third of Mare Nostrum, but its



boats only patrol an area within 30 miles of the Italian shore and does not launch pro-active search and
rescue operations in the Mediterranean. (Freeman Colin, 2015)

Despite the fact that the first generations were still linked to their countries of origin, there was nonethe-
less a profound Europeanization of Islam already taking place, largely due to the younger generations
born and educated in Europe. Although they were practicing Muslims and came from a Muslim culture,
members of this new generation severed their identification of Islam with their parents’ country of origin,
and increasingly thought of themselves as French, British, German or Belgian. This re-conceptualiza-
tion of Islam coincided with the emergence of claims to equality of treatment with their fellow citizens of
European origin.

SUFFERING FROM HUMAN DISCRIMINATION

Policies aimed at supporting increased economic, social and political participation of Muslims in Europe
take place against a backdrop of growing prejudice and discrimination directed towards Muslims. Some
of the prejudice that Muslims face are part of a “generic anti-immigrant” prejudice, which is directed at
European postwar non-western immigrants. At the same time there is evidence that they also face a
“specific anti-Muslim” prejudice which “has developed as a result of stereotype generating processes
in the last couple of decades”. (Strabac Zan, Listung Ola, 2008) Analysis of the 1999—2000 European
Values Study suggests that, even prior to 11 September 2001; levels of anti Muslim prejudice across
Europe were higher than anti-immigrant prejudice. (Strabac & Listung, 2014) The analysis finds that this
prejudice is not related to poverty but does decrease with increased levels of education. (ibid) While
the level of prejudice directed towards Muslims is greater than that directed at immigrants, the analysis
of the European Values Study finds that it is the same type of prejudice as that directed towards im-
migrants. This means that policies aimed at addressing racial and ethnic prejudice should also lead to
lower levels of anti-Muslim prejudice.

Discrimination Effective action in addressing discrimination was identified in the Tampere Council Con-
clusions as the second element of an effective integration policy. Article 13 of the EC Treaty (now article
19 TFEU), as introduced by the Treaty of Amsterdam, provides a legal basis for the Council to take ap-
propriate action to combat discrimination on “sex, racial or ethnic origin, religion or belief, disability, age
or sexual orientation”. (Open Society Institute, 2010) In 2000 the EU adopted two Directives on discrimi-
nation. The Directives recognize that discrimination undermines the achievement of the objectives of the
EC Treaty, including the attainment of economic and social cohesion and solidarity. (Council Directive
2000) The first Directive prohibits discrimination on the grounds of race or ethnic origin in employment,
education, housing, social protection, and access to goods and services. (ibid) The Directive, however,
does not cover discrimination on the grounds of nationality. Furthermore, conditions relating to the entry
and residence of TCNs are outside its scope. Racial discrimination is said to undermine the Union’s goal
of creating “an area of freedom, security and justice” and “to ensure the development of democratic and
tolerant societies which allow the participation of all persons irrespective of racial or ethnic origin”.

The second Directive covers discrimination on the grounds of “religion and belief, disability, age or sexu-
al orientation”, but is limited in scope to covering discrimination in employment. (the Employment Direc-
tive 2000) The Council proposed a new Directive on implementing the principle of equal treatment be-
tween persons, irrespective of religion or belief, disability, age or sexual orientation in 200. (Proposal for
a Council Directive 2008) If adopted, this would extend the protection from discrimination on the grounds
of religion and belief, to social protection (including social security and health care), social advantages,
education, as well as access to and supply of goods and services, such as housing and transport.

The Charter of Fundamental Rights was first proclaimed in 2000. While the Charter exists separately
from the EU treaties, the Lisbon Treaty amends article 6 TEU, and provides that the Charter has the
same legal value as the other EU treaties. The Charter contains 54 articles grouped into seven chapters:
dignity, freedoms, equality, solidarity, citizens’ rights, justice and general provisions. With the exception
of chapter five (citizens’ rights), the Charter applies to all individuals in the EU irrespective of nationality.
The rights in the Charter apply to both the actions of the European institutions and to Member States
when they are acting to give effect to EC law. The Charter does not extend the competences of the EU
but instead provides a framework to protect individual rights within the Union and its Member States in
those areas where the EU has competence. Of particular relevance in the context of social inclusion
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and integration of Muslims is the Charter’s prohibition of discrimination, including discrimination on the
grounds of religion and race (article 21). Furthermore, article 10 recognizes the right to “freedom of
thought, conscience and religion”, which includes the right “to manifest religion or belief, in worship,
teaching, practice and observance”. This is further reinforced by article 22, which places an obligation on
the Union to “respect cultural, religious and linguistic diversity”. However, article 53 allows for restrictions
on the exercise of rights and freedoms in the Charter, where a restriction is “necessary and genuinely
meet[s] objectives of general interest recognized by the Union or the need to protect the rights and free-
doms of others”. (Open Society Institute, 2010)

