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“I have quite a special connection to Vakhtang Chabukiani in many ways because my
teacher was Sulamith Messerer from the Bolshoi Theatre who knew him very well, and also
when I was a young dancer many years ago, one of my closest friends was Natalia
Dudinskaya, who was Chabukiani’s partner. They were the ladies who always pointed to
Chabukiani to give an example to me.

at such a high international level is truly extraordinary, it is a major achievement. The

The 100 years anniversary of Vakhtang
Chabukiani’s birth became the main ballet event
of the 2010. Centenary of genius of dance and
choreography was due in February, although the
celebrations had to be postponed because of the
State Ballet of Georgia’s month-long tour of
Japan. Still, the date was marked throughout the
year, with the UNESCO marking it as one of the
internationally celebrated anniversaries. His art
was applauded again at the gala concert on
October 24 at the Thilisi Concert Hall. Chabukiani
being a phenomenon was underlined by the star
line-up on stage and the presence of famous
foreign guests in audience. His choreography was
revived (following Laurencia in 2007) with the adagio
(Nino Gogua, Vasil Akhmeteli) reconstructed
from the first Georgian ballet The Heart of the
Mountains. 'The popular number of the production
— the one Chabukiani used to perform on his
anniversary — was reconstructed as well. The
Khorumi was performed this time by the ballet
company and the Rustavi State Ensemble (with
the company’s Vasil Akhmeteli as soloist). The
feeling of insufficiency left after the Don Quixote
performance by the young Bolshoi duo Anastasia
Stashkevich and Vyacheslav Lopatin was entirely
erased by their great Diane and Acteon pas de
deux on the gala evening, You could notice Russian
ballet school traditions, with Lopatin’s performance
being especially strong with solid technical ability,
soft and high jump. Many performers of the
night were chosen by their Georgian ancestry and
significant place in the ballet world. Elena
Glurdjidze, principal of the English National Ballet,
was scen for the first time by the Georglan
audience, and received a deserved applause. Her
Manon adagio with the ENB principal and her
partner Arionel Vargas was a dance full of sincerity
and love, while the Tthaikovsky pas de deus
(choreography by Balanchine) underlined their
technical ability. David Makhateli (the Covent
Garden) chose Petipa’s classical pas de deux from
Swan Lake for the gala, and invited Tamara Rojo
- principal of the Covent Garden — for partnership.
Rojo 1s an internationally acclaimed dancer with
her greatly refined and classical manners, although
didn’t make great impression on the public used
to virtuoso and emotional performances. The
Georgian prima — and Chabukiani’s pupil - Irma
Nioradze for some reason chose to present a number
staged by somewhat less known choreographer
Polubentsev on Piazzola’s Tango. I believe there
are more effective numbers in her repertory that

would have presented her abilities far better.

Neither the choreographic text of the work, nor
its costumes and the visual projection on the
background made any impression of originality.
Igor Zclensky, another pupil of Chabukiani and
the person holding significant place in ballet
world, nowadays leads the Novosibirsk ballet. It was
not surprising at all that he accepted to perform
the pas d’action from La Bayadere — the male
variations of this ballet, as well as in many other
classical productions, were staged by Chabukiani.
They are now performed on international stages,
while the fact that they are Chabukianis creations
is almost not known. To be honest, making this
fact widely known could have been the primary
aim of the gala. The anniversary has already
drawn reactions from reviewers of the several
significant international ballet editions. They were
left impressed by the footage of Chabukiani’s
dancing presented at the gala night. The footage
shows him in his forties, although his dancing is

as virtuoso and energetic as ever.

