Resume

Objective and fair elections is a fundament for the development
of the country’s democracy. Such campaign is very important for
Georgia, a country on the path to democracy. Following the grow-
ing influence of social networking users and platform, political par-
ties, candidates and activists use social networking to spread their
own ideas and programs. In order to receive and spread informa-
tion, people mostly use “Facebook” among numerous social plat-
forms. “Facebook” has also become one of the large-scale platforms
for electoral activities, which significantly influences electoral envi-
ronment and defines voters’ behavior. Observing pre-electoral cam-
paign of the latest elections made it clear, that “Facebook” was used
not only for spreading personal programs and ideas of the political
actors, but for discreditation of the separate candidates by disinfor-
mation and dissemination of damaging information, which had an
organizational and purposeful act.

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PROTECTION OF TAXPAYERS' RIGHTS LEGAL GUARANTEES

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RESUME

The Constitution is the main source of tax law; the constitutional
norms define the basis of the financial-legal policy of the state, in-
cluding the regulation of tax policy. Taxes are the important means
of implementing financial and legal policy by the state. The fulfill-
ment of the obligation by individuals and legal entities to pay the
taxes established by the Constitution ensures the formation of the
budget of all levels in the state. That is why this constitutional obli-
gation has a special, public-legal significance, which is conditioned
by the public-legal nature of the state government. The taxpayer
must fulfill the obligation imposed on him to pay taxes; otherwise
the rights of other persons will be violated, as well as the interests
of the state, which will be reflected in the delay in the performance
of the functions and tasks imposed by law.

The ombudsman institution is very old, but in a modern sense
Sweden was first who formed it in the early nineteenth century. Ac-
cording to the Tax Code of Georgia, the tax ombudsman supervises
the protection of the rights and legitimate interests of taxpayers on
the territory of Georgia, reveals the facts of their violation, and pro-
motes the restoration of violated rights.

The tax ombudsman reviews the applications and complaints of
individuals related to the facts of violation of the rights of taxpayers
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by the tax and other state bodies.

The main purpose of the Institute of Tax Secrets is to protect
the rights and legitimate interests of taxpayers, who are obliged to
submit to the tax authority’s information on the correct, timely and
complete payment of taxes.

The main purpose of tax amnesty is to increase government
revenues. It offers disobedient taxpayers the opportunity to return
hidden taxes to the budget on the condition that they do not face
sanctions and fines. “Amnesty” means “forgiveness” to some extent.
Amnesty reduces or abolishes tax or criminal sanctions for non-pay-
ment of taxes.

Amnesty is very important in Georgia, as the Tax Code in force
from 1996 to 2004 provided for 22 types of taxes. Consequently, the
tax burden on the taxpayer was enormous. They tried to hide the
tax to save their own business. But the main reason for this was the
wrong tax policy pursued by the state. Added to this was the cor-
ruption that had taken the form of state racketeering. Therefore, the
subsequent amnesties were the means of correcting the mistakes
made by the state in previous years.

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TAXPAYERS’ RIGHTS AND THEIR PROTECTION MECHANISMS

RESUME

The constitution is a main source of taxation law. Constitutional
provisions determine financial-legal policy of the country, including tax
policy regulation principles. In their turn, taxes are the important tools
of financial-legal policy pursued by the state. Fulfillment of liabilities re-
lated to repayment of taxes by physical and legal entities established by
the Constitution secures national budget formation at all levels. That is
why the liability established by the Constitution is of special, public-law
importance that is predetermined by a public-law nature of the govern-
mental authority. The tax payer has to fulfill all liabilities obliged to him/
her related to repayment of taxes, otherwise, the other persons’ rights,
as well as state interests will be violated that will be displayed in delayed
execution of all functions and tasks assigned in accordance with the law.

Tax liability is a variety of administrative liability.

