The exhibition is dedicated to the 110" anniversary
of prominent Georgian graphic artists: Vladimir (Lado)
Grigolia and Nikoloz Chernishkov.

Exclibrises collected by Renée Schmerling, as well as
miniature drawings by Nikoloz Chernishkov and several
samples of easel drawings from her archive are presented
at the exposition. Original design created by Renée
Schmerling for each ex-libris has been preserved in the
exposition.

Renée Schmerling (1901-1967) — Georgian scholar,
prominent art critic, art historian and a painter was born
and lived i Thilisi. Principle research field she carried out
comprises the décor of medieval architecture, sculpture
and i as well as

the sixteenth century several great artists, “dhiong tHéty S
Albrecht Dilrer, Hans Holbein and Lucas Cranach expressed
their interest in this variety of graphic art.

In the sixteenth centuries
with the works of engraved ex-libreses there appeared
other examples of the owners on French and ltalian book
covers. They are represented in the way of stamped
armorial bearings in general. The compositions with prints
bearing decoration and a name of a certain person are
found as well. In some cases ex-librises were arranged on
both sides of the cover. This kind of sign is called super
exclibris.

Super ex-librises represent exactly the first examples
appeared in this art in Georgia. They are found on the
printed and handwritten books of the calligrapher Nikoloz

painting (“Samples of Decorative Embellishment of
Georgian Manuscript llluminations’, Tb. 1940; “Minor
Architectural Forms in Medieval Georgia”. Tb. 1962;
“Georgian i ipts in the Ninth-El h

c i century).

This variety of graphic art gained particular importance
from the very beginning of its appearance in the art and
culture of European countries. Laler it was spread thmugn
the Ameri I

Centuries”. Vol. 1, Tb. 1967; “Georgian Architectural
Ornament”, Tb. 1954 etc.). Broadly educated and full of
wide range of interests, Renée was a daughter of a famous
graphic artist - Oscar Schmerling (1863-1938). Founder of
Georgian caricature art, a book illustrator and the author
of several dozens of historical postcards depicting the life
of old Thilisi - Oscar Schmerling occupied rather important
position in Georgian art history. The successor of the
family’s artistic traditions Renée Schmerling was engaged
in art and left diverse works which need to be studied and
evaluated properly in future.

Representation of the current exhibition to a broad
audience is considerable not only for high artistic and
historical si ‘the works, butals
of this rare variety of graphic art disappearing gradually.
The necessity to preserve this art is the great cause, for
ex-libris i.e. the sign showing ownership of a book always
indicates cultural level of the nation.

Ex-libris is a Latin term, meaning “from the books” and
represents a miniature composition on paper created by
means of engraving. Exclibris is considered to be a basis
for the ideas of graphic artists. This small image, working
by means of maximal expression gained by using minimal
amount of details, at the same time it contains information
about the owner, his hobbies or professional and personal
interests. There can be depicted an emblem, a symbol,
sometimes a portrait of the owner or just a decorative
composition combined with a print and a décor.

Basically ex-libris is arranged on the upper left corner of
the flyleaf of the inner side of book cover. Origins of ex-libris

on
became the object of collectors’ interests. The blhhoph\les
and bibliographers, as well as the artists, art historians
and second-hand book sellers were all keen on collecting
exlibrises. First large exclibris collections appeared in
Europe as early as in the eighteenth-nineteenth centuries.
From the beginning of the twentieth century the interest
towards this kind of graphic art works grew significantly
and famous collections of A. Bakhrushin, D. Ulyaninsky,
U. Ivask, V. Trutovsky, V. Savonko, E. Rozenbladt etc. soon
were appeared.

The collectors were in close touch with each other.
Having had a correspondence with the artists engaged in
this realm they made orders and exchanged the ex-librises.
Their collections were often exhibited.

Since the nineteenth century activities of the collectors
were broadened that led to forming the ex-librisists’
associations as well as the communities of book lovers.
These
the art of bookplates, as well as research, systematization
and popularization of ex-libris. Collectors together with
the artists worked in the field of graphic art often used
to assemble there. In 1967 the International Ex-librisists’
Association was founded that involved people interested
in exclibrises from all over the world. As we know the
Georgian artist and collector Lado Tsilosani collaborated
with the association.

During the 1920-30s this kind of associations did not
exist yet in Georgia. Although, a group of ex-libris artists
where the vast majority of them were students, gathered
around loseb Sharleman and Eugene Lanseray in Thil

. Under
of higher class the students created miniature engraved
ex-librises. Thus, the 1930s can easily be considered as a
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period of a full prosperity of Georgian ex-libris. At that time
the interest towards this form of graphic art increased in
Georgia, as well as both large and small collections were
gathered. Apart from the people interested in this art, the
collections were gathered by the artists worked in this
field. They exchanged their works and gradually obtained
“foreign” ex-librises to enrich their collections.

Afamous architect and painter Vladimir (Lado) Tsilosani
represented at the same time the owner of one of the
largest ex-libris collections in Georgia. He himself was
actively occupied with producing the bookplates and left
dozens of works. By means of personal connections and
active correspondence with artists and collectors from the
Soviet Union and other socialist countries of Europe, the
number of the examples in the collection of Tsilosani had
constantly been increasing and richening with important
displays. Renée Schmerling was one of the representatives
of this generation of artists and presumably the major part
of the collection should have been obtained in the 1930s.

