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This edition is dedicated to one of the most significant events in Georgian history, namely, the first free democratic
elections of Georgia that unequivocally demonstrated the high level of political culture in Georgian society at the
beginning of 20" century. The 1919 elections of the Constituent Assembly of Georgia were significant in many
regards, though especially notable is the application of universal enfranchisement — Georgian election legislation
granted franchise to each citizen, regardless of gender and origins. In these elections, five women were elected
to the Constituent Assembly, at a time when in the majority of countries women were not granted the right to
vote; furthermore Kristine Sharashidze was elected as a member of presidium (Secretary). In addition to women's
participation in the elections in Georgia, voting as well as the right to contest the elections was extended to
representatives of ethnic minorities residing in the country. These elections were a demonstration of democracy,
equality, tolerance and humanistic values in a country that had lost its statehood for more than a century and
restored independence just several months prior.

The first democratic republic existed for a short of time, vet its legacy left a number of issues that are still relevant
today. Two important events, the founding the first university in Georgia and the restoration of autocephaly
of the Georgian church preceded the most significant moment in Georgian history, that is the declaration of
independence and establishment of the first independent republic. Indeed, this series of events was not accidental
as precisely these factors contributed to the cultivation of favorable climate within Georgian society during a
difficult political situation. The concept for an institute of higher learning developed by Ivane Javakhishvili and his
fellow fighters laid the ground work for consolidated education reform in Georgia, which in turn contributed to
the development of Georgian society.

On behalf of the National Council of Georgia, Akaki Chkhenkeli presented the education policy of the future
government at the celebration event marking the opening of the University. He called upon the founders of the
university to develop a national unified education system in partnership with the government and to follow the
model and experience of the leading countries in Europe. This partnership between government and university
founders was in radical opposition to the Russian and Bolshevik's interests, who later actively sought to establish a
foothold in the university.



The path to democratic development of both the Republic of Georgia and Thbilisi State University was closely
intertwined. The first academic institution of democratic Georgia, Tbilisi State University, became a recorder of the
short-term successes and setbacks of the country, vet, bore witness to remarkably dramatic history. Accordingly; it
is logical that in order to collect, preserve and study published, library and archival documents associated with this
exceptional period (1918-1921), the library at lvane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University established the Center for
the Study of Democratic Republic.

In 2015 Tieri Berishvili, the son of Georgian immigrant Mamia Berishvili, living in France, head of French — Georgian
Cultural Association, presented his father's personal archive and library to the State University of Georgia. This
gift enabled the university to open a new department at university’s library "Center — Library for the Study
of Democratic Republic of Georgia (1918-1921)" which aims to research and analyze this particular period of
Georgian history, educating young people about the Democratic Republic of Georgia, as well as contributing to
the search and preservation of important documents, offering scholars the opportunity for substantive research
of library and archive documents produced during Democratic Republic of Georgia. The Center also organizes
exhibitions, and publishes academic literature.

Members of the Center have held numerous events. Notably, the exhibition focused on the first multiparty,
democratic elections held on [4-16 February, 1919 is worth mentioning. These elections underpinned the
development of independent Georgias social-economic and political system, and constitution. The materials
prepared for this exhibition served as the basis for this publication.

Room. At the exhibition many unique Georgian electoral artifacts from the period of 1918 to 2008 were presented.
Representatives of state entities, international organizations, civil society, political parties and the heads of higher
education institutions of Georgia, as well as the former chairpersons of the CEC, and participant candidates in
the presidential elections of 27 September, 2013, attended the opening of this exhibition. A memorandum on
cooperation was signed between the CEC, the National Library, and the National Archives.

On 29 November, 2013, a similar exhibition was held in Kutaisi, at the Parliament of Georgia, where Members of
Parliament and representatives of non-governmental sector and international organizations were present.

Parallel to public campaigns, the permanent exhibition related to Georgia’s electoral history is open at the News
Room of the CEC, which is frequently an interesting topic for various groups of Georgians, particularly young
people, to explore. Materials of the permanent collection are planned to be transformed into an electronic format
in the future and made available on the CEC's website, which will make the exhibits more accessible to all.

This publication "The First Universal Democratic Elections in Independent Georgia" serves to promote Georgia's
electoral legacy. The CEC of Georgia is delighted to cooperate with Ivane Javakhishvili State University Library and
the International Foundation for Electoral Systems (IFES) in support of this goal.

