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The Zoological pavilion of the park displays
Caucasian and Chinese pheasants, peacocks, gui-
nea-fowls, parrots, pigeons, Peking ducks, and
rabbits. The park has an alfresco cinema, an open—
air bandstand, an outdoor reading—room, a relay
station, a planetarium, a weather station. A tele-
casting centre was constructed here in 1956, with
a_mast 192 m_high, Visitors 1o the park are usual-
ly attracted by numerous games and amusements,
swing—boats, a_shooting—range, basketball and
volleyball grounds.

Mount Mtatsminda was formerly called. the
Hermits Mountain (Gandegilis Mta) or David's
Mountain (Mamadavitismta , after a monk David,
who, in the old days, founded a cloister here. In
common parlance Mount Mtatsminda is frequently
referred (o as ,Funicular® (from the Latin yfunicu-
lus*, a rope), after the electric cable railway lin-
king the town with the Miatsminda tableland. This
cable railway was built in 1805 by a Belgian joint—
stock company and in 1933 was remodelled and
renovated. The railway track is 098 wide and
501 m long. Two cars seating 50 passengers each
shuttle back and forth along the ropeway. It takes
the car 6 minutes 1o go up (or down) The building
of the upper station of the funicular railway is
supported by a breastwall 215 m long. The monu=

cherished memories of the town and of the park
on M. Miatsminda. It is.appropriate here o quote
Raild Kipli, a Finnish presswoman: ,After friend-
Iy meetings and merry songs we were spell—bound
by the view of Tbilisi at night. The fown, ablaze
with thousands of lights, spread out before us.
The sweet smell of blossoming acacias on the
sides of Mamadaviti and the nightingale’s warbling
delighted our senses. | had once looked at Paris
from the Eifel tower. However, Tbilisi has produ-
ced on mea more profound impression. As it
were, it is more youthful and pure. One of us re-
marked that it seemed to him as though the
stars had floated down to slumber on earth. And
so it did*.

At the side of the cable railway, in a little hol-
low in the side of Miatsminda, is a Pantheon of
Georgia's public men and men of leters. It was
here that over 180 years ago the remains of the
great Russian author A. S. Griboyedov were com-
mitted to the earth. Griboyedov, while he sti
lived, expressed a desire to be buried on Mtat-
sminda, which he called ,the most romantic and
picturesque place* in Georgia. Griboyedov's wife,
Nino Chavchavadze, fulfilled the behest of her
beloved husband. A century later, in 1929, a pan-
theon was established here. The pantheon contains
the tombs of Nino Ghavchavadze—Griboyedova
of the eminent Georgian writers, actors, scholars,
public' figures 'D: Kipiani, I Ghavchavadze,
A. Tsereteli, D. Eristavi, Vazha Pshavela, V. Bar-
noy, Y. Nikoladze, N. Baratashvili, Y. Gogeba-
shyili, Z. Chichinadze, F. Makharadze, M. Tskha-
kaya, D. Kidiashvili, N. Nikoladze, Vaso Abashid-
ze, Mose Janashvill, Al Tsagareli, Shalva Dadiani
G. Tabidze, Iv. Paliashvili, K. Marjanishvili, Leo
Kiacheli (Shengelaya) Simon Chikovani G. Leo-
nidze and others.

Mtatsminda is one of the historical landmarks
of Thilisi associated with the revolutionary past
of fhe town’s workers. The first gatherings of
workers were held here in the 1900's. In 1901 an
underground printing shop putting out leafl.ts
and appeals was in operation here under the gar-
den pond.
