Charles Michel, the President of
the European Council, empha-
sized the necessity for Georgia
to make further advancements
in de-oligarchization, media free-
dom, civil society, justice reform,
and depolarization.

In order to carry out a series
of comprehensive structural re-
forms, it was necessary to have
the support of a strengthened
majority in parliament. This un-
derscores the importance of in-
clusiveness and cross-party co-
operation.

President Michel highly ap-
preciated the role of the Presi-
dent of Georgia in advancing
Georgia’s European path and
bridging the existing divisions
between political parties.” the

the European Council reads.
President Zourabichvili’s ad-

ministration also released infor-
mation regarding the meeting.
According to them, the discus-
sion between President Salome
Zourabichvili and Charles
Michel revolved around
Georgia’s European aspirations,
12 recommendations, and the
challenges encountered in imple-
menting reforms.

According to the administra-
tion, the President of Georgia
extended an invitation to Charles
Michel to visit Georgia, and the
President of the European Coun-
cil accepted the invitation, ex-
pressing his readiness to visit in
the near future.

“President Michel recalled the
historic decision of the European
Council in June 2022, which
granted a European perspective,
and once again emphasized his
firm belief that the future of
Georgia lies within the European
Union.

The President of Georgia em-
phasized the importance of
granting the country the status
of a candidate for EU member-
ship, reiterating the unwavering
will of the Georgian people to join
the European Union.

President Michel noted that
the Commission will prepare a
report on the 12 recommenda-
tions of the European Commis-

sion in the fall, as part of the ‘en-
largement package’. Following
this, President Michel plans to
include the issue of next steps on

the agenda of the European Coun-
cil in the last quarter of 2023.

President Michel highlighted
the imperative for greater

progress concerning justice re-
form, media freedoms, civil soci-
ety, de-oligarchization, and depo-
larization,” the statement reads.

D roa party responded to Irakli

in power means more isolation from the
West and more rapprochement with the
enemy - Russia.

At the ongoing security forum in
Bratislava, Gharibashvili said that one
of the reasons for Russia’s invasion of

Ukraine was the expansion of NATO.
The international community has also

responded to Georgia’s official representative’s
blameful comment on Ukraine.

In response to Prime Minister Irakli
Gharibashvili’s speech at the NATO sum-
mit in Bratislava, the publication PO-
LITICO headlined an article as “NATO
aspirant country blames NATO for
Russia’s war in Ukraine.”

The publication writes that

Gharibashvili echoes the Kremlin’s state-
ments, thereby explaining the invasion
of Ukraine. The article states that these
statements of the Prime Minister of Geor-
gia are another sign that Tbilisi is mov-
ing away from the West.

Russian Airline Red Wings to
Launch Flights in Georgia

The Russian airline Red Wings, which
is to fulfill flights to and from Georgia,
has added occupied Abkhazia to the list
of countries. Georgia has not yet been
added to the website.

Red Wings will start flights from June
2, in the direction of Sochi-Tbilisi and
Moscow-Kutaisi.

Red Wings is the second Russian air-
line after ‘Azimut’ that will start flights
to Georgia. It is a subsidiary of the Rus-
sian state corporation ‘Ros Tech’, which

is sanctioned by the United States of
America.

The company Azimut also indicated the
occupied Abkhazia and Tskhinvali re-
gions as independent states in the coun-
tries column of the registration graph.
Later, the self-proclaimed republics were
removed from the list of countries.
