SUMMARY

The Kolagiri cave monasiery became known to scholars as far back as the end
of the nineteenth century. Since then, in listing the monasteries and the hermitages of
the Gareja desert, Kolagiri has been named along with others, although nothing else
was known about it but its existence. Materials and indications about the monastery
and its wall paintings appeared in the literature from the 1930s. The publications deal
with general descriptions of the cave complex (Dimitri Gonashvili), as well as with
attempts at reading a part of the inscriptions of the frescoes (Teimuraz Bamaveli),
reports on the portraits of the donors represented in the north chapel of the principal
church of the monastery (Givi Gaprindashvili), and a description of fragments of the
refectory wall paintings (Aneli Volskaya). On the basis of the latest publications the
frescoes have been dated to the second half of the thirteenth century. The images of
the donors have not been identified to the present day. The publications have given
various numbers of the portraits of the historical figures represented in the wall
paintings (nine according to Gonashvili, and eleven according to Barnaveli).

I began to gather matenals about the Kolagiri church murals in 1979. Somewhat
later, in April 1987, while participating in the Gareja epigraphic expedition of the K.
Kekelidze Institute of Manuscripts, Georgian Academy of Sciences, I described the
donor images, made graphic copies and photographed them. Work on studying the
portraits continued in 1997 and 1998. At that time, the implementation of a long-term
project started on the basis of an INTAS grant, aimed at complete recording of the
architecture, mural painting and epigraphy of the monasteries of the Gareja desert.
During this work, Mamuka Kiknadze, Shalva Lezhava and I made a survey of the
principal church along with other caves of the Kolagiri monastery. Individual aspects
connected with the donor images were also specified. Recently, also within the frame
of the INTAS project, the frescoes of the cave church and refectory were restored by
the Centre for the Study, Fixation and Restoration of Old Georgian Wall Painting
(Director: Merab Buchukuri). The interior of the church was cleaned of Lhe fallen
earth and blocks of the rock. The materials brought to light in the process of this work
were highly significant for the history of the cave monastery and its frescoes.

Kolagiri is a relatively small cave monastery of the lori ramification of the
Gareja desert. It is situated to the north-east of the so-called Berebis Seri (‘Hill of
Monks’), within approximately three kilometers of it. The caves of the complex are
cut in conglomerate in the eastern slope of a mountain rising above the Ion plain.
This clay-cemented rock is very friable, apparently causing the collapse of a large
part of the cave monastery: the front (eastern) part of the caves is now entirely
demolished, actually only fragments of the western half surviving.

Of the caves of the complex only the principal church and the refectory were
painted. As seen from the surviving parts of the principal church of the monastery, it
must have been a single-nave church with two lateral chapels (the size of the present
part is 13.6x3.9 m).
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The church was plastered and painted. Fragments of the painting have survived
more or less fully in all the three compartments of the church. The naos appears to
have been adorned mainly with scenes of the Christological cycle (the Baptism, the
Crucifixion, the Anastasis, the Ascension and the Dormition have survived); on the
western wall of the small southern chapel is the enthroned Christ in Mandorla as well
as a group of angels, pointing to the presence here of the Last Judgement composi-
tion.

On the north slope of the vault of the church, beneath the Baptism scene only
the upper part of a large-sized composition remains. In its centre Christ's figure in a
multilayered Mandorla is represented. The two flying angels in the upper left corner
of the piece are directed in supplication to Him (symmetrically, in the right comer of
the piece the plaster with a layer of painting has survived; it is clear that no pair of
angels was depicted on the other side of the Mandorla). With lowered widespread
arms, the Saviour blessed two crowned figures depicted beneath on both sides. Only
small fragments have survived from these images.

Notwithstanding the essential damage of the composition, it is clear that
represented here were the portraits of donors, namely those of royal figures blessed
by the Lord. This primarily is indicated by the place selected for them, i.e. the western
comer of the north wall of the church - traditionally assigned in Georgia for the
donor portraits. Of no less importance is the fact that an analogous iconographic
scheme was often resorted to in depicting the royal couple of donors from the tenth
century in the Christian East, including Georgia.

The surviving part of the relatively small northern chapel of the church is wholly
occupied by images of historical persons, on its vault the composition of the Ascension
of the Lord being represented (only its western half has survived).

Like the entire church, the chapel, too, has collapsed from the east, yet it still
appears feasible to determine the approximate dimensions of its hall. According to
the composition of the Ascension, the northern nave was not appreciably elongated
along the east-west axis; besides the apse, approximately one-third of its eastern side
must have collapsed to date (i.e. not more than two metres). Accordingly, the order of
the portraits represented here must have survived fully. In front of them one should
have expected the figure of the Saviour, the Virgin, an angel or some other holy
image; According to the centuries-old tradition of Georgian mural painting, the donors
must have faced that figure in supplication.

Thus, the wall painting in the Kolagiri cave church was arranged specifically:
the principal place in the programme of decoration of the naos must have been held
by the scenes of the Christological cycle; part of them were placed in the western half
of the naos. The Last Judgement composition, which is traditionally assigned to the
western part of the naos, was therefore shifted to the southern chapel. The northern
chapel of the church was wholly assigned to the images of the donors.

To date eleven donor figures have survived on the three walls of the northern
chapel, of which three each on the south and west walls, and five on the north one.
The figures on the south and north walls are tumed by three-quarter towards the east.
while on the west wall they are represented frontally (i.e. in this case directed to the
sanctuary). Each figure has an explanatory inscription done in black asomtavruli
(uncial) letters. Most of the inscriptions are at present badly damaged.

The first to be depicted in the row of donors on the north wall of the chapel
was a figure clad in a long reddish-brownish tunic and wearing a fur hat (a fragment
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has survived). To the left of his head a four-line explanatory inscription is legible:
by ol g(o63)6 HBobomogm) g(Molboogla, dy gBobomogm) g(boborsg)ol
W)eomobo (3] Y pomo ADHD> KDgobs podud)co - JyelJul.
— This is Eristavi of Eristavis Vardan, son of Eristavi of Eristavis Saghir, brought
up by King Dimitre [. . .]. The text of the explanatory inscription was presumably
written also to the right of the figure (this actually is the case with all the figures on
all the three walls). At this place the plaster is completely flaked off.

