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CHAPTER 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 1. The Procuracy of Georgia

The Procuracy of Georgia (hereinafter referred to as the Procuracy)
is a court administrative institution, which performs its activity accord-
ing to the Constitution of Georgia, this Law and Georgian legislation.

Foundation of emergency and special procuracies is prohibited.

According to the Constitution of Georgia, this Law and Georgian
legislation only the Prosecutor General of Georgia has the right to es-
tablish a special procuracy with the competence of a district or region-
al/city procuracy.

ARTICLE 2. The Goals of the Procuracy

According to this law, the Procuracy:

performs criminal persecution;

performs procedural management at the stage of the preliminary
investigation for the implementation of criminal persecution;

organizes the preliminary investigation in the special case defined
by the law;

supervises the exact and clear performance of the law, by the inqui-
ry agencies during the inquiry process;

supervises exact and clear performance of the law in cases of
imprisonment, detention and preliminary detention;

participates in the trial as an official accuser;

coordinates efforts to prevent the commission of crime;

2. Charging the Procuracy with obligations not considered by the
Constitution of Georgia or this Law is prohibited.

ARTICLE 3. The Principles of the Procuracy Activities

The principles of the Procuracy activities are:

Legitimacy;

Protection and respect of rights and freedoms of physical bodies
and protection of the rights of legal bodies:

Objectiveness;
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Centralization and integrity, subordination of all assistant prosecu-
tors and other employees of the Procuracy to the Prosecutor General,
e) Political neutrality.

ARTICLE 4. The Legal Basis for the Procuracy Activities
The legal bases for the activities of the Procuracy are the Constitu-

tion of Georgia, International Treaties, this Law and Georgian Legisla-
tion.

ARTICLE 5. International Obligations of the Procuracy
The Procuracy, within its competence, makes decisions which arise
under the international treaties of Georgia.

CHAPTER 2

THE ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE AND THE
SYSTEM OF THE PROCURACY

ARTICLE 6. The Agencies of the Procuracy

The procuracy system in Georgia consists of: the General Procura-
cy of Georgia; the Chief Military Procuracy of Georgia; the Transport
Procuracy of Georgia; the Procuracy of the Autonomus Republic of
Abkhazia and the Procuracy of the Autonomus Republic of Adjara;
the Tbilisi Procuracy; the District Procuracy; the Regional Military
and Transport Procuracy; the City Procuracy and the Procuracies of
Sentence Implementing Departments.

The Prosecutor General of Georgia approves the structure of the
Procuracy agencies and staff members according to existing rules.

ARTICLE 7. The Prosecutor General of Georgia

The head of the Procuracy is the Prosecutor General of Georgia,
who is nominated by the ‘President to a five-year term and appointed
by a majority vote of the Parliament to that position.

The appointment of the same person to the position of Prosecutor
General more than two times is prohibited.
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The Prosecutor General has a First Deputy and three deputies (one
of whom is the Chiel Military Prosecutor of Georgia), senior assistants,
assistants and advisors. The termination of the Prosecutor General's
duties terminates the duties of his First Deputy and three other depu-
ties.

The General Procuracy consists of departments and other structur-
al units that have departiment and unit heads and their deputies, emer-
gency case prosecutors, senior prosecutors and crime-prosecutors. There
is an investigation department in the General Procuracy, with a depart-
ment head and deputies, emergency case senior investigators and emer-
gency case ordinary investigators.

The Prosecutor General has the power to appoint and discharge his
First Deputy and other deputies.

6. The Prosecutor General:

a) organizes and supervises the activity of the Procuracy according
to the rules defined by this Law.

performs the rights and obligations according to this Law, and the
Constitution of Georgia and Georgian Legislation;

within his competence creates and abolishes procuracies and de-
fines the competence of their structural units;

appoints to the position and discharges from the position subordi-
nate prosecutors and other employees of the Procuracy;

appoints to the position and discharge from the position members
of the Board of the Procuracy;

commences criminal cases and performs criminal persecution in case
of the commission of a crime by the President of Georgia, Members of
the Parliament, the Public Defender, a judge, a prosecutor, an investi-
gator, an ambassador of Georgia, or by officers of the military forces
appointed by the Commander-in-Chief of the Military Forces of Geor-
gia, the member of the supreme representative bodies, and the members
of the governments of the Autonomous Republics of Abkhazia and
Adjara;

prepares statistical reports, develops the technical and theoretical
skills of prosecutors and investigators, and puts into practice scientific-
technical means;

handles financial and technical matters for the Procuracy;
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approves within the defined salary budget of the General Procuracy
and subordinate procuracies, the number of staff individuals and the
amounts of salaries;

defines the functional duties of structural units of the General Procu-
racy, the First Deputy and deputies of the Prosecutor General while
implementing the determined directions of the Procuracy’s activities;

appoints and removes from the position employees of the Procura-
cy and vests them with special titles;

represents the Procuracy of Georgia in State supreme governmental
departments and in relations with international organizations and legal
bodies of loreign countries;

within his competence, handles problems concerning the enforce-
ment of disciplinary measures against employees of the Procuracy and
also problems arising from the removal of special titles;

n) issues orders and instructions according to this Law and within
his competence determined by this Law;

directs the work of the Board of the General Procuracy;

cancels illegal orders and instructions issued by subordinate prose-
cutors;

reviews complaints and applications of citizens and receives citi-
zens at certain hours;

approves rules for qualification courses at the Procuracy, member-
ship of the General Procuracy’s Scientific-Consultative Council; and
editors of the Procracy’s printed materials;

s) carries out other functions stipulated by the Georgian Legisla-
tion.

