M amuka Mdinaradze, the
leader of the majority, stated that

the country has progressed to a point
where artificial interventions like gender
quotas are no longer required. Instead,
he advocated for a future where women
gain entry into the Parliament of Geor-
gia based on merit and professionalism.

“You know, the topic of women’s quo-
tas is a temporary positive measure at a
certain stage of the country’s develop-
ment... If someone thinks that we are not
at a stage of development to navigate it
well, they are very mistaken. The main
premise, with which we would agree with
Girchi’s initiative, is that from now on,
women should enter the Parliament of
Georgia, especially in the future, based
on merit and professionalism, not quo-
tas. This should also apply to electoral
bodies in local government,” Mdinaradze
said.

As confirmed at the press conference,
the majority will support Girchi’s initia-
tive regarding changes in the election code.

Mdinaradze emphasized that it’s time
to abolish gender quotas, as women should
be admitted to political positions based on
merit alone. He asserted that Georgian
women have the freedom to express them-
selves and pursue their rights without dis-
crimination, particularly in politics.

He also stated that discrimination
against women in politics is “non-exis-

tent”.
“The bottom line is that after a period

of time, it should be abolished. That time
is now, and women should get in based
on merit. It is high time that we elimi-
nate these artificial interventions and
acknowledge that we are at a stage of

development where women do not need
assistance from artificial tools,

Women have absolute freedom to ex-
press themselves. They have the absolute
freedom to realize their rights. Women
are very capable in any direction. Geor-
gian women in Georgia no longer have

the problem of becoming subjects of dis-
crimination, especially in politics.

In politics and public life, no woman
has a problem with becoming a subject
of discrimination, especially because she
is a woman. It is an impossible story,”
said Mdinaradze.

G irchi has proposed an ini-
tiative to amend the election code by

eliminating all legal provisions that re-
quire the consideration of gender quotas
when compiling candidate lists. Specifi-
cally, the party is calling for the complete
removal of Article 203 from the law,
which mandates parties to adhere to gen-
der quotas in parliamentary lists.

According to the initiators, the gender
quota mechanism constitutes a restric-
tion for both political parties and for the
representatives of the gender for whom
this norm was created to empower.

“The formation of political party lists
based on gender lacks logical content; with
such artificial intervention, women’s in-
volvement in politics will never take a se-
rious form. The purpose of the bill is to
assist women in politics in avoiding the
reputational damage caused by quotas.
Gender-based quotas further reinforce ex-
isting stereotypes against women, mak-
ing it difficult to perceive them as proper
political players.” Girchi’s statement reads.

The proposed amendments in the bill
will be backed by the ruling party. Dur-
ing the Bureau session, discussions cen-
tered on a meeting between Girchi and the
majority leaders, where Georgian Dream
fully endorsed the changes. Beka

Davituliani highlighted that, in exchange,
the ruling party received a commitment
from Girchi to prioritize “professionalism
and conscientiousness” in the process of
electing the chairman of the CEC.

The bureau supported the notion that
the changes should be considered in an
accelerated manner this week. Girchi
leader Iago Khvichia also urged the op-
position to lend their support to the ini-
tiative.

As per the current election code, ratified
by the Parliament on July 2, 2020, parties
are mandated to include candidates of both
genders in their proportional lists, ensur-
ing that every fourth candidate is of a dif-
ferent gender.

The deputy of the parliamentary ma-
jority, Vice-Speaker of the Parliament
Archil Talakvadze, clarified Georgian
Dream’s backing of Girchi’s proposal to
eliminate gender quotas in electoral lists.
He emphasized that Georgian Dream will
ensure substantial representation of
women in the list.

“As the ruling party, our support for
women’s involvement in politics and their
participation will not weaken; on the contrary,
this support will increase in the future.

The parliamentary majority
called upon the Embassy of the
United States of America to en-
gage in dialogue and lift the
sanctions imposed by the states
on Georgian judges.

“Until now, we have not seen
any evidence that would confirm
even the relevance of these sanc-
tions, if not the real basis of the
sanctions,” said Mamuka
Mdinaradze, the leader of the
majority.

According to him, the sanc-
tioning of several judges in Geor-

gia by the United States with-
out any basis is indicative of “a
vicious campaign against the
court,” orchestrated by various
representatives of the NGO sec-
tor, the United National Move-

ment, and its affiliates.
“We are categorical in this

request or demand that their
sanctions be lifted and that our
friend does not give the right to
manipulate this fact to any
wicked and evil entity in Geor-
gia,” Mdinaradze said.

Lelo to Adhere to
Current Legal
Framework for

Parliamentary Elections
Amidst Girchi’s

Initiative
Davit Usupashvili, represent-

ing the Lelo party, stated that
despite the proposed changes,
they will present their party list
for the parliamentary elections
in accordance with the current
legal framework. He described
the Girchi initiative to abolish
quotas as a “Georgian Dream
project.”

“Lelo will submit a party list
for the parliamentary elections
according to the model estab-
lished by the legislative base to-
day, regardless of the duration
or speed of implementation, even
if the Dream-Girchi agreement,
which you yourself describe as

moral-political, is realized
quickly.

Not only because we supported
it at the time, but also because
we deem it necessary at this
stage. Years will pass, and it will
no longer be deemed necessary.

Meanwhile, from now on, I

cannot refer to this project as the
‘Girchi’ project; it is now a
‘Dream’ project. This is because
the idea of ‘Girchi’ would remain
just an idea if it weren’t for the
political intention of the
‘Dream’,” Usupashvili said.

Modern waste man-
agement practices have already
been introduced through the
Extended Producers’ Responsi-
bility (EPR)  on the following four
waste streams: tyres, batteries
and accumulators, electrical and
electronic equipment and oils.
It’s important to increase public
awareness and engagement
throughout this process,” noted
Irma Gurguliani, Deputy Head
of the Waste and Chemicals
Management Department at
the Ministry of Environmental
Protection and Agriculture of Georgia.

Lela Akiashvili, UNDP
Project Manager, emphasized
the need for a concerted effort to
combat plastic pollution.

“We need a comprehensive
approach involving national and
local authorities, businesses, civil
society, and experts. However, it
all begins with people embracing
the vision of a pollution-free world
and uniting to safeguard their
environmental rights.”

Background Information:
Humanity generates over 2

billion tonnes of municipal solid
waste annually, with approxi-
mately 2.7 billion people lacking
access to proper waste manage-
ment. This waste crisis exacer-
bates climate change,
biodiversity loss, and pollution,
posing significant threats to hu-
man well-being and economic
prosperity. Without swift action,
municipal solid waste generation
is projected to reach 3.8 billion

tonnes by 2050. (Source: UN-
Habitat. 2023)

In Georgia, plastic production
and imports have surged by 71
percent over the past decade, re-
sulting in widespread illegal
dumpsites, particularly in rural
areas. Plastic accounts for over
95 percent of litter accumulated
on Georgia’s beaches.  In 2020,
up to 93 percent of produced and
imported plastic items in Geor-
gia ended up as waste contribut-
ing to environmental pollution.
