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P resident Salome
Zourabichvili of Georgia

has announced that she has al-
ready chosen her preferred can-
didate for the role of Prime Min-
ister, should a coalition govern-
ment be formed. According to the
President, the selection process
involves consultation with her,
as stated in the constitution.

“I already have a candidate,”
Zourabichvili said. “I won’t re-
veal the name just yet, as we need
to consult with the political par-
ties first and reach an agree-
ment.”

When asked if the candidate
has a political background, the
President confirmed they do not.
She stressed the importance of
appointing high-level profession-
als, rather than politicians, as a
key step toward reducing politi-
cal polarization.

“The public should know in
advance who will be in the gov-
ernment—credible, high-level
professionals, not politicians.
This is the first step toward de-
polarization, especially if the gov-
ernment is made up of different
political forces,” Zourabichvili
explained.

She also noted the internal
divisions within Georgia’s politi-
cal parties, citing differing opin-
ions and worldviews, and empha-
sized the need for unity as the
country works toward its goals

for next year.
The President further an-

nounced that consultations with
opposition political parties re-
garding ministerial candidates
will begin on Monday. While she

did not specify who her Prime
Ministerial candidate is, she as-
sured that the individual is “pro-
fessional, credible, and likely
acceptable to all.”

“There’s little time left before

the elections, so I want to start
negotiations on specific candi-
dates soon. The parties will have
the opportunity to propose min-
isterial nominees,” Zourabichvili
concluded.

The Charter of Journalistic Ethics, representing over
300 journalists, has voiced its support for the deci-

sion of three major TV stations—Formula, Mtavari, and
TV Pirveli—to resist airing what they describe as an
unethical pre-election campaign by the ruling Georgian
Dream party.

In a statement, the Charter called on Georgia’s Na-
tional Communications Commission not to force the
channels to broadcast the election video of Georgian
Dream, which it claims echoes Kremlin propaganda,
insults both the Ukrainian and Georgian people, and
undermines the longstanding friendship between the
two nations.

The Charter emphasized that “election banners with
similar content displayed on the streets have caused
pain to the Ukrainian people and deeply upset Geor-
gian society.”

On October 5, the three TV stations jointly announced
that Georgian Dream had demanded they air election
advertisements. Despite facing potential fines, the chan-
nels have refused, stating they would not support what
they describe as Russian propaganda or the mockery of
the Ukrainian people, labeling the campaign banners
as “immoral.”

Parliament Chairman Shalva Papuashvili responded
by asserting that the stations have no legal grounds to
refuse airing the election clip. He warned that “violat-
ing the law has consequences,” and accused the chan-
nels of attempting to create unequal electoral conditions
for Georgian Dream.

Papuashvili also criticized “foreign interference,”
claiming that a statement by European Union Ambas-
sador Pawel Herczyñski had emboldened the TV sta-
tions’ defiance and prompted the support of non-govern-
mental organizations funded by the EU.

US Embassy of Spreading

Misinformation

Shalva Papuashvili, Chairman of the
Georgian Parliament, has accused the US
Embassy of deliberately spreading mis-
information and manipulating public
opinion through a recent Facebook post.
The embassy had posted a series of
“cards” with various messages, which
Papuashvili accused were false.

“The US Embassy allows itself to in-
terfere in the internal political debates of
the country, which it should not allow
itself to do,” Papuashvili stated. He ar-
gued that the cards were part of a broader

effort to “misinform” the public, calling
them “absolute misinformation and ma-
nipulation.”

He further emphasized that he had
previously spoken to representatives of
embassies, urging them to be vigilant
about funding organizations that spread
disinformation. “Unfortunately, the US
Embassy has become a spreader of

disinformation, which is certainly against
our common democratic values,”
Papuashvili added.

Georgian Citizen Ramaz
Begheruli Released from

Illegal Detention

Ramaz Begheruli, who was illegally
detained by Russian occupying forces near
the village of Dirbi in the Kareli munici-
pality, has been freed and is now back in
the territory controlled by Georgia’s cen-
tral government, according to a press
release from the Georgian State Security
Service (SSSG).

The SSSG highlighted that the process
of securing Begheruli’s release involved the

active use of the European Union Moni-
toring Mission (EUMM) “hotline” mecha-
nism, as well as all tools available to the
central government. The issue was also
raised during Incident Prevention and
Response Mechanism (IPRM) meetings
and the Geneva International Discussions.

The Georgian State Security Service
emphasized that responsibility for the
destructive actions in Georgia’s occupied
regions and along the occupation line
rests solely with the occupying power. It
also reiterated that the central govern-
ment, in collaboration with international
partners, continues to work toward the
release of all Georgian citizens detained
in the occupied territories.
