Visitors can marvel at collections of rare and 

exquisite plants from around the world, totaling approximately 5 000 

species, including 2 000 tree species. The garden showcases a diverse array 

of flora, which creates a wonder of nature in this oasis.

Established in 1881, the 

boulevard features a lush green garden with 40 000 plants, a bicycle path, 

recreational activities, and antique-style colonnades that enhance its 

charm and allure

5 Batumi Boulevard

Situated in the heart of Old Batumi, Batumi Piazza is an Italian-inspired 

square with captivating architecture and an iconic clock tower. The 

centerpiece of the square is a stunning 106 m2 mosaic, crafted by the 

renowned Georgian artist Natali Amirejibi de Pita. Surrounding the square 

are upscale hotels, restaurants, cafes, shops, and a stage for live music 

performances.

6 Batumi Piazza

Europe Square symbolizes the Georgian people's aspiration to align with 

European countries and values. At its center stands the Princess Medea 

statue, reviving the myths of the Argonauts and holding the Golden Fleece 

illustrates Georgia's prosperity and glory. It seamlessly blends the city's 

rich history and modernity and serves for cultural events, festivals, and 

gatherings.

The Batumi Archaeological Museum is home to a diverse collection of gold 

artifacts and exhibits showcasing 23 000 relics from various eras. 

Additionally, the museum houses a photo archive, a science library, and a 

ceramic workshop. Delve into ancient archaeological findings and 

historical treasures to uncover the mysteries of this fascinating part of the 

world.

8 Ajara Archaeological Museum

Gonio Apsarus Archaeological-Architectural Museum-Reserve, known as 

Gonio Fortress, is Georgia's oldest citadel, with origins dating back to the 

Roman and early Byzantine periods. Visitors have a unique opportunity to 

immerse themselves in ancient history. Archaeological artefacts span 

various historical periods, with the earliest samples dated to the VIII-VII 

centuries BC.

9 Gonio Fortress

The Argo Cable "Argo" is a famous tourist attraction and a sustainable and 

environmentally friendly transport system built in 2013. It connects the Old 

Batumi Black Sea Coastline to Mount Anuria, 256 meters above sea level, 

and the Argo entertainment complex. The cable car o�ers passengers 

breathtaking views of the city from a bird's-eye perspective.

Georgia's VISA policy allows citizens of 98 countries to enter Georgia with a visa-free regime for 1 full year and resident permit 

holders of 50 states for a 90 calendar days period. In addition, holders of a valid visa for the United States, the EU states, Japan, 

the Republic of Korea, and the UAE may enter the country without a visa. An E-Visa option has also been available since 2015, 

Georgia has introduced an e-visa system, that allows travellers from certain countries to apply for an electronic visa before 

their trip.
