DOLPHINARIUM:

Batumi Dolphinarium was opened in 1975. At that time it was
the first demonstrative dolphinarium in former Soviet Union.
It used to belong to the greatest dolphinariums of the world.
The existence of the dolphinarium, with the other sightsee-
ings, made the town and the whole region more attractive for
tourists. Alonside with local citizens there were a lot of peo-
ple arriving especially for this event. Exactly such immense
popuGelty of the dolphinarium determined the dolphin to
become the symbol of the town. At the beginning of 90-ies
due to the difficulties caused by the political-economic situ-
ation in the country the dolphinarium stopped functioning.
After 20-year pause completely new dolphinarium was set in
the motion by the initiative of Batumi City Hall and with the
effort of the charity fund «Cartu».

Batumi Aquarium was opened on 20th of August, 1966.
Initially, the North pacific pinnipeds, valuable fur otters and
Caspian seals were represented in it. The giant tortoise of the
Indian Ocean, so called «False Coach», which weighed about
100 kg, was especially impressive. The decorative fish variety
impressed the visitors, too. There were up to 60 species of
dwellers from the freshwaters, different seas and oceans. At
the time the aquarium represents up to 100 species of fish
from Black Sea, Georgian freshwater and the decorative ones.
