ALEXANDER KORSANTIA

Artistic Director of the Festival

emotional wave, at two-three-five-ten forte that ... He's an explosive performer...”

Alexander Korsantia is one of the greatest musicians of our time. He is a truly creative person and
“creates” musicin accordance with his visions and emotions.

Precisely because of this, genial Gia Kancheli commented on performed by the pianist “Tango” with
an amazed and at the same time delighted words — “He left nothing of my music, I have not created this
kind of music! ..”

Sense of style, virtuosity, amazing energy, artistry, a huge palette, sensuality and relief, tenderness
and monumentality... This are just the means to perpetuate the music for a great artist. Compositions
performed by the musician always sound fresh and through his artistry the spectator becomes an ac
complice of this abstract, dissolved in an air “performance”. In fact, you need to not only listen but also
to see the performance of the pianist, because Alexander Korsantia is one of those pianists whose innate
artistry makes the audience a participant of the natural visual experience.

“Since childhood I felt that music exists within me”, - and a special talent of the little boy did not go
unnoticed by his mother, the Professor of the Tbilisi State Conservatoire Svetlana Korsantia, who gave
the corresponding development to the talent of her son. In 1989 he graduated from the Tbilisi State Con-
servatoire under the guidance of the Georgian piano music classic Tengiz Amirejibi. Still quite young, he
achieved a great victory at the International Piano Competition in Sydney (1988) and Arthur Rubinstein
Competition (1995). “He's not just the great, but the greatest ... He is an amazing artist..” - so critics
wrote about an aspiring musician after his winning the competition.

A list of the concert halls, orchestras and musicians with whom the pianist closely cooperates is too long.
He is a desirable musician for everyone, anytime and everywhere.

Since 1992, the pianist resides in the United States, where he is the Professor at the piano department
of Boston’s “New England Conservatory”. However, he never lost touch with his homeland. Since 2011 he
is the Artistic Director of the International Festival “From Easter to Ascension”, where he fully revealed

Having founded a string quartet when just eleven, her early chamber music experiences
imbued in her a fundamental belief that performing is a process of giving and taking, in which
listening is just as important as expressing your own personality.

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ALEXANDER MELNIKOV piano (Russia)

“I think he's a real talent, great talent.” Svjatoslav Richter (personal diary)

Alexander Melnikov was born in a family with a rich musical traditions. A close friend of the family,
genial Svjatoslav Richter, followed his musical education. He wrote the words quoted above, about a 20
years old musician. Grandson of the composers Zara Levina and Nikolai Chemberdji already in 12 years
age knew that he would be a great performer.

After the Moscow Music School, Alexander Melnikov graduated from the P. Tchaikovsky Moscow
Conservatory under Professor Lev Naumov. He also trained under Professor ElisoVirsaladze at Munich
High School. Still quite young, he was awarded important prizes at such eminent competitions as the
International Robert Schumann Competition in Zwickau (1989) and the Concours Musical Reine Elisa-
beth in Brussels (1990) and UNESCO International Competition in Bratislava (1991).

Modern critics call Melnikov one of the most talented young pianists of the 21° century. Reviewers
of the authoritative European publications expressed about Melnikov following epithets: “Artist with im-
mense talent’, “a virtuoso in the true sense of the word, with excellent performance technique and full
possession of the instrument”. In 2000-2002 he was named by the BBC Corporation as the “Artist of the
Young Generation.”

Known for his often-unusual musical and programmatic decisions, Alexander Melnikov discovered
a career-long interest in historical performance practice at an early age. His major influences in this field
include Andreas Staier and Alexei Lubimov. Together with Andreas Staier, Alexander Melnikov devel-
oped a program that sets excerpts from Bach's Well-Tempered Clavier (Andreas Staier — harpsichord) in
musical dialogue with Shostakovich's 24 Preludes and Fugues (Alexander Melnikov - piano). Melnikov
performs regularly with such ensembles as Concerto Koln and the Akademie fiir Alte Musik Berlin.

Alexander Melnikov’s recording of the complete preludes and fugues by Shostakovich was awarded
the BBC Music Magazine Award, “Choc de Classica and the Jahrespreis der Deutschen Schallplatten-
kritik”. In 2011, it was also named by the BBC Music Magazine as one of the “50 Greatest Recordings
of All Time”

Pianist from an early age has an active solo and orchestral concert activity. He performs in the most
prestigious concert halls in Russia, Europe, Asia and America.