When Germany opened its borders to a large number of refugees and accepted these people, the right
wing protested it and demanded from Germany to protect the country from Islamization. For example,
Frauke Petry, one of the leaders of the party from 2015 to 2017, explained in a 2016 interview with Ger-
man newspaper Der Spiegel that “The immigration of so many Muslims will change our culture,” and
insisted that such a significant cultural change “must be the product of a democratic decision supported
by a broad maijority.” We can say that dues to such kind of speeches caused the anti-refugee sentiment
and in the country increased the number of attacks on migrant shelters and anti-migrant propaganda
spread throughout the country. (BBC, 2015a; BBC 2016b; BBC, 2016c¢; Hill, 2016)

EU-MIDIS 1l shows that over one quarter (27 %) of Muslim respondents experienced harassment be-
cause of their ethnic or immigrant background in the 12 months preceding the survey, with another 2 %
having been physically assaulted on this basis in that period. Some Muslim respondents (1 %) experi-
enced physical assault by a police officer because of their ethnic or immigrant background during the 12
months preceding the survey (2 % did so in the preceding five years). Key findings and FRA opinions
Generational differences can be observed. About one fifth (22 %) of first-generation respondents say
they experienced harassment motivated by hatred, compared to more than one third (36 %) of sec-
ond-generation Muslim respondents. (European Union Agency for Fundamental Rights, 2017) These
incidents of intolerance and violence have demonstrated Germany’s radicalization and anti-refugee
sentiment. Afterwards, in order not to violate the situation, some politicians called for changes in refugee

policy.
CONCLUSION

The volume of the issue is that, first of all we deal with the two difficult aspects such as politics and reli-
gion and their directions and approaches, and then with their cooperation and influence on each other.
The second is coming Islam itself as a religious system with its doctrinal theology, worship system, legal
structure, characteristics and etc. Islam is closely connected with ideological world-view which is its
component part. The actuality and main point of the Islam is that, it deals with the various aspects such
as ethnical, national, economical, institutional, physiological and as well as with everyday life.

However, with all this attention the mentioned issues that are of fundamental importance usually remain
in the shade or are simply circumvented. As a rule, each of the aspects of this problem is considered
separately, and more often attention is concentrated on the consequences of the phenomenon, and not
on its causes. If one talks about reasons, then some objective conditionality always hides in the fore-
ground, hiding a real, well-thought-out strategy. Our task in this case is to consider the assertion of the
Islamic world in Europe and try to understand the characteristic of this process, and what directly deter-
mines the policy of the ruling European elite in this matter and to what extent it meets the real interests
of the European peoples themselves. But we have to remember that all the religions ask for tolerance
and patience and Islam is not an exception. Despite the numerous refugees and asylum seekers Europe
has to have more tolerant approach and be more patient toward them because these people were made
to be refugees by the certain political actors and if Europe fails in birth rate and demograpy it is not their
fault as well.

ABSTRACT

In 1989, the world was informed of the end of the Cold War, but Russia remains the evil empire.
The “creeping” occupation, kidnapping, torture and killing of people are the challenges, of which pres-
ent-day Russia is the author. The NATO membership criteria, which limit the accession of countries with
territorial integrity problems, work for the benefit of Moscow. NATO is seeking to address this problem.
It should be borne in mind that the restoration of territorial integrity is connected not to war, but rather to
the political and economic revival. Military security guarantees for this peaceful process are linked to the
NATO. Georgia alone will not be able to solve problems relating to Russia, just as the Western European
states were unable to do so after the Second World War. That is why it is extremely important to provide
a more insightful look into the history of the establishment of NATO.

The history of the establishment of NATO is associated with the following topics: George Kennan'’s
telegram (February 22, 1946); Winston Churchill’'s speech at Westminster College in Fulton (March 5,
1946); the first Iranian Crisis (March 4-5, 1946); the establishment of the communist regime in Poland
through elections (January 19, 1947); signing the Franco-British Union and Mutual Assistance Treaty in
Dunkirk (March 4, 1947); the Harry Truman Doctrine (March 12, 1947); the George Marshall Plan (June
5, 1947); the establishment of Cominform in Szklarska-Poreba (September 22, 1947); Ernest Bevin’s
Memorandum (January 8, 1948); the coup in Czechoslovakia (February 20-25, 1948); the Brussels
Treaty (March 17, 1948); Truman’s Speech at the United States Congress (March 17, 1948); the Mar-
shall Plan enactment (April 3, 1948); the secret hearings at the Pentagon and a secret document drafted
by Hickerson-Achilles (March 22-April 1, 1948); the defeat of the Communists at the Italian Parliamenta-
ry Elections (18 April 1948); Arthur Vanderberg’s Resolution (June 11, 1948); the Berlin Blockade (June
21, 1948 - May 11, 1949); Washington Conference and signing the North Atlantic Treaty (April 4, 1949).

Analyzing the history of the establishment of NATO’, it becomes clear that Russia’s aggressive ac-
tions cannot be stopped without political and military consolidation. This issue is as relevant today as it
was after the end of the Second World War.