The artistic director Nina Ananiashvili’s interna-
tional contacts were apparent again in this gala
program — Angel Corella, her partner during
Ananiashvili’s time at the American Ballet
Theatre, and now also the artistic director at the
Corella Ballet of Spain — came to Tbilist with her
sister Carmen. Neither of his gala numbers are
of classical ballet type, although undeniably
effective and aimed at the public’s emotion. Corella
acted on stage, presented unforgettable celebration,
smiled to the spectators and invited them to share
the occasion with him. And they were certainly
captured by it, not wanting to let him leave the
stage. It 1s difficult to sce the abilities of this
virtuoso performer in frame of a single concert.
Corella should be seen in classical works — the
opportunity that fell to the State Ballet of Georgia
during their tour of Japan in 2007, where he
partnered Lali Kandelaki in Don Quixote. The
footage of the performance is available on

YouTube, counting numerous viewers.

Another couple can be distinguished from the
gala program — soloists of the Stanislavsky and
Nemirovich-Danchenko Moscow Musical Theatre
Natalia Somova and Semyon Chudin went for the
adagio from Jiri Kylian’s masterpiece Pezite Mort —

staged on the Piano Concerto N.21 by Mozart.



The adagio — both by its choreography and

performance — proved to be one of the special

parts of the gala.

Nina Ananiashvili’s appearance in the night would
probably have been already enough for her Dying
Swan, featuring soft and graceful movements of
the Prima once more, although she also presented
an original number for the gala, characteristic to
her. Two years ago she went for the same type
of surprise performance during her farewell ABT
showing, performing the Waltz Masquerade staged
by Alexei Ratmansky on Aram Khachaturian’s
piece, with four partners, to mark the end of her
16-year career at the Met. This time an idea came
to her from one photograph and a story told by
the Russian ballerina Marina Semyonova. It is
known that at the beginning of his career
Chabukiani staged the Lekur: for his partner
Tatiana Vecheslova, and there is a single picture

of her in Chokha and hat for the dance.

Semyonova was also familiar with the piece,
having performed it herself. Ananiashvili recalled
the story and created this gala piece, on well-known
score from Viktor Dolidze’s Keto and Kote, with
Gia Marghania in three days. Her appearance on
stage in folded white Chokha and with a hat of
fur and Asian boot design attached to her pointes

drew continued ovation from the crowd.

The evening featured the Georgian ballet as well.
Lali Kandelaki - the Prima of the State Ballet of
Georgia and one of the best Laurencias among
the many performers of the role — presented
Chabukiani’s complex variations and great
partnership to Igor Zelensky; Nino Gogua
performed alongside Vasil Akhmeteli in The Heart
of the Mountains, while the latter also presented the
solo of Khorumi; and the young corps, who we
hope to see perform better, although who also
were the true hosts of these anniversary days.
They are dancers of the Thilist Opera and Ballet
Theatre Ballet Company — the dancers created
by Chabukiani and the theatre from which he
was ousted with ridiculous motives. It has
become familiar in Georgia to credit people post

mortem.

appeared in the Khorumi from Chabukiani’s

The Heart of the Mountains while the State
Ballet of Georgia’s dancers — Nino Gogua, Vasil
Akhmeteli and Lali Kandelaki — performed. The
highlight was artistic director Nina Ananiashvilis
The Dying Swan and her solo Lekuri, a spirited
Georgian dance usually danced by a man. The gala
also showed several breath-taking (quite literally)
film extracts of the spinning, leaping, pirouctting
Chabukiani, and his equally powerful acting skills.
It cannot be said that those same mesmerising
powers he imparted were greatly in evidence in
the performances of the international guest artists
—but Angel Corella came closest with his speedy
turns and footwork while the two English National
Ballet dancers produced romantic fervour in their

Manon pas de deux.

It was Chabukiani whose legacy set the seal on
bravura male dancing, turning him into a powerful
force in the ballet world. Yet how well known is
he to young dancers of today, and what can they
still learn from him? (Youlube abounds with
numerous clips of his incredible dancing, and though
old, the films still show the energy, total commitment

and enthusiasm he throws into his performances.)