As is known, the liability for violation of law is imposed to a per-
son committing an act. Recognition of the law violator’s heritor as the
legal successor in relation to the law infringement, and imposition of
a penalty for violation of law to the deceased person’s heritor contra-
venes the fundamental principle - unacceptability of liability without
the blame for law violation and elimination of assignment of liability
for the other person’s act. Proceeding from this fact, inheritance of
the deceased person’s blame is unacceptable. The penalty is not a part
of inheritance, so its attribution to the heritor is unacceptable. Ac-
cording to 453" article of the Civil Code of Georgia, the debtor’s death
causes termination of obligations if their execution without his/her
personal participation is impossible. Proceeding from the content of
this article, in general, the debtor’s death doesn’t cause termination
of obligation, and liability is extinguished only when the execution of
obligations is impossible without personal engagement of the debtor.

(Sroda-
Murawska et al., 2021) Indeed, sustainable tourism development
provides an opportunity to increase the potential for rational use
of existing natural resources without maximizing losses (Naseem,
2021) (Pukowiec-Kurda et al., 2021) (Manzoor et al., 2019) (Ga-
luppo et al,, 2020). (Sroda-Murawska et al., 2021). Thus, without
adequate study, identification, and proper management of critical
factors, tourism (especially in mountainous regions) may contain
signs/aspects of unsustainable development. Thus, it is essential to
thoroughly study tourism-specific economic, social, and cultural/
traditional characteristics to develop a sustainable development
strategy. This approach enables the short-term and long-term ac-
tion plan to be adequately developed (VU et al., 2020). Since the sus-
tainable development of tourism involves economic, ecological and
socio-cultural aspects, sustainable development is closely linked to
the economic viability of the host community in the long run, rev-
enue growth is significantly related to proper tourism management.
[t should be noted that mountainous regions are the most attractive
tourist destinations globally. It is noteworthy that the opportunities
and challenges associated with them differ significantly depending
on the country / region’s natural resources and climate. In particu-
lar, the biodiversity traditions/culture of the local population, have
a significant impact on tourism development (Bramwell, 2007)
(Saarinen, 2006). (Seyedabolghasemi et al., 2022) Thus, the devel-
opment of the tourism sector, especially mountain tourism, largely
depends on the area’s specific characteristics, taking into account
the features of the environment and cultural heritage (Duglio et al,,
2019) (Madanaguli et al., 2021). With its diverse and attractive na-
ture, the mountainous region of Adjara may become new opportuni-
ties to develop a sustainable national economy, which will play an
essential role in the socio-cultural development of the local popula-
tion. In general, the development of mountainous region resources
is also a challenge. In particular, increasing the number of visitors
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can be a challenge in many ways (Christie et al., 2014). Priority is
given to the tourism development of the mountain region, using the
surrounding resources properly. Therefore, to maintain sustainabil-
ity, developing a strategic plan for the mountainous region of Ad-
jara requires the use of resources, taking into account the region’s
specifics as much as possible. Because of the above, it is desirable
to consider the problem complex, considering the interdisciplinary
approach. The more the issues related to mountain tourism devel-
opment in Adjara are explored, the more opportunities there will be
for the development of the right vision and strategy and the obser-
vance of the conditions for the development of sustainable tourism
as much as possible, which will be a guarantee for the development
of the resources of the rich mountainous zone of Adjara (which is
relatively little) without maximum losses.

Georgia is a mountainous country with ancient traditions and cul-
ture in the South Caucasus region (Salukvadze & Backhaus, 2020).
It should be noted that according to the traditions in Georgia, hos-
pitality is a specific feature of the country, which is also particularly
noticeable in the case of the mountainous region of Adjara. In last
years, the development of the tourism sector in the Adjara region is
gradually expanding. The potential opportunities of the landscape of
the mountainous region of Adjara enable the development of tour-
ism in the mountainous region. Especially the ecology, food, tradi-
tions/culture of the mountainous region of Adjara create a unique
opportunity for tourism development in various directions (ecotour-
ism, wellness tourism, etc.). Thus, in particular, it will help reduce
the problem of depopulation in the mountainous region, which will
also positively impact the growth of local economic opportunities
and, ultimately, the development of sustainable tourism, which will
directly affect the sustainable development of the region’s economy.