Renée Schmerling’s collection contains either Georgian
and Armenian or Russian and European ex-ibrises. The
total amount of displays comprises 232 samples with some

Iv. Javakhishvili State University all are assigned to/fhe;

The collection covers distinguished samples of Russian
extibrises too. The selected works of the second half of
the nineteenth century and the 1910-30s have also been
gathered in the collection. Other than this, there are
preserved imperial heraldic book plates and those of the
nobles: two ex-ibrises (1907, 1910) of the Emperor of all
Russia Nikoloz Il (1868-1918) by A.E.Felkerzam; ex-libris of
the great prince, general-aide-de-camp and archeologist
‘Semion Vorontsov (1823-1882); ex-libris of the great Prince
Mikhail Romanov (1832-1909), the second half of the
nineteenth century; ex-librises of Baron Davit Gintsburg
(1857-1910), Count S.D. Sheremetiev (1902, artist: E.M.
B6hm-1844-1914) etc.

The best exlibrises of bibliophiles, bibliographers,
writers and scholars as well as those of people of different
professions are created either by the artists from the
famous “Mir Iskusstva” group (A. Benois, K. Somov, G.
Narbut)or the authors ot so well known. Apart rom the

1
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miniature drawings by Nikoloz Chernishkoy, as well as
book headers and footers and several compositions made
using a pencil or the technique of xylography (there also
are easel drawings by N. Chernishkov: twenty engravings,
typographic print of the portrait of lakob Nikoladze made
with coal, as well as a small composition with a depiction of
a flower. The authors of the latter two are still unknown).
Notwithstanding the modest number of ex-librises the
importance of Renée Schmerling’s collection is great on
account of their rare and antique character. Ex-librises
belonging to the end of the nineteenth and the first half of
the twentieth centuries all are gathered in the collection.
For that reason they are considered to be rarity.
Georgian works preserved in the collection represent
2 unique group of the exclibrises. In general it covers the
period when Geovglan exlibris art flourished mightily.
d exclibrises by L lia and
Davit Tsitstishvill, that were exhibited at the international
exlibris exhibition in Los-Angeles in the 1934-1935s (ex-
libris for the personal library by Lado Grigolia was awarded
a golden medal and a honorary diploma, while in 1935
excibris for Giorgi Nioradze by Davit Tsitsishvili deserved a
silver medal). The collection also involves works from the
same exhibition by other artists, such as: Lado Gudiashvili,
Ruben Loris-Melikov, Gigo Sharbabchian, Nazik Teryan,
Pavel Busiriov, Valentin Topuridze, Pavel Kuzanian and
Viadimir Tsilosani. For the development of ex-libris art
the work by Irine Grabovskaya ex-libris for the engineer
L. Lutsenko (1928) is of a great significance. The work
represents the first ex-libris depicting the Universe. Ex-
librisis by Sh. Dumbadze, G. Lezhava and . Timofeev as well
as the unique ex-libris for the book depository of Thilisi

and libraries have been also preserved there: exlibris
for the library of Geological Society of Russia (1897), ex-
libris of the library of Tsarskoe Selo (second half of the
nineteenth century), ex-libris for the library of the coat of
arms section at the Senate Department (1910s. artist-G.1.
Narbuti (1886-1920), ex-libris of the rooms of the Marble
Palace (1915), ex-libris of the library of the State Publishing
House of Sankt-Petersburg (1920. artist-S.P. lvanov (1893-
1983), exdibris of the Sankt-Petersburg Exlibrisists
Community (1923. artist-A.M. Litvinenko (1883-1932),
ex-libris of the book shop of writers from Moscow (1929,
artist-M.I. Pikov (1903-1973)), ex-|
book house (1930) etc.

The authors of some ex-librises as well as the owners,
places and time of their production are unknown.
However the historical, artistic and cultural values of these
rare works of graphic art collected by Renée Schmerling
are doubtless. These pieces are to be under exploration in
future and their identification will be ascertained as soon
as possible.

Over a long period of time it has been proved that
while having artistic and functional values ex-libris can
also preserve the history of a book and it can serve as a
tool for researchers to construct the lost libraries. One of
its important qualities deals with revealing the personal
history of the owner and various interests of people
generally. The history of the development of ex-libris art
often reflects historical and cultural life taking place in the
country. This is the case of Georgian ex-libris. Almost every
large collection was lost and abolished during the well
known historical processes and for general misfortune of
our country. Accordingly almost all large collections have

]
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been exhausted or scattered throughout the world.

After death of V. Tsilosani (1971) a group of ex-libris
artists was gathered around the collector Boris Poliak.
Their activities were supported by the llia Chavchavadze
Book Lovers Association of Georgia. In 1976 with the help
of this organization the exclibris section was founded
under the guidance of B. Poliak. With the help of the
artist Irine Tumanishvili he continued activities initiated
by L. Tsilosani, but in the 1990 B. Poliak moved to Israel
and took his collection away. Georgian ex-libris works
that were handed to the Museum of Fine Arts of Georgia
by Isabela Tsilosani — the wife of Lado Tsilosani - after
the artist’s death had already been lost. Essentially the
collection comprises hundreds of ex-librises derived from
Russia, East European and Baltic countries on the whole.
Unfortunately, ex-librises collected by the artist Davit
Tsitsishvili are considered to be lost as well.

Another unique Georgian ex-ibris collection was in
possession of I. Chavchavadze Bibliophiles Association of
Georgia, which involved the above mentioned ex-libris
section. But this collection too was lost during the Tbilisi
war (1991-1992). This factor singles out once more the
significance of Renée Schmerling’s collection.