PREPARATIONS FOR THE ELECTIONS OF CONSTITUENT
ASSEMBLY OF DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC OF GEORGIA

The Democratic Republic of Georgia existed for 1028 days and occupies a distinguished place in the history of
the country. Despite the ongoing political crisis in foreign affairs and domestic economic instability, the government
during that time made many significant political advancements. The significance of universal democratic elections
should be emphasized when examining the political system and democratization processes of the Democratic
Republic of Georgia. The elections held on 14, 15, and 16 February, 1919 can be regarded as one of the most
democratic elections held at the time throughout the world despite certain issues.

In November 917, the National Council of Georgia (indirectly elected by the invited National Congress) declared
Georgias independence on 26 May 1918. The idea to convene the Constituent Assembly came at the end of 1917.
However, due to lack of preparation and the political crisis the idea was postponed. After declaring independence
in 1918 the National Council began working on the rules governing the election of the Constituent Assembly and
electoral regulation. After declaring independence, in the summer of 1918, the National Council commenced
work on the election rules of the Constituent Assembly and electoral regulation. The legislative drafting process
lasted for a few months, and all political subjects of the National Council were involved.

On 22 November, 1918 the National Council of Georgia (referred to as "Parliament" from 8 October, 1918)
approved a law on "The Regulation of the Constituent Assembly Elections" that consisted of ten chapters and
I'19 articles. This legislation was deemed highly progressive in terms of its content and political significance at the
time. For example, in the first article of the first chapter the general provision states: "the Constituent Assembly
is composed of members, elected by the general population — despite gender — by equal, direct and secret



ballot with proportional representation, according to the rule;" Article 3 of the second chapter refers to voting
rights, "citizens of both genders of the republic are entitled to vote in the Constituent Assembly Elections
if they attain the age of 20 on election day. Persons regularly enrolled in the army only have passive suffrage
rights".! Passive voting rights’ restriction referred only to regular military personnel, whereas this restriction
did not apply to National Guard personnel. Guard commanders and members of the Social Democratic Party
were included in the candidates' lists. On 10 January, 1919 amendments to the electoral law were made; these
amendments primarily referred to adding and removing voters from the voter lists.

The Parliament of Georgia and its newly established body, the Central Parliamentary Election Commission of
Constituent Assembly, planned to hold elections in late spring of 1919. Noe Ramishvili, Minister of Internal Affairs,
presented a proposal to the Commission on 29 December; 1918 to hold the elections in February 1919. The date
for elections was selected based on external factors, for example in January 1919 the Paris Peace Conference was
due to open where the Georgian delegation's participation was deemed necessary; particularly important was
officials’ attendance at the event, elected through universal elections.?

The Parliament of Georgia and its Central Parliamentary Election Commission of Constituent Assembly accepted
the proposal of the Minister of Internal Affairs. On |0 January, 1919, the Parliament adopted the law "Appointing
the Constituent Assembly Elections”, which states that "the first day of the Constituent Assembly elections
is scheduled on 14 February of the current year" (according to new style — Julian calendar).? The appointed
members of the Central Election Commission of the Constituent Assembly began work in earnest.

CENTRAL PARLIAMENTARY ELECTION
COMMISSION OF THE CONSTITUENT ASSEMBLY

The number and composition of members of Central Parliamentary Election Commission of Constituent
Assembly changed regularly; however, the primary function remained intact, namely, assigning a minimum of one
member to every election subject in the Commission. Each faction represented in the Parliament had a different
number of mandates in the commission, which was proportional to the number of their MPs. At the same time,
all members of the commission were included on the candidate lists of election subjects, and this was not a
limiting factor.

The Central Parliamentary Election Commission of the Constituent Assembly prepared and enacted rules

to draft protocols for the municipal, district and precinct commissions, which were sent to commissions at all
levels. Protocol rules were published in the official body of the government of the Democratic Republic, in the
newspaper "Sakartvelos Respublika" (The Republic of Georgia). Rules and protocol samples were also printed in
various parties' newspapers for the purposes of voter education.

The Central Election Commission adopted a
resolution on 27 November, 1918, that dealt with the training of municipal, district and precinct commission
members in Kutaisi and Tbilisi. Afterwards, the commission sent members to Kutaisi.