The next portrait is that of an ecclesiastic. He is attired in a light brown sakkos,
a golden ochre phelonion and a kamilaukion of the same colour. Only the left half of
his face has survived - that, too, much obliterated. The explanatory inscription is
divided into three lines to the left of the head of the figure, and into four lines to the
right. Of these, nothing but traces of several faded characters have survived to the
right. while the text on the right is fairly legible: dndf-Jo» [- - - - -Jao0
Jobormgbya(Wl o IFagb(m)d(s)bams mybors 3byc(al) 3ym [ ] - [..
.Jgi made him vazirtukhutsesi and mtsignobartukhutsesi [. . .].

After this on the north wall, again an ecclesiastic is portrayed. His phelonion is
also done in ochre (in both cases this colour appears 1o have been used to render a
fabric embroidered with gold thread). The sakkos is reddish-brown. It is covered
with a narrow epitrachelion, the upper part of which has brown horizontal strips.
Fragments of features done in dark brown have survived on the olive background of
the ecclesiastic’s face. The explanatory inscription, distributed on both sides, had
seven lines. It is so much damaged that no sense can be made of it.

The explanatory inscription to the next figure of a noble depicted in the extreme
west comer of the north wall is also badly damaged. The donor is portrayed with the
traditional garment of nobles: a dark comelian dress (so-called kaba or kabacha) and
a cylindrical khaki head gear. The donor holds a diagonally inclined sceptre. Only
part of the handle of the insignia, above the palm, has survived.

The figure of a youth, standing in front of this figure, is attired in a yellowish
dress; he is wearing a tall light grey hat, adomed with a khaki fabric tinsel. This
figure had no explanatory inscription.

To the east of the surviving part of the south wall the first is again an
ecclesiastic's figure. He is attired similarly to the above-described images of
ecclesiastics: the rounded kamilaukion is grey, and the sakkos dark-red. The light
ochre colour of the phelonion here, too, must have been used to render a fabric
embroidered with tinsel.

Owing to the collapse of the chapel, this figure is the most damaged among the
images represented on this wall. Nevertheless, separate fragments of the face can still
be made out on the greyed layer, namely the arc-like strokes to indicate the eyes and
brows, as well as the outline of a dark black beard.

There had been a long inscription between the donor’s head and the edge of
the collapsed wall. Strips scraiched later according to the lines show that the inscription
was seven-lined. It is clear from the extant traces that the inscription is part of an
entire explanatory text which, similarly to the text of the other donors depicted here,
was distributed on both sides of the figure. At present almost nothing can be read
here. The text is relatively better preserved on the right side of the figure. Its upper

four lines must have been much longer than the rest. It runs up to the head of the next
(right side) figure — also an ecclesiastic. The principle of the distribution of this part
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of the inscription is somewhat unusual; it seems to have been a text of a general
character, not directly connected with any image. This is seen from the separate
words that are still legible.

The next image on this wall — similarly to the donors’ sequence of the north
wall — is again that of an ecclesiastic. Only his headgear differs: it is a small circular
black hat covering only the upper part of the crown. The phelonion of this figure was
done in golden ochre. The colour of the sakkos cannot be made out at present. The
lower edge of the narrow grey epitrachelion is adomed with a thin black omament.

Owing to the flaking of the plaster, the donor’s face is actually lost. Only separate
fragments of his face, hair and beard have survived. Like the others, the ecclesiastic’s
image had an explanatory inscription. It is now hard to be positive about the size of
the text to the right of his head, i.e. the beginning of the inscription, as the plaster here
has completely come off; it is clear only that it followed directly the long inscription
of general character between the two figures. This is indicated by the part of the
single-line text on the right; it was written alongside the donor's head. At present /. . .J
H33)boban - [...] of Vardan is legible here.

The images of ecclesiastics on the south wall (in its western comer) are followed
by the figure of a noble. The face, as well as the headgear has been deliberately
lacerated, although fragments of the features can still be made out on the fresco. The
fower brim of the light khaki round hat is fur-lined, its front being adormed with a
wavy grey tinsel. From above the hat has a pinecone-shaped small grey tab.

The donor's dress is of light-green colour; its edges are adorned with stylized
vegetable ornament. The garment has a thin brownish-red belt for the sword, which is
hanging in front. The text accompanying the image is two-lined, distributed on either
side of the figure: 3(dfgb dy grobmogm Hdobosglobs glodps)bobo —
Beshken, son of the eristavi of eristavis Vardan.

The images of the three laymen represented on the western wall are badly
damaged. These figures, too, are portrayed as attired in dresses traditional to nobles.
All of them hold a sceptre in the right hand, raised vertically. Two of the three (on the
central and south parts of the wall) have their arms raised in front of the chest in
token of prayer; the third image (in the north part of the wall) is very fragmentary.
Conjecturally, it must have been represented in the same gesture.

The figure to the left had a multi-line inscription, running twenty-three lines
downward between the donor's torso and the sceptre (to date only insignificant
fragments are legible). Attired in a dark-red dress, the donor has a sword on his waist,
along with the sceptre. Of his round hat only the left half has survived. The headgear
is grey, adorned with khaki lining. In the place of the donor's face the plaster is
damaged so much that nothing has survived of the features, only small fragments
being traceable.

The dress of the middle figure was light pink. Over time the donor’s face has
suffered most damage — only a couple of traces of the features are to be seen between
the holes of the plaster — details of a shortcut beard and long locks of curly hair
running down the shoulders. Like the headgear of the other persons in the donor’s
row, the hat of this noble, too, was round, coloured grey and adomed in front with
olive lining.

Along with the sceptre, the lay person has other insignia too, numely a sword.
The text of a three-line inscription accompanying the image had been distributed
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between the donor’s head and the diagonally inclined sceptre.

Of the figure on the right only small fragments have survived. Of the image
only the right half of a figure clad in a reddish-brownish dress can be made out. As to
the inscription, it has become totally obliterated with time.

With the great number of donors’ images the Kolagiri church wall painting
stands out among the monuments of the eleventh-thirteenth centuries Georgian
monumental painting. Indeed, in the cited period it is rare to find another mural in
which so many portraits of historical persons are brought together. Notable among
such cases are primarnily the examples preserved in the Gareja monasteries, namely
the donor portraits of the main churches of the Udabno (early eleventh century) and
Natlismtsemeli (end of the twelfth century) monasteries.