In the case of the temporary absence of the Prosecutor General, the
First Deputy performs the duties and obligations of the Prosecutor
General.

8. The Prosecutor General’s orders or other decisions, which are
not in accordance with the Constitution or this Law may be appealed
to the court.

ARTICLE 8. The Board of the General Procuracy of Georgia
The Board of the General Procuracy is a consultative agency of the
Prosecutor General of Georgia.
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The head of the Board is the Prosecutor General.

The members of the Board are: the Prosecutor General's First Dep-
uty and deputies; the Head of the General Procuracy Investigation
Department; the Transport Prosccutor of Georgia: the Prosecutors of
the Autonomous Republics of Abkhazia and Adjara, the Tbilisi Prose-
cutor, and other employecs of the Procuracy. According to necessity,
the Ministers of Internal Affairs and State Security, the heads of inves-
tigation agencies and members of the General Procuracy Scientific-Con-
sulting Council also participate in the activities of the Board.

The Board of the General Procuracy discusses: the issues concern-
ing the struggle against crime; disciplinary decisions, personnel ques-
tions, projects of orders and instructions, reports of the Chief Military
Prosecutor and the reports of the Prosecutors of the Autonomous Re-
publics of Abkhazia and Adjaria.

In case of any disagreement between the Prosecutor General and
the Board of the General Procuracy, the Prosecutor General makes the
final decision.

ARTICLE 9. The Military Procuracy

The Military Procuracy is a specialized procuracy which performs
its duties according to this Law and within its competence defined by
this Law, in connection with crimes and illegal acts committed by the
military and employees of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the Internal
Army, the Ministry of State Security, the State Department of Intelli-
gence Service of Georgia, the Department of the Defense of the State
Border and the Special Agency of the State Defense. The Military Procu-
racy also considers cases involving crimes committed by civilians in
service of Georgia’s military forces, who are accused in the commission
of crimes, on the territory of the military division, military establish-
ment and also involving crimes committed by civilians not in service of
Georgia's military forces but who are participants in military crimes
together with the military.

The Military Procuracy supervises the exact performance of rules in
the hauptvaht (military jail) and disciplinary military units.

Specialized military procuracies are the Chief Military Procuracy of
Georgia and the Regional Military Procuracies.

The head of the Chief Military Procuracy is the Chief Military Pros-
ecutor of Georgia, who also is the deputy of the Prosecutor General.

The Chief Military Prosecutor is appointed and discharged by the
Prosecutor General,

The Chief Mililtary Prosecutor has two deputies, senior assistants
and assistants,

The Chief Military Prosecutor nominates, and the Prosecutor Gen-
eral appoints and discharges, the deputies of the Chief Military Prose-
cutor, senior assistants, assistants and the Regional Military Prosecu-
tor.

Chiefl Military Procuracy consists of departments and other struc-
tural units, with department and unit heads and deputies, senior prose-
cutors, crime-prosecutor and prosecutors. There is an investigation de-
partment with department heads, deputies, senior investigators and in-
vestigators.

The Chief Military Prosecutor nominates and the Prosecutor Gen-
eral appoints and discharges the head and deputy heads of the Investi-
gation Department, the senior prosecutor, prosecutor, crime-prosecu-
tor, senior investigators, investigators, the Deputy Regional Military
Prosecutor and his senior assistants, assistants, senior investigators, in-
vestigators and probationary workers.

The Board of the Chief Military Procuracy is the consultative agen-
cy of the Chief Military Procuracy. The Head of the Board is the Chief
Military Prosecutor.

The members of the Board are: the two deputies of the Chief Mili-
tary Prosecutor, heads of the departments of the Chief Military Procu-
racy, the head of the investigation departient of the Military Procura-
cy, the crime-prosecutor, the Tbilisi Regional Military Prosecutor.

The members of the Board are nominated by the Chief Military Pros-
ecutor and appointed by the Prosecutor General.

The Board of the Chief Military Procuracy acts according to Arti-
cle 8. 4 and 8.5 of this Law.

The Chief Military Prosecutor within his competence issues orders
and directives which are obligatory for the employees of the Military

Procuracy.
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ARTICLE 10. The Transport Procuracy

The Transport Procuracy is a specialized procuracy which performs
its duties according to this Law, and within its competence defined by
this Law, in connection with crimes and illegal acts committed in un-
derground, railway, aviation and marine transport.

The Specialized Transport Procuracies are Transport Procuracy of
Georgia and the Regional Transport Procuracy.

The Head of the Transport Procuracy is the Transport Prosecutor
of Georgia.

The Transport Prosecutor is appointed and discharged by the Pros-
ecutor General.