Since 1993 he is a regular participant of the festival “December Nights” established by Svjatoslav
Richter (Russia, France). In parallel, he teaches at the Royal Manchester College of Music.

Ilya Konovalov was born in a musical family in Novosibirsk (USSR) in 1977. At the age of 7 he com-
menced his studies with Prof. Zakhar Bron and later with Prof. Alexey Gvozdev in Novosibirsk. During
this time, he became a prize winner of the All-Russian and Wieniawski International Violin Competition.
Later, he studied with Prof. Dora Schwarzberg at the Vienna Academy of Music.

Ilya has perfomed all over the Russia and Europe, and also in a Brazil, Indonesia, Korea and Japan.
He has appeared with prestigious orchestras such as the “Moscow Virtuosos”, the Netherlands Radio
Chamber Orchestra, the Israel Sinfonieta Beer-Sheva, the Moscow Chamber Orchestra “Musica Viva”,
the Saint Petersburg State Capella Symphony Orchestra, the Moscow State Symphony, the Zurich Cham-
ber Orchestra, the Novosibirsk Philharmonic Orchestra, the American-Russian Symphony Orchestra
and the Israel Philharmonic Orchestra under the baton of conductors such as Vladimir Spivakov, Hugh
Wolf, Zubin Mehta and Yoel Levi. He played chamber music with many prominent artists, among them
are Alexnder Rudin, Yuri Bashmet, Rudolf Buchbinder, Lynn Harell, Arkady Zenziper, Dora Schwarz-
berg, Steven Isserlis, Misha Maisky etc.

Over the past 10 years he has been participating in many prestigious festivals, such as: “Young Art-
ists in Concert”, Festival in Davos Switzerland, “Schubertiaden” Music Festival in Germany, Haifa Music
Festival and “Dreiklang” Festival in Gemany.

Since 1997 he is the Concertmaster of the Israel Philharmonic Orchestra under leadership of Zubin
Mehta. Ilya Konovalov is the 1* violinist of the Israel Philharmonic String Quartet which was found in
2006 by the request of Maestro Mehta and is supported by the Richter family.

Since 2006 Ilya Konovalov is teaching violin and chamber music at the Buchmann-Mehta School of
Music at the Tel Aviv University.

Officially, the Georgian State Symphony Orchestra was established in 1925. At various times, the or-
chestra was led by Ivane Paliashvili, legendary Evgeni Mikeladze, Grigol Kiladze, Shalva Azmaiparashvili,
Odissey Dimitriadi, Jemal Gokieli, Zakaria Khurodze, Jansugh Kakhidze, Vakhtang Matchavariani and
other famous conductors.

The Orchestra is the first performer practically of all works of national symphonic music. The or-
chestra’s repertoire includes numerous world masterpieces of symphonic and operatic music. The Or-
chestra's name is associated with Georgian premieres of works by famous foreign composers.

The Moscow Conservatoire Grand Hall, Berlin Philharmonic Concert Hall, Amsterdam Concertge-
bouw, Athens and Frankfurt Concert Halls, Paris Les Invalids, Pierre Cardin Center, UNESCO Hall &
Salle Pleyel, St. Petersburg Shostakovich Philharmonic Hall... This is a partial list of the major concert
halls where the staff of the orchestra had successful performances. At various times, the Orchestra col-
laborated with many famous composers, conductors, soloists.

In 1971, the Georgian State Symphony Orchestra was awarded the title of Honored Orchestra, and
in 1994, it was named in honor of Evgeni Mikeladze. It should be noted that in 2005, the Georgian State
Symphony Orchestra, together with the State Choir, the State Chamber Orchestra and the State String
Quartet, were merged into the newly established Georgian National Music Centre. 25 years old composer
Nikoloz Rachveli was appointed the Artistic Director of the Orchestra.

Since 2013 the young talented musicians of the new generation, successfully perform in various
Georgian and foreign orchestras and joined the State Symphony Orchestra. In December 2013, Maestro
Nikoloz Rachveli was elected the Principal Conductor of Georgian Philharmonic Orchestra.

MERI (MARIAM) DAVITASHVILI composer

“I've always loved to communicate with children. It is very interesting!
I try to teach them not just the music...”

Indeed, Meri Davitashvili with her immortal melodies taught children a lot of love. Who can count
how many children grew up on her music?! “Child is most important. I did not intend to become a chil-
dren's songwriter.” It is not easy to attain a genuine love from children, but Meri Davitashvili was able to
do that and deservedly won the status of children's composer.