In 1941 when World War IT was raging in Russia,
Chabukiani returned to Georgia, which some
thought misguided. He himself claimed to have
moved because of his patriotism. He became
soloist, teacher, chorecographer and artistic director
of the Z. Paliashvili Theatre of Opera and Ballet,
where he remained until 1973, and was also ballet
master and director of the Choreographic School.
Both jobs ended simultancously when a whiff of
scandal spread. However, he danced some of his
greatest roles during this time, notably Othello,
which he staged in 1957 and which has been
captured on film. Though dismissed as director,
he continued to teach students — despite having
great pain in his legs and feet (he had to sitin a
chair and demonstrate everything from there).
He was spied on, assaulted on the street, wrongly
accused of starting a fire at the opera house, and
ended his days alone and with few possessions —
a far cry from the days when trucks had to be
ordered to carry all the flowers his admirers had
brought to the theatre. He is buried at the hillside
Mtatsminda Pantheon of Writers and Public Figures

that looks down onto central Tbilisi.

Chabukiani was a genius, a man absolutely
dedicated to his art. He continually developed
his phenomenal virtuosity throughout his long
life, and his example has led to the technically
daring, intensely romantic, and totally masculine

performers we see on stages across the world today.
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Georgia celebrates

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He has been called a dance phenomenon! Fired by the holy flame of the dance
throughout his life. Passionate, animated, m: and virtuoso! Unesco placed his

centenary on its calendar of significant events in 2010, an opportunity the historically

and cultura ns could not overlook without cel ting their national

icon who retur to Thilisi following a glorious star career at the Kirov Ballet in
Leningrad: he elevated the National Ballet of Georgia and turned it into an elite
company and worked as its dominant creative force as ballet master, chorcographer,

dancer and teacher for more than 30 years.
His name is Vakhtang Chabukiani.

He had an unbelievably strong body and continued to perform Othello until he reached
the age of 60. Even after having been dethroned he stayed in touch with the company
and its school and restaged Laurencia in 1979: the ballet was one of the works performed

at the Chabukiani Celebration, albeit in a revised version by N. Maghalashvili from 2007.

Apart from Laurencia the festival programme also included Petipa/Gorsky’s Don

Quixote with the Chabukiani variations and a Gala Performance featuring a parade of
internationally acclaimed guest dancers from home and from afar, many of them of
Georgian background or with links to the artistic director of the National Ballet of Georgia,
Nina Ananiashvili, former prima ballerina of both the Bolshoi Ballet and American
Ballet Theatre. As director, Ananiashvili has understood the importance of developing
a substantial network of cultural ties between Thbilisi and the rest of the ballet world: a

true ambassador of culture.

Taking the title role in Laurencia, lovely Lali Kandelaki started out by playfully slapping
castagnette suitor Frondoso (Vasil Akhmeteli) with her laun In act I1, she
incites the people to battle and rebellion having been deflowered by the Commander.
She’s a fleeting dancer who bites into her turns and jumps. In fact, the company boasts
y good female dancers but few talents among the men. The Bolshot dancers Anastasia
evich and Vyacheslav Lopatin took the leads in Don Quixote. She is an
exceptionally flexible and light dancer who aims for maximum effect. He is a fast

turner and airy jumper, effortless and with a pure sense of style.
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At the end of the gala evening
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The local star Vasil Akhmeteli pulled a trump card when he ran across
the stage lifting the gracious Nino Gogua high above his head in one arm
in the Adagio from Heart of the Mountains, followed by the warriors’
handsome Khorumi, a chain dance rooted in Georgian folklore. Four
small boys from the children’s troupe Shejibri gave us virtuoso character
dancing at full blast, landing on the top of their toes, shooting off into
double turns in the air and on their knees moving across the stage at
such an exhilarating speed that they rivalled Disney’s wild Cossacks in

Pinocchio’s toy theatre.

And for the fun of it even Nina Ananiashvili put on a traditional men’s
suit, performing a toe hammering Lekuri in black pointe shoes, having

interpreted The Dying Swan with rippling, soft swan arms before that.