Because of the above, we think that studying the acceptance of
the local population in the mountainous region of Adjara will enable
us to properly manage tourism, considering the conditions of pres-
ervation/protection of the heritage/traditions of the mountainous
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region. In particular, we will be able to identify priority issues with
a complex approach and strengthen the capacity to address them
properly, positively impacting the proper management of tourism
in the mountainous region. It should be noted that Keda, Shuakhevi,
and Khulo municipalities mainly were settlements in the mountain-
ous region of Adjara. Thus, the role of mountain tourism develop-
ment in the economy of the Adjara region is essential. Challenges
and problems related to mountain tourism at the regional and na-
tional levels will help develop the necessary strategies for mountain
tourism development. Natural heritage, maximally analyzing the
socio-economic aspects of the cultural traditions and local popula-
tion based on the characteristics of the local people and tourist re-
sources, and especially the thorough study of cultural-ethnographic
issues are particularly dangerous. We consider that most of Adjara
was declared a border zone, which meant that it was impossible to
enter the border zone without a special permit except for local resi-
dents. Moreover, mountainous Adjara was not considered a tourist
zone for the mentioned period. Thus, the trend of noticeable tour-
ism development in recent years requires a study of the readiness of
the local population, especially since the tradition of hospitality pro-
vides the best opportunity to attract tourists. In addition, mountain
tourism is a unique potential form of tourism globally, which should
be planned based on natural resources, especially with maximum
local population involvement and/or cooperation with them. (Peira
et al,, 2021). Especially in recent years, the Kovid-19 pandemic has
become particularly relevant in strengthening mountain tourism
globally, which may change the approaches to tourism development
in mountainous regions, which is reflected in the strategy. In other
words, tourism development may become a strategically leading
“driver” opportunity for economic empowerment for the mountain-
ous region (Peira et al., 2021), Including in the case of our region
may play a crucial role.

As mentioned above, an interdisciplinary approach is essential
for developing tourism business, especially sustainable tourism. In
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our previous studies, we investigated some aspects of Vocational Ed-
ucation’s Short-Term Program in the Tourism Sector, medical tour-
ism resources, innovative technologies within Adjara mountain re-
gion (Gogitidze & Nadareishvili, 2021b) (Gogitidze & Nadareishvili,
2021a) (Gogitidze & Nadareishvili, 2020).

Thus, the subject of our research is the study of hospitality in the
Adjara mountain region. The study of hospitality as well as the recep-
tion of the results, analysis of the obtained results, and their sharing,
will enable us to analyze how ready and/or interested a large part of
the population is for the development of the tourism business.

THE STUDY OBJECT AND METHODS:

The study was conducted in the Adjara mountain area, where
visitors from different countries are noticed. For tourist visiting,
places were selected: the mountain region of Khelvachauiri, Keda,
Shuakhevi and Khulo mountain area according to the tourist’s atten-
tion.

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THE RESULTS AND DISCUSSION:

According to a Study of the existence of a guest room in Adjara,
a mountainous region, 89.57 % of respondents mentioned having a
room for visitors, and only 10% have no room for visitors (Picture 2).

Notably, ~ 9.54 % of respondents (the residents of the Adjara
mountain region) are ready to allow free overnight stays for visitors
(Picture 3).

According to our study, ~ 97.7% confirmed that they have been
sharing the information related to their traditions to visitors in case
of wishes (Picture 4).

Hence, increasing attention is required on mountain tourism'’s
development’s role in the economics of the Adjara region. In addi-
tion, there are numerous issues with mountain tourism at the re-
gional and national level; accordingly, strategies are required more
attention during developing mountain for mountain tourism. In par-
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ticular, natural heritage, culturally traditional, may have significant
effects on sustainable development. Therefore, we have thought
mountain tourism is considered a unique potential form of tourism,
enhanced by the demand for more sustainable and nature-based
solutions. Moreover, tourism strategy is also essential to devise a
shared vision and related tools with locals—accordingly, mixed-
method approach for involving the local community in a shared de-
velopment strategy.