ELECTION SUBJECTS

In January, 1919, the Election Commission performed a verification of the voters' lists. For this purpose, the
Election Commission corresponded actively with local bodies and the Ministry of Internal Affairs (MIA). From

22 — 26 January the Election Commission reviewed candidate lists of political parties participating in the elections
and approved |5 election subjects. Inconsistencies not in line with the electoral legislation were found in some
lists; in many cases, several of these issues were related to stateless persons of Georgia who had been entered
into the list. Concerning the list deficiencies, it should be mentioned, that an eminent journalist and activist
Mikhako Tsereteli was entered onto the National Democrats as well as Socialist-Federalists candidate list, though
neither party had submitted a letter of consent containing the authentic signature of the candidate.

NI SOCIAL-DEMOCRATIC LABOUR PARTY OF GEORGIA

The largest list of candidates composed of 130 persons was presented by Social-Democratic Labour Party of
Georgia. At the time this party was deemed as one of the most influential political subjects. During the period of
1918 to 1919, four ministers' offices, head of government and chairperson of the National Council (Parliament)
of the coalition government of the Democratic Republic of Georgia were held by the representatives of
Social-Democratic Party. The first leftist's conference "Kvirila" dated 25 December 1892, and Tbilisi conference
dated February 1893 is believed to be the date of party's formation. Since 1903, the party joined the All-Russian
Social-Democratic Labour Party (RSDL) and later joined its Menshevik wing. The Party operated contrary to
the central party line. It was one of the most influential political subjects in Transcaucasia at the time of Russian
Empire. The party received vast support in all four Russian Duma Elections from its electorate in Georgian
populated areas. In November; 1918, the party separated from RSDL Caucasus Regional Committee and
continued its activities as an independent Georgian party.

N2 NATIONAL DEMOCRATIC PARTY OF GEORGIA

The National Democratic Party of Georgia was formed in 1917. However, llia Chavchavadze conceived a similar
idea earlier in the twentieth century concerning the creation of a party with the same name and ideology.
Chavchavadze’s idea never came to fruition as the Russian Revolution in 1905, then the murder of Chavchavadze
himself in 1907 significantly disrupted the development of the party. The idea was realized many years later in
[917. The National Democratic Party presented a 96-person candidate list to the Central Election Commission;
the list included party leaders, famous Georgian intellectuals and publicists. Niko Nikoladze occupied the first
position on the list. However, the party’s electoral candidate list did not include women, or representatives of
ethnic minorities.

The Nationalist Party, which had seceded from National Democratic
Party, also participated in the elections of Constituent Assembly; the party used the National Democratic Party's
election number 8, derived from their participation in the Constituent Assembly Elections held in 1917 in Russia.

N5 GEORGIAN SOCIALIST-FEDERALIST REVOLUTIONARY PARTY

The Georgian Socialist-Federalist Revolutionary Party was formed during the Georgian Factions Conference

in Geneva in April 1904. From the very beginning, the party structure was similar to a coalition-like political
organization in that in addition to the leading Federalists, Archil Jorjadze, Giorgi and Andria Dekanozishvilebi,
there were united National-Democrats, Anarchists and Social-Revolutionaries. The party actively participated

in the Constituent Assembly Elections of Georgia in 1919. Party leaders, two acting ministers of the coalition
government, active members of Georgian academia and the party were presented in the candidate list.

Out of a total of 120 candidates, nine women were nominated as electoral candidates: N26 Nino Nakashidze;

In autumn 1918, radical Nationalistic Group seceded from the National
Democratic Party and formed the National-Nationalist party. The party’s official publication was known at
different times by the names of "Sali Klde" and "Klde". The party submitted a list of 25 candidates to the Central
Election Commission that was composed of acting members of the National Council and former leaders of
National-Democratic party. The list did not include any women or representatives of ethnic minorities.

The Leftists Socialist-Federalist Party of Georgia, the participant of the Elections of the Constituent Assembly,
seceded from the major group of Socialist-Federalists in |918. Socialists radical leftist views were unacceptable
to the Federalist Party. The political dissent began in the National Council when Aleksandre Tsereteli, a member
of the council was expelled from the Federalists faction. Prior to the Elections of the Constituent Assembly, the
Thilisi City Council Election was held on 2 February, 1919, where Leftists unexpectedly won a mandate.

ELECTION CAMPAIGN

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ELECTION RESULTS

On 14, I5 and 16 February, 1919 the elections of the Constituent Assembly were held in the majority of the
territory of Democratic Republic of Georgia; however, in some areas, due to inclement weather conditions and
the military-political situation, the elections were postponed. Later, two additional elections were held to make
up for the postponed elections. The Election Commission and the Ministry of Internal Affairs were in regular
correspondence in order to ensure the peaceful conduct of elections.