Along with the placement of donor images, a definite regularity is perceivable
in the distribution of explanatory inscriptions to the portraits and their contents: the
texis were largely placed on either side of the donor’s head. Part of them commenced
with: gbg oL - this is, which was apparently followed by an indication of the
donor’s background; then came his office and rank. This regulation of the inscriptions
accompanying the donor images must be indicative of a definite tradition (cf. the
inscriptions in Zemo Krikhi (early eleventh century) and Ateni Sioni (second half of
the eleventh century) built according to a similar scheme, but much more laconic).
The king’s painter Tevdore’s inscriptions, made by him at the turn of the twelfth
century in the Upper Svaneti churches (namely in Iprari, Lagurka, Nakipari) are
partially comparable to the Kolagiri donor inscriptions in terms of the message and
clearly-defined structure.

On the south wall of the chapel the hierarchy is somewhat violated, for one
more figure is portrayed in front of the vazirtukhursesi (chairman of the viziers).
Conformably to a rule established over the centuries in Christian art, here one should
expect the portrait of the king himself, the queen, the prince or some representative of
the royal family. But in Kolagiri the reason for this discrepancy is indicated in the
inscription itself: the erisravi of eristavis Vardan, depicted in the fresco, was brought
up by King Dimitri, i.e. he was the closest person to the royal court of the Georgia of
that period; with definite virtues and honour he was distinguished in the circle of the
country’s supreme authorities. His garment — long chasuble and tunic reaching to the
heels — must be indicative of the possible possession of an ecclesiastical rank. Along
with this, the donor’s headgear, which, as noted, is lined with fur, seems somewhat
incongruous.

The name of the king, Dimitri, mentioned in the donor’s inscription, appears to
be most valuable among the meagre evidence available for the specification of the
Kolagiri donor representations and, hence of the period of execution of the cave
church frescoes. In the twelfth-thirteenth centuries two kings are known under this
name: Dimitri I (1125-1156), the son of David the Builder, and Dimitri II (1271-
1289), the son of David Ulu, sumamed the self-sacrificed. If eristavi of eristavis
Vardan is taken to have been brought up by the former, the conjectural period of the
execution of the Kolagiri church wall-painting cannot go beyond the tumn of the
thirteenth century. As to the second assumption, in this case the terminus ante quem
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of the painting of the frescoes should be set at the beginning of the fourteenth century.

In connection with all this, the second image of the south wall and the text
surviving from its explanatory inscription are significant. The fresco features the
nusignobartukhutsesi (chancellor) - the highest official at the Georgian royal court, a
vizier who in a definite period combined the offices of ecclesiastical hierarch and
first minister.

The question of the existence of the vizier's office at the Georgian royal court,
as well as the essence of the office of the msignobartukhuisesi, has more than once
become the object of special study over recent decades. At present the view is uni-
versally acknowledged, according to which the name of misignobartukhutsesi must
have existed at the country’s royal court from the time of David the Builder (1089-1125).
A succession of mtsignobartukhutsesis holding office throughout the eleventh-four-
teenth centuries is known, with long gaps, however. These are: Giorgi (1103/4 - 1118),
Svimeon (apparently 1118-1141), Ioane (apparently 1161-1178), Anton Glonistavisdze
(1178-1184 and 1185-1204), Mikael LI Miranisdze (1184-1185), Teodore (1204-
1206), Arsen (ca. 1235-1248), Basili (1248-1265), and Giorgi (second half of the
fourteenth century).

The primacy of the misignobartukhutsesi among the other senior officials of
the darbazi (state council) order must have become established at an early period.
This office attained its zenith in the second half of the twelfth century. beginning
with the reign of Giorgi III (1156-1184). However. this situation did not last long:
early in the thirteenth century, with the advancement of the office of atabag, that of
misignobartukhutsesi gradually declined and lost primacy. According to historical
sources, from the beginning of the thirteenth century the atabag appears 1o be
vazirtukhutsesi or the first among the viziers. He at the same time held the office of
amirspasalari (minister of war). And which is most important, the rights of the atabag
grew appreciably over the royal monasteries, the latter formerly coming under the
misignobartukhutsesi.

Thus, the existence of the office of mrsignobartukhutsesi as foremost among
the viziers, the more so, as a leader of viziers (or vazirtukhutsesi), is limited to a
definite chronological period, probably not going beyond the first half of the thirteenth
century.

The Kolagiri fresco must reflect a situation corresponding to this: here the
misignobartukhutsesi comes after the noble brought up by the king; most importantly,
his primacy among the highest officials of the kingdom is indicated specially in the
inscription.

That part of the Iori valley where the monasteries of the Gareja desert are
clustered came from early times under the Kambechovani province. With its centre
in Khornabuji. Kambechovani was for a definite period of time (seventh-tenth
centuries) one of the eristavates of the Kingdom of Hereti-Kakheti; in the eleventh-
thirteenth centuries it belonged to the Khornabuji eristavate, within the united kingdom
of Georgia. The special interest in this province was largely due to its rich natural
resources. This made for the region’s traditionally great economic significance for
the kingdom. Kambechovani, viz. its ori valley belt with fertile arable lands and
good pastures for livestock-breeding, was always at the centre of the attention of the
country’s highest authorities and foreign invaders.

Hence the great wave of construction noticeable in Kambechovani in the twelfth
and early thirteenth century seems quite natural. This refers also to the eastern part of
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the Gareja monastic complex situated in the Jori valley proper: the evidence of
historical sources of the tum of the thirteenth century, as well as later documents,
makes clear the great economic and cultural advancement and strength of this province.

The situation changed substantially beginning with the 1220s/1230s, when the
eastern part of the Gareja desert, i.e. the eristavate of Khomabuji/Kambechovani
suffered inroads of foreigners — the Khwarazmians and Mongols. From the mid-
thirteenth century this province turned not only into a station for the Mongols but
also into an arena of struggle between them. In this respect, the struggle between the
Golden Ulus and Eranian llkhans (its consequences are evident from a census carried
out by Arghun Oirid in the 1280s) must have been particularly devastating. It was at
this time that this region, with the villages belonging to Gareja, became depopulated,
the local residents moving northward — to the mountainous part of the region. The
sometime powerful and leading house of the Khomabuji eristavis was physically
annihilated.