The Transport Prosecutor has two deputies and senior assistants
and assistants,

The Transport Prosecutor nominates, and the Prosecutor General
appoints and discharges, the deputies and assistants of the Transport
Prosecutor and the Regional Transport Prosecutor.

The Transport Procuracy consists of departments and other struc-
tural units, with department and unit heads and deputies, senior prose-
cutors, crime-prosecutor, and prosecutors. There also is an Investiga-
tion Department with department heads, deputies, senior investigators
and investigators.

The Prosecutor General appoints and discharges department and
unit heads, deputies, prosecutors, senior investigators, investigators of
the Transport Procuracy and the deputies, senior assistants, assistants,
senior investigators, investigators and probationary employees of the
Regional Transport Procuracy.

The Transport Prosecutor of Georgia issues orders and directives
which are obligatory for all employees of the Transport Procuracy.

ARTICLE 11. The Procuracies of Abkhazia and Adjara Autono-
mous Republics.
The prosecutors of the Abkhazia and Adjara Autonomous Re-
publics are the heads of their respective procuracies.
The members of the supreme representative bodies of Abkhazia and
Adjara nominate and the Prosecutor General appoints and removes from
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their position the prosecutors of Abkhazia and Adjara Autonomous
Republics.

The Prosecutors of Abkhazia and Adjara Autonomous Republics
each has two deputies, and senior assistants and assistants.

The Abkhazia and Adjara prosecutors nominate, and the Prosecu-
tor General appoints and removes from their position. the deputies of
the Abkhazia and Adjara prosecutors.

The Abkhazia and Adjara procuracies consist of departments and
other structural units with department and unit heads, deputies, senior
prosecutors, crime-prosecutors and prosecutors. There also are investi-
gation departments with department heads and deputies, senior inves-
tigators and investigators.

The Prosecutors of Abkhazia and Adjara Autonomous Republics
nominate, and the Prosecutor General appoints and removes from their
positions, senior assistants and assistants, heads and deputies of the
investigation departments, crime-prosecutors, senior prosecutors and
prosecutors, senior investigators and investigators, probationary work-
ers heads of the departments of the Regional (City) Prosecutors of Abk-
hazia and Adjara and their deputies, senior assistants and assistants.

The consultative groups in the procuracies of Abkhazia and Ad-
jaria are the Boards of the procuracies of Abkhazia and Adjara Auton-
omous Republics. The heads of these boards are the Prosecutors of
Abkhazia and Adjara.

The members of the respective Boards of Abkhazia and Adjara
Autonomus Republics are: the Abkhazia and Adjara Prosecutors’ dep-
uties, the heads of the investigation departments, crime-prosecutors, and
prosecutors of the respective Abkhazia and Adjaria capitals.

The prosecutors of the Abkhazia and Adjara Autonomous Repub-
lics nominate, and the Prosecutor General appoints, the candidates of
the Boards.

The Boards of the Abkhazia and Adjara Autonomous Republics
act according to Article 8.4; 8.5 of this Law.

The Prosecutors of Abkhazia and Adjara within their competence,
issue orders which are obligatory on the assistant prosecutors and oth-
er employees of the procuracies of the Abkhazia and Adjara Autono-
mus Republics.
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ARTICLE 12. The Thilisi Procuracy and District Procuracies

The heads of the Thbilisi Procuracy and the District Procuracies
are: the Thbilisi Prosecutor and the District Prosccutor. They are ap-
pointed and removed from their respective positions by the Prosecutor
General.

The District Procuracies are created according to the area of terri-
torial limitations of the district courts .

The Thilisi Prosecutor and the District Prosecutors each has two
deputies, senior assistants, and assistants.

The Thbilisi Procuracy and the District Procuracies consist of de-
partments and other structural units with department and unit heads
and deputies, senior prosecutors, crime-prosecutors and prosecutors.
There also are investigation departments in the Tbilisi and District
Procuracies with department heads, deputies, senior investigators and
investigators.

The Thilisi and District Prosecutors nominate and the Prosccutor
General appoints and removes from their positions employees of the
Thbilisi or District Procuracies.

The Thbilisi Prosecutor and the District Prosecutor within their com-
petence each issues orders and acts which are obligatory for subordi-
nate employees.

ARTICLE 13. Regional (City) and Sentence Implementing De-

partments’ Procuracies

The Procuracy of the Sentence Implementing Departments is a spe-
cialized procuracy, which performs its duties according to this Law
and within its competence defined by this Law, with responsibility for
the investigation isolation cell and other places of detention.

The head of each Regional (City) and Sentence Implementing De-
partments’ Procuracies is a Special Prosecutor, who has deputies, se-
nior assistants and assistants, senior investigators and investigators.

The Abkhazia and Adjara Prosecutors, the Tbilisi Prosecutor and
the District Prosecutor nominate and the Prosecutor General appoints
and removes from their positions Regional Prosecutors. The Prosecu-
tor General appoints and removes from the positions the Sentence Im-
plementing Departments Prosecutor.
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The respective Prosecutors of the Regional (City) and Sentence Im-
plementing Department Prosecutors nominate and the Prosecutor Gen-
eral appoints and removes from their position, the Regional (City), and
the Sentence Implementing Departments Prosecutors’ deputies, senior
assistants, assistants and senior investigators.