She was born in 1924 in Tbilisi. Zacharia Paliashvili was the first who discovered her special musical
talent. She graduated from the conservatoire where she studied under Andria Balanchivadze.

In parallel of her creative work, Meri Davitashvili was actively engaged in pedagogical and social
activities. She was a secretary of the Union of Composers of Georgia (1968-1992) and member of the
Revision Committee at the Union of Soviet Composers. On her initiative, were annually held the “Weeks
of Children’s Music.” Since 1973, she was a teacher at the Tbilisi State Conservatoire.

Meri Davitashvili has works of different musical genres. Among them, it should be noted two operas
for children, many songs for children, music for children’s full-length and animated films, two orchestral
suites, symphonic, chamber and choral works, music for dramatic productions, five romances based on
the poems by Anna Kalandadze...

She is the People's Artist of Georgia, the laureate of the Shota Rustaveli State Prize and the chevalier
of the Order of Honor.

In 2010, the 5" International Festival “From Easter to Ascension” hosted a recital dedicated to the
85" anniversary of the composer.

TAMAR (TAMUNA) SHALVASHVILI piano

“There is something mysterious in her playing - she knows something that others don’t...”
Alexander Korsantia

The biography of Tamar Shavlashvili slightly differs - she, personally, stands out from others and be-
cause of this her musical perception is completely different. She ruined stereotypes about the age of onset
of musical education and 12 years old began to study music. The success was immediate. Soon she became
a student at the Tbilisi Conservatoire and began her studies in the class of Professor Edisher Rusishvili.
Later was the “New England Conservatory, Graduate Diploma in Piano Performance”, Boston Conserva-
tory GPD program in Piano under Professor Alexander Korsantia and Studio of Professor Max Levinson.

Purposefulness and diligence of Tamuna is
truly enormous. Therefore, such a great creative
biography for such a small period of activity is
not surprising. She is the winner of many interna-
tional competitions and has participated in many
festivals, often performed recitals both in Georgia
and in the world’s famous concert halls.

Several times she was the President of Georgia
scholarship holder and also awarded the Founda-
tion “Kartu” scholarship. In 2010 she was awarded
SBCF Emerging Artists Grant (USA) and in 2013
Tamuna became the Gladys C. Andreson Memo-
rial Scholarship recipient.

As an interesting respondent, she is often in-
vited to radio and television broadcasts. It should
be noted that about the young artist was made a
documentary film "Tamuna" (directed by A. Ko-
ridze) which in 2003 was shown out of competi-
tion at the Berlin International Film Festival.

Maestro George Tchitchinadze is an Associate Professor of the V.Sarajishvili Tbilisi State Conserva-
toire. He graduated from the Gnesins State Music College in Moscow, Piano Department, and later, from
the V.Sarajishvili Tbilisi State Conservatoire, Piano Department (under Prof. E.Rusishvili).

Many opera performances were staged, restored and
conducted under his direction.

George Tchitchinadze has an intense touring career. He has appeared at many prestigious festivals
and has collaborated with such orchestras as the Amsterdam Philharmonic Orchestra Radio; Lithuanian
National Philharmonic Orchestra; Lithuanian State Chamber Orchestra; Warsaw State Opera Orchestra,
National Youth Symphony Orchestra “Sinfonia Iuventus” of Poland; Orchestra of St. Petersburg State
Hermitage Museum; Izmir Symphony Orchestra; Sudwestfallen Symphony Orchestra etc.

Foundation “Tanadgoma” and became a laureate.

O. Jorjikia is often invited to participate in various projects. It should be noted his successful per-
formances at a charity concert organized by Paata Burchuladze Foundation “lavnana” and at the gala
concert dedicated to the anniversary of the Catholicos-Patriarch of All Georgia.

Musician attended the master-classes in Switzerland and Italy.

In 2012 he received a scholarship of the President of Georgia, and in 2013 he was awarded the Vano
Sarajishvili scholarship.

Since 2013, Otar Jorjikia is a soloist of the Tbilisi Opera and Ballet Theatre.
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She graduated from the Tbilisi State Conservatoire majoring in solo and academic singing. She
have participated in performances of the Opera Studio (Mozart — “Die Zauberflote”; Donizetti - “Don
Pasquale”, “Lelisir damore”).

Currently, she has an active concert schedule and participates in various interesting projects. It
should be noted, the main role in Haydn's oratorio “Creation” performed by her in 2013. In the same
year she performed the role of Gilda in Verdi's “Rigoletto”.

In order to improve her professional skills, young performer periodically consults with famous sing-
ers and teachers.