Among the guest performers, interestingly it wasn’t the classical virtuoso
acts that took home the biggest audience applause of the evening: it was
the Spanish sister and brother Carmen and Angel Corella’s performance
of a flamenco inspired work by Marfa Pagés, exuding temper, juice and
power. Farlier the youthful Elena Glurdjidze and Arionel Vargas from
English National Ballet won favours in the big love pas de deux from
MacMillans Manon.

It is still the sparks and burning fires of the dance and the heart that
turn on the Georgian ballet audiences. And that is probably a source of
joy for the old Chabukiani in his ballet heaven. Vakhtang Chabukiani
died in 1992, at the age of 82.

Meanwhile, 19 years passed. When Nina Ananiashvili
was appointed artistic director of the ballet
company, she invited me to stage the graduation
evening of the choreographic school according to
a program I had staged in Perm. Vakhtang
Chabukiani’s 95th anniversary was nearing, so I paid
a tribute to him by staging the first act on his
choreographic work, while the second was my own.

He received a new invitation from Nina
Ananiashvili for the 100 years anniversary of
the birth of Chabukiani. The Prima Ballerina
had decided to perform Lekuri on the gala.
Here is the short story of that piece:

In 1940ies Chabukiani staged Lekuri in Leningrad
for Tatiana Vecheslova. Unfortunately there is no
recording left of that occasion, just one photo-
graph depicting Vecheslova in the Chokha and
Astan boots. The piece was so effective that it
soon became very popular, and was later performed
by Marina Semenova in Moscow. She also asked
Chabukiani to have it in the repertory, and visited
Nina Ramishvili in Thilisi to master particular
details of the dance. Decades passed since then,
and Semenova had told me several times to stage
this number for Nina Ananiashvili, while also asking
her to perform it. Another coinscidence was a
project of one of the magazines where a Chokha
was prepared for Nina, so it was a perfect time for
the artistic collaboration. We had very little time to
do it. This time Nina Ananiashvili appeared in this
unforgettable melody by Viktor Dolidze, in the white
Chokha and pointes, and impressed the audience.

The past season proved to be quite busy and
exciting with a collaboration with the ballet
company. Alexei Fadeechev staged the new
redaction of The Nutcracker and Gia Marghania
was again entrusted with staging the doll dances.

My stage debut is closely tied to this ballet — I
performed the French doll part. In The Nuteracker by
Alexei Fadeechev, I was tasked by Nina Ananiashvili
and Mr. Fadeechev with staging the doll dances.
The choreographer had little time. T accepted this
invitation with delight and in the new production
that debuted on December 25, alongside the French,
Chinese, Russian and Spanish dolls I staged the
Samaya on the Georgian score. The dance titled as
“Coftec” and featuring the Georgian lavnana melodies
included by Tchaikovsky is usually performed in
cither a grotesque or oriental style. T decided to
stage the Georglan Samaya on it, performed by
three ballerinas in traditional costumes. This work
was also important as I had close contact with the
State Ballet of Georgia — I believe that this
company is in its best shape in thirty years. I also
had a collaboration with them in 2007, when after
a request by Nina Ananiashvili T staged the Kinzauri
on score by Vakhtang Kakhidze that rounded off the
company’s tour to Japan in Tokyo. My dream is to
create a project of The Georgian Dance on Pointes.

soon in Georgia

Unknown details of life of the Georgian ballerina in the United States will
be unveiled by the material brought to her homeland from Hollywood.
Photographs from the Academy Film Archive, received by the Musecum of
Theatre, Cinema, Music and Choreography of Georgia, are considered to

be expensive. They will be exhibited at the Muscum shortly.

Tamar Tumanishvili was born to her mother Evgenia on train, on her way
for resettlement. The Georgian emigrant was George Balanchine’s
remarkable pupil, a source for his inspiration. Toumanova is well-known as
actor of the Hollywood movies and Broadway musicals. She was deemed an
extraordinary dancer of the USA of the XX century - a Black Pearl of
ballet, and soon became a Hollywood star too. In 1944 she partnered well
known American actor Gregory Peck in Days of Glory. The press talked
about their close relationship, although she married Casey Robinson,
producer of the movie. A musical Star in Onr City followed in her career.
Toumanova’s private archives have been preserved at the Academy Film
Archive of the United States and now part of the photographs at the
library has been handed to the Georgian side.