RESUME

In Georgia, during the transition period, the transformation of the ag-
ricultural sector is going through difficult processes. Existing economic
organizational forms were dismantled as part of the Soviet system and
organizational-economic forms based on market principles could not
yet be fully formatted. As a result, during the transition period, primary
agricultural production was mainly dominated by households, which is
characterized with low competitiveness due to less access to modern
technologies in the field, scarce resources and insufficient opportunities
for market-economic factors. These factors appeared more sharply in
Adjara A/R, which, compared to other regions, is more distinguished
by small households, high fragmentation, small contour, harsh natural-
climatic conditions, etc. It is important, to consider the experience of
developed countries to have clear responses to the challenges. Firstly,
agricultural cooperation must be promoted and developed, which will be
achieved through the implementation of programs with the financial and
technical support of state and international donor organizations.

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RESUME

Establishing sound corporate governance standards are consid-
ered to be one of the prominent concept of the financial sector. Sub-
stantial corporate governance reforms first have begun in the United
Kingdom in the early 1990s. As a result, number of analytical re-
ports were submitted, which later became foundation of the modern
corporate governance. The idea was to increase investor’s trust and
confidence, improve financial market stability, and increase trans-
parency and accountability amongst shareholders and executives of
companies.

The first attempt in this direction is believed to be the Cadbury
Report, which pioneered the high standards of corporate gover-
nance into the financial market and established the progressive
method of “comply or explain”, obliging the companies listed on the
London Stock Exchange to clearly provide in their annual reports
how they complied with the requirements or explain the cause of
deviation from them.

After the Cadbury Report many tried to further enrich and per-
fect the principles of the corporate governance, namely: the Green-
bury Report mainly concentrated on the remuneration of executives
as well as on aligning the interests of executives and shareholders;
the Hampel Report highligthed the importance of the protection
of the interests of employees, consumers, creditors and stakehold-
ers; the UK Combined Governance Code revisited standards of the
composition of the board of directors, their remuneration, account-
ability and compliance with auditing requirements; the Turnbull
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Report focused on the internal financial and operational control and
risk management; the Higgs Report challanged the composition of
non-executive directors, their roles, duties and efficiency of their ac-
tivities; the Walker Review addressed the problems existing in the
banking and financial sectors; the Stewardship Code promoted en-
hanced involvement of institutional investors; the Corporate Gover-
nance Code set forth principles of sound governance and efficiency
of the board of directors, accountability with and reporting to the
shareholders; the Hampton-Alexander Review concentrated on im-
proving gender balance and representation in the board of direc-
tors; and the last but not least, the Parker Review encouraged eth-
nocultural diversity in the board of directors.

The purpose of this article is to provide a brief overview of each
report, highlight their main principles and outline what was the
foundation of modern corporate governance.

Firstly, there will be provided theories of
scholars, who offer general pros and cons of harmonization, conver-
gence and mutual recognition of institutions, later in the theoretical
chapter, I show some concepts about EU competition policy. Then,
following the idea of the paper, in order to understand benefits and
problems of European competition policy area, it is important to
define and analyze the competences of each level of authority in-
side EU relating to the ensuring fair competition on market. After
uncovering competences, I provide exact results, which EU compe-
tition policy promotion caused or theoretically may cause through
the timeline from the when this policy was under the power of only
member states independently, to making this area commonly and
similarly regulated in EU.

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INTRODUCTION

The European Union has been passing the long process of integra-
tion, development, and development of integration, which includes
absorbing of the new neighboring and different countries. The main
requirement of the euro integration process from the applicant
countries is to adjust to the several political, economic, social or oth-
er standards. Adjustment of different spheres of public policies in
EU member states to one, more or less similar standards, started the
process of convergence of policy-making, even more, constructing a
same legislative framework in the Union, inclining various national,
regional and municipal frameworks to common and harmonized
one. Competition Policy wasn't the exception in these terms, more-
over, relating to one of the basic principles EC was built on, unfair
competition could lead to economic division among member states.