The scale of devastating invasions is seen in their consequences that were felt
and well known even when Vakhushti Bagrationi (1696-1757) was writing his
Geography of Georgia. After this the eastern part of the Gareja desert as well as the
larger part of Kakheti-Hereti became a place of habitation of nomads.

Hardships of the country were to give rise to many troubles, one being the
highly exacerbated relations between the royal court and the Church in the second
half of the thirteenth century. The principal cause of the great disagreement was the
confiscation of the Church lands, resorted to by the Georgian supreme authorities.
Subsequently, in the reign of Demetre II, the process of the lands’confiscation
strengthened further; consequently the relationship of the Church and the royal
government remained aggravated. The opposition ended with the defeat of the Church.

The foregoing should not be taken to mean that at the end of the thirteenth and
the beginning of the fourteenth century monastic life in the Gareja desert was at its
lowest ebb. and artistic life dead. But like in separate provinces of the kingdom
(especially at age-old spiritual centres), life in the monasteries of the central part of
Gareja (Lavra of St. David, Dodo, Natlismtsemeli, Udabno) must have shrunk
considerably. This should have been the case with creative activity: it was impossible
to think of creating on the same scale and artistic level as in the past. Whatever was
created in Gareja at that time looked much more modest in comparison with what had
been produced during the preceding decades (cf. the wall-painting of the church of
Annunciation of Udabno monastery with the portraits of King Demetre II and the
Archbishop loane, done after the king’s martyrdom, in the last years of the thirteenth
century; furthermore, the frescoes were not even completed). For the conditions of
the eastern part of Gareja of that time such active creative work as implied by Kolagiri
wall-paintings seems less doubtful: even the small fragments surviving from its fres-
coes clearly point to the large scale of the ensemble; the multiplicity of the images of
church hierarchs and nobility alongside the portraits of representatives of the royal
court must be an indicator of an internal political situation marked by a full harmony
of the supreme rulers and their subjects under conditions of a united kingdom.

Accordingly, the reality represented in the portraits of the Kolagiri church echo

in many ways the internal polilical situation at the end of the twelfth century and
early thirteenth century, as well as the most important aspects of the system of
officialdom. Underlying this is the assumption that the row of donors in the Kolagiri
church seems to reflect the situation at the Georgian royal court at the end of the
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twelfth century, hence the period of its execution must be dated to this period.

The determination of the presumable period of the execution of the portraits
renders the possible circle of the persons represented here much narrower. The number
of images about which one can speak with confidence in Kolagiri is rather small
today. Among them the portrait of the first vizier or mtsignobartukhutsesi should be
singled out first and foremost.

Not a single development took place at the Georgian royal court of the turn of
the thirteenth century without the active participation of the mrsignobartukhutsesi.
Some events presumably occurred on their direct initiative. The names of the first
viziers of the period are well known: in the reign of Giorgi Ill and Tamar Anton
Glonistavisdze and Mikael Mirianisdze emerge as powerful but radically different
personalities in terms of the character of their activities. Their active involvement
had an appreciable impact on the course of most important developments in the
kingdom. Among many, such was the campaign of Yuri Bogoljubski, first husband of
Tamar, against Georgia and the threat the Georgian royal court faced early in the
1190s. Then, according to Basil the Majordomo, one of the historians of Tamar’s
epoch: “Now Tamar prayed to God for counsel as 10 whom she should commit the
charge of David, her army and the stewardship of her house. God mude her feel no
shame for this, but filled her with wisdom and discernment. She considered all the
miavars in her kingdom and with intelligent perception, committing the affair to
God, she summoned Anton Glonistavisdze from Gareja, the former Chqondideli who
had been deposed by the Catholicos Mikael through the perfidy of certain of the
monarch’s advisers. He was presenied o her, a man truly deserving of praise, a real
Christian, upright, sincere, without guile, benign, gracious to all, of a kindly nature,
modest, devoted beyond measure 10 his superior: what need is there to speak of the
churches and monasteries. for his deeds themselves everywhere bear witness — both
in Mghvime and Klarjeti, at the monastery established by himself, as well as in all
other places. He was appointed vizir and given Chqondidi, Samiavisi, Kisis-khevi
and the misignobartukhuisesoba; for if an upright man stumbles, still he will nor

Sall.™!

This quotation bears witness to the fact that at the time of another trial facing
the Georgian royal court Anton Glonistavisdze, deposed by the Catholicos Mikael
Mirianisdze, resided in one of the monasteries of the Gareja desent.

Historical sources contain numerous references to Anton Glonistavisdze as
one of the outstanding statesmen of his day. He was granted the office of
nusignobartukhutsesi in the 1170s, holding it till | 184. After the death of Giorgi IlI
(until the second coronation of Tamar) this office was usurped by the Catholicos
Mikael Mirianisdze, who was promoted following the defeat of the rebellion of the
Orbelis (1177/1178). However, Mikael’s rule, who was opposed to the royal court,
did not last long: shortly afterwards, in the first year after Tamar’s second coronation,
“With the support and agreement of the nobles of the seven kingdoms she appointed
as the Chief Vizir and Chqondideli Antoni, a man of high intelligence and experience,
loyal and wise, who had been brought up by her own father.”

Anton Glonistavisdze must have been a representative of one of the country's

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noble houses. Furthermore, unlike Mikael Mirianisdze, he always remained not only
loval to Tamar's court but one of the most active figures as well. This seems to have
been one of the basic preconditions for his being one of the most popular statesmen
of his time. The attitude of his contemporaries is seen well in his characterization by
the historians of the period. This attitude is particularly evident against the back-
ground of the attitude to Mikael Mirianisdze, being marked by unconcealed hatred.
According to the sources, the attitude coincided with that of Tamar. The point is that
Mikael was an influential figure who masterminded many actions against the Queen.
It is considered that at least three developments — the action of Qutlu Arslan’s group,
the bringing back of Yuri Bogolyubski to Georgia and subsequently, his rebellion
must have been three different phases of the campaign of one and the same influential
group. with Mikael Minianisdze playing one of the leading roles in this. The circle of
Mikael’s supporters takes shape: the emir of Tbilisi, subsequently the mechurchle-
tukinasesi (minister of finance) Abulasan, the msakhurtukhutsesi Vardan Dadiani,
Guzan of Tao, and the spasalari of Samtskhe, Botso Jageli. This group became
especially prominent during the rebellion of Yuri Bogolyubski, around the year 1191.
Opposed to this group there certainly was a circle of the Queen’s loyal high officials,
presumnably with Anton Glonistavisdze as one of its leaders. According to the sources,
in the 1190s this group united “spasalars and didebulis from Hereti, Kakheti, Kartli,
Sombkhiri and Samtskhe.”