The Abkhazia and Adjaria Autonomous Republics Prosecutors
appoint and remove from their positions Abkhazia and Adjaria Auton-
omous Republics Regional (City) Procuracy’s senior investigators and
investigators. The Prosecutor General approves candidates for there
positions.

ARTICLE I4. Issues Connected with the Organization of the Procu-

racy

The Prosecutor General of Georgia, the Chief Military Prosecutor
of Georgia, the Transport Prosecutor of Georgia, the Prosecutors of
Abkhazia and Adjara Autonomous Republics, the District Prosecutor,
Military, Transport, Regional (City), Sentence Implementing Institu-
tions, are each elected for a 5-year term.

The election of one and the same person for more than two terms to
the position of Chief Military Prosecutor of Georgia, Transport Prose-
cutor of Georgia, Prosecutors of Abkhazia or Adjaria autonomous re-
publics, the Thbilisi, District, Regional Transport and Military, Region-
al (City) or Sentence Implementing Department Prosecutor, is forbid-
den.

The subordination of the assistant prosecutor to the head prosecu-
tor means:

a) Performance of the orders issued by the head prosecutor to the
assistant prosecutor;

b) Responsibility of the assistant prosecutor to the head prosecutor
in the performance of the assistant’s duties;

c) Performance of the assistanl prosecutor’s duties by the head pros-
ecutor in emergency cases or transferring the duties of the head prose-
cutor to the assistant prosecutor;

d) The correction, cancellation and alteration by the head prosecu-
tor of those acts and decisions which are performed by the assistant
prosecutor;
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e) Examination by the head prosecutor of a complaint about the
decisions of the assistant prosecutor;

f) Presentation of information and reports from the assistant prose-
cutor to the head prosecutor about the assistant prosecutor’s activities;

4. The Prosecutor General of Georgia has full authority to create
new forms of the relationship between the head and assistant prosecu-
tors which are not in conflict with the Constitution of Georgia and this

Law;
5. The assistant prosecutor and other employees of the Procuracy
are obliged to follow all legal requests and orders of the head prosecu-

tor.

CHAPTER 3
SPECIFICS OF THE PROCURACY’S ACTIVITIES

ARTICLE 15. Performance of the Criminal Persecution
The Procuracy according to the Criminal Procedure Code performs

the criminal persecution.
The Procuracy in the implementation of the criminal persecution

performs procedural management at the stage of the preliminary inves-
tigation,

ARTICLE 16. Preliminary Investigation

The Procuracy, in cases of crime and other illegal acts according to
the Criminal Procedure Code, performs complete preliminary investi-
gations.

ARTICLE 17. Supervision of the Exact and Clear Performance of
the Law, during the Inquivy Procedure and Activi-
ties of Search Agencies

For the exact and clear performance of the law during the inquiry

procedure, the prosecutor supervises:
a) registration of documents and complaints about crime and ille-

gal acts which occur during the inquiry process;
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b) legalization of the decisions and acts during the inquiry process
in accordance with the Criminal Procedure Code.

2. The prosecutor carries out his responsibilities for the exact and
clear performance of the existing laws governing the activities of search
agencies.

3. The reasonableness of a judge’s orders concerning the termina-
tion or continuation of an investigation is not subject to the supervision
of the prosecutor.

4. Data about persons who confidentially assist search agencies and
collaborate with them, and about organizational issues concerned with
the gathering of search information and other secret aspects of the search
process, are not subject to the prosecutor’s supervision.

5. Only the Prosecutor General and one deputy appointed by the
Prosecutor General have the right of access to secret information.

ARTICLE 18. Supervision of the Exact and Clear Performance of
the Law Concerning the Proper Placement of De-
tained Persons in the Places of Preliminary Impyis-
onment and Other Facilities of Detention; Implemen-
tation of Coercive Measures Decided by the Court,
including Sentence

A prosecutor supervises:

a) the legitimacy of the implementation of sentence or the use of
other coercive measures in places of preliminary imprisonment or other
places of detention;

b) defense of the rules concerning the detention of persons in the
above-mentioned places according to existing law.

2. Within his competence, a prosecutor has the right:

a) to conduct an examination according to the law of the places of
preliminary imprisonment and other lacilities of detention, and also in
places of implementation of sentence;

b) to visit any institution in order to perform the duties set forth in
subsection “a’";

¢) to interrogate arrested, imprisoned and accused persons;
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d) to study documents upon which a person’s arrest, imprisonment

or accusation is based
e) to refuse accusation, imprisonment or arrest of a person who is
not guilty;

f) to cancel an illegal punishment and to release an illegally arrested
or accused person;

g) in certain cases defined by the law, to approve decisions of ad-
ministrative departments of the above-mentioned placcs;

h) to examine orders and decisions of administrative departments
of the above-mentioned places of detention to determine whether or
not those orders and decisions are in are in accordance with the law.

A prosecutor carries out other functions stipulated by this Law.

A prosecutor's request for the legality of the implementation of
sentence in the above mentioned places is obligatory for the administra-
tive departments of this places.