Giorgi Kalandia, director of the Muscum: We have begun talks with the
Academy Film Archive and have received some unique photographs,
especially the ones featuring Toumanova with Gregory Peck. Recetving
these photographs in special quality, we have also been granted exclusive

rights for using them.

The photographs are expensive, although the American side has accepted
to hand them over to Georgia for free. Until this time there were only
several photos of Toumanova known in Georgia — these were stored in the
archives of the Opera and Ballet Theatre and of the Sovier Art magazine,

although represented copies from various magazines.

Tamara Toumanova died in Los Angeles 14 years ago and was buried at

the Hollywood cemetery, next to the grave of her mother. The ballerina
credited her for everything she achieved. This is the first occasion of
recetving archival material of a well-known Georgian from the United States.
The next phase involves material and private photos of George Balanchine.

The items will be displayed at the Theatre and Cinema Museum.

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The Fairyland of
Maria Perini

In 1922 in Thilisi, in so called ‘House of
Arshakuni’ on the Komendant Street, the
Academy of Art of Georgia was founded.

The choice was not random — the house was just
appropriate to this new purpose, with its
distinguished architecture (by Gr. Ivanov), design
(interiors by the Iranian masters working in Ibilist)
and the creative atmosphere within the walls.
The outhouse of same building was the place of
the workshop of artist Henryk Hryniewski —
professor of the academy — and the ballet studio
of her spouse, brilliant Italian ballerina Maria
Perini, until 1937.

Hryniewski, a native Pole, received his art
education in Florence, and upon returning to
Georgia became founder — alongside

D. Chubinashvili, I. Nikoladze, E. Lanceres,

A. Kalgin and others — of the Tbilisi Academy of
Arts. He taught perspective, architectural picture,
and watercolors at the academy. His students

(V. Beridze, D. Tsitsishvili and others) recall his
exciting lectures with unorthodox tasks, and
mention that he used to take into account every
individual feature of his pupils’ characters.
Hryniewski often taught lectures at the workshop,
which was not large, and was decorated with
book shelves, paintings, plants and other beautiful
items. Many of these were collected by him
during scientific expeditions organized by the

Historic-Ethnographic Museum.

The ballet studio of Maria Perint was located
beside his workshop. Perini was from Northern
Italy and had graduated from the Ballet School
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of the Royal Opera of Turin under the guidance
of great ballet masters and choreographers
Ferrero, Mengolo and Legreni. She performed
alongside such well-known dancers as V. Zucchi,
D Lenian, E. Cecchetti (Cecchetti later (1892-1902)
taught at the Royal Ballet School of St. Petersburg,
where his students were A. Pavlova, V. Nijinsky,
M. Fokine, O. Preobrajenskaya and other great
dancers.). In 1890 Perini was invited to perform
at the Thilisi Opera Theatre as soloist. She was
the first to show the Georgian audience 32
fouettes, the style of the European dance and
virtuoso performance. She was prima ballerina
of the Thilisi Opera Theatre from 1897-1907,
followed by pedagogical and concert activities.
The establishing of Georgian ballet school is
closely tied to Perini’s name, while her methods
of teaching classical dance and generations raised
by her laid solid foundations for developing

Georgian ballet.

In 1916 Perint established the first chorcographic
studio of classical dance in Tbilisi, where exciting
ballet production of Coppelia by Delibes and a
dance act from The Blue Bird by Macterlinck were
staged. The studio raised many masters of the
Georgian ballet art, including Dimitri and Irina
Aleksidze, Maria Bauer, Soliko Virsaladze, Nino
and Tamar Ramishvili, Iliko Sukhishvili, Elene

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Chikvaidze, Maria Kazinets, Elene Gvaramadze, Tamara and

Vakhtang Chabukianis and others.