Having different economic history backgrounds, it seemed that
more powerful corporations could expel less powerful ones from
the market via abusing their power and manipulating customers’
preferences. Thus, EU started regulation of the market in the way
of supporting fair conditions, ensuring competitiveness and protect-
ing customers’ rights. In this context, one of the cores of fair com-
petition is Standardization Policy, which, as EU claims, supports
market-based competition, quality and promotes better regulation
on fairness in the market. However, the main goal of the paper is
to examine the benefits/problems which caused Competition Policy
enaction in EU under the specific articles and I slightly discuss how
the idea of regulating competition, not the market come up, what
was the prerequisites for this regulation. However, analyzing Com-
petition Policy only through one law, seems absurd, as far as, there
are some other laws and directives of EU, which indirectly affects the
results of competition policy.

Talking about EU’s Competition Policy it is meant the general
principles which should and must be fulfilled by member states in

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order to support fairness in national and in the whole European mar-
kets together, to adjust to the principle of free movement of goods,
services and people across EU. The latter means creating more har-
monized and coordinated national public policy-making member
states’ in the competition area, with a little sovereign power to man-
age race of enterprises in the market. The fact that member states
can independently solve competition problem inside their borders,
shows that one of the most important principle, free movement of
goods, services, and people, somehow can be differently managed in
terms of EU regulations for Competition Policy.

THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

Debates around the effectiveness of pushing competition regula-
tions of each member states towards harmonization can be divided
into two major parts. Each side emphasizes benefits of either more
harmonization or more mutual recognition, but some theoreticians
highlight more moderate, convergence theories, as far as, each side is
considered as “radical”. In this paper, [ review highly harmonization-
aligned theoretician and a scholar, who stays between convergence
and mutual recognition. The history of competition policy reforms
in EU has shown, that EU policy-makers tried lots of combinations
of above-mentioned and not-mentioned approaches while looking
for the best one.

Sebastian Mock improved the theory about the effectiveness of
investment in similar legal systems.! He claimed, that enterprises
are more like to expand in states, which have more or less similar
regulations in Corporate Laws, but in terms of competition policy, as
their origin states, as don’tlose any kind of assets in order to adjust to
the new markets. Thus, in context of EU competition policy, there is
a correlation between similarities of policies and economic growth,
in other words, the more EU competition regulations are, the more
companies start to invest and trade in other member states. Follow-

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ing his theory, Mock deepened idea and made predictions, that after
the above-mentioned correlation, generally, EU strengthens its’ po-
sitions in international competition, as far as, each member states’
industries have experience of external trading.

On the other hand, Adrienne Heritier suggested two concepts.
Firstly, she analyzed one of the main principles of EU - free movement
of goods, people, and services. The latter, in harmonized competition
policies, may be “dangerous”, as long as, the movement of services
itself means movement of people and increases fears of unemploy-
ment. Hence, she claimed, that the more harmonized is competition
regulations, surely, the easier is for enterprises to expand in other
member states and therefore, the more increases unrest towards har-
monization.! From this theory, she set up the new term of “managed”
mutual recognition, which means, that analyzing on the basis of the
rationality of benefits from harmonization or mutual recognition, pol-
icy-makers can balance these fears and similarity among competition
policies via separation of powers regulating competition.?

COMPETENCES OF COMPETITION MANAGERS

Regulation power of Competition policy has changed several
times in EU/EC and the most important changes started after 2004
when ten new states acceded to EU and it seemed obvious to make
different regulative systems more similar.? Since the Treaty of Rome,
the competition policy area has been divided into sub-policies, such
as Cartel Policy, Merger Policy, Concentration Policy, etc. and each
area has been regulating by EC, individual member states or both.*

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After decades of “top-bottom” or “bottom-top” competence alloca-
tion reforms, three large member states, UK, Germany, France, in-
fluenced on the final result of competition policy regulation power.*
The final result is, that each level, EU, and individual member state,
has strong independent and interdependent competences, as far as,
the member states authorized entities regulating competition are
obliged to enforce EU level regulations, which, on the other hand,
are partly approved by these entities together considering individ-
ual and EU space competition experiences and conditions. One of
the most important issues in all these procedures is that one lawsuit
case in any member state regarding the competition policy can be-
come a general principle of further regulation for the whole EU.