Anton’'s epithet, Christ’s equal must have doubtless been bestowed on him for
his contribution to the administration of the country and his personal virtues. It is
thought that this epithet did not amount to an official title, yet this appellation of the
first vizier in official documents is in itself significant. However, there was an official
title too. pointing to the distinguished position of Anton Glonistavisdze among the
country’s supreme authorities, viz. protohypertimos, a title conferred on a Church
hierarch for special services. This title is used in reference to Anton Chqondideli in
Queen Tamar’s donatory charter to Shiomghvime monastery and, which is especially
noteworthy, on the Qintsvisi church fresco as well. Notwithstanding the paucity of
evidence on the title of protohypertimos, it must clearly have been one of the highest
ecclesiastical honours in the Orthodox world. It was presumably bestowed on the
musignobartukhutsesis by the king of Georgia as a token of the highest spiritual hierarch
next to the Patriarch.

The depiction of the misignobartukhutsesi-chqondideli in the wall painting of
one of the monasteries of the Gareja desert as first in the row of the country's spiritual
and secular leaders prompts one to significant conclusions, for it echoes the
contemporary reality in many ways.

The authority granted to the mtsignobariukhutsesi by the king himself must
have been fairly wide. If not earlier, in Tamar’s reign at least, the first vizier's
stewardship covered many spheres of the country’s intemnal political, economic and
spiritual life. Significantly enough, among these duties of the mtsignobartukhursesi
(control of all offices of the royal court, supervision of the group of mrsignobaris
(scribes/secretaries), chairmanship of the supreme court, management of the royal
chamber - the principal body of state administration, registration and charge of the
state property, and so on), care for and management of the royal monasteries was one
of the principal duties.

All this is obvious from Anton’s constructional activity in Shiomghvime
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monastery, the Anchi archimandrite see, Vahani, Qintsvisi (where the construction
and painting were carried out by Anton, on the commission of the royal court, as is
clearly seen from the donors’ portraits), and the Hagartsin monasteries.

The sources have not preserved any evidence on the history of the Kolagiri
monastery. Nevertheless, the extant traces of the caves of the complex and their wali
paintings show that from the viewpoint of the growth of monastic life appreciable
changes must have taken place here by the twelfth-thirteenth centuries. It cannot be
ruled out that a new complex arose at the site of the caves of the earlier period, with
a vast church and a refectory in the centre. It is difficult to make any positive statement
about the direct initiator of this construction. At the same time, according to the
evidence of the donor portraits, and with account of the above material, it seems quite
possible that the creation (resp. renovation-expansion) of the Kolagiri monastery was
linked to the donor activity of Anton Chqondideli.

Opinions differ regarding the transfer of the Gareja desert monasteries to the
Georgian royal court. This must have clearly taken place not later than the early
twelfth century. From then to the 1420s (until the monastic complex and its lands
were transferred to the Patriarchate by Aleksandre [ the Great) the Gareja monasteries
remained in ownership of the royal court. Over this period they never lacked the
special atutention of the Georgian kings, which created appropriate conditions for a
rapid advance and fresh growth of the monastic complex. For its part, this must have
found reflection on the life and economy of the Gareja monasteries, the architectural
makeup of the complexes, and the adomment of the cave structures. In all the
monasteries that were renovated at the tum of the thirteenth century at the instance of
the Georgian royal court and with direct participation of the circle of high officials
patronage was duly acknowledged by means of their portraits and attending inscriptions
(cf. the frescoes of the principal churches of the central part of Gareja: Natlismtsemeli,
Bertubani and Dodo). We seem to be dealing with a similar development in Kolagiri
too: the high official that was considered steward of the Gareja desert along with
other royal monasteries features first in the donors row of its principal church.

The part of the explanatory inscription that has survived with the donor’s image
seems significant in many ways in connection with Georgia's central govemment
system as well. In this respect, valuable is the term vazirtukhutsesi in the text of the
inscription. Over the past seventy years differing views have often been advanced in
the scholarly literature in connection with the existence of the vizier’s office at the
Georgian royal court. According to the view established early in Georgian histori-
ography, the vizier's title must have already existed in Georgia by the twelfth century.
being at the time bome by the misignobartukhuisesi, amirspasalari. mandaturtkhu-
tsesi (head of ceremonies), and mechurchletukhuisesi. Accordingly, the savaziro
(vazirate) must have also existed. Later (in Rusudan’s reign) it also included the
atabag and msakhurtukhutsesi (head of the servants). According to another view, in
the twelfth and the first decade of the thirteenth century only vizier — the mursig-
nobartukhutsesi — is recognized to have existed at the Georgian royal court. Hence,
the establishment of the vazirate is to be assumed only in the time following Tamar’s
reign.

Reviewing all considerations of the inscription of the Kolagiri church in relation
to the available testimony would go far beyond the boundaries of the present essay.
Attention here could be focused on one fact only: the explanatory inscription
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accompanying the image of Anton Glonistavisdze is the additional source which
makes the assumption of the existence of a vazirate at the Georgian royal court already
at the turn of the thirteenth century somewhat more convincing. Indeed, the indica-
tion of the text of the inscription to the effect that the nusignobartukhutsesi represented
in the fresco “[rhe king] made him vazirtukhutsesi” (i.e. the first among the viziers)
would otherwise remain incomprehensible. This, for its part, must suggest that the
other officials of the darbazi were at that time called vaziri - viziers.

Here we should revert to the identification of the eristavi of eristavis Vardan,
son of the eristavi of eristavis Saghir. His representation at the head of the row of the
highest ecclesiastical hierarchs and secular authorities is crucial. This change in the
traditional ordering of donor portraits must be indicative of the fact that the house to
which the person depicted in the fresco belonged enjoyed distinction at the country’s
roval court at the time the church was painted. The same is indicated by the fact
underlined in the inscription that the son of the eristavi of eristavis Saghir had been
brought up by King Demetre, i.e. he was a person very close to the royal circle and,
hence, enjoyed special privileges.