ARTICLE 19. Prosecutor As State Accuser

A prosecutor in a court of first instance carries out the responsibil-
ity of the State accuser. He is responsible to prove the guilt of an ac-
cused.

A prosecutor is entitled fully or partially to refuse an accusation if
evidence collected in the case does not prove a person’s guilt. Relusal
by the prosecutor must be reasonable.

A prosecutor is required to participate in a preliminary hearing of
the case. He is entitled to declare mediation and disqualification, to
provide evidence, to participate in a proceeding, to establish the admis-
sibility of the evidence concerning the termination of the case and ter-
mination of the trial, to demand the case be investigated further or trans-
fered to the court for trial

During the stages of the trial and appeal, a prosecutor is required to
participate in all cases of public accusation. He is entitled to declare
mediation and disqualification, to provide evidence,to participate in
investigations, to express his opinion on all issues raised during the tri-
al, to take part in disputes and outline his position before the court
concerning proof of accusation, criminal qualification of an action, sanity
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of an accused, to define the form and measures of the punishment, and
to relcase the accused from criminal liability and punishment.

At the stage of appeal and review, a prosecutor supports his appeal
or expresses his opinion concerning the appeal brought by the other
participants in the legal proceeding before the court.

ARTICLE 20. Coordination of the Struggle Against the Conmmis-
sion of Crime

The Procuracy analyzes the ways of struggling against the commis-
sion of crime, sends information to the State and regional agencies, and
takes part in mectings and discussions of these agencies. According to
this Law, the Procuracy coordinates the activities of the preliminary
investigation agencies.

The President of Georgia determines and approves the principles of
coordination of the struggle against the commission of crime.

CHAPTER 4
DECISIONS OF A PROSECUTOR

ARTICLE 21. The System of a Prosecutor’s Decisions

A prosecutor within his competence and according to this Law issu-
es decisions, which include the request, the notice, the protest, the res-
olution, the agreement, the complaint, the order and the information.

ARTICLE 22. The Request of a Prosecutor

A prosecutor has the right to make a request for:

a) an examination of the financial and logistical activities of a com-
pany, an organization or an institution concerning a criminal case;

b) an expert to clarify the issues that arise in the process of imple-
menting the rights and obligations delined by law;

¢) the presentation of documents, materials and other information
necessary for implementation of the supervision of process.

2. A prosecutor is entitled to obtain requested information not later
than 10 days after the request is made.
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3. At the request of a prosecutor, documents and other information
may be examined by specialists and experts.

4. At the request of a prosecutor, documents and other information
have to be presented at the Procuracy or at another place specified by
the prosecutor.

5. A prosecutor is obliged to protect confidential information con-
tained in the requested documents.

6. It is forbidden to interfere in the competence of the court or to
request documents from the court except in cases determined by the
Criminal Procedure Code.

ARTICLE 23. The Notice of a Prosecutor

1. Within his competence and according to this Law, a prosecutor
presents documents about law breaking, the reasons of law breaking
and its consequences to members of legal agencies mentioned in Article
16-18 who are obliged to review such documents and advicc a prosecu-
tor within 10 days of the final decision.

2. A prosecutor must be informed about the date of review of the
nolice and be permitted to participate in the review.

ARTICLE 24. The Protest of a Prosecutor

. A prosecutor makes written protests on those decisions and ac-
tions of the members of legal agencies mentioned in Articles 17 and 18
of this Law which are not in accordance with this Law.

2. In the protest, a prosecutor can ask :

a) to cancel an illegal act;

b) to terminate an illegal action;

c) to restore violated rights;

d) to punish a law breaker.
3. The protest concerning an illegal decision or action is appealed to

the agency which issued such decision or action or to a higher agency.
4.A prosecutor’s protest has to be reviewed within 10 days after the

protest is made. A prosecutor must be informed of the final decision.
5. A Prosecutor must be informed about the date of the protest re-

view. He has the right to support the protest personally or through his

representative.
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6. A head prosecutor has the right to retract a protest before its
review.

7. A head prosecutor has the right to amend a protest or to revise
conmpletely before its review.

ARTICLE 25. The Resolution of a Prosecutor

1. According to the nature of the violation of law by a citizen or an
official, a prosecutor issues a resolution on the criminal case or an ad-
ministrative law violation,

2. A prosecutor’s resolution must be reviewed within ten days after
such resolution is made A prosecutor must be informed of the final de-
cision.

ARTICLE 26. The Agreement of a Prosecutor
In the cases stipulated by this Law, the prosecutor issues written
agreements on the actions of officials or members of State agencies.

-ARTICLE 27. The Order of a Prosecutor
1. A prosecutor has the right to issue written orders for the inquiry
procedure and for preliminary investigation agencies.
2. Implementation of the order issued on the inquiry procedure and
for the preliminary investigation agencies is obligatory.

ARTICLE 28. The Complaint of a Prosecutor

1. According to the Criminal Procedure Code, the prosecutor has
the right:

a) to appeal in the supreme cassation or appeal court any decisions
and acts on the criminal case issued by the court but not yet entered into
force, and also to participate in the review of such decisions and acts
as a party;

b) to appeal acts that are in {orce and to participate in the review
and appeal of such acts.