In 1920 the studio was renamed Ballet School of the State
Theatre. Perini was appointed director, while N. Sergeev — ballet
master at the St. Petersburg Opera Theatre — was invited as
pedagogue. The fee was not particularly high, although kids from
poorer families were still taught for free. Nino and Tamar
Ramishvili enlisted in the studio after their family moved from
Baku, although could not continue studying because of the lack
of funds. Perini understood the problem straight away and visited
the family of these talented gitls herself, telling their parents that
she was ready to teach the girls for no fee. Around 100 students
of various nationalities studied at the studio, many of them for
tree. And even more, there were special choreographic miniatures
and concert numbers presented, proceedings from which were
given to these young performers. In 1925 the studio presented a
performance by students, which poet I. Grishashvili wrote:
“Student girls rushed around. You could see Perini’s caring hand
in their dancing, as well as Sergeev’s and Arbatov’s artistic taste.
The icing on the cake were the four girls: I.. Chikvaidze, L.
Begtabegishvili, M. Bauer, I.. Gvaramadze. From the boys you
could distinguish V. Chabukiani with his fire and temperament -
he definitely has bright future ahead of him.” In 1927, with an
initiative by the arts department of the National Committee for
Education, an evening marking 30 years of Maria Perini’s artistic
and pedagogical work was commissioned. The Opera Theatre
hosted the performances of The Magic Lake and other choreo-
graphic etudes. Participating in the evening were Perini’s students
and dancers raised in her studio: E. Chikvaidze (Firebird),

E. Gvaramadze (Twirl), The Spanish Pictures featuring M. Kazinets,
M. Bauer and T. Chabukiani. Perini’s own choreographic numbers
were exquisite. She possessed her body well, performed double
and triple piroucttes, a high jump, and was highly graceful. The

audience greeted her with thunderous applause cach time.

Perint’s students remembered their teacher as a warm, fair,
exciting person who dedicated all her life to establishing and
developing classical ballet in Tbilisi, and recall their childhood

that was made beautiful thanks to her.

On every New Year's Fve Perini would decorate a new year tree
at the workshop together with the children. They would then
share a table of delicious Italian food and sweets. A concert
would follow, and Henryk Hrynewski would also take part in
these activities — he was known as a very reserved person,
although he was different when spending time with children.
Their house was a hospitable and joyous environment, hosting
the known faces of the Ibilisi society. Guests would spend time
playing Chinese snooker, dining (Perini was great master of
Italian dishes), talk about theatre, opera, cinema. Henryk was
especially fascinated by the Italian opera. Perini would read artistic

literature mostly in French, speaking Russian with an accent. She
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especially loved cinema and often went
to watch films with her friends. As is
often remembered, her loud laughter

would be heard in cinema halls.

Before returning to Italy, Perini
attended the premiere of the first
Georgian ballet, staged by her pupil
Vakhtang Chabukiani, in 1936. She
was happy to see that the Georgian
ballet was in safe hands. The same year
she was nominated to become People’s
Artist of the Georgian Soviet Republic, and
was preparing for the occasion, although the
Soviet authorities opted not to award foreign
citizen with this prestigious status. In 1937
her son — Ferdinand Inochenz — became
victim of the Stalin regime. He lived in
Bryansk with spouse and two kids. Also
exiled was spouse of Perini’s daughter

— engineer at the metallurgy factory

in Taganrog, while fate of her

daughter is unknown to this day.
Hrynewski himself could not survive
political repressions of 1937 — this

special person and pedagogue was

exiled to Siberia at the age of 68. He

did not return. Hrynewski did not have
children or relatives succeeding him, and
his rich archives and art legacy was almost
entirely lost. Perini was also forced to leave
Soviet Union, and had to sell everything
she had to be able to move first to Turin,
and then to Nice where her sister had a
guesthouse. Maria Perini passed away in
Nice in 1938. Results of her work did not
get lost though, as many of her students
became well-known dancers or choreog
raphers — some of them staying if
Thilisi, others moving ussia and
abroad — although theﬁ‘:her could
not witness their success during her