On the other hand, as Sebastian Mock analyzed, competition reg-
ulation in EU also includes Company Law harmonization in terms of
fairness. This means that a company, establishing branch in another
member state will face to different legal system regulating trading
and other economic activities, hence, meaning imbalanced competi-
tion among local and newly-entered companies on market, because
branch enterprises need time to adapt to the new legal system if it
isn’t similar to new companies’ original one. In this context, separa-
tion of power between “upper” and “lower” levels resulted as the
following - specifically relating with the competition regulations, EU
level has more power, which means, that member states can only
slightly modify their competition policies on their own and must
oblige to principles and directives of specific articles. However, in
terms of private companies’ regulations, Corporate Laws, the chap-
ters, which have an impact on competition, can be changed individu-
ally.? All above-mentioned means, that competition policy is much
more harmonized, than corporate regulations policy in EU.

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RESULTS OF LAWS

The main aims of competition can be defined from two sides -
consumer and enterprise ones. Analyzing the consumer benefits of
the competition of companies in terms of harmonization, conver-
gence or mutual convergence, more effective for consumers is har-
monization of competition policy. The article 101 of Treaty on Func-
tioning EU mostly regulates competition for Protecting Consumers’
Rights and increase their welfare.! The principles harmonized com-
petition policy is to prohibit Cartel Agreements, which might abuse
their power and influence on prices or quality, which isn’t lucrative
for purchasers of the goods or services. In this term, mutual conver-
gence has its role.

Member States have power to independently modify competition
policies, as far as, they have individual economies and backgrounds,
which cannot be universalized and put in the same way of develop-
ment as others economies. However, these modifications of regula-
tions shouldn’t contradict Article 101 principles or should be proven
by national authorized entities regulating competition.? Thus, from
the consumer’s point of view, the more harmonization brought and
brings more benefits, as consumers have more access to new goods
and services from other member states, which increases fair com-
petition, therefore quality and reduces prices. Additionally, con-
sumers can trust these products, because of the almost completely
harmonized policy of standardization in EU.? There are sorts of dif-
ferent goods of services, which has been standardized by EU and
each member state company must fulfill these standards, which,
once more, gives benefits to consumers. However, another side of
the coin is that what Adrienne Heritier mentioned in her theory -

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the potential loss of the jobs and is looking logic. Free movement of
people will concentrate them in specific areas, which might cause
unemployment there. On the other hand, establishing new branches
brings new jobs and challenges Heritier theory, but this process is
arguable.

Due to the fact that competition policy regulations directly affect
enterprises, it's much more complicated to exercise whether it is
beneficial for companies to be regulated by the harmonized/mutu-
ally recognized legislature or not. Generally, as it is claimed in the ar-
ticle 101, cartel agreements are prohibited, however, national legal
entities responsible for competition policy regulations should ana-
lyze each agreement and it isn’t necessary to ban agreements, as they
don’t impact on competitiveness on market. In this case, the power
of regulation is transferred to member states, which is much more
beneficial for companies, as far as, local authorities better know and
easily can evaluate agreements, rather than EU level responsible en-
tities. For small and medium-sized enterprises (called SME) mutual
recognition is less effective, but mostly problematic according to the
article 102.! Following the previous ideas, if these companies want
to merge, they should wait for the verdict of national legal entities
to allow merging and for them, harmonized legislation opened them
more opportunities outside borders as they don’t need to adapt to
the new legislation and wait for the long process of authorization of
entry. The same article emphasizes the rationality principle, which
claims, that any policy decision should be to take on cost-benefit
analysis, not imperative principle to ban all agreements and allow all
foreign companies to enter your market. In other words, once more,
more autonomy has been given to member states.