The name Vardan occurs rather frequently among Georgian court officials and
local rulers in the second half of the twelfth and the beginning of the thirteenth century.
In connection with the presence of the nobles bearing this name and their successors
(resp. Vardan's sons) in the donor row of the Kolagiri monastery, attention could be
focused on some of themn. These are the eristavi of eristavis and msakhurtukhuisesi
Vardan Dadiani. the eristavi of Hereti Vardan Kolonkelisdze, and the mechurchletukhu-
1sesi Kakhaber Vardanisdze. Vardan (occasionally Beshken too) appears to be a fam-
ily name in several noble houses of Western Georgia. Among them notable are the
Inasaridzes (on whose commission and donation the Seti triptych was created at the
turn of the thirteenth century), and Vardanisdzes (whose representatives traditionally
participated in the coronation of the king).

At first glance, evidence for the identification of the eristavi of eristavis Vardan
is fairly broad. Nevertheless, it would be hard to conceive the likelihood of depicting
representatives of most of the cited houses in the Kolagiri fresco. Given the
developments of the turn of the thirteenth century, most likely is the existence of the
portrait of Vardan Kolonkelisdze in relation to Gareja.

The eristavi of Hereti, Vardan Kolonkelisdze and his house should be assumed
among the noble houses coming to the fore in the second half of the twelfth century.
The story is well known about Giorgi III's campaign against Eldiguz the Atabag in
1163-1164, when the Georgian army was defeated owing 1o the wrong strategy of
Vardan Kolonkelisdze and other nobles. Later in 1177-1178, Vardan’s son, lvane
Kolonkelisdze took part in the rebellion of the Orbelis and was captured upon the
defeat of the conspirators. Nevertheless, the Kolonkelisdzes seem to have escaped
grave punishment; furthermore, the house retained the eristavate of Hereti in the first
years of Tamar's reign, and perhaps even later, appearing to enjoy the favour of the
supreme authorities. However, this must have not lasted long: in the 1190s Hereti

passed into the hands of the Grigolisdzes; among the then rulers of the various
provinces of the Kingdom mention is made of Asat Grigolisdze “who deprived Saghir
Kolonkelisdze of his domain by force, and shortly afterwards begged for himself to
be appointed to the post of authority of Arishiani, conferring the office of eristavi of
Hereti to his son Grigol”. The house of the noble deprived of his office probably still
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retained due respect at the royal court, continuing to care — as far as possible — for the
spiritual seats closely linked to the province ruled by himself shortly before. Among
these seats Gareja must have held a distinguished place towards the end of the twelfth
century. The relations developing over decades between the loyal mtsignobartukhutsesi
and the local noble may have been a determining factor in regulating the donors’ row.

Two more portraits in the Kolagiri row of donors should be related to the
house of Kolonkelisdzes. These are Beshken, son of the eristavi of eristavis Vardan,
depicted in the western corner of the south wall of the chapel, and a churchman
depicted in front of him - also Vardan's son. There should be no doubt that these are
representatives of the house of the Kolonkelisdzes, apparently the sons of the eristavi
of eristavis Vardan. Of these the one in the front is distinguished for his order (as
attested by his epitrachelion); hence his preferential place in donors’ row is quite
understandable. No ecclesiastic is to be found in the extant meagre evidence on the
Kolonkelisdzes. In this respect the Kolagiri fresco assumed the significance of an
additional primary source.

Thus, the donor represented in front of the country’s first vizier, mtsignobart-
ukhutses-chqondideli in the fresco of the north wall of the northern chapel of the
church, must be the eristavi of Hereti Vardan Kolonkelisdze, while his two sons were
depicted on the western portion of the south wall. This was to highlight not only the
distinctive contribution of the Kolonkelisdzes and their foremost status in the province
ruled by them but also traditionally close relations with Georgia’s royal court, begin-
ning with King Demetre I.

The name of the eristavi of eristavis Vardan is abbreviated somewhat unusually
in the inscriptions of both donors: ‘B R1L1 - gloM@a)bobo. As a rule, this name is
abbreviated differently in epigraphic monuments and manuscripts (oftener (o )fo(s)é,
or g(o)bob); however, cases similar to the Kolagiri fresco inscription also occur.

Owing to the strong fragmentariness of the inscriptions it is already actually
impossible to identify the other persons depicted in the church wall paintings.
Nevertheless, the fact of uniting the Church hierarchs and secular authorities into a
single group, with their insignias and attributes seems significant. Indeed, the attire
of the nobles as well as their insignias (sword, sceptre) points to the fact that all the
persons depicted in the Kolagiri fresco are representatives of the supreme authorities.
To be more precise, this is the group of ecclesiastic hierarchs and distinguished laymen
who took an active part in the political and ecclesiastical life of the kingdom of the
day — in the rapidly alternating dramatic events in Georgia at the tumn of the thirteenth
century. Apparently, representatives of that broad group had to be depicted who backed
the royal court in conditions of the tense inner political situation, contributing in
many ways (o the final consolidation of Queen Tamar’s authority. The composition
of this group frequently changed under rapidly altemating conditions: the initially
loyal part would later find itself in the camp of defectors. Nevertheless, Giorgi [Il and
Tamar had persons in their entourage who always remained with the royal court. Part
of them later established themselves in this circle. According to the sources, by the
1180s-90s, under conditions of overcoming inner political contradictions and ultimate
consolidation of royal power, besides Anton Glonistavisdze and the eristavi Saghir
Makhatlisdze, the chosen who rallied to Queen Tamar included: the amirspasalari
and nandaturtukhutsesi Zakaria Mkhargrdzeli, the msakhurtukhutsesi Ivane
Mkhargrdzeli, Varam Gageli and his sons, Zakaria and Sargis, the mesgnobartukhuisesi
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Chiaber, the eristavi of Hereti Grigol, Vakhtang Khacheneli, Shalva Akhaltsikheli,
Ivane Akhaltsikheli, Taqaidan Tmogveli, Zakaria Panaskerteli, and Ivane-Qvarqvare
Tsikhisjvareli. It should also be borne in mind that part of the erisravis loyal to the
king maintained the lands bestowed on them earlier (Tamar’s historian lists them in
connection with the events of the late 1180s). Here many names could be cited of
layman or ecclesiastics who were “pardoned” by Queen Tamar and her consort. They
included: the Tsirkualelis, the Zartibisdzes, the Chiaberiszdes, the Makhallisdzes,
the Grigolisdzes, the Torghasdzes; it is to be noted that distinguished among those
who stood beside the royal court in those troubled times were: “the Kartvels, the
Somkhitars. the Torelis, the Meskhians, the Taos", especially “the Hers and the Kakhi
nobles and aznauris, together with the Qipchaqs and the united eristavis of Karili
and the Kartvel nobles.” Yet, in connection with the wall painting of the Kolagiri
church the Makhatlisdze house must doubtless be singled out.