2. The complaint made by a prosecutor can be retracted before re-
view of the case by the same or a head prosecutor,
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ARTICLE 29. The Information of a Prosecutor
A prosecutor within his competence transfers information about the
legal circumstances to State agencies.

ARTICLE 30. Appeal of Decisions of the Procuracy

1. A prosecutor’s notice, protest, resolution and order may be ap-
pealed in court, or to a head prosecutor within ten days.

2. The appeal does not interrupt the implementation of decisions
made by the prosecutor, except in those cases governed by the Criminal
Procedure Code.

CHAPTER 5
PROCURACY PERSONNEL

ARTICLE 31. Requirements for Candidates for the Position of
Prosecutor or Procuracy Investigator

1. A citizen of Georgia with high legal education, fluent in legal
language, having two years ol work experience in the Procuracy, hav-
ing successfully passed a qualification examination administered by the
Qualification Examination Commission of the Council of Justice of
Georgia, having taken the oath of a member of the Procuracy, and whose
morality and health conditions are appropriate for employment-in the
Procuracy, has the right to be appointed to the position of prosecutor
or investigator of the Procuracy.

2. The Prosecutor General of Georgia and an official having a sci-
entific degree in criminal Jaw, criminal procedure law or sentence im-
plementing law are exempt from the qualification examination.

3. A person not less than 30 years old with not less than five years of
work experience in the Procuracy organs, or as a judge, lawyer, or in-
vestigator has the right to be appointed to the position of Prosecutor
General of Georgia, Deputy of the Prosecutor General of Georgia, Chief
Military Prosecutor of Georgia, Prosecutor and Deputy in the Autono-
mus Republics of Adjara and Abkhazia, Tbilisi Prosecutor, District
Prosecutor and Deputy District Prosecutor, Regional Military and
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Transport Prosecutor, Regional (City) Prosecutor or Prosecutor of the
Sentence Implementing Departments.

4. An employce of the Procuracy has to pass qualification courses
once every three ycars. The rules and the provisions of such courses are
defined by the Prosecutor General.

5. Advisors and technical personnel of the Procuracy will be hired
on a contract basis. The Prosecutor General determines the rules for
appointment and discharge of advisors and technical personnel of the
Procuracy.

6. The position of a Procuracy employee is incompatible with all
other positions, except such employee can engage in scientific, artistic
or pedagogical activity.

7. An employee of the Procuracy cannot be a member of a political
union, or be involved in political activities.

8. An employee of the Procuracy is forbidden to arrange a strike or
to participate in a strike.

ARTICLE 32. The Oath of a Procuracy Employee

1. An employee of the Procuracy before appointment to the posi-
tion takes the following oath before the Prosecutor General: “I ... swear
before God and nation to implement the duties of the Procuracy em-
ployee and during the implementation of my duties to obey the Consti-
tution of Georgia and the law.”

2. The Procuracy employee oath can be taken without consideration
of a religious aspect. The text of the oath is signed by the Procuracy
employee taking the oath and is filed in his/her personnel [ile.

ARTICLE 33. Reasons for Rejection of the Appointment to the
Position of Procuracy Employee

A person cannol be appointed to the position of a Procuracy em-
ployee in the following cases:

a) the person has a criminal record;

b) the person is a drug user. addicted to alcohol. or has a mental or
chronic discase;

¢) the person is disable to work;

d) the person has been discharged from another position for viola-
tion of his duties.
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ARTICLE 34. Rules for Fiving from the Procuracy

1. A member of the Procuracy can be discharged from the position:

a) in the case of disability caused by injury, health condition or
chronic disease;

b) in the case of expiration of his/her contract;

c) in the case of violation of terms of his/her agreement;

d) in case of a conflict of duties;

e) in case of a violation of professional discipline;

f) in case of a reduction in personnel;

g) in case of a conflict of duties in the event of election or appoint-
ment to a legislative, executive or judicial governmental position, or to
a local self-governmental position;

h) in case of his/her own will;

i) in case of violating an oath by disseminating confidential files of
the Procuracy or by another act impermissible for a member of the Procu-
racy;

j) in the event of conviction of a crime or on the basis of subdivi-

sions a, b or ¢ of Article 33;

k) in the case of lose of citizenship of Georgia.

2. The Prosecutor General has the right to discharge from the posi-
tion a member of the Procuracy who has reached a certain age. (For

men, age 65; for women, age 60).

CHAPTER 6

LEGAL PROTECTION OF THE PROCURACY
EMPLOYEE

ARTICLE 35. Legal Protection of the Procuracy Employce
1. A Procuracy employee is independent in his/her work activities.

He/she cannot be fired from the occupied position except in the cases

described in this Law.
2. Involvement in the activities of a Procuracy employee. a violation
of his/her dignity. or a threat to the health, life and property of the mem-
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bers of his/her family, is subject to liability defined by the law. The state
agencies are obliged to protect the security of the Procuracy employee
and the members of his/her family.