CONCLUSION

Finalizing the results of competition policy in EU, generally, regu-
lations are mostly inclined to harmonization, but splitting into two
parts - consumers and enterprises, regulations now seems differ-
ent:

Most regulations, which orientate on consumer welfare, are har-
monized and give more benefits from this part of regulations, rather
than from convergence or even mutual recognition

Enterprises are in the middle. They can benefit from every prin-
ciple - due to harmonization they can participate in other markets,
due to mutual recognition enterprises benefit from the individual
legislation.

Relating to the problems, the only problem the might be caused
by all process from mutual recognition to harmonization in EU com-
petition policy is an eruption of unemployment in different areas if
we believe quite logic argumentation of scholars. The configuration
of competition regulation changed several times, due to the looking
for the best approach how to separate power between EU and mem-
ber states and the last approach can be called “managed” mutual
recognition, discussed in above chapters.
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RESUME

One of the important tools of Georgia’s economic development is
to deepen international trade relations and increase its export po-
tential. For this direction, it is even more important to strengthen the
trade partnership relations with the EU countries. For this regard the
conclusion of the Association Agreement with EU creates legal cer-
tainty of cooperation and high reliability for local manufacturers and
exporting businesses to enter in The EU market. Hazelnut production
holds an important place in Georgia's export production. Moreover,
Georgia ranked 7th in the world in hazelnut production during 2017-
2018 and is one of the major exporters of the product. More impor-
tantly, Georgia’s largest share of hazelnut exports is to EU countries
(140 thousand tons were exported in 2010-2020, which is 67% of
exported hazelnuts). This factor stimulates the production of hazel-
nuts. Hazelnut producers mainly are small local households, which is
giving this matter more importance. Consequently, the involvement of
the population in the hazelnut industry is high, which contributes im-
provement of their social-economical situation. In Georgia, Samegre-
lo-zemo Svaneti leads with high rates of hazelnut production, followed
by Guria and Imereti regions. Given the relative efficiency of product
sales, there is a growing trend of hazelnut production development in
other regions, including Ajara. By analyzing the production dynamics
in Adjara, assessing and considering the natural-climatic conditions,
with the support of governmental, non-governmental and interna-
tional donor organizations, the development of hazelnut production
and its formation for one of its strategic purposes is a real perspective.

RESUME

Old traditional winemaking countries are now ahead of new
winemaking countries. In addition to countries with European and
Middle Eastern viticultural traditions, wine production has begun
on a large scale in Canada, Australia, Argentina, Chile, Mexico, New
Zealand, South Africa, Australia and the Americas. The top wine ex-
porters in 2019 are dominated by international wine trade in Italy,
Spain and France - the total of 57.1 million hectoliters, which is 54%
of the global market. Germany, the United Kingdom and the United
States were the largest importers - a total of 40.4 million hectoliters,
accounting for 38% of the global market. These three countries ac-
count for 39% of the total value of world wine imports, amounting
to 11.9 billion euros. The US is the largest consumer of wine in the
world, with a record level of 33.0 million hectoliters in 2019. Geor-
gia has a serious potential to establish itself in the world markets
with its uniqueness, with the introduction of innovative digital tech-
nologies.

The aim of the paper is to present, based on the current economic
processes in the world, how SWIFT operates in Georgia, to set prior-
ity ways for the development of interbank payment systems.

The introduction of modern forms and methods of payment en-
sures the effective operation of the banking and financial system in
Georgia. Development of international standards and technologies
globally. Real-time transfers contribute to the development of inter-
national trade and services.

In order to improve the payment system in Georgia, it is impor-
tant to develop high-tech banks so that they can meet the needs of
customers. It is necessary to promote increased competition be-
tween banks. International sanctions may not be tolerated, as it is
on it that the development of the country’s economy is underway.