The Khomabuji eristavate, embracing the south-eastern part of the country
was traditionally distinguished at the turn of the thirteenth century among the
eristavates that played an appreciable role in the life of the Kingdom of Georgia. Its
history is traceable over a long period of time. The rulers of this corner of the country
were charged with a very responsible mission — on the one hand, of defending Christian
Georgia from the aggressive Muslim encirclement, and on the other, to be on the
offensive as well.

By the second half of the twelfth century the house of Makhatlisdze, rulers of
the Khornabuji eristavate, came to the fore in the south-eastern part of Georgia. This
is the powerful house that “inspired such terror that in Gandza and Bardav even a
small child dared not ery in his mother's presence, nor did the Turks dare to raid the
pastures on the banks of the lori and Mikvari.” This house is considered the
representative of one of the branches of the Bagrationis of Kambechovani.

Among other preconditions, the dramatic developments connected with the
campaign of Tamar’s first husband against Georgia must have played an essential
part in the promotion of the Makhatlisdzes. In 1191 it was the eristavi of Khomabuji
Saghir Makhatlisdze, who with his three sons met, with a relatively small force, and
routed and repulsed numerous marauding troops led by Yuri Bogolyubski who invaded
Georgia for the second time from Gandza. The fight against the rebels had been
successful earlier too, but this victory seems to have been decisive: another threat
awaiting Queen Tamar from her former consort and the nobles supporting him was
finally removed. Most importantly, after numerous obstacles peace settled in the
country for some time, paving the way for the country’s future successes.

The damage of the Kolagiri wall paintings has rendered impossible even
conjectural identification of the donor portraits. Nevertheless, the names of the persons
represented on the Kolagiri fresco is clearly lo be sought, first and foremost, among
those listed above.

In the foregoing discussion an answer was involuntarily given to the question
connected with the depiction of such a vast row of donors in Kolagiri wall painting.
This occurrence — the increase of the number of donor images — is in general
characteristic of Georgian mural painting, although manifesting itself somewhat later
- from the fourteenth-fifteenth centuries. This phenomenon had its antecedents in a
country disintegrated into kingdoms and principalities. In the early period (eleventh-
thirteenth centuries) the large number of donor images must be indicative of the
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existence of much more complex and totally different preconditions, Kolagiri being
one significant example of this. Clearly enough, a whole group of like-minded persons
were represented in the wall painting of the northem chapel of the cave church. It
must have taken final shape after the developments of the end of the twelfth century
(the final defeat of the opponents of the royal court, end of the thirteen-year old
political confrontation, and complete reshuffle of the govemment). This seems to
have been the reason for the depiciion on the church fresco of two persons (a
representative of the house of the provincial ruler and the foremost vizier of the
country), brought up at the royal court and hence close to it, at the head of a vast
group of high officials and local rulers.

Finally, one more reference to the images on the north wall of the naos of the
Kolagiri church and their relation to the donors’ row of the north chapel. The donor
images were distributed in a somewhat unusual way by the designers of the church
wall-painting: the royal portraits were assigned a place in the naos of the church,
while the ecclesiastical hierarchy and the group of high officials were placed separately
~ in the lateral chapel. It is hard to find an unequivocal solution to such resolution.
The inclusion of the portraits of Church hierarchs and a large group of high-officials
supporting the royal court, was determined from the beginning by the creators of the
wall painting ensemble. Hence, it would have been unfeasible to depict the country’s
supreme authorities and their immediate subordinates together, for the reason that in
this case the (wo parts of the donor images would be mutually incongruous from the
proportional viewpoint.

Owing to the damage of the frescoes, it is impossible to say who commissioned
directly the painting of the Kolagiri church. However, the prior position given to the
vazirtukhuisesi and a member of the local ruling house in the row of donor images
may be related to their direct initiative to create a cave church and decorate it with
frescoes. This aspect could not have been crucial in Kolagiri, for the main focus must
have doubtless been placed elsewhere: the unity of the donor portraits represented at
various sections of the church should have given artistic expression to the “unity and
mutual support” for which the royal court strove so hard over the last decades of the
twelfth century, and which materialized only by the 1190s through overcoming
numerous obstacles. Foremost among the most active viziers in this protracted process
was the misignobartukhutsesi-chqondideli — the first official of the country, “greatly
loyal to his masters”, who spared no effort in the further consolidation and strength-
ening of the country.

The damage of the frescoes precludes positive judgement as to who might
have been depicted on the north wall of the naos of the church. The fact is significant
that the frescoes must have been executed in Tamar’s reign, depicting the royal couple.
On the other hand, the scale of the monastery, as well as the somewhat unusual choice
of the donor images and the nontraditional principle of their distribution. do not rule
out the reflection of these peculiarities in the selection of the royal images. Hence,
the presence of the portrait of any member of the royal family of the end of the
twelfth and early thirteenth century in the Kolagiri wall paintings was by no means
unexpected.

The possible date of execution of the donor images is specifiable according to
the portrait of Anton Glonistavisdze. 1204 is considered the terminus post quem of
his incumbence (this being the date after which Anton’s name does not occur in the
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sources). As to the rerminus ad quem, it is more likely for the 1190s, i.e. the period
when the positions of Tamar and her supporters became finally consolidated.
Accordingly. the tum of the thirteenth century is the probable period of the execution
of the Kolagiri church wall paintings.