3. A Procuracy employee has the right to own and carry a working
regular weapon and special means of personal defense.

ARTICLE 36. Impermissibility of Interference in the Procuracy
Employee’s Activities
Interference in the Procuracy employee’s activities by any State of-
ficial, public or political entity or their representatives, or by any other
person who has no right to participate in the Procuracy employee’s ac-
tivities or to exert influence over such activities, is an illegal act punish-
able under the law.

ARTICLE 37. The Procuracy Employee’s Right to a Court De-
Sense
The Procuracy employee has the right to appeal to the court to de-
fend his rights and freedoms.

ARTICLE 38. The Liability of the Procuracy Employee

1. The employee of the Procuracy takes responsibility according to
the general order in the case of the commission of a crime or violation
of an administrative law.

2. Itis forbidden to arrest, to detain, to inspect the flat, car or work
place of the Prosecutor General, his first deputy and other deputies, the
heads of the investigation departments of the Procuracy, the Transport
Prosecutor of Georgia, the Prosecutors of Abkhazia and Adjara au-
tonomous republics, or members of the General Procuracy Board. It
also is forbidden to eavesdrop on the telephone calls or other confiden-
tial discussions by any technical means without the approval of the Chair-
man of the Supreme Court of Georgia, except in special cases in which
the Prosecutor General and the Chairman of the Supreme Court are
obliged to give their approval of the above-mentioned activities. With-
out the approval of the Chairman of the Supreme Court of Georgia,
any detained or arrested member of the General Procuracy Board must
be immediately dismissed from custody.
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3. Detained or arrested members of the Procuracy are to be placed
in the isolation cell during custody.

4. Only the Prosecutor General has the right to commence a crimi-
nal case upon evidence of commission of a crime by a Procuracy em-
ployee. Only the Prosecutor General investigates a crime committed by
the Procuracy employee.

5. The Prosecutor General may discharge from the occupied posi-
tion an employee of the Procuracy in the case of accusation before the
final decision.

6. The Procuracy uses the following disciplinary measures for vio-
lations of discipline:

a) the notice;

b) admonishment;

c) strict admonishment;

d) discharge from the position (the Procuracy employee discharged
from the occupied position is under the supervision of the personnel
department for three months; when there is no legal basis for firing
the employee from the occupied position, he/she must be reappointed
to the Procuracy);

e) discharge from the Procuracy.

ARTICLE 39. Bonus for the Successful Implementation of Duties

The Procuracy uses the following bonuses for the successful imple-
mentation of duties:

a) expression of appreciation;

b) award of a premium or a gift;

¢) award of an additional 10-days paid vacation;

d) award of a special class title;

e) removal of disciplinary measures;

f) award of the title of “Honorable member of the Procuracy” and
bestowal of a medal,

g) nomination to the State award.



CHAPTER 7

THE SOCIAL PROTECTION OF THE PROCURACY
EMPLOYEE

ARTICLE 40. The Social Protection of the Procuracy Employee
The State provides the social protection of the Procuracy employ-
ee.

The law determines the material aid, salary and pension of the Procu-
racy employee.

The Procuracy employee is entitled to compulsory State insurance
paid from the State budget. An employee of the procuracy (or a mem-
ber of his/her family) injured during implementation of professional
duties will be fully reimbursed [rom the state budget.

In the event of a Procuracy employee’s death during the performance
of his duties, his family will receive compensation in the amount of
10years salary. The State will assist the family with funeral expenses.

The Procuracy employee hurt or injured in the performance of pro-
fessional duties will receive compensation from the State budget in the
amount of | to 5 years salary, according to the degree of injury.

Expenses for local and regional travel of the Procuracy emnployee,
except taxicab expenses, will be fully reimbursed from the State budget.

Military Procuracy officials, according to their position and length
of service, will be awarded special titles.

ARTICLE 41. The Procuracy Employee's Class Titles

Prosecutors and Procuracy investigators, according to their posi-
tion, scientific degree, qualification and length of service, are awarded
special class titles.

The rule of awarding and dismissing special class titles is determined
by Georgian legislation.

The Procuracy employee who has a special class title receives addi-
tional salary.

4. The class titles of a prosecutor and Procuracy investigator arc
equal to the special titles of members of Georgia’s military forces. the
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Ministries Internal Affairs and State Security, and the State Depart-
ment of Intelligence Service.

CHAPTER 8

THE MATERIAL-TECHNICAL PROVISIONS AND
FINANCE OF A PROCURACY

ARTICLE 42. The Material-Technical Provisions and Finance of
A Procuracy

1. The State budget finances a procuracy.

2. The material-technical provisions of a procracy are implemented
in a central way.

3. The larnd, buildings and equipment of the Procuracy, and mov-
able immovable property of the Procuracy, paid from the State budget
are State property. The Other Issues Concerning Activities of the Procu-
racy and its Organisation

ARTICLE 43. The Printed Publications of the Procurac_).:
The Procuracy publishes a journal, a newspaper and an informa-
tional bulletin about Procuracy activities.