Kolagini stands out in many ways among the cave complexes of the lori valley
Gareja. The vast majority of its caves — possibly the entire monastery — seems to have
been created when life in most of the earlier monasteries and hermitages of this cormer
of the desert had ceased or was at a low ebb. Indeed, afier the eleventh century there
is actually no trace of intensive life or construction in the cave structures of Sabereebi,
Pirukughmari, Didi Kvabebi, Patara Kvabebi, and Berebis Seri. This may have been
due 10 many causes, of which the Great Turkish Conquests may have been the most
important, viz. the developments of the second half of the eleventh century when, in
the words of David the Builder’s historian, King Giorgt II “. made the Turkish
soldiers who had accompanied him a present of Sujeti and the whole region of Kukheti
on the banks of the lori, which was laid waste and has so remained uniil this day”.
This was written early in the twelfth century; the situation is unlikely to have altered
much in later times as well. Under such conditions, a fresh attempt to revive monastic
life in the eastern peripheral part of the Gareja desert may obviously have been made
by the royal court. This attempt seems quite natural against the background of the
large-scale construction work carried out on the direct initiative of the royal court, as
exemplified by the central monasteries of the desert: the Lavra of St. David,
Natlismtsemeli. Dodo and Bertubani. All this served the main purpose — to strengthen
(by this means too) the royal court ownership of Gareja within the earlier limits. At
the same time. neither can political considerations be ruled out: the country’s province
within a marchland eristavate called not only for permanent attention but also due
manifestation of this attention. This must have been one of the thoughts behind the
enhanced care of the supreme authorities for the ancient monastic centre of the lori
valley. Implementation of all this may have devolved on the mtsignobartukhutsesi in
his capacity of steward of the royal monasteries.

With its location, as well as scale and architectural planning, Kolagiri reflects
the principles of monastic organization which must have become established at the
turn of the thirteenth century — under conditions of the ascendancy of the country’s
power and culture. Indeed, the complex hewn in the upper part of a low mountain in
the picturesque plain of the Iori has little resemblance to the monasteries and hermitages
of the earlier stage of the history of the desert (e.g. Tetri Udabno, Pirukughmari,
Tsamebuli) which stand out for their pronounced meagreness and asceticism. Unlike
the central monasteries of Gareja: the Lavra of St. David, Dodo, Natlismtsemeli, the
small complex of Kolagiri appears to have been built at one stroke. It must have
lacked additional defensive structures. Nor does one find facilities and systems
connected with developed economic activity. The number of monks here must have
been smaller. Bearing in mind the size of the refectory, their number did not exceed
twenty. The auention of the builders of the monastery was mainly focused on the
decoration of its church and refectory. They were adorned entirely with frescoes.
Like Bertubani, Kolagiri too had been conceived of as a small elitist complex. [ts
builders had spared no effort towards adomning the monastery in all possible ways.
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The contribution of the supreme authorities of the kingdom to the founding of
one more spiritual seat was conveyed — as fully as possible — in the wall painting of
the main church of the complex. The evidence brought to light during the restoration
work shows that the Kolagin church frescoes are in no way inferior to the paintings
executed on the order of the royal court in the main churches of the monasteries of
Natlismtsemeli and Bertubani. The difference here emerges mostly in the scale of the
painting ensembles. This may be accounted for by the fact that the immediate initiator
of executing the Kolagiri church and its decoration must have been not directly the
royal court but a representative of the supreme authorities, mtsignobartukhutsesi, or
a local erisiavi of eristavis. Hence the donors would face a task somewhat different
from that of royal orders. Many other antecedents should naturally be presumed to
have existed here, the discussion of which must be deferred for some future time.
One point might be stressed here: the above fact demonstrates that the wall paintings
related to the twelfth-thirteenth century royal court artistic circle may have differed
both in scale and standard of execution, which in each individual case must have
stemmed from differing premises. Yet, notwithstanding the difference of Kolagiri
murals from contemporaneous wall paintings of the Gareja desert, this ensemble
along with that of the main churches of the monasteries of Natlismtsemeli. Bertubani
and Dodo was a direct expression of the general tendency emerging by the twelfth-
thirteenth centuries. This tendency ~ the special care of the royal court for the oldest
spiritual seats under its protection — must have become especially prominent in the
reigns of Giorgi II1 and Tamar.

The picture of the destruction of the cave church, coming to light during res-
toration, points to a natural disaster — apparently an earthquake — as the main cause.
Otherwise it would be difficult to account for the presence of huge blocks under the
debris of the main church, refectory and other cave facilities. A large number of
fragments of wall painting came to light during the clean-up of the interior of the
church —both relatively sizeable details of different compositions and small fragments
with painting on it. The images and their colours on these fragments have survived
without any change or damage. The traces of various paints spilling down during
painting are intact and unfaded. All this must be indicative of the cave having been
destroyed rather soon — within a few decades — after it was painted. Finally. it should
also be borne in mind that the work on the perfection of the overall architectural
planning of the monastery had not been completed. This must be indicated by the
corridor linking the separate parts of the complex, adjoining the facility in the eastern
part of the cave structures. Hewing it had not been completed, as a result of which the
cave at the right end of the row was actually separated from the remaining part of the
complex. Such an abrupt cessation of construction work in the life of the Kolagiri
monastery could have been caused by some major occurrence - a natural disaster or
adevastating invasion. Here we may recall the example of the main church of Bertubani
monastery: its decoration must have started towards the end of Tamar’s life or in the
reign of her son, Lasha-Giorgi (1210-1223). However, the work ceased abruptly, parts
of the painting remaining unfinished. Kolagiri apparently shared the same fate as be
fell part of the Gareja monasteries in the first half of the thirteenth century, becoming
desolate as a result of enemy inroads. Somewhat later a strong earthquake reduced
the cave complex to rubble.

The monastery, devastated and demolished by invasions and natural decay,
appears to have become deserted and no attempts were made to restore life in it.
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Probably this was not feasible anyway, for the eastern part of Gareja desert remained
devastated and deserted. This is attested also by the fact that from the thirteenth to the
eighteenth century no graffiti of pilgrims are to be found here. The later inscriptions,
found in the complex, leave the impression of having been executed by casual visitors.

The evidence on the donor portraits of the Kolagiri church may be
complemented through further research into old sources, viz. materials of the history
of Gareja. Accordingly neither can it be ruled out that many questions regarding the
donors’ row, preserved in the cave church decoration, may be answered. However, it
is clear, that like other monasteries of the Gareja desert, the murals of this small cave
complex reflect the highly interesting and turbulent events of Georgia in the twelfth-
thirteenth centuries.