ARTICLE 44. The Scientific and Educational Institutions of the

Procuracy .
1. The Procuracy employees qualify in the educational center of.the
Gencral Procuracy of Georgia. The Scientific-Technical Service exists

in the General Procuracy.
2. The Scientific-Consultative Council exists in the General Procu-

racy.
The members of this Council are appointed by the Prosecutor Gen-

eral.
3. The Prosecutor General approves the orders of the Science-Tech-

nical Service and the Scientific-Consultative Council.
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ARTICLE 45. The Seal, the Personal Certificate, the Uniform and
Distinctive Symbols

The Prosecutor General and other prosecutors have round seals with
the picture of the coat of arms and the name of the Procuracy.

The Prosecutor General receives the personal certificate from the
President of Georgia.

Employees of the Procuracy receive personal certificates from the
Prosecutor General or his First Deputy.

The Military Prosecutor and the investigators of the Military Procu-
racy wear special uniforms.

Employees of the Military Procuracy who have class titles wear the
distinctive symbol with their uniforms.

ARTICLE 46. Statistical Reports
The appropriate units within the Procuracy issue statistical reports.

ARTICLE 47. International Relations of the Procuracy

The General Procuracy has the right to maintain relationships with
international organizations and appropriate agencies of foreign coun-
tries.

ARTICLE 48. The Review of Applications and Complaints in the
Procuracy

The Procuracy, according to this Law and within its competence as
defined in this Law, reviews applications and complaints and meets cit-
izens at certain hours.

The Procuracy immediately reviews applications and complaints
about crime.

The Procuracy does not review anonymous applications or com-
plaints.

ARTICLE 49. The Definition of Some Terms Used in this Law

a) “Prosecutor”- refers to the Prosecutor General of Georgia, all
prosecutors subordinate to the Prosecutor General, deputies of the pros-
ecutor, senior assistants, assistants, the head or the deputy of a depart-
ment, a crime prosecutor or a probationary prosecutor.
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b) “Investigator”- refers to an emergency case senior investigator,
emergency case ordinary investigator, senior investigator, investigator
or probationary investigator.

c) “Procuracy employee” - refers to a prosecutor, procuracy inves-
tigator or procuracy advisor.

d) “Probationary”- member of the Procuracy means a person with
high legal education conditionally employed as an investigator, assis-
tant prosecutor, prosecutor in the General Procuracy of Georgia, Chief
Muilitary Procuracy of Georgia, Transport Procuracy of Georgia, Procu-
racies of Abkhazia and Adjara Autonomous Republics of Georgia,
Thbilisi Regional, District, Transport and Sentence Implement Depart-
ments Procuracies.

CHAPTER 10

CONTROL AND SUPERVISION OVER ACTIVITIES
OF THE PROCURACY

ARTICLE 50. Parliamentary Control of the Procuracy
Parliamentary control over the activities of the Procuracy is imple-
mented upon hearing of information from the Prosecutor General.

ARTICLE 51. Presidential Control of the Procuracy
The President of Georgia, as the head of State. periodicaily hears
information from the Prosecutor General.

ARTICLE 52. Judicial Control of the Procuracy

The conduct of investigations or proceedings which violate consti-
tutional rights and freedoms of a person and a citizen of Georgia has to
be reviewed by a court according to the existing law.

ARTICLE 53. Supervision Over Usage of State Resources by the
Procuracy
The Chamber of Control supervises the usage of State resources by
the Procuracy.
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CHAPTER 11
TRANSITIONAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 54. The Requivement of Passing Qualification Exami-

nations

Subsection “b” of Article 2 and the second subsection of Article 15
are in force before passage of the Law on the Independent Investiga-
tion.

The requirement of prosecutors and Procuracy investigators to pass
a qualification examination will take effect on July 1, 1999. The Coun-
cil of Justice is obliged to establish the program for the qualification
examination and to conduct the examination before April 1, 1999.

The prosecutors and Procuracy investigators who will be appointed
before July 1, 1999 are required to pass the qualification examination
no later than January 1, 2001.

Any prosecutor and Procuracy investigator who does not pass the
qualification examination by the deadline set in paragraph 3 of this
Article will be discharged from the occupied position.

The law which determines the rule concerning transfer to the judge’s,
prosecutor’s and investigator’s positions will be passed by January I,
1999.

Before defining the jurisdiction of district courts, district procura-
cies act according to the jurisdiction of regional procuracies, existing
before this law enters into legal force.

Defense of the building facilities and the convoy service of the Mil-
itary Procuracy are duties of the Internal Army of the Ministry of Inter-
nal Affairs of Georgia.
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CHAPTER 12
FINAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 55. The List of Acts which are no Longer in Legal Force

After Organic Law on the Procuracy is passed the following acts
will no longer be in legal force:

a) “Temporary Proviasion on the Procuracy of Georgia™ (The Col-
lection of Normative Acts of the State Council of Georgia, 1995, vol.1,
article 78), confirmed by the decree # 49 of the State Council of the
Republic of Georgia on June 11, 1992.

b) “The Law on the Military Procuracy” of the Republic of Geor-
gia, passed on December 28, 1992 ( The News of the Parliament of
Georgia, 1992, #2, article 133).

ARTICLE 56. Entering into the legal force of Organic Law onthe
Procuracy
1. This law is entering into legal force after its publication.
2. Article 15 of this law will enter into legal force after entering into
legal force the Criminal Procedure Code of Georgia.
